The thunderstorm which swept over a
part of Indianapolis yesterday afternoon
about 3 o'clock was accompanied by a
terri.'ic wind, which blew forty-thre- e miles
an hour at the weather olllce in the Ma-

jestic building and was more severe in the
cistern part of the city. The lightning
also playel some queer freaks, and the
hail which accompanied the cloudburst of
rain cauted pedestrians to seek shelter.

The storm blew up about 3:13, and the
first 5eriou3 warning was a vivid flash
of lightning followed by a peal of thunder
heard all over the city. The lightning
struck Murphy & Graffty'a shirt factory,
on South Pennsylvania street, near South
strctt, and ftarted a small fire. An alarm
of fire was sounded, and by tho time the
different companies were answering the
alarm the rain and hall were coming down
in torrents, go that it was impossible to

many feet away. The 13's ho.e com-
pany on East Maryland 5treet answered
the alarm, and started cast on Maryland
street to Pennsylvania and south towanl
the fire. The rain and hail frightened the
horse and it swerved as the wagon passed
Chesapeake street and tried to run into
that narrow stre t.

The sudden turn threw the firemen from
the wagon and they were hurled to the
pavement, but not one of them was seri-
ously injured The wagon, however, was
so badly demolished that It hail to be sent
to the rtpair shop. 15y the time the lire
wagons reached the factory the blaze was
out.

DAMAGED V TUB WIND.
The storm was more severe in the east-

ern part of the city, where the wind did
much damage. A two-stor- y frame building
In course of construction between Key-

stone and Tacoma avenues, on the south
side of Washington street, was completely
demolished. The framework of the house
had been completed and the carpenters
were preparing to put the roof on when the
storm blew up. The wind was so strong
that the large house collapsed and fell
against a tree near by. The property is
owiipiI by Captain Clinton and the contrac-
tor is M. M. Cotton.

Other evidences of the strong wind were
seen In the eastern part of the city, trees
being blown down and uprooted in the Deaf
and Dumb Institute grounds and in many
yards In that part of town. Trees were
blown across the street on Shelby and Har-
rison streets. Uricks from many chimneys
were carrie! several eet and houses rocked
to and fro during the worst of the storm.
Trees were blown down In General Knef-ler- 's

yanl. The rain fell In torrents for
about forty minutes, but the terrific wind
blew only about half that time. There was
a little damage done down town. The large
a wtiing in front of Ward's loan office, on
Fast Market street, was torn loose and
blown through the heavy plate glass win-
dow.

One of the peculiar things about the
storm was that it was not felt In the north-
ern part of the city, and but little rain fell
north of Twentieth street.

ACTION OF HIGH COURTS,

Decision That 1V11I Affect Insolvent
Corporation Cnre of u Pauper.
A "inallel hand" was laid yesterday by

the Appellate Court of Indiana on the prac-

tice of directors of insolvent corporations
preferring themselves over outside cred-

itors by issuing trust deeds to secure an-

tecedent debts evidenced by notes executed
Individually, and also to secure a debt
due to one of their number. The decision
was in the case of the Nappanee Canning
Company against Held, Murdock &. Co.,
of Chicago. The latter firm held a claim
against the canning company, but found
itself "frozen out" by such a deed of trust.
Judge Itobinson, who wrote the opinion
that prevailed, argued that this could not
be done. Judge Henley penned a dissent-
ing opinion. In which he said the majority
opinion "flew in the face" of the rule laid
down by the Supreme Court of this StaU.

The judgment recovered by Mrs. Tillie
Myers against Scofield, Schurmer &
Ttagle In the Marlon Superior Court for
the accidental killing of her husband by
u runaway team belonging to the firm,
was sustained yesterday by the Appellate
Court, which held that Mrs. Myers's hus-
band was not bound to look behind him for
the purpose of seeing and avoiding other
teams and wagons that might be approach-
ing from that direction. Myers was jog-
ging along in his buggy when a runaway
team attached to an oil wagon belonging
to the leferdant firm dashed into him and
caused his dath.

The ca?e of the State on the relation of
William F. Swain against William K. Win-di- e,

in which the Supreme Court overruled
a petition for rehearing yesterday, is said
to be. similar to the suits filed against ers

Holt and Schmidt in this coun-
ty recently by It. F. Stuart. In tho Windle
case the higher court held that a taxpayer
could institute a suit to recover money
paid by the county to Its treasurer as in-

terest on pretended loans which brought
to the treasury no additional money. The
"loans" In qustion were made from one
fund to another In the county treasury.

The sheriff of Randolph county grew
tired of caring for Roll Joseph, a pauper,
who was acquitted of burglary on the
ground of insanity, and took him to the
Ohio line, turning him loose to become a
t barge on the Darke County Infirmary.
The Ohio authorities sought by mandate
to compel the Indiana officer to take Joseph
back, but the Supreme Court held yester-
day that a mandamus- - would not lie in
such case, the proper method being to sue
the sheriff of the Indiana county for the
lumpers' support In the Ohio County in-nrma- ry.

The judge that wrote the opinion
facetiously that the sheriff of

Darke county, Ohio, might have retaliated
on the sheriff if Randolph county, by
"dumping" the pauper back Into Indiana
"between days."
