Uncle Sam made a snug fortune by suing
fifteen packages of dlamonds smuggied last
June through Niagara. A few days ago
the Federal Court of the western New York
distriet sentenced them to be sold. Thirty-
one thousand dollars were poured into the
treasury as the result of this auction. Uncle
Sam lately sued “581 dlamonds, cut, ete.”
suspected of having been smuggled into
Michigan, but the district court dismissed

the case, and they were liberated fyom the
custody of the United States marshal. “‘The
United States ve. one diamond and pearl
bracelet, one diamond and pearl brooch
with pendant, one pair diamond and pesri
earrings and one diamond brooch,”” was the
title of a case which lately went against
the 'aforesald Jewels in the District Court
of New Jersey. They were held guilty of
allowing themselves to be smuggled and
were sent down to the auctioneer.

Misbehaving cattle have troubled Uncle
S8am to a serious degree of late. e has
arrested and tried no less than 1,027 with-
in the past two years. They were all ac-
cused of coming into the country in viola-
tien of the quarantine lJaws. In these cases
it was deemed impracticable to ecommit
the defendants to jail, like common human
offenders, or to lock them up in the mar-
shal's safe, as the diamond rings
treated. The government had to hire a pen
wherein they could be kept under constant
surveillance and out of the way of the en-
terprising journalistic interviewers. There
being no docks in the courts to suitably
accommodate them, they were denied an
ear in their own trials and had to intrust
their cases entirely to their counsel. TPhe
greater number were found gullty and zen-
tepced to pass under the hammer.

bags' are cases pending or recently dis-
posed of in the federal courts. The United
States against “one distillery” is a recent
internal revenue case.

All of these =uits wherein I(nanimate
things and dumb animals are defendants
belong to the civil category. There is no
record of a criminal suit against a brute
of the lower blological classification or
against a scion of the vegetable or mineral
familles. The greater number of such de-
fendants are held for forfeliture as a result
of violations of law, for which their owners
must be tried separately, if tried ar all.
Some are held in default of payment of
fines on the part of their owners. In all
such cases the goods alone ecan be sued,
there being no other defendant liable to
ferfeiture.

OWNERS AS CLATMANTS.

Of course, such defendants cannot defend
themselves, After their seizure the own-
ers, if of the opinion that the forfelture
would be unjust, can come forward and
defend them. In such a case the owner s
added to the title of the suil, as “Richard
Roe, claimant,” for Instance. In the
“fourteen diamond rings’’ case Is added tlie
name “Pepke, claimant.”

The procedure in such cases Is gecording
to a prescribed routine. After the selzurs
of the articles by a federal official they aie
turned ovey to a United States marshal,
and are to all intents and purposes lmpris-
oned. Within a certain time the govern-
ment's attorney moves the court that they
be sold ar destroyed., as the case may be.

Just exactly what value, real
or sentimental, the left ear lobe of
Goddess of Prosperity, for instance, can
have Sor any person is hard for a sane man
to understand. Somebody got it, however.

When most of the vandalism in the mon-
ument occurred no one knows, hut it prob-
ably took place before the checking system
was thnere, compeliing vigitors to leave ali
potential impiements of destruction before
going up the monument., Great protest
against this order is made by the camera
fiend, who generally wants to take a bird s-
eyeview of the city from the top of the
monument, Buat he has to do his best with
out his tripod, for that triple crowbar stays
