Before the last meeting of the State
Medical Society Dr. V. H. Fletcher read a
paper, the subject rf which was "A Con-

sideration of the Present Laws for the
Commitment of the Insane in Indiana."
The paper was a." follows:

"The subject of this, paper was suggested
to the writer by the judicial council of the
Marlen County Medical Society for the pur-
pose of examining into certain alleged
abu?er existing in regard to the commit-
ment of alleged insane to the various hos-
pitals of the State, particularly as to what
might be called commercializing, or cor-nerin- ';'

the inquest business: First, by
causing persons to be alleged Insane by
witnesses who know nothing whatever of
the case; second, by holding numerous in-
quests when there Is no evidence of in-

sanity, purely for the purpose of collecting
fees; third, the abuse of various sections
of the law as to the manner of holding in-
quests, and expending the time of service
to from two to three days, when the time
occupied, in mcst Instances, is not mere
than two hours; fourth, by arbitrary ar-
rest, imprisonment by police or other of-
ficer.

"In pursuing the investigation it has re-
quired the examination of the records of
Insanity inquests in Marion county extend-
ing over a period of two years, and also to
ascertain if the same conditions prevailed
In the three other most populous counties
of the State. The result was that in three
out of the four most populous counties
there i lirect evidence o collusion be-
tween certain justices of the peace and cer-
tain physicians to form an 'insanity com-
mission trust.' For instance, in Marlon
county of the 552 Inquests during the past
two years, 3n of thtm were held by three
Justices of the peace, and eleven physicians
maue all of the examinations, or were the
at lending physician.' Strange to say,
among those eleven not i.ne is a large, or
well known, general pra in fact,
cut of twenty of the rro:t eminent physi-
cians in Marion county, who do the larger
practice, not one of them appears more
than thrice in the role of attending physi-
cian, or twice as medical examiner, and
some of the twenty not at all.

"The intention of the Marion County
Medical Society was for the purpose of find-
ing if errors existed, what was the cause,
und what the remedy. If there be one
thing more than another inherent in the
Anglo-Saxo- n, it is the adherence to ttierights granted by the Magna Charta near-
ly seven hundred years ago. Section 67
of the Constitution of the State of In-
diana says that 'trial by jury is inviolate in
civil cases.'

"Arrest is defined in our statutes is thtaking of a person inb custody that hemay be held to answer for a public of-
fense.' Now. the person who is insane
cannot be guilty of a public offense, andan Insane person cannot be arrested legally
until an insanity commission has returnee!
a finding of insanity to the county clerk.
An eminent statesman in Pennsylvania,
some forty years ago. while advocating
the much needed reform in the commit-
ment of insane, said: 'The whole subject
Js worthy of official notice and reform, foe
while the law remains unchanged, every
man should take "a bond of fate against
his physician." not knowing but that to-
morrow some enemy, or some heir covetous
of his generous estate, may summon the
doctor to consign him to the mad house.'

A MERK FARCK.
"Twenty-fiv- e years ago the mof'e of con-

ducting Insanity inquests in most of the
States was a mere farce. A physician,
two justices of the peace., and anyone who
would swear that they believed a certain
person insane, wa smncient. This com-
mission of thre perhaps" not disinterested
parties, frequently viewed the alleged in-

sane from a distance, and an order for
conveyance to th hospital was issuid.

FACTS IN MARION COUNTV.
"Now, the facts are that in Marion coun-

ty, and perhaps in other counties, the Jus-tre- e,

of the peac. in the majority of cases,
does not select the 'respectable practicing
physician' as medical examiner, but the
justice is selected by the doctor, and cases,
where the said medical examiner visited the
allege 1 inrane person in company with the
two Justices of the peace, and rarely,

Another point in which the law
1.4 flagrantly violated for commercial pur-
poses is the appointment of an 'attending
physician' In each case of alleged insanity.
1 have examined hundreds of application
I apers, and rind that only in Marion county
every suspect has a full-fledg- ed medical at-
tendant, even though the tramp had only
been in the county an hour. Other papers
come in from the rest of the State with the
stat nent, 'Patient had no attending physi-
cian. The statute is plain that the at-
tending physician (if there be any) i3 simpiy
a witness except he makes a written state-
ment "of the medical history and treatment
observed and pursued by him in said case."
What medical history and treatment can a
doctor give wh-- n he has seen a patient for
the first time for a brief moment, and that
patient unable to give any creditable ac-
count of himself. In Fee. 271, stating the
costs that may he charged, the 'Medical
witnesses accompanying the officers on
their visit to the person alleged to be in-

sane, or attending the investigation, or
making out a certificate, S3 per day.' but
the medical attendant is unprovided for, he
is not mentioned even as a special witness.

