The number of men now out on the strike
order placed at 62,000, Many strikers
have found work in independent mills or at
other occupations, and many are idle mere-
Iy béecause the skilled men are oul.

FPresident Shaffer spent the day at head-
quariers conferring with his lleutenants, re-
cejving reportg and [seuing directions to his
followers throughout the strikedistricts. He
was not inclined to talk much for publica-
tion. Several times during the day he ex-
pressed satisfaction with the progress of
the conte=st, but would make no detailed
statement. He denied that he had been ap-
proached by independent steel men with a
proposition to prolong the strike to a point
where the T'nited States Steel Corporation
wauld lose Its rush orders. He sald it was
absurd to thirg: that he could talk about
any such plai. with any one. He also de-
rlined to talk about the Western situation
and expressed confidence in the fidelity
the strikers at New Castle and Painter's,
who have been reported as ready to stam-
pede at the first break. Mr. Shaffer began
preparations early In the evening for his
trip to Wheeling to-morrow,

The fifteen locomotive firemen
at the National Tube Company’'s plant at
MeKeesnort have struck. Their work is
being done by the conductors and brake-
men under protest. Three-fourths of the
shippers struck to-night and the remainder
worked in eonstant fear of an attack from
the strikers. The company put on a large
force of extra watchmen.

COLUMBLUS, 0., Aug. 13.—Former Attor-
ney General Monnett, as attorney for the
Anti-trust League, to-day filed with the
secretary of state a list of interrogatories
concerning the status of the constituent
companies of the United States Steel Cor-
poration doing business in Ohio. The sec-
retary of state declined to make public Mr.
Monnett's letter but stated no answer had
been made to it. The questions submitted

Pby Mr. Monnett are as follows:

“Has the ‘merican Sheet Steel Company,
doing busziness at Cambridge, Canton.
Dennison, Dresden, Niles, Piqua, Canal
Dover, Struthers and Wellaville, O., tiled
in your department a statement under Sec-
tiong 148 C and 148 D, R. 8., stating the
number oif shares of authorized capital
stock of such company?

“Please state the number and location of
the office or offices of the company in Ohio
and the name and address of 1= officers and
agents in charge of its business,

“Has it furnished vou with a statement
of the value of its property owned and used
in Ohio and the amount and value of its
prnﬁerly used outside of the State of Ohkiu?

“Has it furnished vou the proportion of
the capital stock of the company which is
represented by property owned and us=ed by
its business transactions in Ohio? If so,
has the department charged and collected
from the company a privileged or fran-
chise tax of one-tenth of 1 per cent. upon
the capital stock of the corporation repre-
sented by property in Ohlo? Ir so, please
state the amount charged and paid by the
company.

“Has said corporation complied
Section 8 D and paid for the
taxes therein required, based on the
amounts of Its capital stock? (These in-
terrogatories are repeated in regard to the
American Tin-plate Company, National
Steel Company, Federal Steel Company,
American Steel and Wire Company and
American Steel Hoop Company.)

“If they or any of them have not com-
plied with such sections, has the secretary
of state requested the attorneyv general to
institute an action against 2aid companies
or any of them for the violation of either
of said sections, in compliance with the pro-
visions of sald sectiong, for the benelit
of the State and to be paid Into
the state treasury. the penalty he-
ing  $1.000 for every monthly omis-
glon? 1If they or any of them have not com-
plied, has any criminal prosecution been in-
stituted In compliance with said sections
ngainst its officers or agents or have any
fines been imposed thereunder?”

LONDON, Aug. 13 Frederick W. Holls,
United States member of the international
court of arbitration at The Hague, who is
in London after a visit to St.
Berlin and Vienna, salls
the Kalser Wilhelm
Grosse Aug. 14, In taulking of his impres-
gilong of the relations the Euro-
pean powers and America Mr. Holls sa‘d:

“Although my trip was of a professional
and private character, 1 have had the op-
portunity of seeing leading statesmen and
foreign ministers as well ag numerous pub-
liclsts and international lawyers, From
all we have heard we believe that the out-
Jook for peace among the great powers and
for the gradual unmistakable development
of the intent of the peace conference could
hardly be better. No BEuropean people
want war anv more than the Americans.
Notwithstanding all appearance to the con-
trary, public opinion is to-day the greatest
European power. it would be
folly to say there is no longer danger of
war, for popular excitement in one quar-
ter may all calculations. Still. the
existence of a permanent tribunal to decide

