CONSTERNATION IN

PARIS,

Comment of the Morning Newspapers
on the Crime.

PARIS, Sept. 6.—The news of the attempt
on President McKinley reached Paris too
late for publication in this afternoon’s pa-
pers and conseguently it was not known
outside of newspaper clircles, but there it
created a feeling of consternation.
McKinley was considered the last person in
the world in danger of assassination. It
can safely be predicted that the news will
create a tremendous sensation in Paris to-
morrow, and the United States is sure of
receiving every mark of sympathy from
Frenchmen of all shades of opinion, as the
President was always considered a friend of
France.

Articles in the four leading organs of
French opinion, the Figaro, the Matin, the
Gaulois and the Eclaire breathe this sym-
pathy. The Gaulols says: “We feel the ne-
cessity of expressing to the great people of
the United States, to whom 0 many ties
unite us, our sympathy with them and hor-
ror at the erime that has cast them into
mourning; but the great faith of this grand
people in God will enable them again to re-
cover themselves and pursue the course of
their destinies.”

The Matin speaks with particularly kind-
Iy appreclation of Mr. McKinley's personal
and pelitical modesty and the purity of his
home life, and concludes its article as fol-
lows: “Hazard is often cruel and unjust,
but never more =0 that when it allows a
criminal madman to kill, in the name of
some abominable ideal of liberty, the most
democratic of the freest people.”

The Figaro pays a warm tribute to the
personal honesty of Mr. McKinley, but
gees in him a representative of the spirit
of trusts and protection, and asks whether
the explanation of the crime is not to be
found in the fact that Mr. McKinley per-
sonifled in the eyes of the crowd aristoc-

CAREER OF A GREAT MAN

WILLIAM MW'KINLEY AS CITIZEN,
SOLDIER AND STATESMAN.
-

Traits and Characteristios of a Man
Whe Has Served His Counntry

Well in Many Positions.

+*
Wililam McKinley was born at Niles,
Trumbull county, Ohio, on Jan. 28, 183

After attending the public schools, he went
to Poland Academy, and subsequently to
Allegheny Academy, but before attaining
his majority had become a teacher in the
public schools. On June 11, 1861, when he
was in his nineteenth year, he enlisted as
a private in the Twenty-third Ohio Volun-
teers, becoming commissary sergeant on
April 15, 1862; second lieutenant on Sept. 2
of the same vear: first lieutenant on Feb,
7, 1863; and captain on July 25, 184 He
gerved successively on the staffs of Gens.
R. B. Hayes, George Crook, and Winfield
S. Hancock, and towards the close of the
war was detalled as acting assistant ad-
jutant general of the First Division, First
Army Corps, on the staff of Gen. 8. 8. Car-
roll. He was brevetted major of volunteers
for gallantry in battle in March, 1565, and
in July following was mustered out of the
service.

Major McKinley then applied himself to
the study of the law, which he completed by
a course at the Albany, N. Y.. Law School.
In 1867 he was admitted to the bar and set-
tled at Canton, O., in the practice of his
profession, that town :
home. In 1863 he was elected prosecuting
attorney of Stark county, but served only
ene term in that office. In 18576 he made Ins
entrance upon the field of national politics
and was elected a member of the lower

house of Congress, in which for the next |
