Art Interesting Address hy I.leuten-i- i
nt (iiviTimr lllert.

On account of the absence of Governor
Ourbin, the address of welcome on behalf
of the State (u Inüiaüa was delivered by
Lieutenant Governor Newton W. Gilbert.
Governor Gilbert spoke as follows:

r. Chairman. Grand Sire and Grand
Representatives of the Sovereign Grand
Lodge of tiie Independent Order of Odd
Fellows Pecause of the unavoidable ab-
heilte of our distinguisned Clovernor. the
honor of representing th; entire citizenship
of Indiana is mine to-da- y, and I had ex-
pected, upon behalf of nearly three mil-
lions of people, to extend to you a 'Hoosier
weicom.' P.ut we, the hosts, and you. the
guests, have met with our hearts bov.ed
down with an overwhelming grief. While
we welcome you none the less, the smile is
driven from our faces and the hearty words
of greeting from our lips, as we stand be-
side the open grave. The dread destroyer
has struck his heaviest blow. History does
not record a death which tilled so many
hearts with grief. William McKinley was
President of tue United States, and he was
vastly more, lit, more than any other,
had welded the discordant elements of our
Nation into one homogeneous people. Un-
der his benign influence descendants of
Puritan and Cavalier have united their en-
ergies more than ever before for the glory
of our tlag and of our Union. In peace and
war he has wruught so wisely and so
lovingly that sectional and party differ
ences have well-nig- h disappeared, and pul-
pit and press, patriot and politician, from
the rising to the setting sun, chant paeans
to his memory. Under his leadership liberty
has been carried to the four corners of the
earth and cheers and tears of rejoicing
have greeted "Old Glory ' even in the for-
bidden city of the ancient capital of the
oldest empire upon the globe. We mourn
to-da- y a fallen leader, but more than this
we mourn a loving man a sweet-tempere- d,

clean-hearte- d. liberty-lovin- g. God-fearin- g

man. A man who loved the earth, and who
manifested his love for it, and for all Its
joys, hopes and visions, when he said in his
last hours to the nurse who sought to close
the curtain by his bedside: "The trees are
so beautiful. I love to look at them." A
man who loved his wife, and who loved her
so well that his tender devotion and loving
solicitude have fallen upon the homes of
America as a sweet benediction. A man
who loved his God, and who loved and
trusted Him so much that, as he surren-
dered in his heroic struggle for life, so
dear to him as well as us. he could look in
His face and in that of his fond wife and
say: 'God's will, not ours, be done.'

" 'Talk of his doom without a sigh:
For he Is Freedom's now, and Fame's
One of the few, the immortal names,
That were not born to die.'

THE PRESIDENT'S DEATH.
"His death Is pitiful. It did not come In

the ordinary struggle of life. He was not
stricken in fair, open tight, nor given a
chance for his defense, but he was taken
from all he loved and from all who
loved him by the dastardly deed of
an assassin, an assassin whose mur-
derous hand his own honest one was
extended to grasp In fraternity and equal-
ity. Nothing could better demonstrate the
necessity of an order such as yours, and
could he speak to us to-da- y, he would say:
'Men of America, lay aside your grief, and
press forward to solve the problems, of the
shadowy future.' He would have us pro-
ceed with the exercises of to-da- y and of
this week. He would have us. as did he,
live In the future and not in the past. And
so I feel that I may say a few words to
you upon this occasion which are not
prompted by this most terrible tragedy.

"Some of you have-no- t been in Indiana
before. Perhaps none of you know us as
well as we know ourselves. Let me say a
word of our commonwealth and our people.
The time was. In the memory of some of us,
when Indiana .was regarded as almost the
meanest in our sisterhood of States, and
when the word 'Hoosier' wasone of con-
tempt and scorn. But this has long since
changed. As you sped to this city you no-
ticed our fertile farms and numerous fac-
tories. You passed through prosperous cities
and' towns. You saw busy workmen tak-
ing from the surface of the earth stone
wherewith to build the most stately struc-
tures between the seas. Within your gaze
thousands of engines were pumping from
the bowels of the earth, oil, to light and
heat the continent. You beheld at short in-
tervals the country schoolhouse, calling to
your attention the best common school sys-
tem the world has yet devised. If yuu have
talked with our people, you have learned of
our system of taxation, which equitably
distributes the burden of government, se-
curing from large interests, as well as from
small, a just share of the State's revenues.
You have looked Into the faces of our peo-
ple, and have seen that they are happy and
intelligent. You have not been confronted
by pitiless poverty or by arrogant wealth.
You have seen that we have no greater
center tf population, where the vicious ele-
ments of society congregate, or where An-
archy raises its Iniquitous head. But our
homes are happy, our workshops busy, our
barns are full. Our common schools have
so raised the standard of intelligence that
you are reading to-d- ay more books by Indi-
ana authors than by those of any other
States. The names of Wallace and Riley, of
Thompson and Major, of Tarkington anil
Nicholas are household words throughout
the land. May I speak of the high standard
which Indiana has set for the Nation in the
character of hr public servants? AYhn
called upon to furnish to the national gov-
ernment a high officer, no suspicion has
ever tainted his selection. Improper meth-
ods have never obtained. The power of
wealth has never been used and could not
be among our people. Morton and Colfax.
English and Harrison are but types of the
men whom Indiana has contributed to the
Nation's progress. They have all been
" 'Men whom the lust of office does not kill;
Men whom the spoils of oftice cannot buy;
Men who possess opinions and a will;
Men who have honor men who will not lie.'

IIOSPITAULE PEOPLE.
"I speak for that people. I bring you

their greetings. No more generous, kind-
ly or hospitable people can be found any-
where: and they arc glad you have come.
It is more than a quarter of a century
since you visited us before, but we have
known of you and of the work you are
doing. The need of brotherly love among
mm has never been so universally recog-
nized as in the strenuous limes which we
have to-da- y.

