John Philip Sousa, the world famous
bandmaster, did something at his first con-

cert given at the state fair grounds yes-

terday afternoon that in all of his experi-
ence ho never did before. To be accurate
he did two things which were entirely novel
to his career, but had It not been for the
ilrst innovation the second would not have
occurred.

Jn the first place the "march king" for
the very first time in his life actually played
for a race meeting. "As true as I live,"
said Sousa. "I never did such a thing be-

fore, and you may say that it is altogether
probable that it will never occur again."
From the foregoing remark, It may be as-

certained that Sousa really didn't expect
to furnish the music between the heats
of the several races yesterday, and also
that it was only the force of circumstances
which brought about such an unlooked for
event in his career.

There is an old saying "that one thing
brings on another," and ßousa's experi-
ence was no exception to the rule. The fact
that he had never before played during a
racing meet was probably unknown to the
major portion of the big audience which
completely filled the large amphitheater
immediately overlooking the race track, but
it is safe to say that tnere wasn't a single
one of his auditors but knew he. was wit-
nessing John Philip Sousa's lirst blunder as
the conductor of his great band.

NO EXPLANATION'.
Mr. Sousa doesn't attempt to explain how

it happened, but to the onlooker it ap-
peared as though the whole thing came
about In the following way; Sousa and his
band began the concert programme at 1:30
o'clock sharp. As usual Indiana peoplo
found it almost impossible to be satisfied
unless each number was followed by a
double encore and as a consequence theprogramme was prolonged beyond the hour
when It was expected it would be con-
cluded. In the meantime the owners of

i tiie horses entered for the day's races be
came impatient and under the rules of theGrand circuit they compelled the judgesto call the races. The very first horse matwas given a warming up on the track at-
tracted the attention of at least one-thir- d
