The three "last-name- d speakers arrived
fotne time after the meeting had begun,
nnd as a consequence they were compelled
to walk to the platform while Attorney
General Taylor was speaking. The
ruption naturally attracted the attention of
the crowd, and when it became cognizant
of not only Mr. Rookwalter's presence, but
also of the fact that he was accompanied
by Mr. Ransdeli, who opposed him for tho
Re-publica-n nomination for mayor two
years ago, the applause was almost deafen-
ing. It was a complete verification of the
fart that the Republican party is a unit in
this campaign against Taggartism.

Owing to a misunderstanding a majority
of the speakers did not arrive until after
o'clock, and as the crowd had assembled
fully half an hour before that time the
chairman of the meeting was compelled to
call upon a number of those in the crowd
lor speeches preliminary to the coming of
those who hud been assigned to the meet- -

THE FIRST SPEAKER.
The first to respond to the invitation of

the chairman was Daniel E. Storms. He
fiaid it was not within his province to dis-
cuss the local issues of the city campaign,
but that as a Republican ho had a right to
urge upon all other Republipan3 the duty
which devolved upon them. We
ans of Lafayette," said Mr. Storms, "and.
In fact, the Republicans all over the State
are looking with anxious eyes to see what
you are going to do to rid yourself of Dem-
ocratic misrule In this city. This election
is not altogether local in effect, a3 it will
have it3 lnrluence on future state and na-
tional elections. To you, however, this
election is of much greater importance than
& Etate or even a national election, for
you are more vitally interested. No man
can afford to be indifferent to the way in
which the affairs of his home city are ad-
ministered. No difference what your per-
sonal feeling may be against any candi-
date on the ticket, it is a duty you owe
to yourselves to go to the polls and rid
yourself of a debt-creati- ng administration."

Nat U. Hill spoke along the same lines
as Mr. Storni, urging upon the Republic-
an: the vital Importance of doing all they
could to defeat the Democrats at the polls
next Tuesday.

Mil GRIFFITH'S SPEECH.
At the close of Mr. Hill's remarks John

L. Griffiths was called, and after the ap-

plause with which his presence was
greeted had subsided spoke as follows:

"We are more interested in the choice of
a mayor than in the election of a Governor
or even a President. A considerable por-
tion of the taxes that we pay are paid for
municipal purpose. We are entitled to
know that they are honestly and econom-
ically expended. The misgovernment of
our large cities excites unfavorable com-
ment at home and abroad. We have tem- -

spasms of reform, but quicklyforary our normal state of indifference
and even apathy. We tolerate methods
and practices In municipal matters which
w would instantly condemn in the man-
agement of our private affairs. The nom-
ination of Seth Low for mayor of New
York shows what can be done when the
people are aroused and determined and en-

thusiastic for the ri?ht. The speech that
Mr. Low made In Indianapolis last year
ehould be a model for all political speakers
la this that it was entirely free from mis-
representations and abuse. Nothing Is ever
gained by the vilification of an opponent,
save the contampt of your hearers. It is
rny purpose very briefly and dispassionate-
ly to consider the present political
tlon ia Indianapolis. Let us be perfectly
frank with each other. Indianapolis Is a
much more beautiful city than it was six
years ago. It is growing more beautiful
each day, and will continue to do so who-
ever may be elected mayor. If Mr. Tag-ta- rt

is entitled to credit for the miles of
atreets that have been laid at an excessive
price to the property owners during his
administrations, let us freely bestow it
upon ' him. If. however, these improve-
ments have been made without expense to
the city, it is idle to dwell upon them in at-
tempting to account for the bonded Indebt-
edness created and the temporary loans
floated. It is assumed by Mr. Taggart's
supporters that all improvements would
have stopped if he had ben defeated atany time, when in fact he has simply car-
ried out a policy which his predecessors
initiated, and which the growth of the city
coerced. The question I want to put to you
to-nig-ht Is this, have Mr. Taggart's meth-
ods been a stimulus or a handicap to the

, city's real prosperity? New York city, un-
der Tammany rule, has been more 'beauti-
ful and more corrupt than at anv time in
its history. It is estimated that of the $j.-CoO.O- Ou

appropriated last year for municipal
purposes in Greater New York over 3 per
cent, was distributed by the disbursing oili-ce- rs

among themselves and their political
superiors. It is no answer, therefore, to
the charge of municipal misrule to point to
asphalt streets nnd a park system and a
few artistic bridges and thereby attempt
to fllenco criticism. It has always been
the endeavor of men who have despoiled a
city to divert attention from their misdeeds
by saying see the boulevard and bridges
and parks and receptacles for waste paper
that we created, and rejoice over our be-
neficences instead of condemning our ex-
tra vagances.

