Pnln's lllxc ryrotechnlcnl Spectacle
for Carnival Week.

The second big show of the carnival is
tho Pain pyrotechnleal spectacle, "Last
Drys of Pompeii." The Pain Company is
putting forth unusual efforts with this
show, the reason being that much new
matter will be introduced both in the char-
acter of specialties and fire effects. No
subject has ever been selected that offered
the pyrotechnical opportunities and spec-
tacular features that this docs. Any one
familiar with Uulwer Lytton's novel of
the same name and who has appreciated
his description of the awful destruction
visited upon the Roman city will realize
what is necessary to a complete revelation
of it. In the Pain production, which II. J.
Tain Is coming here especially to super-
vise, the story of Lord Lytton's novel is
closely followed in the pantomime fete
which precedes the volcanic eruption. Ar-bace- s,

an Kgyption of power and wealth,
give the fete-- to the people at Pompeii.
Pompeii bore about the same relation to
the Romans that Newport or Saratoga
does to the Americans. It was their place
of voluptuous pleasure. Arbaces sought to
win the hand of lone, who was in love with
Glaucus.

In the pantomime Glaucus is required,
after being denounced as a Christian, to
offer worship to the idol Isis. lie delies it
and great disorder results. The idol seems
to be all aflame. At this period the erup-
tion of Vesuvius begins and continues with
frightful realism until the city is shaken,
buildings ar destroyed and apparently the
people killed within them. During the
progress of the fete a great many modern
specialties are introduced. Among them is
the comic acrobatic work of Martella and
Lajicafter, the Bell trio, Pomola brothers
and Fondela, who does wonderful feats of
head balancing in midair. There is a large
ballet, which reproduces the graceful
dances of the days of Roman pomp and
power.

RKCKNT DISCOVERIES.
Since 14, -- when the late Lord Lytton.

then Sir Edward Pulwar Lytton, published
his famous, novel, "The Last Days of Pom-
peii," so extensive have been the discov
eries made among: the ruins of the buried
city that very little of what he then wrote
remains accurate. The excavations of the
past twenty years have laid bare sufficient
to guarantee the assertion that, far from
being a. little country seaside town, as the
great novelist described it to have been,
Pompeii was a very large city indeed, with
possibly over lM,Cn9 Inhabitants. Even Sir
William Cell's beautiful work, compiled
with so much patience and personal re-
search, holds no longer its position as anInfallible guide. In 12 about :jO bodieshad been dug out of the ru'ns; tc.-ö- ay thenumber reaches considerably over '3,(XHJ.

The history of Pompeii is simple enough.
Its building is generally ascribed to theOseans, and its name is derived from the
Gretk. "llomiiota." or "storehouse," indi-
cating its commercial origin. It is Known
to have been a city of some importance
."oo j ears before Christ, but under the em
pire it seems to have become a kind ofPrighton of tho epoch, a fashionable sum-
mer resort and watering place. Cicero had
a villa in its suburbs, in which he wrote
his famous "Offlces," and entertained as
guests Augustus Caesar, Palbus. Hirtlus
and Pausa. Claudius took refuge here
from the tyranny of Tlberius. and his son
Drusus died within the walls of Pompeii,
oddly enough, from the effects of swallow-
ing, the wrong way. a pear pip, which
choked him.

On more than one occasion the city was
menaced by destruction firstly. A. D. 63.
by a terrible earthquake, which Tacitus
tells threw down half the place, and Sen-
eca adds, killed over "six hundred sheep
and deprived hundreds of persons of their
reason. So great. Indeed, was the terror
that many persons abandoned entirely."

In the course of the same year there was
yet another earthquake, which was. if any-
thing, much more terrible than the first,
and traces of which are yet discernibleamong the ruins now brought to light.

The first eruption of Vesuvius of which
we have authentic record occurred in theyear A. D. 7s. on the 24th day of August,
late in the afternoon. It is memorable, not
only as brintr the one which destroyed
Pompeii anl Hereulaneum and caused th
death of Pliny, the naturalist, but al?o athaving Pliny, the younger, his nephew, as
its historian.

IIERCL'LANEUM DESTROYED.
On this memorable night Hereulaneum,

a much larger city than Pompeii, was de-

stroys! by a kind of flow of liquid lava,
which, pouring itself into every crevice, has
rendered attempts to recover tho remains
almost fruitless. Pompeii, however, was
buried under a thick coat of ashes, which
have rather preserved than damaged it. so
that, as a rule, the homes are unearthed
entire and pretty nearly In their original
condition, the frescoes as fresh as if
rair.tid but yesterday, and even articles of
virtu found just where they were left more
than eighteen hundred years ago. From
certain indications it seems evident thatduring tlie first four centuries of our eramany slight excavations were made, possi-
bly with a view of unearthing hidden
treasure-- , and that even a villa sre or so
was built on the site of the once great city
bat i:i another vigorous eruption destroytd the huts and so scared the peopie
that, ttr.til 174S. no further attempts were

