Tili: IJISTRIHI TIOX OF CARS IS AS

FAIR AS POSSlHI.i:.

Freight traffic officials are subjected to a
good deal of abuse because of their Inability
to furnish cars In numbers or as promptly
as would please shippers. The shortage of
cars is causing a good deal of ill feeling
and jealousy not only among the big ship-
pers, but al?o smaller ones. All are al-

leging that some one else is getting the best
of it, and traffic and operating officials of
the railroads have to stand the brunt of
the criticism. "The facts are," said a gen-

eral freight agent, "that the railroads are
making as equal a distribution of cars as is
possible, but are far from able to meet the
requirements of any class. The cause for
this is that the general merchandise traf-
fic is heavy beyond precedent and largely
local In its character, ami shippers at local
points feel that they should be protected as
well as shippers to seaboard and other
distant points. Six months of the year
we have this same trouble, and the other
six months there Is a surplus of cars.
There is not a road that, notwithstanding
this fact, has not largely increased its
equipment in the last eighteen months.
More new cars were bailt and delivered to
such systems as the Pennsylvania, the l?ig
Four, the Lake Shore and a majority of
important lirus in that period than in any
preceding three years, and they are still
receiving new equipment. Just now such
roads as the Cincinnati. Hamilton Day-
ton, the Vandalia, the Lake Krie & West-
ern are increasing their equipment pro-
portionately with the larger systems, and
traffic managers, without exception, art-doin- g

their best to meet the demands of
shippers."

American Pucker Are PiimIiIiijc Their
Ware Rapidly In Mexico.

As an indication of the way American

packers are pushing their wares Into the
Mexican markets may be taken the figures
for the past five years on the importation
of heig products from the United States to
Mexico.

During the fiscal year of lS!4-.- " there. were
imported S.T't-- l kilos of manufactured hog
products, with a valuation of $115,278 (gold).

In the year lSW-lleo- i) the amount was 4.3:G.-7- 1
kilos, with a value of $TC)3.?12 (gold;,

showing that the importation was nearly
quadrupled in five years, and this In face
of the fact that the total imports have
scarcely doubled in this same period of
time, and likewise during this period the
value of the gold elollar has greatly de-
creased and the market value- - of hoppj has
largely increased in the United States.

The policy that has
been adopted by the packers of Mexico
City, who formerly controlled this trade,
has not been such as to retain the market,
for insteael of reaching out for new terri-
tory that was being created in mining
camps and plantation elistricts. thev to-da- y

kill less hogs than they did five years ao.
Rumors arc always in the air of the

formation of a packing combine among the
old established packers here, and recently
this was in part done by the San Lazaro
house, which now has control of nearly all
the shops of the city, but outside places
continue to increase their orders to Amer-
ican houses.

The large modern packing house which
was recently built in Chihuahua by a-- com-
bination of Mexican and American interests
will probnbly win a fair proportion of the
ever-increasi- ng demand, but experience has
demonstrated that when an American
packer enters the field he is not easily
routed.
