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THE PASSENGER OUTLOOK

NO INDICATIONS OF AN EARLY FALL
INt; OFF IN TRAFFIC.

Another Speed Wnr Between CIiIobro
and Oninhn Probable The Car

Shortage Heconilns General.

Warren J. Lj'nch, passenger traffic man-
ager of the Big Four lines was in the city
yesterday. He expressed the opinion t'.at
passenger busine?s the remainder of the
fall and through the winter would be very
satisfactory, and he stated that the general
passenger agents ,ho attended the conven-
tion at Asheville week before last almost
without exception took a cheerful view of
the outlook. The F.ig Four, Mr. Lynch
said, last year did a phenomenal passenger
business and thi- - year in every month has
excelled in passenger earnings any months
of the preceding year, and he looks for a
good business next year, basing this predic-
tion on the prosperous condition of the
country. Each year so much is done in ar-

ranging trains to make good time and in
furnishing line passenger equipment that
riding over the country at fifty to sixty
miles an hour is appreciated. He said the
trollej lines are cutting into the short
travel tome, but business has been so good
for two years past that it was not notice-
able in the way of decreased earnings.

Speed AVar Imminent.
Indications are that another speed war

between Chicago and Omaha may be in-

augurated as a result of the Chicago &

Xorthwestrrn's cut to 12i hours between
these points, which becomes effective Nov.
3, in connection with the Union Pacific win-

ter schedule. The new time table shows
that the overland limited will leave Chi-

cago at 8 p. m. and arrive at Omaha at 8:30

a. m At present the Chicago & North- -

western's two fastest trains make the run
in thirteen hours and twenty-fiv- e minutes
and thirteen hours and thirty minutes. The
Chicago, Turlington & tjuincy runs a day
train which makes the fastest time of any
road thirteen hours and fifteen minutes
but its through train makes the same time
as the Northwestern. 134 hours. The Chi-
cago, Rock Island & Pacific schedule is
thirteen hours and forts' minutes: the Chi-
cago. Milwaukee cfc St. Paul, thirteen hours
and fifty minutes, and the Illinois Central
thirteen hours and twenty minutes, and
there is no doubt that the Chicago, Tur-
lington & Quincy and the Chicago, Hock
Island & Pacific will meet the Chicago &
Northwestern's cut in time, which will
probably precipitate another war of speed
similar to the one fought out in the winter
of 18W. At that time the contest was mainly
for the mail contract, and the Rock Island
started the cut. Then, as now, the Lake
Shore was carrying the transcontinental
mail into Chicago and there transferred it
to the Chicago. Burlington & Quincy. The
Rock Island connects with the Lake Sshore
at Englewood, fifteen minutes out of Chit-ag-

o. and it arranged a schedule with the
Lake Shore which gave it an advantage of
half an hour at Englewood, also an hour
required to transfer the mails from the
Lake Shore depot to the Chicago, Turling-
ton Ät Quincy depot in Chicago.

The Scarcity of Cnr.
The car shortage is becoming the prin-

cipal topic of discussion in all parts of the
country. The Kastern roads have never be-

fore been so greatly embarrassed for lack
of freight cars as now. Large consign-
ments of west-boun- d merchandise are
pressing for cars, and there never was a
time when the Western railroads were
more troubled in this direction. Indianap-
olis lines are beginning to feel it quite
seriously, but until within ten days past
they were able to keep up the orders for
cars so closely that shippers made but lit-
tle complaint. A Pennsylvania official pays
that the car famine and present conges-
tion of traffic constitute the most important
problems that the company has been called
upon to solve. In the Pittsburg district
they are unable to furnish more than 65
per tent, of the freight cars needed to for-
ward the freight awaiting shipment. The
1'nlted States Steel Corporation has an im-
mense amount of finished product awaiting
transportation, and there never was a time
when Western railroads were so insistent
in their demands for immediate delivery of
steel rails. All the Kastern railroads are
sending out imperative orders for the re-
turn of freight cars sent to Western points,
and coupled with this is the heretofore
spoken of shortage in power to handle the
business so promptly that there will be no
congestion.

PERSONAL INJURY CASES

AN OPINION THAT RAILROAD AT-

TORNEYS DESIRE TO SIPPRESS.

Alleged Scheme to Keep It from He-comin- g:

a Part of Supreme Court
Record Other Cases.

