Regarding the guestion of compensation
to the city, the mayor and the members of
the board were a unit in believing that an
increase is just The interurban officials
offered no sgerious protests to the raising of
the tax. For the firet seven vears after the
contract is put in force, the city shall re-
ceive from the interurban companies, 3
cents for every round trip made to and
from the ¢ity. For the ten vears following,
the city shall receive b cents: and for the
remainder of the time the franchise re-
mains in force. until April 7, 1833, the citv's
compensation shall be 10 cents The com-
pensation formerly provided was, 3. 4 and
% cents. As to the question of accepting in-
terurban tickets on city ears and citvy
tickete on interurban cars, Mr. MeGowan
declared he would redeem no tickets ac-
cepted by the interurban companies. Since
the interurban people are not desirous of
handling city traffic, by their own declara-
tion, the decision of the board in the ques-
tion was not disagreeable to them.
