SEASON W AS A SI R PRISE.

The Pennnylvanla Company Will Xot
Abandon IIorlieshoe Cnrve Clen-er- al

and Personal Xotes.

General passenger agents have had time
enough to sum up results from business
for six months past, and are surprised at
what has been accomplished. In the corre-
sponding six months of l travel was phe-

nomenal in its volume and some of the
general passenger agents iodkerl for a de-

cline this year, but, on the contrary, not
only In the six months ending Oct. CI was
the business of YjOO equaled, but with every
Indianapolis line at least a very handsome
gain over 1IK0 is shown, and this despite
the fact that owing to bad weather travel
in May and early June was light. Since
the middle of June passenger equipment
has been better and more profitably em-

ployed than in any previous year. Buffalo
Exposition travel did not reach the volume
expected, unless it be with the Lake Shore
and the Big Four, which naturally would
get the cream of the business. The late
opening of the exposition and the assas-
sination of the President tended to reduce
the travel to Buffalo; still the railroads
did better than did the promoters of the
exposition. Excursions cut an important
figure in business during the season Just
closed. In May there were twelve days. In-

cluding Sundays, on which reduced rate3
into or out of Indianapolis were given; in
June sixteen days; July, sixteen days; Au-
gust, nineteen days; September, twenty
days, and in October nineteen days; in
other words, during the past six months,
Including Sundays, there were 102 days on
which Indianapolis was benefited by low
rates Into or out of the city. This is due
to the extent to which Sunday excursion
business is now carried and the numerous
meetings here during the summer months.
Of course, low rates are not so much in
vogue in the late fall, winter and early
spring months as during the six months
named. Only on Thanksgiving this month
are reduced rates announced, aside from
those which prevail on Sunday, where
tickets are sold for the round trip between
local stations at .one fare the round trip.
In December there will be holiday rates
announced as usual. Passenger officials
assert that there Is no point in the country
where on so many days in the year general
reductions in rates are made as by lines
centering at Indianapolis.

No Clianfge Contemplated.
Officials of the Pennsylvania have flatly

denied that there is any Intention, as re-

ported, of tunneling under the mountains
for seven miles and abandoning the famous
Horseshoe curve. Such an undertaking is
declared to be impracticable, and, there-
fore, has never been considered. The stoty
probably originated from the fact that an
additional tunnel is to be built through the
crest of the Alleghenies at Gallitzin. the
one now in use there and another higher
up on the mountain not being of sufficient
capacity to permit trains made up of the
modern large cars to pa.s each other in the
bore. It is proposed to build a single-trac- k

tunnel at Gallitzin alongside the present
one, which will then be relined and con-
verted into a single-trac- k, but the work
has not yet been ordered by the directors.

The passenger department of the Plantsystem announces that this season it willgrant stop-ov- er privileges on winter tour-
ist tickets either going or returning.

A. D. Perry, district passenger agent of
the Chicago & Alton, will join the travel-
ing passenger agents to-d- ay on their trip
to Los Angeles and other Callfo. :iia points.

Howard M. Curry, of St. Paul, has been
appointed master mechanic of the Northern
Pacific, succeeding Master Mechanic Ris-tee- n,

who goes to the Chicago Great West-
ern.

The Big Four will on next Monday put
on a line of sleeping cars between Colum-
bus, O.. and Cleveland, thus establishing
competition between those points with the
Pennsylvania.

The official 'report of General TicketAgent Stllz, at the Union Station, shows
that the receipts from sales of tickets in
October this year were $9,$5t.G6 in excess of
receipts in October, 1900.

President Truesdale, of the Lackawanna,
says there is absolutely no truth In thereport that that company is seeking ter-
minal room at Camden with a view of
gaining entrance into Philadelphia.

Plans have been completed for the Wa-
bash cantilever bridge across the Ohio
river at Mingo. Its channel span will be(0 feet, with cantilever spans 225 feet, mak-
ing the total length of the structure 1,200
feet.

General Passenger Agent II. C. Townsend,
of the Missouri Pacific, announces that the
running time of their through train from
St. Louis to Hot Springs. Ark., will be
considerably reduced," making the run In
thirty hours.

Common stock of the Pere Marquette
continues to advance, and this strengthens
the report that it is to be made a part of
a system of north-ana-sou- th roads which
will include the Ohio Central and the
Hocking Valley lines.

Chief Engineer Atwood, of fhe nltsburg
& Lake Erie, has awarded the contract
for a system of electric block signals the
whole length of . the road to the Union
Switch and Signal Company. The installa-
tion of the sj'stem will cost over JlOO.ooo.

Train No. 1 on the Union Pacific, known
as the Overland limited, under the schedule
which became effective on Sunday reduces
the time between Chicago and San Fran-
cisco three hours. The train's equipment
is entirely new and of the highest order.

It is said the Wabash Railroad will soon
absorb the St. Joseph & Grand Islgnd road.
Parties interested with the Wabash have
been securing options on considerable
ground near the St. Joseph & Grand Island
.bridge, and it is said to be for the Wa-
bash people.

L. W. Allart. a ticket scalper of Chicago,
was found guilty of obtaining transporta-
tion over the Nickel-plat- e road on a pass
issued to another person. The penalty for
the offense of which he was convicted may
be a year in the county jail or House of
Correction and a fine of $lu0.

The aggressiveness of the Louisville &
Nashville since Chafles Stone became gen-
eral passenger agent is exciting favorable
comment. He is setting an excellent ex-
ample to other Southern lines. Experts
say the new equipment of the L. & N. is
the finest the Iullman Company has turned
out. .

D. I. Roberts, formerly general passenger
agent of the Erie lines, is a warm personal
friend of Joseph Ramsey, president of the
Wabash, and this strengthens the belief
that there is something in the report that
Mr. Roberts is to be given a position on
the Wabash.

President Merrill, of the Mobile, Jackson
& Kansas City Railroad, confirms the re-
port of the purchase by that road of the
Kingston t Mississippi Central road. He
reports work progressing rapidly on the
extension of the Mobile. Jackson & Kan-
sas City, from Merrill to Hattiesburg, Miss.

The Wabash, in announcing the opening
of its new Toledo and Chicago line, also
announce a rate of SC.50. a cut of 5o cents
on the rate made by the Lake Shore be-
tween those points. The new Wabash
route, it is said, is one mile shorter than
that of the Lake Shore. The Wabash will
put on three trains each way between To-
ledo and Chicago.

The removal Is made
necessar3' by the fact that the Eel River
road, the new possession of the Vandalia,
is to be operated by the Michigan division
officials.

A. M. Mozier, who has been appointed
general agent of the Erie lines at Chicago,
entered railroad service at the age of twen-
ty with the Bee-lin- e. Later ho accepted
service with the Pittsburg, Cincinnati &
St. Louis as train dispatcher; In 1SS2 he
resigned to accept the office of trainmaster
on the Indianapolis & St. Louis; in ISsS he
went to the Erie, and since has had several
promotions.

The Lake Erie & Western, jointly with
the Big Four, has completed a new, large
freight depot at Lafayette and has plans
prepared for a new union passenger station
to bo erected next year. The Monon is just
completing its new passenger depot at La-
fayette, which is constructed of Bedford
stone. It is an imposing building seventy-fiv- e

feet in length and having all con-
veniences essential to that class of build-
ings.
