The American Society of Railroad Su-

perintendents, although one of the largest
associations in membership in railroad
lines, and with a full treasury, seems to be
on the wane. Each year Its annual meet-
ing attracts less attention, and the ques-
tion of getting the members of the organi-
zation to take some interest in it is a press-
ing one. President Derr, of the associa-
tion, has arranged for its executive com-

mittee to get together within a short time
and take some decisive action as to con-

tinuing the organization. In commenting
on the condition with this organization the
Kailroad Gazette, in its current issue, says:
"The anomaly of the present situation in
this society is that the membership is rea-
sonably large and the treasury is all right,
but those members who have anything to
say to the world seem to prefer to say it
through some other channel. Probably we
must take this state of things as one more
reminder that this country is very large;
that with the increasing variety of inter-
ests that presses everybody who tries to
keep abreast of the times men who wish to
do effective work in the world rind that
they must judiciously limit their range of
activity. The men of the car and locomo-
tive departments are turning from national
to local associations, and it is not strange
if superintendents follow their example.
And quite likely the members of the su-
perintendents' society will rind, as master
car builders and master mechanics have-found-,

that this apparent narrowing of the
field really broadens their knowledge; for
the increased frequency of communication
with the freer interchange of thought now
had through technical periodicals and club-meeti- ng

reports will probably much more
than compensate for the losses due to not
having a large annual meeting."

LnwM Violated by Hnllvrnysj.
Evidence of flagrant violation of the inte-

rstate-commerce and the anti-tru- st laws
by railroads east and west of Chicago was
adduced at yesterday's session of the Inter-

state-commerce Commission in Chicago.
Traffic managers of lines in the Central
Freight Association and the Western
Trunk Line Committee admitted that ex-
port rates on grain and grain products are
constantly cut and that officials of the
roads meet at stated periods and agree on
rates, which are then promulgated by the
individual lines interested. The principal
witness of the day was Trathc .Manager
George J. Grammar, of the Lake Shore
road, and his recitation of the conditions of
affairs relative to grain east-boun- d aroused
the deepet interest of the commission. In
the opinion of the commission the condition
shown by the evidence is the strongest ar-
gument that could be adduced for the
passage of a bill by Congress giving the
commission the power to make rates, after
a thorough investigation upon complaint,
and also the power to punish violators of
the commission's rulings.

Traffic Manager Grammar, under exami-
nation by Commissioner l'routy, admitted
that the export rates on grain and grain
products were constantly cut; that the
tariffs were seldom maintained; that the
export rates were always secret; that little
grain has bten moving as domestic grain;
that an association existed, the members, of
which met at regular periods and in viola-
tion of the anti-tru- st law agreed upon
rates and percentages and kept a record of
the same. Whe n asked why the roads did
not publish their export rates the same as
domestic rates, he replied that if they did
the press of the country would charge that
the railroads were favoring foreign coun-
tries and foreign markets at the expense of
the home market and home producers.

W. H. Riddle, freight trattic manager of
the Santa Fe, admitted that rates on ex-
port grain to the seaboard had not been
maintained and that a large percentage of
the grain moved was moved as export
trrain.

J. T. Hudson, traffic manager of the Illi-
nois Central, and several prominent mill
owners testified regarding the discrepancy
between grain and Hour rates, claiming that
the railroads had practically closed the
Europeanmarkets to American flour.

It transpired during the investigation that
the. commission is interested in the prepara-
tion of a measure which is to be a modifica-
tion of the Cullom bill, and which will be
Introduced at the next session of Congress.
It was also asserted that the evidence
taken by the here and in New
York city will be given to Congress in the
form of a report and petition for the
remedial legislation sought.

SHOW HIGHER I'ltlCES.

Improved Textile Conditions The Ce-

real Movement Car Sliortase
About the Only Und Fenturc.

