Its benefit concert was
not so profitable that the proceeds equaled
the club's debts. A committee has been
appointed to raise a fund to pay theso 1

Sara Anderson, who will be the soloist

at the Indianapolis Symphony Orchestra's
concert on Nov. 25, began her public career
three years ago. She had been studying in
London and Paris. Her first appearance
was in at the Worcester festival. Pop-

ularity was hers Immediately, and she soon
had all the engagements she could fill witn
the principal orchestras and at festivals
in various parts of the country. Though
her voice enables her to sing the heavy
oratorios, operatic arias and masses, she
has lately turned her attention principally
to sung recitals. Last summer she sang
at Bayreuth at the request of Mme. Wag-
ner. She will devote this winter to recitals.
She sanq in this city on the night of May 1,
IWJ, with the Boston Festival Orchestra,
and aroused gre.it enthusiasm with her
rendition of Tchalkowskrs "Les Adieux de
Jeanne d'Arc."

The winners of the Paderewskl prizes,

limited to American composers and con-

sisting of $500 each, for "a piece for full
orchestra," "a piece for chorus with or-

chestral accompaniment, with or without
solo voice parts," and "a piece of chamber
music for any combinations of instrument,"
were:

First Symphony entitled "The Four Sea-
sons;" composer, Henry K. Hadley, Garden
City, L. I.

Second Piece for chorus, "A Star Song;"
composer, Horatio W. Parker, New Haven.

Third Piece of chamber music for any
combination of instruments, serenade for
wind instruments; composer, Arthur Rird,
of Berlin.

II. E. Krehblel, who Is one of the Judges,
points out In the New York Tribune that
"the competition thus ended excited extend-
ed interest, the generosity of .the prizes ex-
citing considerable comment abroad. No
less than sixty-eig- ht compositions were en-
tered, cf which thirty were for orchestra,
twenty-eig- ht for chorus and orchestra and
nine for combinations of instruments de-
signed for chamber music. There were
seven symphonies, three symphonic poems,
seven overtures and thirteen fantasias,
pieces in the variation form, romances, etc.
Of the choral works seven were in the large
cantata form with parts for solo voices.
The prlzo winners are widely separated
now, so far as their fields of activity are
concorned. but by a coincidence they are all
natives of Massachusetts, and the training
of two of them was had to a great extent
under like auspices.

"Mr. Hadley was born at Somerville in
1S71. His father was a musician and gave
early care to his education, sending him to
Boston, where he studied harmony with
Stephen Emery, counterpoint with George
W. Chadwick, violin with Henry Heindl
and Charles Allen. He afterwards went o
Vienna, where he studied composition with
Eusebius Mandyczewski, archivist of the
'Gesellschaft der Musikfreunde.' In lvJ he
was put in charge of the music in St.
Paul's Cathedral school, in Garden City,
Long island, a position which he still holds.
A ballet suite of his composition was per-
formed at a concert of the American Sym-
phony Orchestra, Sam Franko, conductor,
at Chlckering Hall, on March Zi, li01, and a
cantata, 'In Music's Praise," at the last
concert of the People's Choral Union, in
Carnegie Hall, last April, under Mr. Frank
Damrosch. In January, TjoO, ho gave a
concert consisting almost exclusively of
music of hl3 own composition at the Waldorf-

-Astoria.

"The winner of the prize for the choral
composition, Horatio W. Parker, is Bat-te- ll

professor of the theory of music at
Yale University and the composer of the
oratorio 'Ilora Novissima and the Greek
commemorative hymn, which were per-
formed at the bicentennial exercises at
New Haven last week. He is the most
widely known and admired of American
musicians at the present time, and is
rapidly becoming as popular in England
as he is In the United States. He is
just now enjoying his first sabbatical year,
but was called back from Munich to con-
duct hl3 works in connection with Yale's
bicentenary. He sailed for Europe on Tues-
day before the result of the competition
had been made Known by the trustees. He
was born in Auburndale, Mass., on Sept. 15,
1SJ, studied theory with Stephen Emery,
composition with George W. Chadwick
and pianoforte with J. Orth In Roston;
then went to the Hochschule fuer Musik
in Munich, where, from to 185. he was
a pupil of Rheinberger and Abel. After
his return and before his call to the
Battell chair of music at Yale he was
organist and musical director of the Ca-
thedral School in Garden City, organist
at St. Andrew's Church in Harlem, Church
of the Holy Trinity at Madison avenue
and Forty-secon- d street, and of Trinity
Church, Roston.

