Comparatively few per-
sons knew him as the close and analyticalstudent of public affairs, local and national.Jn the past ten or fifteen years while hewas not actively encased in business hewas .a. great reader ,r the higher class ofliterature. Ordinarily taken for a manot reserve he was nevertheless a conversa-
tionalist of rar- - charm and with a rich;.!;reci;rtion of humor. Last sarins, whenhe gave to De l'auw University $.,ooo fora laboratory, he was asked bv a reporterabout the pift. In his characteristic way-h- e

The latter is a negro, while
Strine and his wile are white. Strine was

AN IRRIGATION 11 ILL.

Measure Prepared by Congressmen of
of AVestern States.

WASHINGTON. Dec. 14. The committee
appointed by congressional delegates from
the Western and Pacific States to frame a
national irrigation bill to-da- y completed a
measure which will be reported to a full
meeting of Western senators and repre-
sentatives. The bill provides that the re-

ceipts from the sale of public lands in the
arid and semi-ari- d States and Territories
shall constitute an arid land reclamation
fund to be used for the construction by the
national government of storage reservoirs
and irrigation works, and that the lands
so brought under irrigation shall be sold
in small farms to actual settlers under the
homestead act, each farm not to exceed
eighty acres. The settlers are to have five
years to reclaim their lands and on final
proof pay $0 per acre. The moneys thus
received are turned back into the fund to
be immediately used over again under the
direction of the secretary of the interior.
The irrigation works are ultimately turned
over to the settlers, except the reservoirs
which are reserved as public works. Exist-
ing settlers having an Insufficient water
supply can obtain water rights on the same
terms. Beneficial use is made the basis of
the measure and the limit of the right to
use water so provided.

Contested Election Cases.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 14. The hearing of

contested election cases will begin early in
January before the various elections com-

mittees of the House. There are seven of
these contests, including that made by

Lentz, of Ohio, against the
sitting member from the Seventh Ohio dis-
trict. Representative Tompkins. One of
the contests, begun by General Walker, of
Virginia, for the seat from the Ninth Vir-
ginia district, has been terminated by the
eieath of the contestant after all the testi-
mony had been taken and the briefs filed.

Classification Was Too Hish.
WASHINGTON. Dec. 14. The Interstate-commerc- e

Commission has decided in favor
of the complainant in the case of Nathan
Myers against the Cleveland. Cincinnati,
Chicago & St. Louis Railway and others,
holding that hatters' furs, fur scraps and
cuttings shipped by the complainant were
given too high classification in the freight
tariffs. The commission holds that mani-
festly in determining what freight rate
shall be borne by different commodities,
an attempt should be made to maintain
a fair relation between those commodities,
and a classification which utterly ignores
all considerations of this kind, or which
utterly falls to give weight to such con-
sideration is unjust and unreasonable.

Mrs. Roosevelt Reception.
WASHINGTON, Dec. H.-- Mrs. Roosevelt

gave her first public reception at the
White House this afternoon from 3 to 5

o'clock. Surrounded by the ladles of the
Cabinet, she received in the green parlor.
The Marine Band discoursed music for
the occasion. Notwithstanding the in-

clement weather there was a steady stream
of callers throughout the reception.

More Protests Against Knox.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 14. Additional pa-

pers were filed with the Senate judiciary
committee to-da- y by parties who are pro-
testing against the confirmation of Attor-
ney General Knox. The papers for the
most part are complaints against Mr.
Knox because there has been no prosecu-
tion of the "trust" by the Department of
Justice.

tional Republican committee Hon. D. W.
