Judge Gillette immediate-
ly called the grand Jury, and they are now
working on the case. Sprencil now avers
that the man was killed by a train. He
says he thought he would be charged with
negligence by the railroad company, and
after finding the body he dragged it across
the tracks to where it was found to make
it appear that the man was killed by a
yard engine. After the boys had been ar-
rested on suspicion of having killed the
man he, knowing that on the night pre-
vious they had had a fight with Davidson
In a saloon and also on the street, con-
cocted the story to protect himself and
the railroad company.

THE Y. M. C. A. IN INDIANA

QUARTERLY MEETING OF THE
STATE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.

Proportions of the Railroad Work in
the State Colleges Interested

in the Work.

.

The quarterly meeting of the state ex-

ecutive committee of the Young Men's
Christian Association was held yesterday
at the English Hotel. The session lasted
from 4 o'clock p. m. until 11 o'clock. Of
the twenty-on- e members of the committee
ten were present. They were S. O. Pickens,
J. P. Wallick, A. M. Glossbrenner, Dr. I.
A. Brown, E. M. Campbell, C. S. Rhodes,
H. T. Townley of Terre Haute, -- O. M.
Gregg of Crawfordsvllle, W. R. Snyder of
Muncie, T. G. Pierson of Spencer and the
state secretary, E. E. Stacy, and his as-

sistant, A. Y. Hanson. S. O. Pickens was
unanimously elected chairman of the com-

mittee, to take the place of H. F. Bicknell,
former chairman, who resigned when his
transfer to Ohio was made Jan. 1. His
resignation was one of the papers read at
the meeting. "Mr. Pickens reported to the
members upon the condition of the rail-
road work in Indiana. Work in establish-
ing branches at Peru and Lafayette was
said to be progressing satisfactorily. Pres-
ident Ramsey, of the Wabash, offered $tJ,0uö
toward the construction of a building at
Peru, on condition that $3,0o0 more should
be raised. Miss Helen Gould also offe-re- d

$2,500 for the purchase of furnishings and
equipment of the building. Most of the
money has been raised.

President McDoel, of the Monon, offered
$3,000 for the erection of a building at La-
fayette, provided members raised $2.500 ad-
ditional.. Employes of the road from one
end to the other have contributed liberally,
and It is thought work may be begun in a
few weeks. There are now four railroad
Y. M. C. A. branches in the State. They
are at Logansport, Fort Wayne, Hright-woo- d

and Elkhart. Of these the Bright-woo- d

branch is the most prosperous.
It wa also reported that the movement

which was sturtcd at Richmond to estab-
lish an association there is meeting with
much success.

The matter of the meeting of a general
committee at Buffalo, Feb. 8. 9 and lO.was
discussed. This Is said to be one of the
most important committees in the history
of the organization. It was appointed at
Boston at the last general session, and in-
structed to confer relative to the relation-
ship existing between the individual asso-
ciations, the State associations and the
national and international bodies. Dr.
Joseph Swain, of the State University, a
member of the State executive committee,
is also a member of thiscommlttee. It Is
thought several othr members of the In-
diana committee will attend.

Assistant Secretary "Hanson, whose duties
are principally with the college associa-
tions, reported on the condition of those
associations. There are now two eeluca-tlor.- al

institutions In the State. Purdue
and the State University, employing secre-
taries. President 11. M. Brown, of the Nor-
mal School there, offereel to pay one-ha- lf

of the salary of the secretary if the stu-
dents would pay the rest. All but about
$10o has been raised by the students, and
it is thought a secretary wil be installed
by September. This will be the first gen-
eral secretary In a Normal School. The
Valparaiso school lias about 4.0o0 students
In attendance.

The meeting of the Student Volunteers'
convention at Toronto, Canada. Feb. 2! to
March 2. 1002. was discussed. This organi-
zation is one devoting its attention to
missionary work, its workers being made
up of volunteers from the ranks of stu-
dents. It originate from the Youn? Men's
Christian Association work. and has
grown to such proportions as to surprise-member- s

of similar organizations among
the churches. It is thought that not les.i
than 2.500 persons will attend, and several
of theü will be from Indiana.

Tho next meeting cf the State executive
committee will b? held on the first Friday
in March.
