Conwtltutionnlity of the IMngley Art
in IleKiiril to Reciprocity.

"WASHINGTON. Jan. 20.-- Mr. Cullom. of
Illinois, chairman of the committee on for-

eign relations, addressed the Senate on the
constitutionality of that portion of the
J)ingley act which authorized the negotia-
tion of reciprocity treaties. He said that
the wording of the provision was peculiar
find mixed, but it seemed plain that all
treaties negotiated must have been made
find ratified within two years after the pas-ca- ge

of th'- - act. Therefore, If that act Is to
control it would be useless to ratify the
treaties.

Senator Cullom continued: "In my opin-
ion the fourth section of the Plngley act,
to far as It attempts to confer, limit, or de-

fine the treaty-makin- g, power, is not only
an Interference with the powers of the
I'resldnt and Senate, but Is unconstitu-
tional because It comes In conflict with that
clause of the Constitution which says that
tb.e President shall have power, by and
vith the advtco and consent of the Senate.

to make treaties. We do not, therefore, de-

rive our treaty-makin- g powers from a law
of Con&Tes, and no law of Congress can,
in any way, modify or limit those powers.
The Dlngley act cannot limit the time In
which we shall b allowed to make a
treaty

Mr. Cullom contended that the fourth
section of the Dingle)' act should be taken
as a mere expression of a view of theCongresa and that the President did not
need authority to make the treaties. He
entered Into a lorur discussion of the pro-
ceedings of the constitutional convention
relative to the treaty-makin- g power and
claimed that precedent all showed suchpower was conferred solely upon the Pres-
ident and Senate. The reciprocity treaties
concluded with Hawaii. Mexico and Can-a- d

did not go Into effect until Cor.gr BS
acted, but thesa treaties contained an ex-
press provision that they could not become
effective without congressional action.

Mr. Culloci dincuesed the provision of the
Constitution declaring that the bills forraising revenue must originate In the
3 louse, and said that It had not been def-
initely settled what was meant by "bills
Jor raising revenue." He added: "From
the decisions nnd statements of Justices
Ftorey. Miller and HArlan I cannot fee how
this clause could make It naeessary to sub-
mit a reciprocity treaty to the House be-
fore it becomes effective. The language of
the clause Is that all bills for raising rev-
enue shall originate in the House, and not

II bills affecting revenue shall originate
In the House, and not all Mils affecting
revenue or by which revenue may Incident-
ally arise. A reciprocity treaty is not a
bill. It Is true that it reduces a dutv which
has been laid by law, but I maintain that
the treaty-makin- g power has authority to
change the tariff law the fame as It has to
change any other act of Congress, and we
have sen that It has been clearly held
from the decisions of Chief Justice Mar-
shall down to the present that the Senate
bv treaty can change or modify a law ofCongress."

Mr. Cullom also said: "This question be-
fore us here ha been before the Senate
for a hundred years. The executive and
the Senate have taken one position, and
that Is that a treaty is the supreme law of
the land. That position has been sustainedby the Supreme Court. On the other, dar-
in? all these hundred years, the House of
representatives has. as a rule. Insisted
that they should be considered In referenceto certain treaties. That does rot relieveus, the Senate, of the duty of standing
for our prerogatives und our rights and in-
sisting that the rights of the executive
ehall te maintained. A treaty made by
the executive and ratified by the Senate Is
the supreme law of the land, as well as
an net of Congress. If the Congress is not
satisfied with the treaty it has a perfect
rlRht to repeal it, let consequences be whatthey may. lint until such action is taken
the treaty remains a part of our municipal
law."

L'lectrlc Current Tnrned Off to Pre- -

vfiit Accident Shade Tree Fall
Inu by Hundreds.

Sleet furnished a stinging variation to
the general snowstorm yesterday after-
noon and night, and the weather man said
it was not Indianapolis alone that suffered.
Louisville, Cincinnati and Parkersburg.
W. Va., were al.so visited by unpleasant
5leetstorms. When it comes to Inconven-
ience and delays in public service sleet la
more annoying than snow even. Telegraph
managers, railroad men and street-ca- r op-

erators all testitied yesterday evening to
the hardships the little bits of falling bie
had caused them.

