NEW LAW ABOUT SMOKE

COtWCII, C03IMITTEE WILL HEC03I-3IB.- D

IT.

Mr. IlIlIInKIe,y' Amendment to Old
Ordinance Approved 3Io-nlcl- pal

Blatter.

"The present ordinance for the preven-
tion of smoke Is too har?h; its undue se-

verity attains no satisfactory end; It Is un-

just to law-abidi- ng manufacturers and
property owners; It has been condemned by
engineering experts familiar with condi-
tions In cities larger than Indianapolis; it
is held by the Indianapolis smoke inspector
to be Injudiciously drawn."

These conclusions were reached la3t night
by the members of the Council committee
on public property and improvements at a
called meeting in the office of the city
clerk. After announcing their ideas in the
foregoing sentences, they decided to recom-
mend to the Council at its regular meeting
next Monday night that the old ordinance
b amended by the smoke ordinance re-

cently presented by Councilman James Bll-llngsl- ey.

The amendments introduced by Council-
man Billingsley are drawn, he says, for the
protection of substantial manufacturers
and property owners of the city who have
paid out thousands of dollars in an en-

deavor to conform with a rigid city law
and who have been unable through no
fault of their own to meet its ironclad
provifions. His amendments provide that
in case the owner, agent or lessee of a
building Install a smoke consumer or stoker
of some pattern approved by competent
engineers and shall show that he has made
proper effort to secure effective working of
the devices, he shall be held as conforming
with the law. Mr. Billingsley holds that
smoke consumers and stokers are at the
present time in an experimental stage; that
no one knows Just what Is the best device
or Just how to work it for the most satis-
factory results. Until the period of ex-
perimentation shall be concluded, the coun-
cilman holds, and the members of the
committee agree with him, the city should
not be too severe upon men who are mak-
ing sincere if unsuccessful efforts to obey
the law.

THE PESTIIOUSE QUESTION.

County and City Doards of Health and
the Mayor to Meet To-Da- y.

Mayor Bookwalter has about come to the
conclusion that little can be expected
from the Council In the way of an appro-
priation for a temporary contagion hos-
pital on the grounds of the City Hospital.
The attitude of Couneilmen Eppert and
Sourbler, Republicans, and that of most
of the Democrats has developed that the
missionary labors of the mayor have been
unavailing, as their opposition to the prop-
osition seems no less militant than before
the conference with the mayor.

Mr. Bookwalter believes that some agree-
ment will have to be made with the author-
ities of the county whereby the County
Commissioners may co-oper- ate with the
city authorities in establishing a peßthouse
outside the city limits. To discuss that
matter and also the question of the coun-
ty's ion in building a permanent
contagion hospital In the near future, a
meeting of the County Board of Health has
been called with the City Board of Health,
the mayor and other officers for this morn-
ing in the office of the city board.

College e Yet Complains.
Another delegation of College-ave-r ue resi-

dents appeared before the Board of Works
yesterday to protest again it the service
afforded by the Indianapolis Street-railwa- y

Company. The delegation told the board
that cars have been taken off the College
avenue line, and that th- - street car com-
pany has not fulfilled Its promises to better
the service. The delegates said they would
give the board another chance to correct
the lack of service, and If that came to
nothing, they would take the matter into
the courts.

MRS. SMITH'S ASSAILANT

SHE IDENTIFIES FELIX RAY, A NE-

GRO TAKEN DEFORE HER.

She Sbtt Him Best She Sayn, While
He Warn DragglnK Her by the

NeckHis Denial.

Felix Ray, living on West Walnut street,
was arrested last evening by Captain
Kruger, Sergeant' Schroeder and Patrolman
Golns and charged with the criminal as-

sault upon Mrs. Maggie Smith, of 621 Max-
well street, committed on Wednesday
night. He denies his guilt, and claims to
have a dozen or more witnesses to prove
his being In a saloon at tho time of the
assault.

Mrs. Smith, arriving home after her ter-
rible experience, said she had seen the
negro who assaulted her and waB positive
he lived in that section of the city. She
was unable to think of the name by whirh
she knew him. Yesterday she called the
police and said her assailant was a negro
known as "Felix." The policemen found
Felix Ray in Carson's saloon. He answered
In many ways the description given by
Mrs. Smith. When told by Captain Kruger
he was wanted, he said he knew where
they were going with him over to let Mrs.
Smith see me." He denied before being
told what was wanted of him the charge
made against him. Mrs. Smith, when ehe
first saw him, said he was the man. The
policemen wanted to be sure, and at their
suggestion, Mrs. Smith repeated her story
of the assault. She best saw her assail-
ant at a time when she was being dragged
by the neck, and he had lost his hat. Ray
was ordered to take hold of Mrs. Smith's
neck, and she turned over in the position
she said she occupied when he was drag-
ging her, and after this she was more posi-
tive in her identification. When Ray was
being taken from the house he denied his
guilt, and said a negro named George Helm
was the guilty one. As a matter of furtherprecaution Helm wa found and taken be-
fore Mrs. Smith, who said: "No, that's not
the man. The one you had here awhile ago
is the one."

The news of the arrest traveled quickly,
and within a few minutes the home of Mrs.
Smith was surrounded by a crowd of curi-
ous persons, who followed the policemen
and Ray from place to place.

formation. Mr. Coffman, on whose farm
the ore was found, yesterday sent Mr.
