DANVILLE. Ind., Feb. 1. Judge Thomas

J. Cofer has made a ruling which is of
vital importance in township affairs and
fToes far to nullify the township reform law.
The trustees of Franklin township, this
county, some time ago bought some fur-rac- es

for the schoolhouses. He issued
township warrants for them without the
advice or consent of the advisory board.
The holder of the warrants sued-fo- r col-

lection. The defendant school township
pleaded that tho warrants' were issued con-
trary to law and were worthless. The court
held that the act of March 4. lsf. was sub-
sequent to the township reform act. which
was approved Fob. 27, 1V, and. by implica-
tion, at least, repealed the act of Feb. 27 In

o far as they conflicted. The defenJant
township then moved for a change of venue
from the Juds-e- , which was granted, and
the case went over to the next term.

The effect of this ruling is that township
trustees, under the act of March 4. li'j'j
(Page 424. acts of lSCJ). have the right to
buy school furniture, apparatus and other
articles without the consent of the advisory-board- .

EXPLOSION OF GAS

Wrcck n Home, Injuring: Three Per-
son, One of Them Fatally.

LAFAYETTE. Ind.. Feb. 1. Goldie Mil-

ton, aged fifteen, is dying in a Home Hos-
pital ward, while her father and mother are
Inmates of the same institution as the re-cu- lt

of injuries received in a gas explosion
which completely wrecked their home on
South Twentieth street, about 6 o'clock this
morning.

Investigation proves that the accident was
due to an escape of gas from the high
pressure main which lies in tho street, the
gas having seeped into the cellar of Frank
Milton's six-roo- m cottage. The family had
noticed an ordor of ras. but having a year
a substituted wood In their home,
thought nothing of it. This morning Gohlis
was sent into the cellar on an errand, and
there lighted a match. At once there was
an explosion, one side of the house being
blown sixty feet and the remainder badly
demolished, the f.oors being torn out, all
the windows broken, furniture wrecked and
loves, tables and beds hurled topsy-turv- y.

The father, then at work in the barn,
hurried to the scene. finding his daughter's
limp form on the cellar stairs and his wife
lying in one corner of what had been th
kitchen. wl'h rtame already licking theirway through the debris. As soon as thu
child wr.s Drought into the open air her
Clothing began to burn fiercely and fatal
Injuries wer Inf.icted before the clothing
ccuid be torn from her person by neighbors,
who had hurried to the family's assistance.
Ihe child and her mother were carried to
a neighbor's, where they were made as
comfortable c possible until removed to
the hospital. The girl's burns were fright-
ful, the face, arms arid body being almost
cooked. Mr. Milton suffered serious In-Ju- ry

by running against a. pile of wreckage,
Utting hU face very badly. John Mann,

passing in a rear alley at the time of the
explosion, was badly hurt by being thrown
against a fence.

WISHES TO BE TRIED.

Rollins ninKhani, a FuRltive Forger,
Surrenders to- - the Police.

KANSAS CITY', Feb. 1. Rollins Bing-

ham, a member of one of the first families
of Missouri, has surrendered to the Dallas,
Tex., police and asked to be returned here
to stand trial on the charge of forging
deeds to property in Kansas City twelve
years ago. Bingham has been a fugitive
from Justice since November, 1S00. His
whereabouts was made known to County
Prosecutor Hadley, to whom he sent a
letter offering to surrender. Bingham, ac-

cording to his letter, is penniless and ill.
Officers will leave for Texas to-nig- ht to
bring him here.

Rollins Bingham, before he fled from
Kansas City, was prominent In politics and
was a leader in society. He is the son of
Gen. G. C. Bingham, artist, writer, politi-rln- n

and on o f the best-know- n men in
Missouri. Bingham forged the name of
his stepmother, securing 120,000. He had
spent his money recklessly in speculation
and in other ways.

Rim-ha- m in th course of his letter, ad
mits the forgeries and makes the unusual
statement that he committed them to savo
his stepmother's property. He says: tone
was defendant in a suit that, as a lawyer,
I knew must, if followed up, go against
her and make her poor. I never had much
myself reallv, but was so anxious to save
her that I thought probably I could by
some coup make a great deal of money so
that a judgment against her wouiu not.
cripple her."

General Binsrham was three times mar
ried. His second wife. Rolllns's stepmother,
died in 1890. This Mrs. Bingham had al-
ways treated Rollins as if he were own
eon, despite the fact that she was well
aware of his dissipations and had tried
vainly to turn him from them. About a
month before her death Mrs. Bingham told
her attorney that she had discovered that
certain property held by her in trust had
been incumbered by a forged deed of trust.
An investigation that followed disclosed
other forgeries that made a total loss of
$20,000 and Bingham was Indicted.

