Only yvesterday he was at his post, zealous-
ly discharging the duties imposed upon him
until the last moment. To-day his place

WILL OPPOSE FATHER-IN-LAW,

Politieal Complication of Oscar Aus-
till, an Elwood Editor.

Oscar Austill, editor of a Democratic

newspaper at Elwood, who was at the

Grand Hotel yesterday, is likely to find

himsalf in a rather embarrassing position

when the Elwood city campaign begins.
His father-in-law, J. R. Elliott, expects to
receive the Republican nomination for

mayor. F. M. Harbit, the present mavor, is
a Democrat and will be
Austill naturally will be expected to sup-
port the Democratic city ticket, and he an-
nounced yesterday that he would do so

regardless of his *father-in-law’'s political
aflillations. He is of opinion that
Filiott will be beaten if nominated. Mr.
Austill thinks that George W. Cromer will
win the fight for the congressional nomi-
nation in the Eighth district. He asserts
that if Cromer i not nominated on the
first ballot he will be on the second.

Mr. Austill sayvs that Elwood factories
give employment to 4000 people. It was at
Elwood that the tirst tin-plate mill in the
United States wasg put in operation. The
late William McKinley visited Elwood and
was present when the mill was put in
operation, Sept, 13, 1882, The mill is now
giving employment to about 1,700 men, Mr.
Austill sayvs that Eugene V. Debs once
told him that Elwood was the best or-
ganized union labor town in the country.
Mr. Austill savs there {8 no reason why
the town should especially suffer from a
fallure of gas, since the rallroads are put-
ting coal into the town for $1L.50 a ton, about
what it costs at the mines, The tin-plate
mills, he savs, are already using more coal
than gas.

FRANK D. ADER TALKS,

He Says E. S, Holliday Will Be Re-
nominated for Congress.,

Frank D. Ader, of Greencastle, who was
in town vesterdayv, gave a Democrat's view
of the Republican contest for the con-
gressjonal nomination in the Fifth dis-
trict, *“Mr. Barcus will make a gond fight,
but ¥. S. Holliday will be renominated,"
he said, *“for the reason that he has
only had one term. If this contest was
two years from now Barcus would be the
nominee of the Republicans, and if he is

a candidate then he will be nominated. If
Barcus could get a hold in Putnam county
I believe he might be nominated this time,
but on account of an arrangement made
between John C. Dunbar, who was made
postmaster at Greencastle, and E. 8. Holli-
dayv, who received the vote of the Putnam
count¥ delegation two years ago, Barcus
will not have a single vote this time in our
county. As a matter of fact there are
quite a number of Barcus men in our coun-
ty, but they will not be allowed to come
out for him. So far as the Democratic
