career after a practical and successful
newspaper experience. He i.s not a news-
paper man in the rense of most public men
who refer to their newspaper connections
In their biographies. They usually are
newspaper proprietors or publishers, and
their actual newspaper connection is fre-

quently Incidental t more important en-

terprises or professions. Carmack is a
professional newspaper worker, having be-g- un

as a reporter, earned his livelihood
with his pen. bceam an editor and reached
an Influential position in his own State
by sheer newspaper ability, and is now in
the Senate depending on his salary for a
living:. II frankly says he probably will
have but one term in the Senate, as, being
a poor man, he cannot afford to pay out the
money necessary to maintain a command-
ing position In hi3 State.

Many correspondents In the congressional
press gallery have worked with Mr. Car-mac- k

on newspaper assignments. It is
frankly said of him by all these that he
was a first-cla- ss reporter, acquitting him-
self with credit on any news ass'gnment
which might come to him. Later he made
his mark as a political reporter and editor.
IJis public career has been so brief that
he has not settled down to any particular
position in his own party, and It i3 hardly
expected he will be forceful In debate. But
he should be able to make himself useful
In many other respects. Public men, like
those in the theatrical profession, require
constant newspaper attention or the fate
cf oblivion rapidly overtakes them. The
Democratic minority in the Senate has been
particularly unfortunate of recent years
in its newspaper relations. There has been
bo rcuch inefliciency and stupidity that the
minority representatives have not been
taken seriously. Mr. Carmack has the
newspaper man's facility for seeing things
as the people see them, and his counsel
should be valuable to his colleagues in as- -
eisting them to the same view point. lie la
a. bright, alert and energetic senatorial
youngster.

Another newspaper man of a different
stamp Is Senator Patterson, of Colorado.
He owns the Rocky Mountain News, the
otrongest Democratic paper of the moun-
tain States. He was born In Ireland and
lias as much fiht in him as any Irishman
that ever lived. He has had experience in
all parties and has worked at many trades
and professions. "While still a young man
he became an expert printer and shifted
to the watch, making trade, working at the
tench for five years. In 1S02 he had a little
money ahead and left a Jew.ry shop at
Crawfordsville, Ind.. and went to the De
Pauu' University, lie married next year
and following this had a little more school-
ing In "Wabash University. He arrived in

'Tolorado in 1S72 and two years later was
rity attorney of Denver and the same year
iras elected delegate to Congress and when
the State was admitted In 1ST? became the
first congressman of the Centennial State.
Since then lie has belonged to all parties
.nd there are many in that State, and has

been a bitter fighter in a'll of them. He
has been in business and has
taken a high place in the practice of his
profession the law. He is the controlling
rpirlt In his own newspaper and Is a hust-
ler if there ever was one in the "West.

He is just as impatient in the United
States Senate as he has been In forging
his way ahead. He refuses to wait and th
customs of the Senate may go hanged so
far as he is concerned. He la cross-examini- ng

every witness, making every point he
can. laying the foundations for his case
eend generally speaking devoting all his
energies to making the best fight he knows
how. Ho does not care much for consis-
tency or appearances; his only measure is
Eucces3. He Is one of the strenuous ad-

vocates of the policy of nagging the Re-
publicans a3 much as possible. He searches
for flaws and throws dynamite or knives
at the spot. He wants to make someone
Bqulrm. "When anyone crosses him he gets
up and fights like a bantam rooster. He
fairly bristles with aggressivness.

The policy of the Republicans is to sit
Still and let the debate on the "Philippines
drag along. Their policy is fixed. Their
course Is mapped on the chart. They feel
that it has been justified in debate and
appeals to the people at elections. To them
It seems a waste of time when nothing Is
Involved. All the words cannot change th?
fact that certain legislation must be un-

dertaken. This silence goads a man like
Patterson to a fury. Night and elay he con-

nives with his collogues to bring about
euch a discussion as will goad the Repub-
licans to reply. It is his nature to stir up
a row. Let's have a light is his motto.
When an enemy "will not fight, but rests
content with victory which has already
been secured and recorded, he gets engry.
But In the end Tom Patterson will furnish
his share of the show.

death. 1 have tried to stare lions out of
countenance from this side of the bars, of
course and they stood it for as much as
five minutes before they turned away with
& supercilious expression that seemed to
tay: "Well. I hope you'd know me next
time you see me. The idea of that whiffet
trying to make a mash on me." 1 am con-
vinced that In these five minutes, if I had
been inside the cage. I should have been
completely unfitted for business.

