Deal Without IVrmifixlon.

WASHINGTON", March 1. Dr. Silva, the
retiring minister from Columbia at Wash-
ington, to-da- y authorized the following
itatemrnt: "The Panama Canal Company,
through M. its secretary general,
find ethers, was informed some time ago
that it could close no deal involving the
transfer of its rights to any nation with-
out llrit obtaining the assent of tho Co-

lombian government, the grantor of its
concession. This matter was made very
char. The Colombian government gave
the company a right to Initiate negotiations
looking to a transfer of its rights to a
nation, but never to finally close such a
deal. I cannot comprehend why a situ-
ation which had been made so clear to
the company should have caused such a
f.urry of excitement among its share-
holders when presented to them In the
form of an official cablegram, unless they
had construed the notification to mean that
the Colombian government was not yet
prepared with it terms of transfer to the
povernment of the United States."

It i3 gathered from inquiry here addressed
to persons familiar with the triangular ne-
gotiations that have been in progress be-

tween the United States government, the
frovernment of Colombia and representa-
tives of the Panama Canal Company that
the government of Colombia holds the key
to the Hltuation and i.s therefore responsible
for the check to the negotiations. The

xchange of ministers at Washington In the
middle of the negotiations for a protocol
Hating the terms upon which Colombia
will convey the necessary powers to the
United States government for the eon-ftructl- on

of a canal really marks a change
In policy, it is said. Colombia is now be-
lieved to have determined to make the
effort to secure much more favorable terms
end vastly greater pecuniary considera-
tion in return for what she is asked to
jcive than the protocol as prepared by Min-
ister Silva, who Is now retiring, contem-
plated. If this additional compensation
cannot be secured from the United States,
then the plan Is to have recourse to the
Fanama Canal Company and in some man-
ner to obtain a portion of the sum of
J10.0nn.0fi0 which the United States gov-
ernment is to pay for the works and fran-
chise if it decides upon the Panama route.
Naturally this contingency has aroused the
Panama canal managers, who perhaps are
not' aware that the United States govern-
ment has refused or will absolutely refuse
to enter into any agreement in the proto-
col with Colombia which even Indirectly;
panctions the spoliation qf the stockholders
of the company.

M. Lampre, the secretary general of the
new Panama Canal Company, referring to
yesterday's cablegram from Paris on the
action of the Colombian government, to
day said: "There is no cause for the
Panama Canal Company to be disturbed
by the news you refer to. While the Co
lombian government s action Is, of course.
Fomethlng of a surprise, I understand that
thev only wish to remind the company
that its negotiations with the United States
should not be closed until the two govern
ments of the United States and Colombia
have finally agreed on the lines of the
treaty, which is at the present time being
prepared. Our company has been acting
on the authority given it by tne Colombian
minister In this city, almost a year ago.
nnd there Is no reason to believe that the
1'anama company will not come to a satis
factory understanding with the Colombian
government. M. Lampre said he had re
ceived a cablegram from his company In
complete harmony with his views as ex-
pressed above.

FAR IS, March 1. Tho officials of the

Fanama Canal Company are still without
any explanation of the dispatch from the
government of Colombia announcing that
the company would not be allowed to trans-
fer ita concession to another nation without
the assent of Colombia to a modification
cf the stipulation of Articles 21 and 22 of
the company's agreement with Colombia,
end a cable message was sent to Colombia
to-da- y a.-ki-ng for an elucidation of the
matter. The hope is expressed that the
difficulty will be arranged, and in the mean-
while the company will maintain its offer
to sell its property to the United States
and will continue the negotiations on the
subject. It is not considered! probable hero
that Colombia will oppose the sale of tho
canal property to the United States after
giving its assent nt the opening of the ne-
gotiations and confirmation of its approval
of the negotiations having been received
In a letter from Senor Silva, the Colombian
minister at Washington, to Admiral Walker
Jan. 11. In view of this letter it is con-
sidered that Colombia is offering an af-

front to the United States by now oppos-
ing tho transfer. The company's officials
lire annoyed at the anti-Americ- an nonsense
expressed at yesterday's meeting of the
shareholders and explain that the speakers
were a noisy few who regularly create
trouble, but only hold a very small num-
ber of shares.

