If an or-
ganization of thi3 sort 13 formed, and if it
is to exercise any Influence on the sport,
it should originate in the South or in the
West. New Orleans would be a fitter nlace.
Scientific boxing is allowed in the South.
It is allowed in the We3t. but New York
has no more interest in it than Siam. But
they met. They organized and announced
that they would regulate the art In this
country. By what authority the men of
the country who take an interest in such
matters would like to know. So far as 1

am aware no set of men in the South and
the West have delegated to them the au-
thority to act, and from the way I look at
the thing there is something comical about
it. Isiew York may be the center of grav-
ity, all roads may lead to the metropolis,
and all that sort of thing, but when it
comes down to the matter of regulating a
thing with which she has no sort of con-
nection, in which she has no sort of inter
est, I am Inclined to think she will have to
pull In her horns ynd make way for those
who have a right to speak and act. New
York has no credentials, and Is not entitled
to a seat In the convention. Or maybe she
was thinking about the Chinese Boxers."

So much space had to
be given to exhibits that it was impossi
ble to provide for a track, and the various
manufacturers will have to be content to
show their machines inert instead of car
rying prospective purchasers around the
ring.

In competition by
any member of the Chicago Automobile
Club, using his own automobile of any
class or any kind.

The prizes in each instance are a club
cup.

The convention of auto-clu- b men for the
formation of a national federation of auto-
mobile clubs will be held at the Coliseum
on Monday at 11 a. m.

Kverything connected with the auto in-
dustry and interests is shown at the ex-
hibit. A striking feature of the show is
the lavish display of electric signs that
greet the spectator on every hand.

"If four clubs should decide to go into
the American League or consolidate with
it we have not the physical power to stop
them, but they would be involved In end-
less litigation, and if they went our four
would go ahead as the National League.
We recognize that we are in the National
League, and we want to stay there. We
want sportsmanlike baseball, and won't
stand for any trust scheme under any con-
sideration. But 1 am not saying that there
are any clubs that are thinking of going
over to the American League. We are
awaiting the decision of the court, and
fully expect to see the same eight cities in
the National League this year, that were in
it last year. If we win in the courts they
can't get out, and if they win we can"t get
out."

REBELLION IN CHINA.

Over 1,000 Former Soldiers IMIIokIiik
Near the City of Nan-King- -.

PEKING. March 1. The Chinese Foreign
Office now admits that the rebellion in the
vicinity of the city of Nan-Nin- g, province
of Quang-Se- e, seventy miles north of the
Gulf of Tonquln, is very grave, though this
was denied yesterday. Over one thousand
former soldiers are engaged in pillaging.
An edict has been issued commanding the
Chinese authorities to afford protection to
the missionaries and cTther' foreigners.

Conger, the United States minister, has
notified Prince Ching, head of the Foreign
Office, that he expects China will speedily
suppress the rebellion and protect the for-
eigners in that part of the country.

Received Mrmuges from Cornwall
While 1,500 Miles at Sea.

NEW YORK, March 1. Signor Marconi,
who arrived to-da- y on the Philadelphia
from Southampton, reported a new wire-

less telegraph record. "This time," said
Marconi, "there can be no error. Captain
Mills and Chief Officer Marsden signed
each message received as witnesses. Fif-
teen hundred miles at sea regular mes-
sages were received from the Cornwall sta-
tion and ticks were recorded at a distance
of 2,0"0 miles. It had been said that my
Newfoundland messages were due to my
imagination and to atmospheric currents.
