The runs from the Indiana oil fields
are gradually increasing, and if the present
large amount of work Is kept under way
the average should reach that of the Ohio
field within a year or so.

SEN0R AMPIL AT MANILA.

He IVarroiTly Encaped Dnrlnl Allre br
Hin Filipino Captor.

MANILA, March 6. Senor Ampil, the for-
mer presidente of the town of Cainta,
province of Morong, Luzon, who was re-

cently captured by the insurgents and sub-
sequently escaped, has arrived at Manila,
where he will remain indefinitely, as he
considers himself to be safer here than at
Cainta. Senor Ampil is well known as an
American sympathizer. He says it was the
intention of his captors to bury him alive.
When the insurgents captured the detach-
ment of native constabulary, March 3, they
secured, according to Senor Ampil, twelve
Remington rifles and eight revolvers. Their
principal camp is on a high mountain In the
province of Manila. When the constabu-
lary who came to effect Senor Ampil's res-
cue reached the insurgent camp the latter
charged, whereupon the constabulary lied.
The Insurgents and the constabulary were
within speaking distance of each other.
Senor Ampil was bound by his captors. He
says the insurgents fear the American sol-
diers, but care little for the native troops.
Senor Ampil has resigned his position as
presidente of Cainta.

Maj. Henry Allen, chief of the organiza-
tion of native constabulary, says that his
men report having fought for an hour in
their endeavor to effect the release of Senor
Ampil. The constabulary aver that the
kidnapers of the late presidente of Cainta
were neither Insurgents nor'ladrones, but
a gan? of rascals with no definite object.

MR. OEOnCK MKMHJITII.

In Seventy-Fo- ur Yearn Old nnd Has
"Written Twenty-Seve- n Dookn.

London Daily Mail.
Mr. George Meredith, the oMest, as he Is

without question the most original and in-
spired, of modern English romancers, has
this week entered his seventy-fift- h year,
having been born In Hampshire, on Feb.
12, 1828. Iiis first appearan-- - in print was
with a poem called "Chlllianwallah," in
Chamber's Journal in July, 1S4:. and his
first book of poems appeared two years
later. It is rather remarkable of a novel-
ist who took so many years to secure the
recognition of his genius that his most
popular and in some respects his finest
romance, "The Ordeal of Richard Feveril,"
was published forty-thre- e years ago.

Mr. Meredith has, all together, published
twenty-seve- n books, his last novel being
"The Case of General Ople and Iady Cam-
per," published in 1895. In the early part
ol his career Mr. Meredith wrote in the
Pall Mall Gazette and the Morning Post,
but when his publisher suggested that this
early work should be included in hi
bibliography the author firmly remarked,
"Let them lie."

The novelist once shared a house in
Cheyne-wal- k with Kossetti and Mr. Swin-
burne, but the arrangement was not very
successful. It is said that Mr. Meredith was
disgusted with Kossetti's clumsy house-
keeping, and that he left the house for-
ever after seeing the Pre-Raphael- ite poet
devour a breaktast of six rashers of bacon
and six eggs, which had been waiting for
him. getting colder and colder, for over an
hour. Ros&etti himself confessed that
"George will never be able to work here
with us." Eventually Mr. Meredith made
his home at Foxhill, in Surrey. He has
worked for many years in a summer house
built In his garden.

He was at one time a Rreat walker, and,
despite his decided age, is still active ami
alert. His rather harsh voice is modulated
and pleasantly rhythmical. He dresses
with what may be called an artistic in-

stinct, his coats usually being sihvr-gre- y,

harmonizing in color with his hair and
beard. For many years he was reader for
Messrs. Chapman and Hall, and rather a
curious characteristic is a great authority
on wines, some of his wealth of lore on the
subject having been put into "The Egoist."

Mr. Meredith is a great reader of French
and German literature, and a criticism of
his on De Maupassant is worth quoting.
Some one had taken exception to the sub-
jects of the French novelist, and the Eng-
lish writer remarked: "Everything i saved
by the poetry of his language." Though
Mr. Meredith's public is not as large as
many of his contemporaries', he has been
an almost infinite influence on the' more
thoughtful men of his age. He has en-
riched the English language with a multi-
tude of aphorisms. The following are per-
haps among his wisest: "To be truly happy
is a question of how we begin and not of
how we end, of what we want and not of
what we have." "A generous prayer is
never presented In vain; the petition may
be refused, but the petitiont-- r is always. I
believe, rewarded by some gracious visita-
tion." "What a woman thinks of women
is the test of her nature." "Observation is
the most enduring of the pleasures of life."

It is of interest to note that Mr. George
Meredith, like Mr. Thomas Hardy, regards
his poetry as of greater value than his
prose; and it is said that the surest way to
offend him is to exaggerate the value rtf his
novels and to minimize that of his poems.

Attention has been directed so often to
consumption us the most fatal enemy of
mankind that its close rival for the grew-som- e

honor, pneumonia, has almost escaped
general notice. And yet almost, if not quite,
as many deaths in the United States are
caused by pneumonia as by tuberculosis.
and the disease which la the swifter in itsdeadly work is making the rapider growth.
The I'nited States census shows that, while
consumption increased onlv from 102.1i9
deaths in to lll.uT: In i:i0. penumonla
increased during thoame period from 76,-4- !'.

to l )f.974. This rate of increase. If sus-
tained, would make the death from pneu-
monia this year Just about equal those from
tuberculosis. Supplementary evidence is
furnished from Michigan by Dr. C. L. Wil-
bur, chief of the division of vital statistics.
Only one death in twelve was caused by
tuberculosis in Michigan In I'M. a much
smaller mortality than is usually attributed
to that distasc. and instead of occupying
the place o.' the most fatal disease, con-
sumption has for two years been second to
pneumonia, the deaths from thee two
causes in lf01 being 2,4.'l and 2,0Jo. respect-
ively.
