notion 1 Many Person.
A blight sun and a fairly warm day

brought out a very heavy vote yesterday
at the primary election for a Republican
county and township ticket and for a
representative for tho Seventh district.
According to the statement made by the
managers of various candidates the old
saying, that it takes a good day to make
Republicans of all classes turn out in force,
was verified. The voting places were
opened promptly at 11 o'clock, and from
then on until ! o'clock It was estimated
that something like the 20,omu votes ex-
pected were cast. The voting was not at
all steady or continuous during the nine
hours.

In the first two hours It vv:is heavy, the
officials at the precinct voting; stations be-
ing kept busy every rr.iwute of the time.
After 1 o'clock the ballots came intermit-
tently, but at 5 o'clock another Influx
set in, and from then on until the
closing hour In most precincts there
was a good-size- d crowd of men wait-
ing their turn. Laboring men, whose du-
ties compelled them to be at work beforu
the time of opening the polling places, did
not vote until noon or until the close, of
work in the evening. Business men voted
heavily during the llrst hour or two or
waited until evening. The army of graft- -
rs, for obvious reasons, took its time and

loafed carelessly with an eye to the hur-
rying candidates.

The election was. It is believed, a good
test of the Joss primary law, and while its
commendable features were plainly demon-
strated, the voting developed severalthings that w.re obnoxious. There is no
doubt, it Is said, that the law was respon-
sible for bringing out a thoroughly repre-
sentative vote and that citizens generally
took advantage of the law and an interest
in the voting who otherwise would have
manifested little Interest In the selection
of candidates. In so far as could be de-
termined by observation at precincts vis-
ited at random, the voting was conducted
by the ofliciels with attention to duty and

with fairness. It was in circumstances
outside the range of the law itself that the
objectionable incidents were apparent.

NO SECRECY.
There was practically no attempt at se-

crecy made. Instead of the voting being
conducted in booths, out of the views of
prying eyes, it was done for the most part
on tables or wherever the person wishing
to vote could partly conceal his ballot. It
Is reasonably certain that a number of can-
didates were able to tell exactly how many
persons vcU-- and whether men whom they
had pledged were keeping promises. The
lack of secrecy caused embarrassment to
many persons who, while having no ulterior
motive for hiding thtir hands, did not from
a sense of delicacy care to mark their
tickets practically in plain view of persons
Interested. Afttr leaving the voting rooms
there were many yesterday who declared
that the primary law would never work
satisfactorily until booths were provided in
every precinct.

The most unpleasant part of the day's
voting" was the presence of the grafter,
white and colored, nnblushingly inviting an
offer of money for his ballot. In precincts
in the Sixth ward, in part of the Fifth, in
part of the Third and in one precinct on
the South Side that was visited yesterday
afternoon men were standing around the
polls cracking jokes with little interest in
anything until some quick eye noted that
a well-know- n manager was driving up.
Then all gossip would be suspended and
those who were the most hardened made a
rush for their victim. Usually the manager
would withdraw some distance from the
polling place, across the street or around
the corner, and hold a conference with the
parasites. It was stated at a number of
precincts by men who had observed closely
that in these little conferences it was the
usual thing for crisp dollar bills to be
transferred quickly trom the hand of the
man besieged to the grafters interested. At
cne precinct, the fifth, in the Sixth ward
(the voting place 734 Indiana avenue), there
were a dozen negroes loafing around the
polis at 4:30 o'clock. One of them was
asked if he had voted yet and he replied
with a iaugh that he had not. He was
asked why. and he declared that he had not
"seen" two men he wanted to talk to.
None of the others with him hid voted, he
Faid, and did not intend to until late in the
evening. At several precincts it was stated
that hundreds of votes were being withheld
until a late hour for the purpose of making
the best terms possible with the candidates
or their agents.

AGENTS OF CANDIDATES.
Another feature of the day, which caused

much disgust to business men who desired
to vote as quickly as possible to get away,
was the unpleasant buttonholing to which
they were subjected at many of the polling
places by agents oT several candidates.
These agents for the most part, seeing a
man going to the polls, were qiuck to ap-
proach and ask in an Insinuating tone if he
would not vote for so and so. Some of
these fellows were hard. to get rid of. it is
said, and reiterated their suggestions to the
very door of the voting room. In some
cases the buttonholers were ward-heele- rs

of an unlovely type and they blew their
breath in people's faces with careless free-
dom.

