GIRL ACCUSED OF MURDER

FLOIIENCK BURNS ARRAIGNED OS

CIIARGC OF KILLING W. S. BROOKS.

Important Tetlmony lr th Dead
SInn'M Mother, AV Iio Anked tue Girl

Why She Didn't Kill Herself.

NEW YORK, March 13.-Flo- rence Burns
was arraigned In the Court of Special Ses-

sions before Justice Mayer to-d- ay In the
continuation of the case against her on the
charge of shooting Walter S. Brooks in
the Glen Island Hotel several weeks ago.

Mrs. Thomas W, Brooks, mother of the
dead man. who was called to testify, said:
"Florence Burns said Mr. Brooks was a
criminal because he would not let Walter
marry her. She also said: 'If he does not
marry me I will shoot him, and I will shoot
to kill." I answered that if sne shot him
I would shoot her, and then I asked her:
'Why don't you kill yourself?' "

Mrs. Brooks said she heard conversa-
tions between her son and Florence Burns.
The latter on one occasion taunted the
young man with being a kid because he said
he did not wish to marry, as he would then
be obliged to leave the home of his parents.

Mrs. Brooks was shown and asked to

the charge of shootinp Walter S. Brooks.

identify the watch her son had with him
when he was killed. A sight of the watch
caused Mrs. Brooks to sway In her chair,
and she would have fallen to the floor If a
friend had not hurried to her aid. She was
carried from the room in a faint.

Mrs. Brooks returned to the stand when
she had recovered. She was shown a comb
found in the room where Brooks was shot
and she said It was one she had seen Flor-
ence Burns wear. "On the last day Flor-
ence Burns was in our house," said the wit-
ness, "on the morning of Dec. 13, Florence
told me that she had been home on the pre-
vious evening to look for her father's pistol
to shoot Walter. She she had been
looking for it in her father's bureau drawer
without being able to tind it."

Policeman Colby testitied to what trans-
pired on Feb. 15 when ho went to the Burns
house to arrest the accused girl. Miss
Burns told him she saw Walter at his oilice
at 6:30 on the n'.ght he died and that she
arrived home about 7:30. Colby told of a
search of Florence Burns's room at her
parents' home and said he had found a
black skirt and jacket such as the woman
who went with Brooks to the hotel on thenight of the murder is said to have worn.
Colby identified the comb found In the
room in the Glen Island Hotel. Adjourn-
ment was taken until 10 o'clock next Tues-
day.

SPECIALISTS l. C1IIXA.

Collectors in These Dnys Prefer a
Particular Piece or "Ware.

"In the great interest that is being mani-

fested about old blue china, there is a
curious tendency to specialize, and the "all
around collector of ten or twenty 3'earsago has given way to the collector of one
particular kind of objects," said a man
yesterday. "It would be Interesting to
know how many patient collectors there
are of pitchers only. 1 know of over a
dozen in New York State alone. Several of
them have a preference for only one kind
of ware, the ever beautiful luster, in sil-
ver, copper, rose and lavender tones.

"A collection of pitchers of Wcdgewood's
make is not only beautiful and various, but
very costly as well. Nor is it yet Impossi-
ble, even with a collector on the qui vive
on every corner. Recently, in Boston, there
was sold at auction a collection of Masonic
pitchers in black, printed Liverpool ware,
several of them bringing over 50 apiece.
Most of these were the generous old cider
pitchers, standing twelve inches high, and
having on them in one design or another a
portrait of Washington, the greatest Ma-
son of all.

"The value of the pitchers, or jugs, as a
simon-pur- e collector calls them, is very
much increased when the name of thi
original owner is painted on them. This
Is generally on the front, inclosed in a
wreath, or even in luster bands.

"ine Masonic pitchers without a Wash-
ington portrait are usually of lesT value,
though they are interestingly decorated
with quaint old verses, in which the spell-
ing will not bear close scrutiny.

"The old blue historic pitchers are t(.j
scarce and rare to make a collection of
any size, but teapots are not hard to find
in a great variety of wares. One city in
the interior of New York State holds a
private collection of 500, all different, and
scattered all over the country art many
others, a number of them boasting more
than 100 specimens.