"While examining this section relating to
cost let us observe that but J3 is allowed the
examining witnesses, who. ns the law pro-
vides, 'must not only go with the two jus-
tices of the peace to interview the alleged
insane, but must meet them again at the
courthouse, and. as a member of the com-
mission, interrogate the witnesses, and,
finally, make out a written statement. Now,
any physician who conscientiously performs
this duty Reserves a fee equal to a con-
sultation as a specialist. The fee offered by
the county in compensation for a service,
which, if "properly performed. Is done fre-
quently at personal risk, is simply con-
temptible.

"I wedd not Insinuate that, from our
verv imperfect laws, many persons are con-
fined in our hospitals who are not insane.
Thanks to the guarding power and the
skill of the superintendents of our hos-
pitals, few are ever admitted; but that does
not prevent designing persons from having
commissions cf insanity, called out of
malice, or for purely selfish purposes. Of
tile number of such the superintendents
cf hospitals can know nothing. Lut when
one county shows that 111 inquests have
been held and paid for, and the patient
found not Insane by the commission, and
eighty-seve- n persons rejected by the

for various reasons in two
years, it shows that K'S out of 5,"2 Inquests
were useless and amounted a 'one to an
expense to the county of I11.SS0. If such
abuse can exi-- -t in one county, what would
it amount to to the taxpayers of ninety-tw- o

counties of our State?
"As to the new law. which will be in

operation from to-da- y. it is simply infinite-
ly worse toan the old so far as in giving
the business of Inquests into th3 hands of
a select few. It is true that, under the new-law-

,

medical examiners may be appointed
by a judge of the Circuit Court, but as
the Justice of the peace, who must be the
first one appealed to, has the same power,
he will naturally appoint the medical ex-
aminers.

"The new law does away with any pro-
cedure in the courthouse, as the Justice
may hold the Inquest at any time or place
he desires, and has simply to send his re-
port to the clerk of the court, for which
he gets an additional fee of SI. So insanity
inquests may take, more than ever, the
form of a secret inquisition. A doctor and
his partner, and a single justice of the
peace (for the new law requires but one
justice), may form an alliance to hold as
many inquests as they can find 'respecta-
ble citizens' to allege that they believe any
drunken man or erileptic woman to be in-
sane.

HEALTH AND COMFORT.
"There have been few advances where

the health and comfort of marlind are
concerned that have not been put In motion
by the members of the medical profession.
The Insane of England were caged as wild
beasts and exhibited for fee. It was not
until King George III was several times
attacked by Insanity that public attention
was called to the necessity of better meth-
ods for treating the disease than by im-
prisonment and chains. It was then that
Parliament passed an act ordering the
Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons
to appoint a commission consisting of live
of its fellows, to examine into the condi-
tions of all madhouses, as they were then
termed, and it was from this commission
that a foundation was laid for constructing
the humane and rational treatment of in-
sanity as we see it to-da- y.

"I regard the medical treatment of In-
sanity as having reached a high degree of
perfection during the past twenty-fiv- e

years, and we must not rest satisfied until
our state laws for the commitment of the
Insane are also in the front rank and equal
to the best in our 1'nlon.

"During the sessions of our State Legis-
lature of 1SS3 I urged in committee reform
in our present statutes. Sixteen years ago
1 presented the subject before the National
Conference of Charities and Correction at
"A'ashington. D. C. and I ha"e pointed out
the objectionable features of cur law to our
State lioard of Charities. I assume that no
reformation will ever spring from the legal
profession, therefore I will look for aid to
the Indiana State Medical Society, by ask-
ing the appointment of a committee to ex-
amine our present laws for the commit-
ment of the Insane, recommend amend-
ments to the same and report at the next
meeting of the state socletv."

THE VOTING MACHINE.

Reasons Why It Should Speedily Come
Into General Use.