“The present feeling in Europe regarding
the United States cannot be characterized in
one phrase., That it is everywhere
friendly must, I fear, be admitted. But it
not strange. The strength and prosper-

ity of the great peaceful, ‘unmilitary’ Re-
public i= not pleasing to its opponents and
critice of our institutions. Then ihere Is
natural jealousy in commercial and iodns-
trial cireles of our economlic progress. But
it should be remembered that governments
of all forms are adverse to having their
forelgn polley dictated by theorists or even
by exporters or manufacturers. Any policy
which even seems to be dictated by class
instead of by the highest interests of the
whole people igs doomed to failure by ils
inherent weakness, Hence, [ believe it is a
long way from commercial jealousgy and the
excited articles in the press about the
‘American Jdanger’ to poiltical or even eco-
nomic hos=tility. The talk of a combination
of the European powers againgt the United
States is fanciful and impracticable, They
have greater causes for quarrels among
themselves than any of them has against
the ['nited States, All talk to the contrary
fn politics and in the press is, in my opin-
fon, merely n cover for an increase in tar-
iffs by the particular powers., Ofsthis we
certainly ecannot complain. It vindicates
our own policy of protection. Moreover, it

POTSDAM, Aug. 13.—TLke remains of the
Dowager FEmpress Frederick were interred
to-day beside those of her husband in the
mausoleum of Friedenskirche, near Pots-
dam.

letween 8 and 9 o'clock this morning the
bells of all the churches in Potadam were
toiled, with two intervals of rest, Shortly
before half past 10 Emperor Willlam, the
other miembers of the imperial tfamily and
the visiting princ & assembled in the royal
hall at the Wild Park rallroad station. The

Soon after 10 o'clock the special train or-
dered by the Emperor to bring the invited
guests from Berlin reached Wild Park sta-
tion. Among the guests the foreign am-
bassadors made a striking figure, wearing
their highest official uniforms. The United
States ambassador, Andrew D. White, how-
ever, was attired in simple black. He
looked pale and weak and showed traces of
his recent bereavement by the death of his
SO,

Promptly at 10:30 the tolling of bells an-
nounced the arrival of the funeral train
at Wild Park, but it was nearly 11 o'clock
when the sound of musie in the distance an-
nounced the approach of the funeral pro-
cession. Far down the avenue moving
masses appeared. now and then halting for
the procession to assume it proper order,
As the procession drew near the notes of
the best-known funeral marches, played

slowly and plaintively, became audible, the
muffled drums rolling in solemn impres-
siveness,

At the head of the procession rode Major
General Von Moltke, nephew of the famous
field marsghal, in command of the military
forces participating in the ceremonies, The
procession was in every way grand and
solemn. The gardes du corps, with black
and white pennants fluttering at their lance
points, attracted much attention, as did the
roval page corps, composed of cadets from
the military academy at Gross-Lichterfelde,
in bright red coats, white, tight-fitting
trousers and broad hats trimmed with white
lace. After the military came the highest
clerical dignitaries of Berlin, including Dr,
Dryander, the court preacher, and Bishop
Aszmann, the highest Catholic military
chaplain, in a resplendent purple robe.

EMPEROR BEHIND THE COFFIN.

Over the head of the coffin were the im-
perial which was a crown of
state of massive gold, and heavily jeweled.
Alzo on the colors was a wreath, deposited
there by Emperor Willlam at Cronberg,
and two other wreaths. Behind the coffin

marched the Emperor with head ereect, and
displaying the greatest sell-possession and
dignity, but his face was pale and sorrow-
ful, but he gazed straight forward in a
gerious manner, King Edward, who was
on the Emperor's left, walked heavily and
evidently found the march fatiguing. Both

Emperor William and King Edward wore
the uniform of the Second Regiment of
Dragoon Guards, Queen Victoria's regi-
ment.

FORT WORTH, Tex., Aug. 13.—South-
bound Missouri, Kiansas & Texas train No.
3, due here at 6:3 a. m., was robbed at
Caney Switch, 1. T., at 1:05 o'clock this
morning by five masked men. The express
car was blown open, the safe wrecked and
the mail sacks rifled. All the passengers
were robbed of their money.