"Numerous societies have been organized
to further that end. Among these organi-
zations the Independent order of Odd Fel-
lows has no superior. The ni'ietccnth cen-
tury gave birth to many noble institutions,yet none call her mother of whom she mav
be more proud than of yotr fraternity.
Your brotherhood Is made up of the stroi";g
and thoughtful nun of America who be-
lieve that friendship, love and truth are
not mere empty sentiment. It knows no
distinction in men on account of religion,
politics or worldly wealth or wisdom, and
Inculcates a charity which not milv moves
men's hearts but actuates hU hind. Thehomely virtues it imparts are such as arcindigenous to the soil of Indiana, and iteasily follows that the State ha to-da- v

TIIC CITY'S WRLCOMC.

City Attorney Kern Spenka on Ilehnlf
of Mayor TaRKart.

The city of Indianapolis conveyed Its wel-
come to the Odd Fellows through City At-
torney John W. Kern, Mayor Taggart being
unable to be present.

You come to a city whose
citizens are divided on eiuestions of bap-
tism and creed, but who stand as one man
in their desire for the glories of heaven.

"You come to a city whose population Is
such In sentiment and principle that if all
cities antl all communities between the seas
were of similar sentiments tha word would
be sent beyond the seas and everywhere
this morning that the bullet of the assas-
sin and the eioctrines of Anarchy may nev-
er prevail against the free institutions of
America and the glory of the grand old
star-spangl- ed banner.

"And I thank God that from my heart
this morning as one who did not vote as
Presielent McKinley voted I can say that I
Indorse every word of the beautiful" tribute
paid to the personality of President Mc-
Kinley by the distinguished lieutenant gov-
ernor of the State. Applause.

"Officers and members of the Grand
Lodge and visitors to Indianapolis, while
you are in a city whoso people are sad, we
hope that your welcome may be such as
that you will enjoy yourselves as thor-
oughly while you are here as It Is possible
under the circumstances. The day of latch-strin- gs

is past in Indiana and Indianapolis.
They have been superseeled by doorbells.
The mayor told me to say to you that if,
when you approach any house In the city
your welcome was such that the doorbell
was not promptly answered, to walk In,
and, if you tlid not see what you wanted,
ask for it laughter and if your response
was not immeeliate, to help yourselves, and
that you would be thoroughly protected
eluring your stay in the city.

nificent harbors; the plains that r.ereto-ior- e

had been the roaming ground of the
uncultured reei man w?re teeming with the
products of the soli.

"From thence vou journeyed to the
beautiful city of the Straits, partaking of
the healthful aroma coming from the great
pineries of the North, forgetting not to
view the places made sacr d by the h;ro-Is- m

of the advance guards of civilization.
And in your migration you rested for
awhile In the Southland, remembering that
her soil was the first that drank the blood
of martyrs in the glorious cause of free-
dom. Being In the City of Seven Hills, the
home of Powhatan and on the bank of the
James, where the princess of the forest,
Pceahontas, forgetting her own and with-
out art example, assumed the role of the
e;ood Samaritan. And after having been
Kast. West, North and South you return
to the jurisdiction of Indiana and your
second coming is an omen of the kindly re-
gards you have for our people.

"We cannot present to you beautiful
rivers, broad prairies nor magnificent
mountains, as seen in your trip to the
Golden Gate. Nor can we say to you,
Take your seat in the gateway of the

grand Northwest.' No aroma comes to you
from the forests of the North: we have no
morning winds perfumed from the cypress
on the hillside; no mocking-bir- d to warble
to you at dawn of day, calling you from
rest to refreshments; no Bunker Hill, no
Concord to remind you that ones a mighty
conflict between might and right was de-

cided In favor of right in the awful car-
nage of war. But we do say, behold us!
And as in times that are gone we assume
and take on the customs of that day and
speak In our own praise.

JURISDICTION OF HOMES.
"The jurisdiction of Indiana is a juris-

diction of homes where 90.000 brothers and
sisters are housed with care, and from the
resources gathered therein $250,000 annually
is handed back to brothers and sisters in
need.

In material growth Indiana has long stooel
In the front rank. In the markets of trade,you will lind 'Indiana' stamped on every
kind of manufactured product, evidencing
to the world that her people are Industri-
ous, prosperous and happy.

"Of her soldiers, the world mourns the

untimely death of Past Grntnd Masters
Hackelman and Meredith. In her onward
march she . stops at the bier of gallant
Lawton and gives a tear. Their last rest-
ing places are marked by suitable plies of
granite, anel annually we strew the mounds
made thereby with bright flowers, the lan-
guage of love. Y'ou did well in coming to
the city of Indianapolis, within whose cen-

ter stands a monument, bullded from the
eiuarrles of Indiana, in commemoration of
the valor of her soldiers, elead and living,
from whose heights old glory catches the
first peep of dawn, and bids gooel night to
the last rays of the setting sun as twilight
spreads her mantle over the city of con-
centrated circles.

charms us. inspires and thrills us. It is thepower that energizes the faculties,

MYSTERY EVERYWHERE.
"Mystery! Mystery! It is everywhere,

Remember that
you cannot reeall your words. Vou mtjsht
iis? well attempt to call back the light of
the morning; you might as well hope to
arrest the lightning; you might as well try
to obstruct Niagara in Its resistless fur,
as to recall the word let loose by your con-
sent. It has become one of the" ae tlve en-
ergies of the universe. it is destined to
immortality by the law of the- - conservation
t)f forces. Its history henceforth hall be
one of ceaseless blessing or ceai-Ies- curse.