Are not the people entitled to
some portion of the excess between the
actual money investment and the market,
value of the stocks and securities of a cor-
poration when such excess is created by
tho grant of power corning directly from the
people? The value of a franchise Is largely
an unearned Increment. The mtn who build
strcf t railways and electric Ueht plants and
heating plants and water works are entitledto a vtry liberal return on their Investment,
but they are not entitled to all the profit
which accrues from the unearned Increment

that Is. the franchise. In the past sixytars the Stuckmeycr franchise una the
home htatirg and lighting franchise have
lnen granted and the Garnewell and gar-
bage contracts awarded in the same man-
ner that the barons of o'd distributed bir ds,
as reward for personal services. Therehas practically been no competition a'id no
attempt made to protect the Interests of
the city. Valuable rights have been givenaway as if they were the individual prop-
erty of men temporarily in ofiiee. The ef-
fort was made to conclude an electriclighting contract two years In advance of
the expiration of the present contract, and
tho specifications were so adroitly worded
a to eliminate competition and make itpossible for only one company to fulfill
them. Tiie rule of Mr. Taggart and his as-
sociates has been despotic, autocratic andimperialistic. Favors have been extendedto men who sold a particular brand of beer.
Saloon keepers have been prosecuted be-
cause they would not support Mr. Maguire.
Fines properly levied have been remitted or
not collected and the gambling fraternity
has found the city fairly congenial. A citymay be very beautiful indeed anil so rot-
ten when you know the real condition ofthings that you feel the necessity of athorough cleansing.

APPROVED BY MAGUIRE.
"Mr. Maguire not only approves of all that

Mr. Taggart has done, but frankly tells us
that he see3 no opportunity of improve-
ment, and will, therefore, if elected, do
likewise. The-- development of the city has
not been more remarkable than the evolu-
tion of Mr. Taggart's literary style, as
shown In the letters which have appeared
in the Ncja's. After thty were prepared for
him I imagine that he signed them with a
good-nature- d smile, remarking that he
could not have done better If hj had writ-
ten them himself, and wondering the while
if the people were really so stupid or credu-
lous as to be deceived by the clever so-
phistications which they contained."I want to see .Mr. Ilookwalter elected,
not because it would mean much to the Re-
publican party in the next state or nationalelection, but because it would mean much
to the citizens of Indianapolis to have a
prompt discontinuance of the methods andpractices which have involved tho munici-pality in debt without corresponding bene-
fits. Tho Republican nominee says that he
will go Into ottice unpledged to anvtning
but the city's welfare. He promises a busi-
ness administration, which means an ad-
ministration without favorites and con-
ducted not for the personal gain of any one,
but for the good of all. If he keeps his
word ho will be commended even by hisopponents. If he fails to do so .e will bo
generally and Justly condemned, i am will-
ing to trust him. He is a young man who
has been successful in what he has here-
tofore undertaken. HI3 plurality should be
so large that he will feel the people are
sustaining him in his endeavors to correct
abuses and Inaugurate reforms. If any
Democrat is suspicious of Mr. Bookwalter
he should reflect that even if he were in-
clined to be dishonest, there is absolutely
nothing left for him to take after the sixyears of contract letting and franchise giv-
ing .through which we have just passed.
The Republican who refrains from voting
on Tuesday, if he is able to go to the polls,
should be shunned thereafter bv all good
men, because he is not a desirable citizen.
The civic conscience should be aroused
and the people should have the courage to
declare that from henceforth they intend
to have a voice In the administration of
their own affairs."

TAYLOR AND .OVERSTREET.
Attorney General Taylor and Representa-

tive Overstreet spoko along the same lines.
Roth contrasted the excellent records made
by the Republican party In the management
of State and national affairs with the
record of the Democratic party in the ad-
ministration of the affairs of this city. "It
is time to call a halt," said Mr. Over-stree- t.

"We have either been purposely de-
ceived by Mr. Taggart or else he has been
incapable of giving us the kind of govern-
ment we demand. In either event it is ourduty to repudiate his administrations withan overwhelming victory for the Repub-
lican ticket at the pools next Tuesday."

"The Republican party has been success-

MR. BOOKWALTER SPOKE BRIEFLY.

Mr. Bookwalter, owing to his extreme
hoarsenes? and the fact that he was billed
to speak at a number of other places, left
the issues of the campaign to the other
speakers and devoted his remarks to the
kind of administration he would give the
city in the event of his election. "I shall
be honest with the people of this city,"
eald Mr. Bookwalter, "and give to the city
a clean business administration. I promise
you that if I am elected there shall be no
criminal expenditure of the people's money,
such a3 we have witnessed on the streets
of this city within the last few days. If I
am elected I shall appoint only such men
to assist me In administering the affairs of
the city as are honest and faithful, believ-
ing that thus only can the question of mu-
nicipal government be solved."