made to uncover what nature, in one of
her freaks of temper, had so artfully con-
cealed. Jn that year, however, a peasant
when digging a well found a painted cham-
ber containing statues and other objects of
interest. King Charles 11 of Naples, in
whom the discovery in Hereulaneum had
awakened the desire for further explora-
tion, ordered excavations to be continued.
In 17T5 the amphitheater was laid bare, and
since then until now. and notably during
the past ten years, the work has gone on
pretty steadily. Recent discoveries show
that, although most Of the houses in
Pompeii were but one story high,
still many were raised even to four
stories and had balconies. The
roofs were, however, of wood, covered
with red tile, but nearly all have disap-
peared battered In, being very flimsy, by
the load of cinders and ashen. An idea of
the magnificent dimensions of some of the
public buildings may be obtained from the
fact that the ampitheater could accommo-
date 12.000 persons, the theater 2.'0, Odeum,
or opera house, l.SaO. The Temple of
Venus was feet in length, that of Isis
150, and that of Jupiter ISO. The gladi-
ators barrack was 1S3 feet wide, and sur-
rounded by a portico of twenty-tw- o doric
columns. Phe reek Temple of Neptune, I

the most ancient building erected yet dis
covered, stands close to the sea, and was
1Ü0 feet long by 1K in width, and a very
magnificent architecture. In our picture
it Is the fine temple to the left, near tho
amphitheater, a portion of the exterior of
which is also shown. Rising on the gentle
hills upon which the city was built, and
which were much higher than they are
now, owing to the rjunntity of lava and
ashes which have accumulated in centuries,
we se.: in confused but picturesque groups
temples, public baths, halls and villas lost
amid orange and cypress groves, while, high
above all Is the fearful mountain, still the
Admiration, but also the secret terror, of
Naples, and, indeed, of all southern Eu-
rope. Only the other day a smoke sudden-
ly ceased to rise high up in the blue ether
above.

Sig- -
nor Febbo. who has wonderful facility and
accuracy with the most difficult brass in-
strument, the trombone, is another Sorren-
tino veteran. He learned the instrument
under Francesco Druni. who was its great-
est exemplar. Slsnor Avanzo is recognized
as a superior E-fl- at clarinetist.

The management of the Indiana Floral
Festival are sending to nearly all sections
of the country for special exhibits for the
November fiower show, and Secretary U-li- am

G. Pertermann says Tomlinson Hall
will contain a large variety of plants w.th
which Indiana people now have little ac
quaintance. Besides the efforts of Indiana
florists at orchid growing, special cxiumis
of these flowers are coming from New Yoik
and New Jersey, where their culture is
made a specialty. Pitcher plants, or
nepenthes, will be shown. One of the most
curious plants in the special exhibits will

be anthuriums, whoso flowers are red and
shoot upward, assuming a lily shape. The
cyclamen Tcrslcum will also be shown.
Mr. Bertermann has sent to Califor-
nia for branches of the pepper tree,
with red berries. From the South he
has ordered wild smllax, Florida moss and
a variety of palm leaves. The nurseries or
Indiana --will be drawn on for evergreen
trees. Shining laurel wreaining is i w
sent to the festival from the Allegheny
mountains.

It is the intention. Mr. Bertermann says.
to rather in Tomlinson Hall the rnoit ex
tensive exhibit of flowers and plants that
haa ever been seen at a cstern lower
show. "The great trouble with flower
shows held over the country in recent
years is, they have been too monotonous,"
Mr. Bertermann said. "People want to see
chrysanthemums, carnations, roses, orchids
and similar flowers at these shows, but
they also want to see something else. Dur
ing the week of the festival the manage
ment will give a variety oi enieriainm ins
in the effort to Keep visitors interested for
three or four hours. Where a visitor saun-
ters around a llower show once and then
goes away, it is a sign that the exhibits
lack in interest. We are going to make
the exhibits so varied that a visitor will
have to go around Tomlinson llall nan a
dozen times and spend hours, instead of
minutes, doing it, or he will not eee all
the display."

THE CHRYSANTHEMUMS.
Florists are advancing their chrysanthe-

mum plants in the hot houses so that they
may open the season for these fall flowers
early and give them prominence at the fes-

tival, but the chrysanthemum will not
overshadow other flowers at the November
display as they did in other years. There
are a number of new chrysanthemums that
are to be shown here for the first time dur-
ing the festival, and a large number of the
standard chrysanthemums with which In-

diana people are. already acquainted will
be shown, but they will be developed to a
point nearer perfection than they have beu
in former years. The florists of this State
claim they are as well advanced in chrys-
anthemum culture as the florists of other
States, and that America Is leading Japan,
the home of the chrysanthemum, in the
development of these blooms. Thousands
of the plants are nearing the blooming
point In the greenhouses of Indianapolis,
and many more are growing in the green-
houses out in the State. Through former
flower shows held here Indiana people have
developed a liking for these flowers, which
has resulted in many beds of them being
planted about doorways at home, and the
inexperienced have found the chrysanthe-
mum is nofa difficult flower to cultivate.
A good many of the amateurs have oaught
the knack of the expert in gTowlng chrys-
anthemum blooms of large eize. Thejr
have learned that the fewer blooms on the
plant the larger they become. By pinching
off all the buds but one, a single flower of
largest elze will result. The air and tun
of Indiana seem particularly adapted to
chrysanthemums, and these two elements
have helped the amateurs over many
doubtful periods of a plant's life. With thechrysanthemum season opening at the No-
vember festival, the blossom will have a
longer season this year than common. The
season for-the- m will continue until Christ-
mas, when they will give way to carna-
tions, roses and other midwinter flowers.