An innocent-appearin- g document filed in
the personal injury suit of Charles V. Flut-
ter against the New York. Chicago & St.
Louis Railroad Company in the Supreme
Court yesterday afternoon is expected to
create conslderab'e. stir when it comes un-
der the eyes of the judges of the court.
The document on its face Is a simple agree-
ment between Vesey & Heaton, attorneys
for Flutter, and Olds & Dougham, repre-
senting the Nickel-plat- e rond. reciting that
a settlement has been effected by the road
with Flutter and asking the Supreme Court
to grant the road's petition for a rehearing
of the case, adding that as soon as this is
done the appeal will be dismissed.

Before the case was compromised the
railroad company had filed a petition for
a rehearing of the Supreme Court's deci-
sion reversing the judgment of the lower
court against Flutter. The opinion con-

tains several declarations on the. subject
of the law in iersonal injury cases that the
railroad lawyers preferred to keep out of
the printed reports of the Supreme Court,
if possible. They therefore hit upon the
plan of inducing Flutter's attorneys tcf
join them in a request to the higher court
to grant the railroad company's petition
for a rehearing, which, if done, would, of
course, withdraw from the records the
original opinion in the case.

Flutter was injured Nov. 20. U07. while
running through the company's yards at
New Haven. Ind.. alongside of a locomo-
tive, by tripping over some wires that con-
nected with a semaphore which was a
part of the company's block signal system.
The railroad company showed in the trial
of the case that Flutter had worked for
other roads that used the block system and
was therefore familiar with its details, and
It showed further that the company's rules
required employes to make themselves
familiar with places in which they were ex-
pected to work. The wires used by the
Nickel-plat- e in Its block system differed
from .those of other similar systems in not
being boxed. The attorneys for the road
filed in the court below a large number of
interrogatories for the jury to answer, and
upon these answers the trial court held
that the general verdict for Flutter could
not stand. This decision was reversed by
the Supreme Court in a vigorous opinion,
which the railroad attorneys disliked to see
printed, inasmuch as it would be used
against them in future damage suits of a
character similar to the Flutter case.

COMPfLSOnY EDUCATION LAW.

It I Upheld liy the Supreme Court-Ot- her

Decision.
"One of the most important natural

duties of the parent is his obligation to
educate Iiis child, and this duty he owes
not to the child only, but to the common-
wealth," declared Judge Dowling, of the
Indiana Supreme Court yesterday in an
opinion affirming the constitutionality of
the compulsory education law. The opin-
ion was rendered in the case of Sheridan
Bailey, of Jay county, against whom an
affidavit charging unlawful failure to send
his little girl to school was quashed by the
lower court. The appeal attacked the con-
stitutionality of the compulsory education
law of l'jot on the ground that its title is de-
fective. The title rends "An act to amend
an act concerning the education of chil-
dren," and tW quoted words, omitting the
first three, constitute the title of the
amended act which was passed in Ivtf.
Judge Dowling held that this title suffi-
ciently indicated some particular branch of
legislation as a head tinder which the par-
ticular provisions of the act might reason-

ably be looked for. Speaking further of the
duty of parents to educate their children
Judge Dowling declared that it is a civil
obligation to perform which they may he
compelled or coerced by law. As a reason
for such legislation the opinion says:

"To carry out the enlightened and com-
prehensive system of education enjoined
by the Constitution of this State a vast
fund, dedicated exclusively to this pur-
pose, has been set apart. Revenues to the
amount of more than $2."VroO annually
are distributed among the school cor-
porations of the State. No parent can be
said to have the rights to deprive his child
of the advantages so provided, and to
defeat the purpose of such munificent ap-
propriations."

John Aldridge's judgment for S-- recov-
ered against the P.. C. C. & St. Louis Tail-wa- y

Company was reversed by the Appel-
late Court because Aldridge in alighting
from car in New Albany in a snow and
sleet storm went to the rear of the car.
where the steps were slippery and did not
descend to a platform as the front steps
did. At the front of the car was a brake-ma- n,

who assisted passengers to descend.
The higher court held that where a passen-
ger deliberately walked Into a place he
knew to Ik? dangerous and against which
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he had been warned by a brakeman he
must bear the consequences of his negli-
gence.