BradstrecUs to-morr- ow

will say:
"The trade situation presents many

pointä of strength and few of weakness.
Colder weather throughout the country has
stimulated retail trade in heavy clothing,
shoes, groceries and rubber goods, and this
has already been reflected in an improved
reorder demand from Western and South-
ern jobbers. Collections, too, are more
satisfactory. Country merchants are re-

ported in good financial shape, and one re-

sult of this is found In the rather better
supply and easier tone of money. Hold-

ing of cotton is reported from the South,
this being aided by the strength of the
business community generally. Higher
prices have been made for certals. The
price situation is one of steadiness, though
some hesitation was shown during Oc-

tober.
"While nearly all industries are active,

special strength and activity has been dis-

played in iron and steel. Production as
yet teems to be running behind consump-

tion. The shortage of cars is an additional
obstructive feature jut at present, and the
effect on tho coke trade has been so
marked as to cause the shut-dow- n of
twenty blast furnaces in the Pittsburg dis-

trict, rig iron is in good demand East
and West. Railway material is very active
at Chicago and 50.0U0 tons of steel rails
have been ordered by Western roads this
week. Iron bars and nails display weak-
ness and are lower. Plate specifications are
also reported being held back. At Pittsburg
there is a heavy demand for bessemer
iron and sales of 15,000 tons of this ma-

terial and of 20,000 tons cf foundry iron
are reported, with good premiums for
prompt delivery. Forge iron is 50 cents up.
Structural material also is active, sales
at 'Pittsburg for the week aggregating
12.0"o tons.

"Some irregularity is noted in the market
for cotton goods, owing to the weakness of
raw material, the outgrowth of large esti-
mates. The Fall River wage situation has
been clarified by a reduction in wages made
by the manufacturers who some weeks ago
advanced them. Print cloths are firm for
prompt delivery at 3Vc, but some sales
have been made for January delivery at
3c. Woolen goods machinery is actively
employed. The markets have been rather
firmer, with an upward tendency.

"The leather trade is rather quieter than
of late. Shoe factories at the East are
finishing up their winter orders prepara-
tory to turning machinery on spring goods.
Prices are still the key of the situation
and they are firm and unchanged. Shoe
shipments continue largely in excess of a
year ago.

"The coal trade was in good condition
previous to the cold weather. It has lost
none of its strength eince and the only
source of complaint is the small stocks in
dealers' hands and the trouble growing out
of the scarcity of cars. Raw sugar is
lower in sympathy with the continued bear-
ish feeling here and abroad, and refined is
10 points lower all round. Coffee is slight-
ly higher on smaller crop estimates.

A Distinctly Deterrent Factor in the
Mercantile Situation.

NEW YORK. Nov. 8. R. G. Dun & Co.'s
weekly review of trade to-morr- ow will
say:

"Little relief has been afforded the lead-
ing manufacturing industry in the matter
of transporting facilities. In fact, the
situation on the whole is less satisfactory,
since inability to secure coke has brought
about the banking of some furnaces. This,
in turn, tends to harden the market for pig
iron, though no actual alteration in prices
has occurred, except at Philadelphia,
where 25 cents more a ton is readily paid.
As this industry is considered the best
business barometer, present conditions and
future prospects are certainly most en-
couraging, for orders are abundant and
plants are enlarging their capacity in or-
der to handle the growing business. Ma-
terial is purchased now for much struc-tutr- al

work in the spring, and additional
contracts are seeking acceptance. Rail-
way needs were never as pressing, every
form of equipment being soight. and it
is possible that more orders will be placed
abroad. Labor troubles and low water have;
added to the difficulty arising from car
shortage, making three retarding influences
affecting the output of coal just when the
export demand has become a factor of im
portance.

"Textile mills in New England are busy,
and there is no longer any fear of labor
controversy at Fall River. Print clothshae ceased to be inflated, standard widthsresuming the former quotation of 3c andmeeting with a fair demand. Domestic
buying of all staple cotton is seasonably
cpilet, and the views of exporters are still
below those cf sellers. Recent declines in
the raw material have not weakened prices,
as there was not commensurate advance In
goods when the cotton market was rising.
Reports from the South indicate that spin-
dles are well occupied. In woolens there
is a free movement of women's dress goods
and orders are plentiful in heavy-weig- ht

lines for immediate delivery.
"Footwear is firm at last week's advance,

and Eastern manufacturers are beginning
work on spring orders. Leather is held atthe best price of the season and dry hides
rose further on heay sales.