"Though a native American, and there-
fore qualified to enter the lists, Mr. Arthur
Bird is a resident of Berlin, where he has
spent nearly all of his professional life.
He was born in Cambridge, Mass., on July
23, K'tl. In 1S75-T- 7 he studied in Berlin un-
der Haupt. Loeschhorn and Rhode. On re-
turning to America he became organist and
teacher at Halifax, where he founded the
first chorus of men's voices In Nova Scotia.
In lSbl he went back to Berlin and studied
composition and orchestration with II. Ur-
ban. In the summer of 1S3 he was with
Ltszt In Weimar and in he made his
last visit to America. He has composed in
many forms, and New York, besides small-
er pieces, has heard a symphony In A and
a carnival piece of his composition."

THE THEATER HRST NIGHT.

All Actors More or Leas Affected by
ervousncsa.

Minnie Maddern Fiske, In the Critic.
Some day a psychologist may write an

Interesting essay on the strangely varying
effects upon actors of a first-nig- ht per-

formance. It would require a psycholosist
to illustrate and analyze the temperamental
phenomena that a first-nig- ht performance
develops.

One actor Is stimulated by the excitement
of a first performance to do his best, and
all the conditions of such an event seem to
inspire his most artistic efforts. On the oth-
er hand, another actor is depressed by the
excitement of such an event and falls ut-

terly to develop in a character those attri-
butes that study, ability and purpose may
have promised. The writer belongs to the
latter unfortunate class, and has passed
through strange experiences in conse-
quence.

To the player unhappily affected on a
first nijjht til conditions seem to be ab-
normal, and they are destructive of confi-
dence and are a weight on the spirit. The
excitement, the preliminary hurry, the
worry over things that may go wrong, and
the general nervousness for even the play-
ers who pass through the or '.eal successful-
ly are themselves nervous before the piny
begin; all these things havo a dispiriting,
benumbing and depressing effect. Are this
depression and its concomitants tho results
of weakness of artistic character, or are
they clue to a momentary eonfubion of the
artistic sensibilities which, in favorable cir-
cumstances, prove the possession of a
higher type of artistic character'.' The play-
er who, on a first night, may be rendered
inciilclent by the peculiar intlutnce. of tho
occasion may subsequently show the very
best that is in him. Thus th temporary
weakness must be accidental rather than a
characterized lault.

THE ELKS ARE HUSTLING

INDIANAPOLIS LODGE W ILL tilVC A

WEEK OF ENTE IITAINM EXT.

Committees with Two Hundred Mem-

ber Organized Wonderland nnd
Biizunr in the Cyclorama.

The Indianapolis Elks have given a good
many entertainments, but the members of
the order think they have one coming for
the week of Dec. 2 that will be more ex-

tensive and productive of fun than any
they have yet engaged in. The Elks are
organizing a "wonderland" and bazaar to
be held at the Cyclorama building. It will
be made up of vaudeville, museums, mid-
ways, a German village, and a bazaar will
be conducted that will rival in size one of
the local department stores. The Elks are
already pushing their plans.

About two hundred members of the lodge
are enlisted as "boosters." Lodges from
over Indiana, Ohio and Illinois are being
invited to send delegations, and Odd Fel-
lows, Knights of Pythias and other or-

ganizations of the city are to have special
nights set apart for them during the week.
The railroads are to give reduced rates.
Business men of the city, as well as indi-

viduals, are pouring in contributions of all
kinds that are to be sold in the bazaar.
One concern has given several tons of coal.
Another has contributed cooking ranges.
A lumber company has offered all the lum-
ber that will be needed to prepare the
Cyclorama building for the "wonderland."