Western through trains were almost all
late latt night from one to two hours. Ice-coat- ed

tracks were responsible for broken
schedules. Through trains from the East
were about on time, the weather in tho
Eastern part of the country being less dis-
agreeable. Chicago trains were a little late
also. Sleet and high winds played havoc
with the wires of the Western Union Tele-
graph Company in the southeastern part
of th; country yesterday, but the local
manager stated last night that the wires
from other parts of the country were in
good shape and that the local service was
not being Injured. The Postal Company
reported its Southern wires affected by
sleetstorms early In the night, but stated
that the damage had betn repaired and
that the work would be made up by mid-
night. Officers of the street-railwa- y com-
pany said that the cars of the company
had been a little off in schedule owing to
slippery tracks, but that none of the de-
lays had been long.

It was stated at the weather bureau last
night that more snow might be looked for
to-da- y and that the general temperature
would probably remain unchanged. It grew
perceptibly colder, however, before morn-in- s.

SLEUT IX TIIC SOUTH.

Telegraph and Klcctrlo Liefet AVIre
llroken-Curr- ent Shut Off.

LOUISVILLE, Jan. 2. An unusually se-

vere storm of sleet, mixed with rain, pre-
vailed throughout the lower portion of the
Ohio valley and the South this morning,
and as a result traffic was delayed and
telegraph service Is badly crippled. In this
city tha storm began at 10 o'clock last night
and from that time until early this morn-
ing sleet fell without cessation. The slcct
was followed by rain which froze as it fell,
making locomotion of pedestrians and vehi-

cles difficult. On some of the street-railwa- y

lines cars were unable to move during the
early part of the day.

The temperature at 7 o'clock this morning
was twenty-seve- n degrees above zero, but
it moderated rapidly and the streets soon
became a mass of slush. Nearly every
train coming into this city arrived from
one to two hours behind time.

The local weather bureau reports a fall
of sleet and rain of 1 inches in twelve
hours. The telegraph south of Louisville
is seriously Interrupted, all communications
being practically cut off.

The Postal Telegraph and Cable Com-
pany Buffered a serious accident to-nig- ht

through the bad weather. Three poles on
the river front at Louisville, --carrying the
Postal wires, which were covered with sleet
fell at 7 o'clock and the wires landed across
some trolley wires. In an Instant the Postal
operating room was full Of blue flames and
then was cut off from the world. It is not
known yet whether the protective devices
saved the switchboard and dynamos. The
Postal people could not say to-nig- ht what
the damage amounts to or when they can
again get communication with the rest of
their system.

The storm was severelj' felt throughout
Kentucky. In nearly all of th? large towns
street-ca- r service Is at a standstill and the
damage to fruit and shade trees Is heavy.
In the eastern portion of Kentucky the
smaller btreams are rising rapidly and the
loss to lumbermen by the breaking of
booms will be severe. At Puducah Mayor
Charles Reed had all electricity shut off,
closing newspapers, factories, fire alarm
currents, street cars and shutting off lights.
Telephone wires are down everywhere,
poles snapping like straws. No electricity
will be 'turned on until the danger from
broken wires is eliminated and there Is no
relief in sight. It is estimated that the
total damage at Paducah will reach $lCO,ouo.
The damage at Mayfleld Is JOO.OoO, with cor-
responding losseä in other adjacent cities.

Owensboro is completely burled In sleet.
The damage to business Interests Is" esti-
mated At $75.000. The Cumberland Tele-
phone Company and Home Telephone Com-
pany wires arc twisted and broken to
piece?, blocakdlng tho streets. Their loss In
J15.000. The electric plant Is shut down and
the gas plant is In bad shape. Business of
all kinds Is practically suspended. Forces
of men are trying to clear the streets and
pavements of fallen tree;. The telegraph
wires are nearly all prostrated.