AARON BCItU'S ?4 FEE.

Suit . nesun In 1814 Ended by a
Former Resident of Indianapolis.

New York Herald.
After eighty-seve- n years of litigation, dur-

ing which the valuation of a piece of prop-
erty located at the corner of

street and what was formerly
the old Blocmingdale road, but is now
Broadway, Increased In value from $200 to
513,000, a judgment was rendered in the Su-
preme Court Friday which sets the title of
the plot free and clear, and establishes the
rightful ownership, which for all these
years has been a matter of speculation.
When the case first came to the notice of
the courts, in 1811, no less a person than
Aaron Burr was retained as counsel, and
his bill for $4 fees, which appeared as a part
of the original court records, is now in pos-
session of Harold Swain, formerly of In-
dianapolis, and son of Dr. Rachel Swain, of
Indianapolis, of No. 55 Liberty street, at-
torney for the City Real Estate Company,
whose ownership of the land has beexi de-
termined by the Supreme Court decision.

According to papers in Mr. Swain's pos-
session, the property, which consists of a
plot 35x100 feet in dimensions, was originally
owned by William Callen, whose family was
well known during the revolutionary times.
Mr. Callen came into possession of the
property as a legacy from a British uncle,
who had obtained it through a royal grant.
Desiring to dispose of the land, Mr. Callen,
on Jan. 25, 1S14. sold it to John Marks fop
J2Ö0, part of which was to be paid in wam-
pum.

Unfortur ately there was no office during
Mr. Gallon's time where the sale could be
recorded, else there would have been no liti-
gation, for if the keen eye of an employe of
the register's office to-d- ay had glanced
through the deed then made he would have
seen that Mr. Callen had given an incorrect
description of the property he sold, and in-

stead of conveying the lot he owned at the
corner he had sold one-ha- lf of it and one-zia- lf

of the plot next to it, and to which he
had absolutely no claim. The error was not
discovered at the time, nor was it detected
thirty years afterward when the property
again changed hands, becoming a part of
the estate of Alfred Lyon; but twenty-fiv-e
years later, when Mr. Lyon died and his
widow Hannah disposed of the land to Mrs.
Louisa Belter, accepting a mortgage of
$2,500, the mistake became known.

The mortgage was to run for one year, at
the end of which Mrs. Lyon was to redeem
it and receive the title to her property.

The mortgage ran for four years, during
which time Mrs. Belter had been promised
settlement, but, not receiving it, had had
the title searched and learned, to her sur-
prise, that Mrs. Lyon was not the owner of
all the land. Mrs. Lyon was equally sur-
prised when she learned the result of Mrs.
Belter's investigation, and she had her at-
torney, the late William B. Hornblowcr, be-
gin a rigid search for the heirs of Mr. Cal-
len, from whom her husband had purchased
the plot thirty years before.

After a chase of thirteen years Mr. Horn-blow- er

located some of Mr. Callen's heirs in
Pittsburg, Pa., and some others in Louis-
ville, Ky. It was by the merest accident
that ho discovered them.

In 1SS5 he Instituted a suit for the refor-
mation of the deed to the property, so that
title to the original plot, which Mr. Callen
owned, might be clear, so that Mrs. Lyon
could assert her ownership through the will
of her husband.

A judgment was given Mrs. Lyons re-
forming the deed, but when she went to
Mrs. Belter and informed her of the court's
action Mrs. Belter refused to reconsider the
conditions set forth in the mortgage, and
later, in the Court of Appeals, it was de-
cided that Mrs. Belter was entitled to a
clear title to the property. In the mean-
time Mrs. Ljon died, and her son, Andrew
Shields, seventy years old, laid claim to the
land.

Mrs. Belter, desiring to rid herself of the
troublesome tract, had disposed of the deed
she had obtained to a real-esta- te agent, and
he In turn had sold his interest to the Title
Guarantee and Trust Company.

The latter concern later disposed of the
land to the City Real Estate Company,
which found itself confronted with the
iaim of Mr. Shields, and to settle which
Mr. Swain brought suit against all the per-
sons included in the various transactionsrelating to the property from 1SH to the
present time. After this suit had been con
tlnued for reveral years a decision was
handed down in the Supreme Court Fridav
which gave the title of the land to the City
neat jsiaie company.

Mit. IIOOSEVELT'S FRANKNESS.

He Still Surprise His Visitors by Ills
Outspokenness.