Another notion is that wild animals are
unreasonably afraid of lire. Thev are not
more afraid of fire than of any other i

atrange thing, and when they learn how it j

can hurt well, even we will move over the
least little bit to avoid a red-h- ot poker.

There have been great improvements In
th art of training wild anima, within the
last few years. Merely to go Into the cage
and hold its occupants at bay fur a few
minutes while attendants with sizzling hot
La.ra stood ready to thrust them hi and
quell an outbreak was centered the top-not- ch

of achievement not so very long ago.
But nowadays they build big caes In which
there Is room for lions and tigers to do
all torts of tricks, even to riding or horse-
back, and many feats ire now performed
that would have been routed as Impossible
tfcn ycrs aso.

I had heard that thl.s was because so
many more wild beasts had been renred In
captivity. They had become used to the
ight of men. nd, never having ben ut

nights, thev did not know what a wild life
mant. I talked this over with Mr. Wil-
liam M. Snyder, who has charge of the
animal in Central Park, particularly the
elephunts. and who has had a long and
varUd experience In breaking .11 kinds of

creatures for circus performances. lie
laughed the notion to scorn.

"We have learned how to breed these
wild animals in captivity," he said. "It is
largely a matter of giving them the food
and the opportunity they have in their nat-
ural state. The only advantage, aside from
the added Information about their life his-
tory, has been that they come cheaper to
raise than to capture. They aren't a bit
tamer. They aren't so easy to manage.
It Is the same thing with them as it is
with u. Familiarity breeds contempt. A
lion right out of the jungle is scared half
to death by everything around him here,
and can be cowid into doing what you
want easier than a cub that has always
seen men and does not know that they can
hurt him. As far as being gentler is con-
cerned, savageness is ;iart of their nature.
1 have seen lion cubs with their eyes just
opened that would spit and strike at you
as viciously as any grewn-u- p jungle beast.
liy the way, lion op-- n thlr eyes within
three or four days after birth. Domestic
kittens don't open theirs short of from
tight to twelve days. That's something
you won't find In the books. Another
thing, the books say that a young lion
doesn't begin to grow a mane until he i3
three years old. I have seen the mane
start when they were less than a year old.

"About tigers' cubs I do not know so
much. Some have been born in cages, but
they have not lived to grow up. I don't
think there are any leopards born in cap-
tivity. I know that only two baby ele-
phants have been born in this country
Columbia, by Mandarin, out of Pabe, in
ISbO, and Bridgeport, by Chief, out of Queen,
In 1S82. Just to show you how the parents'
disposition Is transmitted to the offspring.
Mandarin and Babe were gentle and tract-
able, and you could teach Columbia to do
almost anything except read. Chief and
Queen were the two meanest elephants
that ever ate hay, and Bridgeport was
meaner than both cf them put together.
I've seen him knock people over when he
wasn't any more than so high. He died in
1." of water on the brain.

"So you see that, except for lions, there
aren't many wild beasts born in cpltivity,
and I had as lief undertake to train a jun-
gle beast as one born here a little rather,
in fact, because it would be easier to throwa scare into him."

RUSSIA'S VODKA MONOPOLY.

De AVltte Hopes to Restrict Drunk-enue- n.

Anna N. Benjamin in Ainslee's Magazine.
M. Serge de "Witte, minister of finance,

stands a political giant out of the uncertain
turmoil of Russian bureaucracy. His pol-
icy, in so far as one may define it, is tocarry out his own ideas tor Russia's wel-
fare, regardless of the means employed.
Like every man who becomes great in thesphere of national and international pol-
itics, his schemes are vaster and more dar-
ing than those conceived by ordinary
minds, backed by wills of mediocre power.
Americans know him best as the man who
has been playing a game of tariff chess
with Secretary Gage; Kurope thinks of him
as he who set the unstable Russian cur-
rency on a rock; but in Russia, his ex-
cellency, the minister of finance, is more
often associated with the sort of social-financi- al

scheme which is changing condi-
tions in the lives of the lower classes, and
which is known as the government vodka
monopoly.