, STEAMSHIP COLUMBIA.

Description of the Anchor Liner
I.nnnrhPi! Recently In tbe Clyde.
LONDON'. March l.-- By far the largest

and finest vessel ever built for the New
York and Glasgow trade was launched
Feb. 22 on the Clyde for the Anchor line.
It 13 named the Columbia, and is 500 feet
ever all. fifty-si- x feet molded breadth and
thirty-si- x feet deep, with a gross tonnage
of S.tOO tons, and when loaded her dis-
placement will be fully lö.Ooo tons.

The Columbia was christened by Lady
Balfour, of Burleigh, wife of Ivml Balfour,
secretary of state for Scotland, and i.s a
strikingly handsome and imposing looking
vessel, with a straight stem and elliptical
etern. having two stel pole masts for fore
and aft schooner rig and three funnels. The
vessel is divided up, so as to insure safety,
into nine water-tig- ht compartments, and
has six decks.

First saloon is amidships, with accommo-
dation for 21 pessengcrs on the bridge and
main deck. Staterooms on the bridge deck
are luxuriously fitted with couches, fold-
ing washstands, wardrobes and electric
lights; have larsc square windows fitted
with ornamental shutters that can be
adjusted at will. The main saloon is on
the upper deck, a very handsome apart-
ment; the decorations are bright and artis-
tic, furniture and general appointments are
very handsome. There will be a number of
email tables in the main saloon for accom-
modation of family parties. Above the
main saloon on the bridge deck is the li-

brary, a spacious, well-appoint- ed room,
thirty-si- x by thirty-si- x feet. On the prom-
enade deck there is a luxuriously fitted
emoking room with dome skylight and
large windows, making it a bright and
most cheerful plate.

The promenade deck on the Columbia Is
n special feature. Salnon passengers will
have a long bridge deck and a promenade
eck below of 2T.0 feet in length, with water-

proof shelters and wind screen. These
tl-c- ks will be lighted with electricity,
which will make them as light by night as
by day.

The second saloon is situated on the main
deck, with accommodation for LV passen-
gers, who will find that their comfort and
convenience in every respect has been ex-
cellently catered to. The dining saloon
for this class is on the upper deck; furni-
ture is all oak and much superior in de-
sign and finish to what one usually sees
in second saloon accommodation. In this
class there is a ladies' room and library
directly above the saloon, and on the prom-
enade dck there is a spacious, well-appoint- ed

smoking room. In fact, no pains or
expense has been spared to make the sec-
ond cabin accommodation on Columbia
equal to that of any other steamer on the
Atlantic.

Third-clas- s accommodation Is on the
main and 'tween decks. Married couples,
families, single women and men are
berthed In separate apartments. Dinlntr
accommodation for this class is provided
with tables and seats permanently fixed.
Nothing has b. en left undone to make this
accommodation modern and up to date in
every respect. On the upper deck a com-
fortable sitting room for women and smok-
ing room for men have Un provided. Co-

lumbia Is propelled by two sets of power-
ful triple expansion engines of the latest
type. A very thorough and complete sys-fcs- ta

cf natural and mechanical ventilation

has been fitted throughout the entire ves-
sel, and electric fans have been placed
wherever required.

CROP CONDITIONS.

Winter "Wheat in the Ohio Valley Pos-ftlb- ly

Injured ly Sleet.
WASHINGTON, March l.-- The Weather

Bureau has issued the following summary
of crop conditions for the month of Febru-
ary:

"In the lower Missouri and upper Mis-
sissippi valleys, to the northward of the
Ohio river and in the middle Atlantic
States the month, though cold, was gen-
erally favorable for the prosecution of such
farm work as is usually performed in win-
ter. In the Southern States the conditions
w-er- e not favorable for farm work. Moder-
ate rains have partially relieved drought in
eastern Texas, but elsewhere in that Statedrought conditions continue. On the Pa-
cific coast the temperature has been fa-
vorable and the rainfall abundant.