The candidates for treasurer, auditor,
clerk and prosecutor seemed to be the
busiest during the day. Cyrus J. Clark,
William E. Davis. Clinton L. Hare, Fred
Shepartl, John Ruckelshaus, John Spahr,
Edwin Pugh and Oliver Ensley spent the
day in making a tour of the polling placets
and consulting with their managers. Near-
ly all of them had provided capacious
wagons or buggies to bring out voters. The
candidates for minor places were hardly
less busy and at times at a precinct there
would be ;t swarm of aspirants for justice
of the peace. Opinions were freely ex-
pressed by men who kept a close watch on
the voting as to the standing of their prin-
cipals. It was stated that Clark, who was
said to be unpopular with the colored
voters, had made decisive and unexpected
gains in the support formerly accredited to
his opponents. Clark, it was said, received
a heavy vote all through the South
Side. Shepard, appearances seemed to
Indicate, had things all his own way
in his own ward, the Eighth, and was re-
ceiving, it was believed, strong support in
the Fifth and Third wards. William E.
Davis, for clerk, was getting, it was stated,
a heavy vote in the Fifth and Sixth wards,
r.nd was believed to be running well on
the South Side. His managers were con-
fident and predicted success. In the Elev-
enth and Twelfth wards the fight between
Hare and Davis was waged fiercely all day,
and it was said that the former seemed to
have the advantage. The managers of
Ruckelshaus were jubilant yesterday after-
noon, and claimed that their man would
win without a doubt. They said that he
had made unlooked-fo- r gains in the col-
ored vote. Spahr, it was stated, was poll-
ing a heavy vote south of Washington
street. Both McGregor's and Carter's man-
agers were claiming the victory for com-
missioner in the Second district, although
it was asserted confidently that Carter was
having the best of the race. Tutewllcr's
men were working like beavers yesterday,
and their cry was that the "doctors were
disorganized" and that the undertaker was
a sure winner for the nomination for cor-
oner. It seemed to be reasonably certain
from reports' received that Akin was far
ahead in the race-- for recorder, and that
Metzger for sheriff was running consider-
ably ahead of his opponents. Everybody
was making big claims, and It Was diff-
icult to separate probability from guess-
work.

SIZE OF THE VOTE.
By 3 o'clock yesterday afternoon it was

estimated that the average vote polled all
over the city was about CO per cent, of the
total, in the fifth precinct of the Sixth
ward about 30 per. cent, of the vote had
been polled at 3 o'clock. In the third pre-
cinct of the same ward the percentage was
less, about 25 per cent. ,, In the thirteenth
precinct of the Sixth ward about 40 per
cent, of the vote was in by the middle of
the afternoon. In the twelfth precinct of
the same ward the vote was heavier early
In the day. about half of the total having
been polled by 3 o'clock. In the eighth
precinct of the Third ward the per cent,
reached 35 at the same hour. In the filth
precinct of the First ward 35 per cent, had
been polled by 2 o'clock. By 6 q'cloek the
heaviest part of the vote was in. It was
confidently asserted at nearly all the pre-
cincts that practically the full vote would
be cast by the time the polls were closed.

In none of the precincts visited yesterday
was there any evidence of drunkenness.
In one or two of the "colored" wards some
of the voters had apparently been well
supplied with beer, but there was no dis-
order.

Perhaps the quietest voting plafe in the
city was in the fourth precinct of the Tenth
ward. This voting place was in the engine
house on East Maryland street. "There's
only one private residence in this precinct,"
remarked one of the election officers yes-
terday afternoon. He explained that this
residence is the home of the Rev. Father
Scheideler, pastor of St. Mary's Church, on
East Maryland street. The precinct is
known as the "hotel precinct." There are
a large number of hotels inside its bound-
aries, and. of course, most of the guests
have no right to vote there. Nearly all
of the other voters in the precinct live in
the blocks in which their business is car-
ried on.