"Old glass bottles form another side line
of great interest, as many of them were
made here to commemorate some great
event of national importance, but they are
never pleasing to the eye, which is one of
th charms of all collections of china.

"When we had got over our desire to
make lio5ton harbor one grand teapot, ar.d
settled down peacefully to an individual
teapot, china had become quite plentiful
among us, the English potters leading the
way in sending us patriotic subjects, and
otii own shrewd merchants importing large
quantities iirect from the Orient.

"As we do not rind cup plates In Lowe-
stoft, or Oriental china, which formed in
colonial days great-grandmamm- a's "best
chaynlc," we must conclude that on high
dnys and holidays when it was used, com-
pany manners were used, too, and the
choice Bohea was allowed to cool in the
teacups. Cut certain it is that on every-
day occasions the fragrant herb was poured
into the saucer to cool, and sipped from
that vessel. What, then, was done with
the cup. which no good housewife would
allow set on her bet board or tablecloth?
It was set In a little hat plate, called a
cup plate, very much the size and shape
of those individual butter plates of our
own day. These cup plates, decorated with
the same designs as the dinner and tea sets,
have become of Immense value In the col-

lectors' eyes when these are in the beautiful
blue Staffordshire ware. They are worth
more than their weight In gold. Why it Is
that they are so scarce one may hardly
say. Perhaps they were more easily lost

or destroyed on account of their small
size, or the children had them to play with.
Five or six dollars Is by no means an un-
usual price for a tiny plate measuring three
or three and a half Inches across. 1 know
of one, picked up in a negro cabin for 10
cents a few months ago, and sold within a
week for $. This was a piece of 'china
luck,' which comes to only few of us.

"This same 'luck Is a curious gift. It Is
born with one, like beauty and good spell-
ing. There is a collector whom I know who
has this power of inducing people to sell
him their treasures. Many years ago I
found in East Hampton a lovely old farm-
house filled to overflowing with treasures
of every description. I tried repeatedly to
buy a few things, offering a good round
Bum of money. Politely, but firmly, I was
shown the door. I met my friend with a
'gift' a few days after driving away from
the place with a cartload of 'stuff' furni-
ture, china and pewter and in his lap wa3 a
huge bandbox covered with flowerd paper.
He pulled off the cover in triumph and
showed a bonnet of puckered silk, formerly
white, but now a lovely yellow, and float-
ing about It a veil of creamy handwrought
lace.

" 'You must have given your head for all
fids,' I cried enviously.

" 'Not at all; $5 for the lot, and they
threw in grandma's bonnet and lent me
the cart to carry the stuff to my studiol

"That studio Is to-da- y overflowing witn
what the collector proudly calls 'farm-
house spoils.'

"But of cup plates you cannot get too
many. There is no one piece of china which
sells better, is more sought after in ex-
change or which makes a more beautiful
collection, their very small size making
them easily cared for.

"There are collections of cup plates num-
bering HoO and more pieces, but a large sum
must have been invested and much time
and patience expended in gathering them.
There are many of these cup plates to be
found in the printed wares red, green,
brown and black but they are all of later
manufacture 1S13 and after and show the
lack of taste of the potters of that period.
Save when they show some historic view
they are of the smallest value.

"I am otfen asked what certain pieces of
china are worth, and generally answer:
'What you can get for them.' If you have
a cup plate, however, from three and one-ha- lf

to four and three-quarte- rs inches In
size, and if it is not badly cracked or dam-
aged, you may say to yourself as you weigh
it in your hand, 'Which is the better, my
plate or a five-doll- ar goldpiece?'

"The words E Pluribus Uiium,' which are
so often used on our coins, were also seized
upon by the English potters who made
patriotic wares for our market. It is almost
safe to say that any piece of china with
these words on the back is of historic in-
terest and value, for it was probably nw:1
by E. Wood, Burslem or by T. Mayer, both
of them famous potters, the Woods the
more so, for the Mayer pottery, at Stoke,
put forth only one set of American de-
signs. These were the arms or seals of
the original States. They may be found
on plaUs and platters, very handsomely
printed in the well-know- n rich dark blue,
and enriched with a border of trumpet
llowers and stars.