Milwaukee Free Press.
The city of Syracuse, N. Y., last year

purchased sixty voting machines from the
United States Voting Alachine Company,
Jamestown, and used them with general
satisfaction at the election ia the fall.
These machines had the names of all can-

didates in view of the voter, but no party
emblem to help the illiterate or careless,
and some confusion on that account is be-

lieved to have resulted. The machines are
therefore being returned to the manufac-er- s

to have the supposed defect remedied.
The great advantage of the voting ma-

chine is the absolute accuracy of the
count, which, in closely contested elec-
tions, "where the vote is about equal for two
or more candidates, is very important. In
Chicago a recount of the vote for certain
officers recently completed shows a change
from the canvass made at the time of the
election of from 1,74! to 2,ScS votes In a
total of less than 400,0"0. A recount cannot
be necessary when voting Is done by the
machines, because mistakes cannot be
made. A well-mad- e machine cannot make
mistake-- . Acting 4K.0Xt times, it has to
act exactly alike every time. If it were
gifted with human intelligence it might,
and would, make mistakes, because then
it woul l stop to think. The voter may
make mistakes, but whatever he does is
faithfully registered. The voter cannot, if
he would, cause the machine to vary its
action and falsify its count. The human
intelligence that constructed It saw :o thatpart of it.

REMARKABLE DECEPTION

CASE OF TOM" STOKES, AVIIO

PASSED AS A SCHOOL .MISTRESS.

For Three Years He W'i Known nt
MUs Era Senrs," and lMnyed Ills
Part Well Accused of Murder.

Van Buren (Ark.) Letter in St. Louis Re-
public.
The calm and sequestered lives of the

good people of Aladison county most rudely
were interrupted one day last week when
a bearded stranger from Texas arrived at
Huntsville and. without so much as a word
of explanation or a thought or care for the
pain he might be Inflicting upon the sensi-
tive hearts of several gallants of the neigh-
borhood and the terrible shock he was giv-

ing the community, calmly proclaimed Misa
Eva Sears, for several years a school
teacher In the community, to be a man,
and arrested her on a charge of murdering
Alvin Arnold, a wealthy farmer, near Baird,
Tex., three years ago.

If the cool stranger had not been able to
prove to a degree that his suspicions were
correct, It-I- s highly probable that Aladison
county would have proved too hot for him
ere many hours had fled for, during the
three years of her sojourn In Aladison coun-
ty, "Aliss Sears," as she was known, had
made many friends and won no few ad-

mirers, and her gentle manners and accom-

plishments of mind and body had won for
her a p'ace in the esteem of the simple-minde- d

people of this community that was
not rivaled by that of any your.g woman for
miles u round.

Luckily for one J. B. Irving, detective,
the supposed young woman, when confront-
ed with "her" secret and asked to step into
a room and submit to an examination,
broke down and confessed that "she" was
no woman, but had been masquerading as
euch for several years.

The astonishment of the community bor-
dered on stupefaction whn the incident be-
came known. "Miss Soars' was an accom-
plished pianist and talked like a ladies'
boarcdng-choo- l graduate. "She" ea.Uy In-

gratiated herself into the good opin'on of
the community and became the most pop-
ular young "lady" In the county. "She"
dressed well, wore "her" feminine garments
with becoming grace and modesty and was
on confidential terms with many young
ladles of the country.

It was no uncommon thing to hear "Miss
Scats" spoken of as a model cf womanly
grace and accomplishments for all young
girls to note and follow.

"Aliss Sears" taught country schools neer
Huntsville, Judy and Kingsman, In Aladi-
son county, and was considered one of the
mcst competent and successful teachers
ever brought into the county. Very popu-
lar with young and old alike, "she" was,
by reason of superior education and "her"
musical accomplishments." a center of at-
traction at all social gatherings.

This remarkp.bls man, who wore so be-
comingly the ribbons and laces of fem-inin- ty

and who for three years managed
to hide his true sex and retain the confi-
dence of women companions, accepted the
attentions of the young men of the neigh-
borhood and. if reports be true, accepted
the hand and heart of more than one of
his cdmirers.
MADE A CONFIDANT OF YOUNG

LADIES.
Thus for three years did the man who is

charged with being Tom Stokes, murdereT,
thief and fugitive from justice, masquerade
successfully as a woman in tailor-mad- e

gowns, expensive hats, ribbons and laces,
his lingerie being the envy of every younjf
woman wit'a whem he associated, it bein
of tho finest texture and always carefully
laundered.