Caney is thirty miles north of Denison.
It is in the Choctaw Nation of the Indian
Territory, and the population surrounding
the station is only 125. The train does not
stop at Caney except on signal, and the
| proper signal was given. The engineer
whistled his reply to the signal and the
train slawed down for the stop. Instead of

the hurried signal to go ahead, the engi-
neer and fireman were confronted by two
men with faces velled with black netting.
About the same time the express messenger
and the mall clerk were communicated with
through the closed doors of their car. Three
of the robbers shot wildly and then the call
went to the messenger and clerk:

“Open up, here! Open up, and don’t be too
=low about it!'"”

From within came no response. The (wo

men could not be seen. They awaited only
the result. When there was no reply from

within the robbers again called out:

“Open the door or we will blow it open
and blow you to hell!”

There was no response to the second eall
and the firing again began and fully twenty
ghots were discharged. Still there was no
regsponse to the firing and the three men

prepared a small blast of dynamite against
the car door. In the meatime the shooting
had awakened the passengers. The first
intimation that came: “Hold up,” sent the
conductor, brakeman and porter into the

train and they came in and called*out:
“It's a hold up,” the passengers tried to
hide their money and valuables,

The dynamite blast was exploded. It was
a small charge and was intended more for
fright than anything else. A larger blast
of dynamite was prepared and exploded.
This did the work. It tore the side off the
*ar. The robbers leaped through the open-

ing and the frightened messenger had
nothing to do but accept their orders. He
was overpowered and narrowly escaped be-
ing torn in shreds, as was his car, He was
ordered to open the safe, but he could not.
as the combinution was at the end of the
run. The robbers then put a charge of dyna-
mite to the safe and blew it open. They
demolished both =afes, but got ouly $1.50,
as the money had all been left at Muskogee
te be picked up by the “Katy flyer,” which
runs through the Territory by day.

The messenger and clerk were forced to
assist the bandits in their work. Every
mail pouch was emptied and the mail con-
sidered valuable by them wnas taken. Then
with Postal Clerk Tulley holding an empty
mail sack the robbers went through the
coaches and robbed every passenger. They
got 3280 In one coach. A negro who refused
to give up his money was severely beaten.
The passengers were compelled to throw
thelr valuables into the pouch. The robbers
gave a diamond ring and shirt stud to En-
gineer Lanham.

Superintendent Sam Gaines, of the rail-
way maiil service, says he does not belleve
the robbers got much money out of the
mail pouches. The express company says
that it lost nothing amnd the conductor estj-
mates the passengers’ losses at about $400,
not counting the jewelry.

After the work was done the robbers, who
seemed to enjoy the situation, sat around
and laughed over the matter. The whole
affair was carried out without a hitch, and
it is believed the men had experience in this
line of busines: before.

While the robbery was going on the oper-
ator at Caney, hearing the shots, advised
the Denison office that the train was being
robbed. After holding the train twa hours
the robbers left, going east into the bot-
toms. The trainmen eut out the wrecked
express car and ran down to Caney station,
advising the officers up and down the road.
Within two hours posses of ["nited States
marshals with bloodhounds were on the
trail.

NEW YORK. Aug. 13.—The Times to-
morrow will say: “According to El Con-
servador, a semi-official newspaper pub-
lished at Baranquilla, Colombia, General
Rafael Uribe Uribe was killed at San Cris-
tobal, Venezuela, on July 27, while fight-
ing with the Venezuelan troops against the
Colombian invaders. El Conservador's
authority for thi= report is a message sent
by General Iguaran, in charge of the Co-
lombian government forces at Rio Hocha,
to the commander-in-chief at Barranquilla.
The Colombians engaged in the fight at
San Cristobal were led by Dr. Rangel Car-
biras,

“Much excitement was auszed among
Colombians here by the report. The fricnds
of General Uribe consider it significant
that the Colombian government has not
sent the news by cable to its representa-
tives, for the Colombian consulate here has
not been officially notified. While there is
nothing definite on which to base a denial
of tae report. the general's friends dis-
credit it on the ground that several times
d'urlng the rebellion a vear ago General
1 rilg« wis declared killed in battle,

."I\u dir'e(-t news has been recelved from
General Uribe since June 15, when it is said
he sailed from this ecity for Venezuela.
Colombian officials said that he went there
to secure aid from President Castro in the
shape of arms and ammunition to continue
the rebellion. Since then Dr. A. J. Restrepo.
the diplomatic representative of the in-

surgents, has received indirect confirma-
tion that General Uribe reached Colombla
safely and js fighting at the head of 15.000
men. Direct news from General Uribe wias
expected a week ago, but did not come
His friends were disappointed again to-day
when the steamer Zulia arrived without
bringing a letiter from him.