Senator I'nirltnnkM nnd Other Talk
of Importance of Siiicha.

Members of the Columbia Club gathered
ia the assembly hall of the clubhouse last
night to hear speeehts bearing on the
close of the city campaign. The men that
gave the talks said there was no reason
for impassioned addresses, beeause the au-

dience was composed of business men that
thoroughly understood the political situa-
tion and were loyal Republicans. Senator
Fairbanks made the prime point that the
best citizens were tot apt to regard a muni-
cipal election as of little importance, when,
1 i fact. It had a more direct and Influential
effect on them than cither the state cr
national election.

city should be Republican. The Senator
added that he was delighted to meet the
newcomers to the city, and he assured
thorn that they could not lind a city of
better promise than Indianapolis. It was
due to them, he added, that the citizens
should give Indianapolis an old-fashion-

clean, economical administration.
Roscoe O. Hawkins said that he had

found that the class of citizens that should
take most interest in the city election really
takes the least. He said they should be
willing to make sacrifice and to get out and
werk for a better administration of the
eitv's affairs. He pointed out that the
city charter gives the mayor more power
than any other olllctr for whom the public
votes. He is an autocrat. Mr. Mapruire.
he said, had shown in the past that he
.oufiht political oilice because of the'salary
attached and he had no higher ideal than
this In seeking to lie mayor. He said that
the Republicans out in the State are justi-
fied in saying that there must be something
wronp in Indianapolis when it p.ives a
Republican majority in a county or State
election and turn its own afiairs over to
the Democrats.

S. Gordon, who was chairman of the meet-
ing, urged that t..e members of the club
make a sincere elort in behalf of Mr.

Friend of Clilcngo Politician Tried
to Prevent IiuHctment.

CHICAGO, Oct. 5. The prand jury to-

night voted two indictments against Rob-
ert E. Ruike, city oil inspector. The
charge is embezzlement of the funds of his
office, and in one instance a shortage of
?H,000 is alleged and in another $:,0x is said
to be missing.

Several days ago representatives of the
Standard Oil Company told the grand jury
that they had paid as fees to Rurke in
his capacity of city oil inspector certain
sums of money, which the rand jury
could not lind in the inspector s accounts
with the city. The rnaiter was taken up
again to-da- y, and after a long investigation
it was found that there was in one Ctt.se a
shortage o'f JH.OJ.J betw een the amount paid
by the Standard Oil Company and that re-
ported In the lecelpts of the office by Burke.
The item of $J,t. was found in the sumo
manner. Rurke is chairman of the Demo-
cratic county central committee, and Is
one of tho leading Democratic politicians in,
Chicago. Ho has hp!d the office of oil
inspector ever since Carter Harlrison h ia
been mayor of Chicago, and Is rtganied
ns the closest political fiitnd of Mayor
Harrison. Strong eilorts were made during
the elav by Burke and his friends to prevent
his indictment. Rurke, before the indict-
ments were returned, paid into the office of
the state's attorney fci'VJ'O to cover any
shortages that miht be found In his ac-
counts, and lite this evening prominent
Democratic politicians made strong efforts
to have the grand jury return no inilctJ
ments, because of the payments of money
made by Burke. Their efforts were in vain,
however, and the indictments were found.
Rurke was not arrested to-nig- ht, but will
surrender on Monday.

An Old Knliln Revived In l'ntltlon-abl- e

(lunrter.
New York Evening Post.

The old fashion of posting through a
country the favorite way forty years ago
of traveling in Europe has fallen into dis-
use; but t litre promises to be a revival here
in New York liefere long of pome of its
pleasafiter features In "postilion driving."
A prize has been offeied for this sort of
driving at the approaching horse show, and
there are to be several entries for It. Pos-
tilion driving means that the coachman is
eiispt-nse- with and the horses guided by a
boy riling one of them. The carriage,
which Is generally some variety of landau,
or mail cart, with two seats, is given up
entirely to the passengers, who neither
have to drive themselves nor be both red
with a coachman. This kind of thing would
probably not be very practical for park
use, but In the suburbs or country, for
driving to a hunting meet or a polo game,
it Is one of the most comfortable methods

f getting about. It is for thist sort of use
that postilion driving has been continued
both in England and in France.

All the Eure-a- royal families still use
this method of driving, both In their state
ant! unofficial carriages, but there are cer-
tain technical diffrniet s in the details of
tiie royal and piivate turn-out- s. No rus-
set bather i ever put in any postilion
harness In either private er royal turn-etut- s.