The Supreme Court sustained a judgment
for SS.iM) against the Indiana Southern on
account of the death of George J. Peyon.
an engineer on the E. & 1.. who was killed
in a collision between his train and an In-
diana Southern train that was being back-
ed from a "Y" between the two roads on to
the E. & I. tracks at Elnora. Ind. Peyton
was killed before the passage of the act of
lsity, relieving plaintiffs in damage suits
from the necessity of averring absence of
contributory negligence on the part of in-
jured persons, but the suit was not brought
until the law went Into effect. The Supreme
Court held the law constitutional and said
it applies to suits begun after its passage,
but relating to injuries occurring prior
thereto.

The Appellate Court upheld the Circuit
Court of Huntington county in its judg-
ment that Albert G. Johnson was in con-
tempt because he had failed to pay Iiis di-

vorced wife money to support their child,
notwithstanding Johnson's plea that his
marital troubles and the resulting divorce
had forced him from the ministry into the
profession of law in which he could not
make sufficient money to pay the allowance
given his wife.

A STORY Ft Mi OF PAIN.

W hy W Illinni ( Inno I Suing the Tig
Four Railroad.

William Clune yesterday brought suit
against the Tig Four Railway Company,
for $2,503 damages. He says he was crip-
pled in Coal Hill. Ark., by having his foot
crushed and broken and wrist sprained. He
avers that he telegraphed to his sister,
Mrs. Nellie Stuard, of this city, for a
ticket to Indianapolis, and that she pur-
chased a ticket from Coal Hill to Indian-
apolis to be sent to Clune by telegraph,
and paid the company J10.SO. He says the
agent of the company promised to send tne
ticket at once and notify his sister when
Clone left Arkansas and state when he
would arrive in order that she might meet
him at the station.

He says that six days after his sister
purchased the ticket he received a mes-
sage from her asking why he did not come
He avers that the ticket was not sent, al-
though he sent to the station each day to
inquire about it. ami upon receipt of hermessage he went to the agent and de-
manded the ticket. He says the agent said
no ticket had been sent, but he telegraphed
lor it and it arrived the next day.

When he reached Indianapolis he says it
was 4 o'clock in the morning and there was
no one at the station to meet him and he
had to walk with his crutches to the resi-
dence of his sister, which greatly aggra-
vated his injuries.

Interest in the divorce case of Mrs.
Grimes against her husband. Peter Grimes,
has been renewed by a letter written to a
newspaper reporter. Mrs. Grimes charged
that her husband was a religious fanatic,
claimed to be sanctified and made life un-

bearable for her by continually reminding
her that if she did not accept his faith
she would be lost. Judge Leathers has had
the case under advisement for several days.
Yesterday a reporter, who had written an
extensive account of the suit, received a
letter from Grimes. The communication
was well word'-- and was written on a
hotel letter head. The letter Informed Long
that Jesus Christ was in town and if he
was not careful he would send his "execu-
tioner" around, and added: "You little In-

significant reporter, I know who you are
and the first thing you know you will be
shoveling coal in bell."

RENT MONEY WAS READY,

The Court, Therefore, Decide that a
Saloon Keeper Cannot Re Outed.

Judge Leathers yesterday decided a case
that seemed to be a tight between two
breweries. George Seifert rented a saloon
at the corner of Kentucky avenue and Mor-

ris street to Fred Metzheizer for $.V a
month and also furnished the saloon on
the installment plan. The rent was collec ted
regularly for several months until a con-
troversy arose over some bills. A month or
two ago Seifert did not come around for
his rfnt as usual and a few days later he
entered suit against Metzheizer, for posses-
sion. Metzheizer then said he would handle
another brand of beer and the Indianapolis
Trewing Company furnished the saloon fix-
tures. Judge Leathers held that as Metz-heiz- er

had the money ready to pay his rent
and Seifert did not come after it as was his
custom the former had acted in good faith
and should not be ousted.

Had to Incriminate Hi Son.
An answer filed yesterday in the suit of

the Arthur Jordan Company against S.'

Arthur Scott, bearing the name of Thomas
E. Scott ns security, states that the signa-
ture of Thomas E. Scott is a forgerv.
Thomas K. Scott is the father of S. Arthur
Scott, and although he knew his name had
been forged he concealed the fact and tried
to raise the money to save his son. He
was finally compelled to file the answer in-
criminating his son to save his property,
as the plaintiffs were pushing the case for
trial.

Receiver I Appointed.