The purpose of the whole enterprise is to
raise a fund with which to furnish the
Elks' new home. It is thought that the
contributions for the week will be so heavy
that the proceeds of the six days' enter-
tainment will be practically all profit. The
men at work say they find interest in their
efforts to be widespread. The organization
of the "wonderland" is divided into
branches, with a committee in charge, of
each. Some committees have five members
and one numbers thirty-eigh- t. The whole
enterprise is headed by - Frank Davey,
chairman of the executive committee. The
other members of this committee are: H.
S. Beissenherz, secretary; F. K. Sheppard,
treasurer; W. E. English, Joseph E. Bell,
E. G. Sourhier, J. T. Fanning and John
Mahoney. On the reception committee are
the names of John W. Kern, chairman;
Governor Durbln, Hugh McGowan, Thomas
Taggart and aboui thirty others.

THREE PLAYS, OXH-O- F THEM MUSI-

CAL, AT ENGLISH'S THIS WEEK.

Vaudeville nt the Grand Tiro Melo-

dramas at the I'nrk Variety
at the Empire.

English's Opera House will have three
plays, one of them set to music, this week.
The first is "Captain Jinks of the Horse
Marines," a comedy written by Clyde Fitch,
and acted by a company at the head of
which is Miss Ethel Barrymore. It will be
presented to-morr- and Tuesday nights.
The scene of the play 13 New York in the
early seventies, The first act opens on the
deck of a Cunarder, where newspaper re-
porters awaited Madame Trentonl, a prima
donna, come to America for the first time.
In fact, Madame Trentoni was Miss Au-rel- la

Johnson and she originated in Tren-
ton, N. J. Three young men about town
heard of Madame Trentonl's beauty, and
they made a pool of $3,000, to be taken by
the one that succeeded in making an im-

pression on her. They met the singer at the
pier and she favored Captain Jinks. He felt
the fineness of the girl's nature and with-
drew from the pool, thinking it dishonor-
able. He made a sincere effort to win
Madame Trentoni's affection and suc-
ceeded. His companions tried to thwart
him and on the night of I1I3 sweetheart's
New York debut her foster-fath- er dis-
missed Jinks, after hearing of the unfortu-
nate wager. Madame Trentoni was heart-
broken, but Jinks found a way to right
matters.

The time of the play gives opportunity for
picturesque costumes, and as it has to do
with the stage it gums further interest
there. Rehearsals of a ballet are shown, in
which the women wear their street waists
and their gauze skirts and tights. Mr. Fitch
calls his play a "fantastic comedy." Miss !

Barrymore is not twenty years old and her
personality is pretty. She has had the best
of training for the stage and has become
very popular in "Captain Jinks."

Wednesday and Thursday night, "Vanity
Fair," a dramatization of W. M. Thack-
eray's novel. The play was drafted by
Charles Coghlan, Miss Coghlan's father. .

That great actor intended that he should
play Lord Steyne and his daughter Becky
Sharp. He died before he had finished the
play, and the work was completed by a
San Francisco newspaper man.

In this stage adaptation, unlike the one
used by Mrs. Fiske. Becky and Amelia
Seeliey are shown at Miss Pinkerton's acad-
emy, which Becky left so violently, hurl
ing "the dictionary back into the yard as
she was whirled away in a carriage with
Amelia.

China, is a cook of
superexccllence. Said he: "There is a
growing taste on the part of New Yorkers
for Chinese dishes. Chinese resturants havesprung up all over the city, and they are
well patroidzed. especially at night. The
dish mostly in demand is chow chop suey,
a most delicious concoction. If proiorly pre-
pared. For the benefit of those who do not
cara to go to a Chinese restaurant, let me
give the recipe, so that It can be made by
anv intelligent housewife.

'For four persons Two chickens livers,
two chickens' gizzards, one pound young,
clean pork, cut into small pieces, half an
ounce of green root ginger, two stalks of
celery. Sautee this in a frying pan over a
hot fire, adding four tablespoonf uls of olive
oil. one tablespoonful of vinegar, half a
cup of boiling water, one teaspoonful of
Worcestershire sauce, half a teaspoonful
of salt, black and red pepper to taste, dash
of cloves and cinnamon. When nearly done
add small can of mushrooms, half a cup
of either bean sprouts or French green
peas, or string beans chopped fine, or as-
paragus tips.