Lexington Is in darkness nnd almot ev-
ery street Is blocked with fallen trees, tele-
phone poles and tangled wires. The sleet,
which began last midnight, continued with-
out cessation all day and this evening the
snapping of trees and poles wns like can-
nonading. The few people who are out to-
night carry lanterns. The mayor ordered
all electric currents, except tho.e supply-
ing several street car lines, which are yet
open, cut off for safety. Elevators and
several small plants have had to suspend.
Telephone companies have suffered serious-
ly. Beautiful trees, for which Lexington is
noted, are falling by hundreds. The sleet
continues, and In the heaviness of the fall
and disastrous effects promises to eclipse
any ever experienced here.

DcHoIntloti nt Little Itock.
' LITTLE ROCK. Ark.. Jan. 23. The heav-
iest losses ever sustained In Little Rock
from a like cause resulted from the terrible
storm of sleet and cold rain which pre-
vailed here for the past three days, cul-
minating last night. The business section
of the city is a scene of desolation and
business men on every hand are mourning
heavy losses that cannot be recovered by
insurance. The estimated damage will ex-
ceed S 100. K.

In some parts of the city the telegraph
and telephone poles are all down, pulling
trees and wires with them and forming a
congealed mass of wreckage. Street cars
were run Irregularly all day. The fall of
sleet amounted to about five inches. Little
Rock Is practically shut off from the world.
The Western Fnion lines are all down
throughout the State. The Southern Tt le- -

1hone and Telegraph Company reports a
S.nio. The Little Rock Telephone

Company has not a 'line operating in the
city. Most of Its wires are broken andmany of Its polos are down, all for four
blocks on Louisiana street having fallen
with a crash this morning. Crossed wires
get rtre to the office, but the fire department
was called out nnd the t'.ames were readily
extinguished. Fully five thousand shade
tree were completely demolished.

Ohio Hirer BUIng Rnpldly.
CINCINNATI, Jan. 20. A heavy snow

and sleetstorm struck this city early this
morning and to-nig- ht over four inches of
snow covers the ground. Street cars have
much difficulty In running and some of the
trains from the west are reported delayed.
The storm 1 general over the Ohio valley.
The Ohio river here is rising rapidly and at

p. m. reached a stage of thirty-tw- o feet, a
rise of 3.2 fet since o'clock this mornlnp.

Although the snowstorm was general
throughout the State of Ohl'., yet no great
damage has been reported thus far. The
telegraph and telephone companies In this

'city are doing business ns usual, but the
telegraph companits report much damait
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to the wires throughout Kentucky. The
.cnow has ceased falling here and the indi-
cations are for warmer weather w.

Denwe Fog it t Atlnntn.
ATLANTA, Ga.. Jan. 23. This section of

the country was to-da- y, according to the
weather bureau, the meeting point of a
high and low area. The former bringing a
cold wave and the latter rain produced un-

settled conditions, which are expected to
prevail for another day. A drizzling rain
gave way to-nl'.;- ht to a dense fog, which
has interfered with nil wire communication
and hampered local street car trartic. A
sleetstorm extending from the Ohio river
as far south as Memphis and east to Chat-
tanooga almost paralyzed telegraph wires.
while snow in Texas isolated some parts
of that State from the outside world.
Southern temperatures ranged from 16 at
Nashville to TS at Key West.

Mreet-Cn- r TrnfMc Almndoned.

NEW ALRANV, Ind., Jan. 23. The worst
storm of the season struck this city last
night. Snow fell to the depth of two
Inches and was followed by sleet and rain,
which froze as fast as It fell, covering the
snow with an Icy surface sufficiently thick
to support the weight of a horse. Suburban
traffic on the electric and steam car lines
was oadly delayed, and one of the city
lines was abandoned entirely.

Factories Cnnnot Jet AVnter.

Indiana that depend on water from the St.
Joseph river to furnish motive power have
been compelled to shut down owing to low
water. It has never been so low before.
Either the sources of the river are frozen
up or an ice gorge is holding the water
back.