Washington Letter in Boston Transcript.
President Roosevelt continues to interest

all his visitors by the breezy frankness
with which he discusses everything that
comes up. A New England congressman
thus describes a recent call at the White
House:

"I wanted to see the President about an
Important postofllce in my district. I had
not bothered him much and determined
that I would have a. few words with him
on this case. I telephoned Mr. Cortelyou
and received an appointment. General
Grosvenor, who sits near me In the House.
said it would be no use for me to go down
there as it was Cabinet day, but having the
appointment I went along and was ushered
into the main, or President 8 room. Manv
other people were there; we could hear the
President talking with some one in the Cab
inet room, and while It would have been im
possible to follow the conversation the
tones were strong enough to indicate a vig-
orous discussion. Pretty soon the door
from the Cabinet room opened and in came
the President. I am not going to see anv
of these people except Senator Bard notany of them 1 am too busy. I cannot do
it.' said the President to Secretary Cortel
you with considerable emphasis. Suiting
thi action to the word he took Senator
Bard over Into the window and had quite
a talk with hlni. Mr. Cortelyou beckoned
for me to stay, and as soon as the Presi-
dent was through he came over and eat
on the sofa beside me. hen I mentionedmy post office case he told me to co down
to the department and fix the matter up
with the postmaster general, as much as
to say that he waa tired about hearing of
postoffices and would willingly have this
one settled in any way that the postmaster
general ana l might agree upon.

"As I got up to go he looked over to two
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young men who were still waiting. 'You
are from Alabama, aren't you?' he asked,
and before they had time to answer he con-
tinued, 'You want X. appointed.' The young
men replied that they did, but before they
explained why the President told them that
he was tired and sick of hearing of Ala-
bama patronage; that he almost wished
that there was no such State in the Union
as Alabama; that he certainly was weary
of the accounts he had of its troubles. 'You
say the other candidate for this office ought
to be in jail, don't you?' addressing the
young men. 'Yes, sir; he ought to bo
there.' was their reply. 'Well, now,' said
the President, 'his friends assure me that
your man ought to be in jail; I assume that
you are both right. I wish you would go
to the attorney general and put in writing
the reasons you have for believing that the
other candidate should be sent to the peni-
tentiary, and I will have a similar state-
ment made lip in regard to your candidate;
let the attorney general look them both
over. And, besides, if you know anything
good about the man you are backing I wish
you would put that in writing and give it
to the attorney general, too.' The j'oung
Alabamlans said that they knew much that
was good about their candidate and would
give the attorney general abundant food

PRESIDENT LINCOLN'S MANNERS.

Tlie Idea Refuted that He Was OfTen- -
nively Familiar.

Lulle J. Perry, In Lippincott's Magazine.
There remains in some quarters an im-

pression that in his personal manner and
address Abraham Lincoln was too brusque-
ly, sometimes even offensively, familiar
with his daily associates, but certainly
no person could -- appear less so through-
out all his and official ut-
terances. Even in informal and purely-persona- l

matters his numerous notes andtelegrams to his closest friends were al-
ways most respectful and dignified, if any-
thing too stiiMy formal. Periodicallv astory goes the rounds of the public press
in which the President addresses his sec-
retary of war as 'Deaf Stanton," direct-ing him to appoint a certain man chaplain
in the army. In due course Stanton re-
plies: "Dear Mr. Lincoln He is not apreacher." There is further correspond-
ence between "Dear Stanton" and "Dear
Mr. Lincoln" on the subject, finally cul-
minating in Stanton refusing point blankto appoint the President's friend to thechaplaincy. This is to show how yield-
ing Mr. Lincoln was, and at the same time
Stanton's masterful position in the Cabi-
net.

Now, there is internal evidence that noth-
ing of this kind ever happened. In thefirst place, the President and not his sec-retary of war appointed all the chaplains
in the regular army; secondly, Mr. Stan-
ton was never addressed by the Presidentas "Dear Stanton" on any occasion what-ever. Lincoln's is proof
positive of this. It also pretty plainly in-
dicates that if Lincoln had a friend hedesired to appoint to an oillce he wouldhave done it very quickly, despite Mr.Stanton's opposition.

In fact, Lincoln never started even themost hasty note "Dear Seward," or "DearStanton." or "Dear Halleck." as, under thecircumstances at times, might have beenclearly permissible. They were almost in-variably addressed "Hon. Secretary ofState, My Dear Sir," or "Hon. Secretary o'War," or "Major General Halleck," or ifthe name was used, it was "Hon. WilliamH. Seward." or "Hon. Edwin M. Stanton "as the case might be, exactly as they arequoted in this article, which are typical ofhis. whole