The two objects aowed in De "Witte' s
mind were the increase of national reve-
nue, which was an urgent necessity, and
the regulation of the liquor consumption of
the empire. Excessive drinking is one of
Russia's greatest national evils; throughout
the world drunkenness is associated with
the Russian. JJy making vodka (brandy)a product of government factories only, to
be sold in government stores and a com-
paratively small number of licensed places
the tremendous profits of the liquor trade
would pour into the Czar's exchequer, and
at the same time it was thought that the
evil of excessive drinking could be regu-
lated in various ways. It was quite patent
that with an economically developed sys-
tem the first object would be gained. The
realization of the second remained to be
accomplished.

It would be impossible to check drunken-ness in any other country by a government
control of only one kind of liquor, but in
Russia vodka and tea are the national
drinks. The consumption of other intoxi-
cating liquors is as nothing eompared with
the consumption of vodka. The raw spirit
is generally made from potatoes, though
sometimes from wheat and maize, and as itromes from the distilleries it contains 80
to 90 per cenr. of what is called raw abso-
lute spirit.

The second process is that of the recti-
fication of this material, which brings thepercentage of the raw absolute spirit up to
nineO'-liv- e or ninety-si- x. According to the
scheme of De Witte, the government would
not take over the spirits till after theirdistillation and rectification by private
parties, the amount which each would bo
allowed to produce to be limited to theamount the government wished to take.
The rectified spirits would be shipped to
the factories established by the govern-
ment, and there thoroughly purified andmixed with water; not till then can thename of vodka be applied. Of course, sucha tremendous undertaking could not be put
in operation simultaneously over Russia's
vast territory, and experiment on a smallicale at first was the best policy. So in iy3
the old excise laws were abrogated In cer-
tain eastern governments (a "government"
in Russia is equivalent to a county or
province), while factories and shops wereput in eviration, and all legal manufac-ture and sale of both spirits and vodkawere taken out of the hands of individuals.
In isr5 the proceps was continued in thesouthern, western and southwestern gov-
ernments; In lsy? in the northwest; in 1Mb
in the northern, including the government
of St. Petersburg, and also Kharkofi andPoland. It will be in force in western Si-
beria on July 1, li)2. and in central Si-
beria in 1904. A further extension to the
Pacific coat and into central Asia is con-
templated.

Creed nntl Minnlona to lie the Chief
Topic Work of the Y. M. C. A.

In Porto Illco and Cuba.

NRW YORK, Feb. 13. The Presbyterian

General Assembly North will meet in the
Fifth-avenu- e Presbyterian Church, New
York, during the first three weeks of May.
Public interest will center in the report of
the creed revision committee, but denomi-
national interest will be greatest in the
fifteenth anniversary of home' missions,
which Is to be celebrated. The social side
of Presbyterianlsm is to be emphasized,
the Presbyterian Union of New York hav-
ing already provided for a grand reception,
to take place at the "Waldorf-Astori- a. The
late Dr. John Hall was long president of
the board of home missions, ar.1 his
church used to give, before It went almost
to pieces after his death, $50,000 to $00,000

a year to this cause. Hence the fitness of
having the anniversary celebrated in what
used to be his church. "When the invita-
tion was given last year the pastor was
the Rev. Dr. Georgs T. Purves, but he has
since died, and the pastor-ho- st of the as-

sembly will be the Rev. Dr. J. Ross Steven-
son, a young McCormick Seminary profes-
sor, whose advent to this great church in
the East pleases the Presbyterian "West
immensely. A third matter to come before
the assembly will be the judicial commis-
sion plan, adopted in part last year. Ef-

forts are making to have the forthcoming
assembly the greatest in the history of
American Presbyterianlsm.