"The northern portion of the winter
wheat belt was generally well protected
by snow during the month, and an improve-
ment in the condition of winter wheat is
indicated over northern portions of Ohio,
Indiana, Illinois and Missouri, the outlook
being less favorable for the southern por-
tions of these States and in Kentucky,
Tennessee and Arkansas. The severe sleet
storm near the close of January left a lar,?e
portion of the Ohio valley covered with ice,
which remained on the ground for a con-
siderable part of February, the effects of
which it is fearei will prove unfavorable.
In Nebraska and Kansas the crop as a
whole Is in promising condition. In Cali-
fornia the condition of wheat has material-
ly improved, except in a few sections where
the raln-- j came too late to save the early
sown. In western Oregon the crop is in ex-
cellent condition, and it is generally prom-
ising in eastern Oregon, where, however,
considerable has been winter-kille- d. In
Washington the severe cold of the latterpart of January caused serious injury In
localities, but where not injured by cold
it has made good growth."

ANOTHER GREAT MERGER

SOUTHERN PACIFIC COMPANY IIOADS
MAY IUI C031I1I.NED.

Total Ilond Issne of $;!),O(M,00O to De
Refunded and Many Officials

DispciiMed With.

SAN FRANCISCO, March 1.-Fr- esldent E.
II. Ilarriman, of the Southern Pacific, will
soon arrive in this city, and it is stated
that papers providing for a new railroad
corporation will be ready for his signature.
ErastU3 Young, statistician and auditor
of all the Ilarriman roads, is said to be
now preparing the necessary documents
under the direction of the Southern Pacific
law department. I is understood that. the
purpose of the proposed corporation is to
refund millions of the Southern Pacific
securities and to simplify methods of book-
keeping.

The Southern Pacific has three distinct
companies operating its main line between
San Francisco and El Paso in addition to a
number of branch roads. They are the
Southern Pacific Railroad of California,
the Southern Pacific of Arizona and tho
Southern Pacific of New Mexico. These
companies, it Is alleged, are to be merged
into a new corporation to be formed under
the laws of the State. They have an ag-

gregate bond issue of $69.000.000. The bonds
bear 5 and 6 per cent, interest rer annum,
and many of them fall due within the
next two or three years. A majority of the
stock of each company is owned by the
Southern Pacific Company of Kentucky.
The three companies have 5.0C2 miles of
road. By putting the three lines into one
corporation the salaries of at least fifty
clerks will be dispensed with. The main
object, however, of the new merger com-
pany, as alleged, will be to refund the
$69,0u0.000 of bonds mentioned at 32 and 4
per cent. Interest. Ry this means a saving
may be made of not less than Jl.oOO.OK) a
year In fixed charges. It is understood
that the new corporation will take over
the properties of the three Southern Pacific
companies and assume all of their assets
and liabilities, so that their stock and
bonds may be retired and the companies
disincorporated.

Southern Pacific Withdraw.
CHICAGO, March 1. Notice of with-

drawal from membership in the Southwest-
ern Tassenger Bureau was filed to-d- ay by
the Southern Pacific road. The reason
given for the action was that the expense
of maintaining the bureau since the with-
drawal of the Missouri, Kansas & Texas
road, a short time ago, had brought a bur-
den, and that the benefits derived from
irembership under the prevailing conditions
were insufficient to compensate. With these
two roads outside, railway officials say, the
fate of the bureau seems to be sealed, and
its early dissolution Is predicted. Some of
the members hold to the view that the dis-
solution of the Southwestern Bureau will
be but the prelude to a consolidation of
all passenger associations west of Chicago
into one organization.

Increnac of Wngc.i.
NEW YORK. March 1. As a result of a

conference between the Brotherhood of
Railway Trainmen and Order of Railway
Conductors and Erie Railroad officials,
says a Port Jervis. N. Y.. dispatch to tho
Herald, the Erie has granted an increase
in pay over its entire system from New
York to Chicago, and a mileage basis
known 83 "standard pay" ia to go into
effect March 1. For promotions the oldest
qualified employe will be selected.

Two Honda to He Connoliduteri.
MARSHALLTOWN, la.. March 1. The

general accounting department of the Iowa
Central Railroad will be removed to Minne-
apolis April 1 and Frank Nay. auditor of
the Minneapolis & St. Louis, will be auditor
of both properties, retiring T. M. Wasson,
th present auditor of the Iowa Central.
This is the beginnig of the consolidation
of the roads.