In the twelfth precinct of the Sixth
ward one of the down-tow- n precincts it
was estimated about 5 o'clock that 10 per
cent, of the vote would be got out. The
oilicers in this precinct noticed that where
a man voted for some one for each oliit--
ami was not familiar v h the tickets the
average time consumed in voting was about
ten minutes. Probably the fastest time
made in voting in this precinct was by
Frederick E. Matson.. who voted in four
minutes. Chalmers Brown, a candidate for
representative, also made- - good time and
prepared his ballot in six minutes. As an
instance: of the lack of secrecy about the
polls It was announced in this precinct that
two or thre-- e men had come in and only
voted for one man. The election officers
could not hell but see this, as the voting
was done in plain sight. They said they
el id not know who the men voted for, how
ever. The fact that a man otherwise qual-
ified had not lived-i- a certain precinct forthirty days preceding the election was not
considered a bar to voting yesterday. There
were many such instances.

COXSI'I.S AMI T1IEIH WORK.

IlcportN Oiiiiht to He Itctid ( ualillcn- -
tioiiM tit 'oiiiiIm.

Reform is always a ijood thing when it is
th genuine article. M:ny persons prate of
reform in things of which they have but lit-
tle knowledge. J frequently sec artfcles in
newspfip rs n the consular service of tho
United States in which the writers exhibit
a most alarming amount ef ignorance.
Much of what they say might have applied
to the .service twenty or more years ago,
but not to that of the present day. With
few exceptions the men in ejur consular
service to-da- y have character and ability."
with ambition te make a , and they
have made it. for they have upheld the elig-r.it- y

and credit of thtir country every-
where. The Knglish and Cerman papers
Justly concede that the American consular
service to-da- y is far superior to that of
any European country. The trouble with
most of those who criticise the I'nitcd
States consular service is that they do not
read consular reports. If they did they

would find much to interest and enlighten
them, for the reports cover almost every
subject that is of value to our government
and its people.

We are entering upon a degree of activity
in world commerce sueh as we have never
before known. As a consequnce. it is. of
course, a matter of the highest necessity that
our consular service should be in a condi-
tion to afford the greatest utility. Consuls
are messengers of commerce, and stand in
so many relations to the government they
represent, to the countries in which they
are located and to the people with whom
they come in contact that it is efoubtful If
any other position n our modern civiliza-
tion calls into service a greater versatility
a wider exercise of intellectual capacity.

In four and a half years of service I have
found the duties of a consvd general are
varied and onerous. They are particularly
so in Montreal. Canada is not an independ-
ent country, but a colony of Great Britain,
and. therefore, cannot have a minister ac-
credited to her. The duties which would
devolve on a minister to discharge fall on
the consul general and are frequently of a
burelenscme character. In extradition cases
his time will generally be occupied in court
for a week or more, and for this he receives
no recompense whatever. Commissions
from courts all over the United States are
sent to the consul general designating him
to take depositions in cases pending The
attorneys promise to pay promptly for the
service rendered, but frequently forget to
do so, and the consul general finds that he
has not only given his time and labor for
nothing, but he is out of pocket the sum
paid a stenographer and typewriter. Let-
ters of inquiry in regard to Canadian laws,
estates, deaths, marriages, births, trade,
tariff duties and on almost every conceiva-
ble subject come to him. All must b ed,

and to reply to such inquiries
information must be gathered. It is often
difficult to obtain, and many times is ob-
tained at considerable expense. The only
recompense is "thanks in advance."

A great many people from the United
States come to Montreal. Scores of them
call on the consul general for information.
Many come for help to get home or for a
night's lodging and something to eat.
Some get into trouble, are lodged in jail,
and the first call Is made oti the consul
general to secure their release. There are
over 2W United States pensioners in Mon-
treal. They come to the consulate general
to have their vouchers certified to. Few of
them can fill out their papers, and the time
of the vice consul and messenger is taken
for several days each quarter in getting
the vouchers into shape. This work must
be gratuitous.

During the year the consul general issues
to shippers about 3.0UO invoices in triplicate
of goods and products sent to the United
States. Many of the shippers do not know
how to make out their invoices, and it is
done for them without remuneration.

All wrongs to citizens of the United
States temporarily residing or visiting here
must be looked after. This requires no In-

considerable amount of time, and often
some expense..

The above are only incidental to the life
and work of the consul general In Mon-
treal. The duties prescribed for him in
the consular regulations are numerous and
multiform. They may be classifieel as du-
ties commercial, duties in connection with
customs, duties to merchant vessels, eluties
in case of wrecks, duties to seamen, duties
to officers, naval, diplomatic and depart-
mental, and duties in regard to immigra-
tion and quarantine.