"The cighteen-lnc- h platters In proof co-
nditionthat is. absolutely perfect are very
valuable and very hard to lind. A set of the
whole thirteen would be a wonderful deco-
ration lor u dining room, but a very costly
one as well, for a "person could never hope
to get them all unaided, and as soon as a
dealer is called upon the price soars sky-
ward.

"What would be the feelings of the old
potters who worked in the tlrst quarter
of the nineteenth century and sent over
their stoneware or semi-chin- a should they
know the prices which these wares bring
to-da- y? Made to sell for about a shilling
each piece, printed in blue because it was
cheap and durable, they little dreamed how
their work would soar In value."

Hints to the ovhe AVho Wimlien to
Make a Hit an a Speaker.

What to Eat.
To the witty after-dinn- er speaker belongs

rightly the glories of tho feast. Many a
man returning from a banquet assailed by
his wife with "What did you have to eat?"
says sleepily, "Oh, I don't remember the
feed, but I heard some rattling good stories.
Judge X told the b?st one I ever heard."

To-da- y every club or formal dinner of any
pretentions alternates or follows its menu
courses with toasts, and woe be unto him
who tries to breast the waves of the social
swim without a ready tongue, quick at
repartee and a memory tenacious where
good stories are concerned.

At the formal banquet attendant upon
conventions or given In honor of some dis-
tinguished guest, the programme commit-
tee takes care of the toasts and notifies the
men who will be called upon, and assigns
to them their subjects. Then It is the duly
of the latter to prepare themselves, with
fear and trembling, if they be nervous and
affected by stage lrisht. It is no small task
to prepare a toast for the wise man "Hoes
not take over ten or fifteen minutes, and
the gist of his remarks mu.n be crowded
Into this small space of time. The novice
writes out his toust and commits it to mem-
ory or makes notts, but the old stager gets
a general Idea of what he wishes to tell
his comrades and trusts to the Inspiration
of the hour, company and the dinner. Men
who are the best extemporaneous speakers
generally make notes, mentally or on a
card, while others are speaking and rise
fully prepared with frerh ideas. The man
who starts Ms toast with a story generally
makes a hit if he gets to the point quickly
without wearisome details. The popular
man sits down while they are clapping for
more, and the man who comes last on the
programme makes the biggest hit if he can
give but four lines of a good toast, for too
much speaking is wearisome.

At a formal banquet everything lies with
the toastmaster. He calls upon speakers
fcr the toasts, generally outlining the sub-
ject, and introducing the speaker with a
few brief remarks, something like:

"Gentlemen, we have with us this evening
one who Is recognized as an authority on
the tariff, and who has kindly consented to
addres3 us on 'Cuba and the Tariff.' I have
the honor to Introduce Senator Black." The
guest of honor Is welcomed by applause.

The wordy toastmaster is a bore, and one
who makes long speeches between toasts
should be tabooed. In the case of club ban-
quets the president generally acts as toast-maste- r,

and in his absence the vice pres-
ident. The committee provides him with a
list of toasts and speakers, and if there is
an unexpected honored guest he is called
upon after those who have been asked first
are given a chance. It is quite proper at
table to send a note to the toastmaster ask-
ing that a certain guest be called upon for
a toast, but to arise and publicly ask that
he be called upon would be a gross breach
of etiquette. After the formal toasts, if the
toastmaster calls for Informal remarks it is
proper to call for a certain guest, but other-
wise the matter lies with the chosen toast-maste- r;

his authority is absolute. It Is al-
ways in order at the close of a banquet to
suggest a rising vote of thanks or a health
to the president, host or toastmaster. An-
other little point, the man who is toasted
does not raise his glass, but simply bows
his thanks. It is to call down ridicule on
one's head to drink to himself, yet many
men at public banquets are seen drinking
their own healths.

"Suppose," says a man, "I go to a ban-
quet and have nothing to say on the sub-
ject under discussion, but do know a good
story? Shall I keep still or shall I tell the
story?"

Tell the story by all means. A banquet
Is not a schoolroom, where pupils may re-
cite only on certain topics, but it is a feast
where each guest is asked to contribute to
the general entertainment.