He made a confidant of several young
ladies, and told them that his parents had
died when he was quite young; that ht
had been educated by a wcplthy uncle in
New York, and, being crossed in a love af-
fair at the age of eighteen, hr J determined
to go through life alone. The deception
wa;j always perfectly sustained. Never a
suspicion entered the mind of any person
who learned to know "Aliss Sears" or
learned to love "her."

It was Wednesday morning of this week
that the exposure took place. Detective J.
C. B. Irving, o'f Baird, Tex., arrived on the
fjcene and immediately placed "Aliss Sears"
under arrest, charging "her" with beirg
Tom Stokes, wanted for murder at Bairo,
Tex. Stokes at first denied that he was a
man, but when he was invited to step into
a room for the purpose of disrobing before
two or three persons who professed confi-e'en- ce

in his Innocence, he admitted his
true sex, and offered as explanation of the
deception he had practiced the novel ex-
cuse that he found It easier to get along
In the world as a woman than as a man.
He steadfastly denied that he is Tom
Stokes, or that he ever lived in Texas.

An examination of his person not only
revealed the nature of the make-u- p the
prisoner had used to acquire the form of
a woman, but it resulted in the finding of.
a well-wor- n belt next his body in wldch
were stowed away greenbacks amounting
to $3,0J. This, the detective says, assured
hirn that he had the right man, for the
sum of $5,000 was stolen Irom the body of
the murdered Texas farmer.

The prisoner was brought to Van Buren
for transfer to the Frisco train for Texas,
where he must stand trial. As he sat in
the waiting-room- , heavily ironed, he did
not appear to be the dangerous character
the detective makes him out to bo.

The man alleged to be Tom Stokes is
a decided blonde, with large liquid bluo
eyes, just such as would make it easy for
him to imptrsonate a female. He talks
more like a Vassar graduate than an out-
law, and when asked why it wan, if he is
innocent of any wrong-doin- g, he should
have abandoned the dress ana character of
a man and assumed that of a woman, he
replied in guarded terms and in the best
of Fngllsh that It was a whim of his, a
foolish one, maybe, but he found it easier,
much easier, to get through the world as a
woman than as a man.

He declined to submit to an Interview
and seemed to be 111 at east in the cheap,
ill-tittl- siit of clotb.es the dotcctie had'purchased for him ir the little mountain
town. The only vestiges that remained of
"Eva Stars" were the woman's tan Ox-
fords on his feft and the delicate, beautifulrings on hi slender and tapering fingers.
One of these rings, it is said, was given
him rs a pledge of plighted troth between

! the impersonator and a young man of Alad
ison county.

HIS ALLEGED CRIME.
While waiting at the station Stokes made

desperate efforts to conceal fiom public
view the heavy irons on his slender,
womanish-lookin- g wrists. He seemed to be
greatly relieved when the train that was
to take him to Texas finally steamed out
of Van Buren.

The crime for which the prisoner alleged
to be Tom Stokes will stand trial for his
life at the next term of the Circuit Co art
to be held at Bdrd. Tex., wa3 committed a
little more than three years ago a few
miles from that little south Texas town.
The dead body of Alvin Arnold, one of the
wealthiest farmers of that part of the
State, was found within a few feet of his
barn with a bullet through the head. IBs
pockets were rifled and $5.0ou In cash that
lie was known to have had on his person
was missing when the body was found.

There was practically no doubt that a
murder had been committed for the pur-
pose of robbery. The evidence pointed to
Tom Stokes, a young man of the r.e'ghbor-hoo- d.

who disappeared simultaneously with
the murder, as the guilty man.

A reward, aggregating was offered
by the Str.te and county uhVials and the
relativ s of the murdered man. Some of
the shrewdest man-hunte- rs in the South
undertook to win this reward by tracing
Tom Stokes, to capture and convict him.

The detectives found they had a shrewd
man to deal with. After months of perse-
vering work they got trace of Stokes at
El Reno, Okla.. where it appeared he had
endestvore 1 to obtain admission to the regu-
lar army, but had failed on account of hia
delicate form and apparent unfitness for
the strenuous Ufa of the soldier.

All trace of him was lost for some time.
When next the msn-hunte- rs heard of
Stokes it was in San Francisco, and with
the aid of the police of that city It was
hoped to land the quarry. But Htokes was
up and away before he could be trapped.
After diligent search It was learned that he
had taken k steamer to Honolulu and a de-

tective followed hlin to the Hawaiian Isles.
In vain. Stokes had again disappeared, as
If by magic, and his trail was harder to
rind than it had ever been before. Although