Sixty-fou- r years ago-- the sister was born
In the Castle of St. Angelo at Rome, while
her father was governor of the Italian cap-

ital. She was a descendant of the famous
house of Rentivogllo and one of her broth-
ers, Count Bentlvoßlio, is prominent among
Italian noblemen of to-da- y. Her father
was a native of Bologna, Italy, and her
relatives are still in Furope, with the ex-
ception of Sister Magdalene, who Is mother
superior of the monastery at Fvansville,
Ind., a branch or the Omaha monastery.

A quarter of a century ago Sisters Mag-
dalene and Constance decided to establish
a home for their order In some parts of the
Fnited States. John A. Creiwriiton offered
them a site and money for their home in
this city, which was the first branch estab-
lished in this country.

It is probable that the body of Mother
Constance will be sent to Kvansvllle, Ind.,
for burial, at the home of her sister.

NEW YORK, Jan. 20. The annual ban-
quet of the New York Board of Trade and
Transportation was held to-nig- ht In tho
grand ballroom of the Waldorf-Astori- a

Hotel. The function this year had a double
object In view; llrst, to do honor to the
memory of William McKinley, and, second-
ly, to encourage the closer union of capital
and labor. Among the guests was
Charles Emory Smith, ter gen-

eral. Others present Included United
States Senator Hanna, Colonel My-

ron T. Herrick and Charles A. Moore, all
close personal friends of Mr. McKinley.
Oscar S. Straus, president of the Board of
Trade find Transportation, was chairman.
The menu card tore a figure of commerce
with beckoning hand, and figures of the
employer and employe clasping hands.
The souvenir consisted of a papier mache
weighing scale, on one side of which was
an anvil, with sledge and angle resting
against It; while on thfe other side was a
bag labeled $1.000.000. An additional sou-

venir was a handsome picture cf the late
President, done on Japanese paper, copied
from one of his latest photographs.

The first toast was "The President of the
United States" drunk etanding and In si-

lence. "William McKinley and Hl3 Poli-

cies" was the first toast; to be responded to,
and General Charles Emory
Smith was the speaker. Mr. Smith said,
after paying an eloquent tribute to the late
President:

"Protection develops our resources and
products; reciprocity find3 the outlet. Pro-
tection defends the home market; recipro-
city captures the foreign market. Protec-
tion created the instruments of trade; reci-
procity sees the exchanges of commerce.
Some men shrink from this policy bfcau?e
they do not grasp its Import, and do not
apprehend Its practical application. They
imagine that io somehow involves a flank-
ing of our own industries and a surrender
of our own field. They do not understand
that it may be made flexible and adapted
to varying conditions.

CAN MAKE VARYING! LAWS.
"We can make one rule for the tropics

and another for Europe. We Can adopt one
principle for countries with different prod-
ucts and another principle for countries
with the same products as our own. We
can give free admission for the colTee of
Brazil In return for favored terms for
American products and when b A rcus. i; oirang-de- al

with France or Germany or Itussla or f ' '

Austria wo can fix a varying rate with a
safe minimum for the nation that grants
us its best terms and a discriminating
maximum for the nation that discriminates
against us.

"With the powerful weapons In our
hands and with wise, broad statesmanship
we can be masters of the situation. Presi-
dent McKinley rounded his great creative
work in proposing reciprocity with the
commercial nations and in standing before
all the world for the integrity of China
and tho open door to her great trade of
the future. From his sacred tomb, hal-
lowed with a nation's love, comes to-da- y

his authoritative voice for generous reci-
procity with Cuba, and In urging this
measure of juf-tic- e and humanity to our
accepted ward among the fair sisters of the
Antilles President Roosevelt is not only
acting out his own chivalrous Impulse,
but faithfully honoring the heritage left
by his noble predecessor."