The declaratory statement, which the
members of the Presbyterian creeel revision
committee have unanimously agreed on,
was read In advance of its publication to
a number of leading clergymen, and sev-

eral of these gentlemen express the opin-
ion that the whole denomination will ac-

cept the finding. The committee is satisfied
that only a unanimous report from it
stands any chance of being adopted by the
General Asesmbly. The declaratory state-
ment does not, it is claimed, shelve the
Westminster Confession, but will stand
before the denomination as the official find-

ing. The report, adopted by the assembly,
goes to the presbyteries, and until adopted
by a majority of the latter does not be-

come the official voice of the Presbyterian
Church. Ten years ago a report enthusi-
astically adopted by the assembly failed
to carry In the presbyteries in a single
overture, that upon election, which was
most emphatically indorsed by the assem-
bly, being the worst beaten of any over-
ture in the presbyteries. On all sides, how-
ever, it is stated that the present declara-
tory statement and other features of the
report will fare better. The statement re-

ceived in advance the indorsement of the
Rev. Dr. John Dewitt, of Princeton, and
that insures its acceptance by the con-
servatives, while the liberals regard any
advance as progress. The statement and
report is enthusiastically received by Pres-
byterians of all shades.

The Baptist anniversaries meet in the

First Rantist Church of St. Paul in May.
The feature of public interest, and of con-

suming denominational interest, is the re-

lation of the benevolent societies to each
other, and the relation of all of them to
the churches. There is a proposition to
charge the constitutions of these societies
to form a uniform basis of membership.
Before Baptists interested in missions at
home and abroad there is a scheme to make
membership in the societies depend upon
election by local Baptist associations. Dis-

cussion on this and similar points lias been
going on for months, but the sentiment of
the denomination jeems to favor the vo-
luntary principle, continuing direct rela
tions between the societies and the
churches. The anniversary sermon this
year will be preached by the Rev. Dr. A.
C. Dixon, of Boston.

Secretary Millar, of the army and navy
department of the Young Men's Christian
Association, has just returned from a tour
of Cuba and Porto Rico. His trip was
taken to find out if army branches were
carrying out their original plans, or wheth-
er changes in men or measures are desir-
able. He expresses himself satisfied witl
conditions as he found them, and says that
the-wor- of the association will be con
tinued along present lines and extended
as rapidly as possible to posts not yet cov
ered. He found soldiers suffering from
homesickness, and perhaps for that reason
welcoming the meetings of the association
Especially do the men enjoy the lectures
and entertainments given with the aid of
the phonograph and stereopticon, and one
result of Mr. Millar's trip will be the send-
ing of additional equipments of those in-
struments to Cuba and Porto Rico post
to the value of $5,000, money tor which
has been furnished by the auxiliary, of
which Miss Helen Gould and Mrs. Russell
Sage are principal members.

Gruun in This Country.

The Department of Agriculture is intro-
ducing the cultivation of "ramie,' some-
times called China grass. In the United
States. In this the department has been
indebted to Mr. H. S. Siaught. of this city,
for valuable assistance. Ramie is a vari-
ety of tall grass indigenous to the Island
of Java, which yields a fiber of such fine-
ness that in some places it has received
the name of "vegetable silk." Up to a year
or so ago It was practically unknown in the
United States, although employed in the
mills of Uurope for nearly a century, and
In the Orient time out of mind. In the man-
ufacture of the famous "khaki cloth," from
which the khakl uniforms of the British
East Indian regiments are made. In fact,
ramie is the only plant from which it is
possible to make th khakl cloth.

In addition to its use in the making of
the fabric aforesaid, ramie fiber is used
with wool, cotton and silk In making other
varieties of cloth, dress goods, lace, blank-
ets, upholstering and wattr-proo- f goods
Imported into this country from Kurope,
all of which might be saved if the plant
was raised and the fiber manufactured in
this country.

Until a year or so ago the opinion pre-
vailed that the ramie jdant, coming as it
docs, from a warm climate, could not be
L'rown in the United States, but Mr.
Siaught has dispelled this theory by raising
a beautiful crop of this grasps on the
grounds of the Department of Agriculture
and on Alexander Irland, during the past
summer, thus demonstrating that It was
possible to raise ramie In the United States
as far north as Washington. Lately Mr.
Siaught has reconstructed the ramie ex-
hibit In tho department"? agricultural mu-
seum, in a way that shows what may be
manufactured from the fiber.