Much time and labor and considerable
expense are required to obtain information
and statistics for the reports called for by
the State Department on conditions of for-
eign commerce in this country, internal
trade, manufactures, mechanical industries,
agriculture, banks, revenue and expendi-
ture of the country, railroads in course
of construction, municipal affairs, etc.

Before entering upon my duties as consul
general I carefully studied the consular
regulations. There you are directed just
what to do in transacting business, how to
keep the accounts and records of the con-
sulate, and what reports are required. But
I soon learned there were many things to
do not mentioned in the regulations. A
man to be qualified for a consular position
at an Important post must possess power-o- f

observation, ready perception, vigilance,
dignity and integrity of character, so that
he will command the respect and conti-elenc- e

of the people among whom he re-
sides.

A mere civil-servi- ce examination by no
means shows that a man is fit for the con-
sular service. The essential qualities for
the service are practical common sense,
tact and a courteous disposition to aid and
accommoelate those with whom he has
business relations. He must be at all times
a gentleman, and know how to appear and
conduct himself at public and social func-
tions. ,

The great drawback to the consular
Fervice of the United States is the fact
that it Is underpaid. The salaries are much
lower than those given consuls of otherleading nations. When a prominent State
Department official visited the Montreal
consulate general last summer and noted
the amount of business transacted, he said
at once the salary here should not be less
than $S.0o0. He had previously learned thecost of living "here, and how the United
States consul general was called upon for
contributions to hospitals, convents,
churches and charitable associations gen-
erally, and was convinced that the expense
could not be met with the present salary.
Many people say flippantly they can read-
ily live on a saalry of $4.000 a year. No
doubt they can at home. In many consularpositions that salary would be sufficient,
but in places like Montreal a consul gen-
eral must live on a scale becoming his po-
sition or bring himself and his country intocontempt. By living respectably and re-
turning the hospitalities extended, he gains
inlluence and prestige In the community
which inures te the advantage of his coun-
try in many ways.

A proper readjustment of consular sal-
aries can only be made by men who have
practical experience in the service.

Tili: FITIKK OF FIJI.

The Inland Are Rieh In Ineluntrlnl
I'oMsItjllltle.

London Globe.
Fiji, like most of the islands of the

western Pacific, is rich in industrial pos-
sibilities, and is destined to play an im-
portant part in the future history of
Polynesia. It consists not of a single
island, as generally suposed, but of a
couple of hundred, of which about eighty
are inhabited. It is on one of the smaller
of these islands . that the natives accused
of high treason have been deported. The
islands are distant about l.Iwo miles from
Sidney. 1.2O0 miles from Auckland and
tr0 miles from the French possession of
New Caledonia. The total area' is 7.451
square miles, or a little larger than that
of Wales, the principal island. Vitilevu,
equaling the collective areas of Kent, Sus-
sex. Surrey and Middlesex. It is aslarge as Jamaica, twice as large as Trini-
dad, three times as large as Mauritius,
and ten times as large as Barbadoes. In
faet, the aggregate area of the colon v isgreater than that of all the liritish West
India Islands put together. It is rich In
harbors, each island being more or less
surrounded by a barrier reef, through
which numerous openings lead to safe
anchorage, protected by a natural break-
water. The native Fijians. who constitute
five-sixt- hs of the population, are de-
scribed in high terms by an official au-
thority, who says: "At the present time
there i.s not a more law-abidi- ng communi-
ty in the world than these former sav- -
afs; and. with greater attention to sani-tary matters and the attainment of a
higher rnor.il standard, it is hoped and
believed that the Fijians will be an excep-
tion to the alleged rule that before the
white race the eiurk must decay and dis-
appear."

The leading exports are sugar, cocoa-nut- s,

copra, dried and. preen fruits (most-
ly bananas), cotton, milze, molasses, e'of-le- e

and fiber. The shipments are made
almost exclusively to Australia and New
Zealand, which also furnish the bulk of
the imports, but the closing of the Aus-
tralian market by the Imposition of heavy
customs duties has mad Fiji wholly de-
pendent upon that of New Zealand.
Hence the desire for federation with thatcolony. If sueh a consummation were
erTectcd it is believed that the annual
trade of the federated islands, exclusive
of New Zealand, would sjeedllv reach a

Year
by ;ear his mind dwells at intervals upon
the subject, and one day an idea flashes
upon his mind or a simple accident sug-
gests the way of inventing what is needed.