Col. Myron T. Herrlck. of Cleveland. O.,
responded to the toast, "The Middle West."
He said. In part:

"There Is a growing crnfu?lon In the
popular mind regarding tho geographical
make-u- p of the middle West. The Westcf
our fathers the West that lay within the
shadow of the Alleghenies is but a minor
section of the great middle West of to-
day. The middle West now embraces. In
the fullest comprehension of the term,
those of statehood of the Northwest
Territory Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Michi-
gan and Wisconsin and to these It adds
Kentucky and those younger sisters of the
starry porosis Minnesota, Missouri, Iowa,
Kansas, Nebraska and the Dakotas sisters
who came to lis through Jefferson's inimit-
able deal In real estate the Louisiana pur-
chase. Our Imperial domain of tho middle
West occupies considerably more than half
the territory of the Nation; Its natural
wealth is greater than half, and Its record
for thrift, for statesmanship, for loyalty
and for all that makes for the glory of the
Nation at least Is unsurpassed by any other
section."

The colonel's peroration was devoted to
the great paft William McKinley had
played In the later history of the middle
West.

The next toast was to "The Educated
American." responded to by Mr. Nicholas
Murray Butler, president of Columbia Uni-
versity.

OOMPERS FRESENTS A PICTURE.
Samuel Gompcrs, president of tho Amer-

ican Federation of Labor, followed In re-

sponse to the toast, "Labor Is Always Hon-
orable; to the Laborers Honor Is Always
Due." Beginning with the proposition that
"Labor is always honorable" and "To tho
laborer honor is always due," Mr. Gompera
rapidly sketched the changes brought about
by steam, electricity and Improved ma-
chinery and then said: "The workers pro-

duce more than enough to supply tho es-

sential wants of society and are happy in
the thought that they are permitted to do
so. It is, therefore, no fault of theirs that,
despite our marvelous resources .and won-
derful industrial progress, conditions pre-
vail inconsistent with our advanced state
of civilization. There are some who, failing
to appreciate the duties they owe to society
and to their fellow-me- n, not only fiercely
engage in the mad rush for nt,

but look askance upon or an-
tagonize any effort made to brine more
ethical and humane conditions to the toil-
ing masses and all our people. Aye, the
course pursued by many employers of labor
suggests the thought that they live in an
atmosphere of gold dust, whose every ex
halation coins the phrase, "Lvery one for
himself nnd the take the hindmost and
'After me the flood.'

"The workers press their claims with
such force of logic that even the most
critical and selfish cannot resl.n them. They
argife that as all wealth is the result of
labor, why should we, who produce all this
wealth, possess or enjoy so small a por-
tion? If there Is not enough wealth to fur-
nish the means to make us comfortable,
why are we permitted to remain so long in
enforced Idleness? Why are we not fully
employed? Is not Idleness a los as well as
a crime against society that nerds our serv-
ices? Why are shoemakers and tailors per-
mitted to walk the streets begging for em-
ployment, when thousands are in want of
sho.-- s and coals? This is a typloal Illustra-
tion, and applies to all other branches of
productive industry."

Mr. Gompers then gave his well-know- n

views on the necessity for trade organiza-
tions to better the condition of these wor-
ker. Speaking of strikes he said: "And
aftr all is said and done, while strikes nr
to be avoldfd and to be deplored, yrt there
are some things which are worse than
strikes. One of thrm is degraded and de-
moralized manhood."

HOBSON AND 1 1 ANNA.
Captain Richmond Pearpon Hob?on re-

sponded to the toast "The Nav-y.- " He
traced the history of 'this arm of the Horv-lc- e

and strongly advised the strengthening
of it, not only because the trade of the

country was extending, but also In view of
a possible foreign complication.

Senator Ilr.nna, came next with an In-
formal speech on capital and labor and the
subject of the navy and merchant marine.
He said he thought that hirers of labor had
a duty to perform as well as the laborers
having a duty to perform to their employ-
ers and asked the business men present if
they could not do something to better the
condition of their fellow-me- n. He said he
felt that the organizers of working men are
working earnestly and honestly to improve
labor conditions, and he hoped to see great
organizations of busines-- s men like the
Board of Trade give the others sympathy
and active support.

Referring to Capt. Ilobson's speech. Sen-
ator Hanna said that while he appreciated
the captain's argument he wished to offer
this amendment: "Don't sicnd all your
money on warships. Give us a few mer-
chant vessels. Give us something to pro-
tect. We ask a fair divide." The senator
dwelt at some length on this point.
