FAVORS A PRIMARY LAW

int. c. i:. nco says it is ih:st
METHOD FOIl IlALLOTINCi.

Practice of Ilaylnsr and Selling Votes
Condemned Sermon of the Hev.

II. W. Kellogg.

"The primary election law. no matter
what its defects are, remains yet the most
democratic method of expressing the elec-

tive franchise."
DrC. E. Bacon, of Roberts Fark Church,

In giving some good advice last night to
the Christian citizens, took advantage of
the occasion to say a good word for the
primary system and incidentally to con-

demn unstintedly the evil of vote buying
which accompanied the irimaries recently
held.

"There Is scarcely anything more sub-
versive of the Interests of the State." he
remarked, "than the practice of buying
and selling votes at a primary or any-

where else. The buyer is as bad, if not
worse, than the seller and should be dealt
with as such. The party caucus, the candi-
date or the 'practical politician that adopts
a policy of corrupting voters should be
made to understand that they are striking
directly at the heart of our liberties.

"The 'practical politician tells us with
a sneer at our theories that the votes are
in the market and might as well be bought
by one party as another. Any other kind of
talk, they sa3 is all foolishness. Now the
fact of the matter is that there are always
some men In every community who would
sell anything, nd matter how sacred. These
fellows should be handled In the proper
fashion and not be led and encouraged by
the party vote buyer.

"I am very much of opinion that citizen-
ship should be taken out of the realm of
impulse and placed where It belongs, in
the realm of principle. If Christians were
better citizens the gospel might have a
chance.

"The sentiment of sermons and gospel
meetings should be carried to the polls. I
do not believe in a church-governe- d State
or a State-govern?- d chuf?h. I do believe
in a Christian church and a Christian State.

"One obligation that is fastened to Chris-
tian citizenship is to vote. Another ac-
companying that is to vote intelligently. I
will admit that the latter is sometimes
pretty difficult. But the difficulty removes
In no sense the obligation. A Christian
should be willing to pay his debt of duty
to the State by serving it and serving it if
he loses something by it. He should serve
iL patriotically. People sometimes talk of
patriotism when they mean something that
i nine-tent- hs self-intere- st and one-tent- h de-
sire for glory. A Christian citizen should
make his vote count for the most. By that
I mean that he should vote for the men
whom he thinks will administer affairs ac-
cording to the Christian conception of tha
proper manner of administration.

"We Anglo-Saxo- ns ought to vote right,
because there is nothing in the world we
like better to do. Voting expresses a sense
ot our liberties; it is a concrete expression
of them. Men will fight quicker for inter-
ference with the privilege of casting bal-
lots than for anything else. The cause of
the fierce struggle in South Africa was the
course pursued by the Boers In shutting the
outlanders from a share in the ballot."

Dr. Bacon's sermon was heard by an au-
dience that crowded the church. At the
close of the sermon proper he addressed a
lew words of advice to young men.

' IX THE XIXKTKKNTH CENTURY.

Her. II. XV. IvelloKK Tells What Was
Accomplished In a Religious "Way.

The topic of the morning sermon of the
Rev. H. W. Kellogg, of Central-avenu- e M.
E. Church, was "Blessed Is lie that Cometh
In the Name of the Lord." He said: "The
nineteenth century was the culmination of
the preparatory work upon which the
church and the Christian world had en-

tered to subdue the nations and all peoples
to Christ. Each of the centuries prior to
that had the special work of Its day for this
end. It was now clearly seen what have
been the four chief forces in this prepara-
tory work. The first was the spiritual
force which broods over men and nations,
leading them along the lines of the broth-
erhood of man under the fatherhood of
God in the preparatory work of uplifting.
This led and guided the missionary into the
dark places of the world. But it was found
that the idolatrous world would not ac-
cept a religion antagonistic to their own.
And so another work was essential in the
dissemination of the gospel and religion
of Christ. Educational power was then
seized upon as a supplement in the mission-
ary field. Japan resisted the work of the
spiritual forces because it antagonized its
own religion, but It accepted the intro-
duction of the educational force, and in
the subsequent years the results were, mar-
velous in the spread of the religion of
Christ. There are many ether examples
of this in other nations, but it was most
marked in Japan. It was this educational
force supplementing the spiritual force in
China that alarmed Idolatrous China lest
their own religion should be overthrown,
that caused recent Boxer uprisings. But
now the Christian nations had become so
profoundly impressed with the value of the
missionary work that they united and
stayed the Boxer rebellion and for the first
time the great nations of the earth seemed
permeated with the missionary and edu-
cational spirit for better things.

"Under the uplifting influences of mis-
sionary teachings a South African asked
for a calico shirt, and then a pair of duck
trousers. These begat another demand and
he called for a three-legge- d stool, for he
had before sat in the dirt, but now he
needed protection for his apparel. That
was the effect of educational work, and
here we have the beginning of the commer-
cial factor in uplifting, and this is the third
step in the work. And so the commercial
force is another one of the great uplifting
factors in the Christian civilization. It
is doing and is destined to do a wonderful
work in carrying the gospel of Christ to the
dark places of the world. The Introduction
of medical science in the missionary field
may Justly be called the fourth factor in
this uplifting. The heathen see how it
heals the body and saves the lives of their
own people, and this opens the way anew
to the missionary. The field Is now equipped
with the Holy Spirit through the gospel
of Christ, with facilities for removing dark-
ness and ignorance in the. use of the educa-
tional forces, which broadens character and
begets demands of civilization; this opens
up the commerce of the world, which more
and more make all nations akin, and medi-
cal science quickly supplemented, heals
and saves life, reassures and opens wider
scoi e to the work. This nation is taking a
very larg interest in all this work, though
it is misunderstood by some people, and
some decaying nations. Some years ago
Spain sent a commission to this country
to learn and report the secret of our won-
derful progress and prosperity. They went
to Chicago to study these questions, and
ioon made the kind of report the Spanish
people and nation wanted. The commis-
sion said the secret was the getting- - of gold,
that the purely commercial idea was the
heart and center of the I'nited States. In
these later years how sadly the Spanish
people learned that it was the love of hu-
manity which dominated America, and led
her to sacrifice the blood of her sons and
to pour out millions of her treasury and
not the commercial spirit, which is but an
Incident naturally following the open way
made by her love of humanity. And now
the same beneficent work Is proceeding
under these four forces to uplift the Phil-
ippine people, and this great and benefi-
cent Nation has projected the educational
work at public expense formerly left to
the missionary and free contributions to
support it. The twentieth century is to wit-
ness an acceleration of this work of the
love of man for his fellow that few have
dreamed of even, and it Is all to culminate
in brtnglng the world closer and closer to
Christ."

i:thieiil mid Itcllfciuus Revivals.'
To th Kditor of the Indiana polls Journal.

I am Interested In an editorial paragraph
which appeared In your lsue of March 22.

It reads as follows:
Isn't a revival of religion always sup-

posed to be ethical In its nature? If so,
thn why such special stress upon the

ethical qualities of the revival meetings to
be conducted at the Y. M. C. A. rooms this
week?

May I, for myself, as one interested in
the movement, attempt to answer your
question? It Is true that every revival
of religion is "supposed to be" ethical in
Its nature. But supposition and fact are
often far apart, and the dominant char-
acteristic of some revivals 1 have known
was the utter absence of the ethical ele-
ment. Within two years I have heard
this categorical and unmodified statement
from one of the leading pulpits of this
city: "The moral man Is a menace to the
community" the plea being that to be
moral only had no virtue, and that to
bo right one must be religious. It is my
conviction that a man can be religious
only as be is moral, and that the moral
or ethical element lies at the basis of
every religious life, or, better, of every true
life. Life is one. Membership In a church
does not make a man religious, nor does
nonmembership make him a saint or sin-
ner. It is the ethical element which makes
his life worthy or worthless. The word
"ethical," then, is used in connection with
these meetings, not to introduce a new idea,
but to lay emphasis on an old and very true
law of our life, and to make a distinction
between "ethical" and emotional or senti-
mental.

The movement is not narrow or sectarian,
but for all men without any religious con-
siderations. The meetings are to be held
in the Y. M. C. A. because no other central
place could be obtained, and In the Meridian--

street Church because it is most con-
veniently situated and equipped. As far as
any selfish Interest of those who engage
in the services is concerned they could be
held anywhere. The movement is wholly
informal, and, so far as the men who are

are concerned, purely acci-
dental. The phrase to which you call at-
tention: "An ethical revival of religion
for personal and social righteousness,"
seems to express that which lies in our
minds in distinction from any movement
on any other basis.

I take occasion to thank you for your
friendly attitude toward this and toward
all movements which seek the larger life
of men.

STORY OF ALLEGED ASSAULT.

Mrs. France Smith CInIm to Hnve
Ileen nnnnhlf Used.

Mrs. Frances Smith, an elderly woman,
created a great amount of excitement last
night in the neighborhood of New Jersey
and South streets by giving out the in-

formation that she had been assaulted by
a man In the alley In the rear of 323 East
South street.

Before she
could answer the man had grabbed her by
the throat and forced her to the ground.
He ke;t his hand tightly on her throat, she
said, in I she could give no cry for help.
She su.d after the man released her he ran
south through the alley.

Captain Hyland, in talking to Mrs. Smith,
ascertained that she was not certain that
the man accomplished his purpose. To
many of the questions asked by the police
Mrs. Smith gave evasive answers. Mrs.
Smith told several stories concerning her
actions and gave the impression that she
was trying to shield some one. She told
the police that she had been working in a
private family on South Delaware street,
near McCarty. Patrolmen Jordan and
Clolnish went to every house in that locality
but no one knows of Mrs. Smith or ever
heard of her. It is said she was separated
from her husband about one year ago. She
said she had three boy? and one girl, but
she does not know where they are.

It is thought she con-
tracted it by .visiting the home of her
parents.

At 228 North Missouri street the health
officers learned that Hazel Humble, a girl
twelve years old. had smallpox and after
examining the house it was put under
quarantine.

PALM SUNDAY SERMONS

LIFK OF JESTS CHRIST DISCUSSED
II Y T1IHEK CITY PASTOItS.

Hev. Allan It. Philpntt. Iter. Joshna
Stnnnfleld and Ilev. II. C. 3Ieserve

on This Snhject.

The Central Christian Church was crowd-
ed yesterday morning and the pastor's
Palm SunJay sermon took rather a prac-
tical turn. The text was Proverbs ill, 9:
"Honor tha Lord with thy substance." Mr.
Phllputt said in part: "Inasmuch as this
week is set apart for prayer and self-deni- al

In the interests of the work done by our
Christian Woman's Board of Missions, 1

have been asked to preach upon self-denia- l.

I believe, however, that a discussion
of the larger problems of church financing
which lies back of this will do more good.
Self-deni- al willingly and cheerfully as-

sumed for a week or a month or for any
period of time is beautiful and has high
religious sanction. I do not think much
of It as a mere fashion touching only the
surface of life the man smoking only four
cigars a day instead of five, the woman
doing with one matinee a week instead of
two, and the family walking to save a few
street-ca- r tickets for the Lord but under-
taken In a real and sincere way it is good
for the soul and also for the body. Nor do
I think It is necessary to impoverish the
body. Between the things we absolutely
need and the many luxuries and vanities
we ought not to have there is a broad field
for the exercise of this beautiful spirit
which we ought to observe more than
we do.

"What the church really needs to-da- y is
the spirit of liberality, exhibiting itself all
the year round.. Many church members
have not learned the blessedness of giving.
The Bible always regards it as a spiritual
exercise, as much a part of worship as
praise and prayer, and sorely needed to
assure our own hearts that we do love
God and desire to honor Him. When a
man gives money regularly and liberally
to his church and to benevolence It goes a
good ways to establish the sincerity of his
faith. Many churches are struggling with
debt even in the matter of current ex-
penses, not because their obligations are
beyond their means, but because half the
membership give nothing and too large a
per cent, of the other half give meagerly.
We need to-da- y a strong, clear note on this
subject that will reach the conscience. This
noble institution of the ages that was once
the dispenser of alms, the builder of splen-
did cathedrals, the foster mother of edu-
cation, and the refuge of all that were op-
pressed stands to-da- y, hat In hand, strug-
gling with current expenses! And this,
too, in an age when she hap been shorn
of all her benevolences and charitable
deeds except the maintenance of formal
worship. This is an age of prosperity be-
yond the dreams of the past. It is an age,
too, that needs the grace of God and the
sobering restraints of religion more thanany other. All talk that religion is diffused
and no longer needs the church and organ-
ized propagandism is sheer nonsense. What
we need is a bolder assertion and a better
demonstration of the value of good doctrine
and simple, wholesome Christian living.
Here is the great sublime motive In giving
not to relieve a stringency or cancel a debt,
but first of all to honor God. To what ex-
tremities churches sometimes go in efforts
to raise money would be ridiculous if itvere not so pathetic.

"In making returns of their expenses in
the recent primary election I notice thatevery candidate so far has mentioned gifts
to churches along with cigars, car fares and
refreshments, whatever the latter may
mean. I don't blame the candidates, but
I do feel ashamed for the churches thatthey should take advantage of such a crisis
to replenish their treasuries. Then look at
the labor that women take upon themselves
and as things go have to take upon them-
selves, out of pride and love for their
church, to keep the sheriff away. A little
of this social activity is perhaps a good
thing, but I believe men ought to be too
chivalrous to allow so much of it. What
is the remedy? Let every ono give so as
to honor God. "Bring all the tithes into
the storehouse and I will pour you out a
blessing, saith the Lord.' If we want a re-
vival this will bring it. If the deepening
of the spiritual is a problem this will deepen
it. Where a man puts his treasure his
heart goes with it. The evils I have re-
ferred to may not belong to large prosper-
ous churches as they do to little struggling
ones. But the germ of the evil is in all
alike. I will not stop now to question the
wisdom of planting so many congregations,
but I do feel that it is wrong to leave these
struggling infants around on the doorsteps
of every community crying for bread and
shelter. Let the strong help the weak and
not exhaust all their energies in helping
themselves. I have yet to meet a man that
ever regretted his liberality I for one have
often regretted my parsimony. Now thismay not seem as religious as strewing palm
branches in the way and putting our gar-
ments where the Master will ride over
them, but I believe it is. Let us bring our
empty pride and selfishness before Him,
that He may trample them under His feet,
and then we. too. may join In the shout,
'Hosanna! blessed is he that cometh in
the name of the Lord.' " .

PALM SUNDAY SEnMOTf.

Ilev. Joshna Stnnsfleld'a Theme at
Meridian-Stre- et Chnrch.

The Rev. Joshua tansfield, of Meridian--

street M. E. Church, yesterday morning
took his text from the twenty-sixt- h chapter
of Matthew and tenth verse, his theme be-

ing on the observance of Palm Sunday. In
part he said: "Palm Sunday a triumphal
and tragic day. The public life of our Lord
is coming to a close and the opportunities
for men to see and know Him as the light,
the life, the Son of God the great revealer

are also closing. The great feast which
typified His own sacrifice and crucifixion is
at hand, and with thousands of other de-
vout Jews He and His disciples are nearing
the holy city. After staying over night at
Bethpage at the house of Simon, the
leper presumably one whom He had pre-
viously healed of that dread disease arid
where the grandest triumph of His life up
to that time was. realized In the action of
Mary in breaking the alabaster box of oint-
ment, early next morning as they go for-
ward toward the city for the great prepara-
tory week, Jesus, for reasons fully known
to himself only, though certainly in fulfill-
ment of scriptural prophecy, makes His so-call- ed

triumphal entry into the city of
Jerusalem.

"But O how short lived this popularity all
was! And surely never by Jesus could have
been thought of as a triumphal and vic-
torious hour. The value of such royal en-
trance as Israel's redeemer and king, we
may, perhaps, not fully appreciate, but
that it ever gave Jesus any satisfaction,
few of us would dare think. He gives no
evidence anywhere of any Joy in the occa-
sion, except, perhaps, when the envy of the
Jews would have 111m restrain the shouts
of the people, he said. 'If these should
cease the very stones would cry out. and
here, indeed, it is not so much Joy in the
event as a sweeping rebuke of the de-
termined opposition and hardness of some.
The church from earliest years has made
much of the anniversary of that so-call- ed

triumphal entry into the city, the Greek
Church from the fourth century and the
Roman from the sixth. In St. "Peter's in
Rome to-da- y there will have been a great
pageant. The Pope, not on the colt of an
ass. but borne on the shoulders of eight
men, will be carried in the papal chair
around the cathedral, guarded by men with
drawn swords, ifnd followed by cardinals,
bishops, ambassadors and other dignitaries
In most gorgeous robes and trappings-stran- ge,

if not grotesque, commemoration
of the entrance of the lowly Nazarine and
after blessing the palms and exalting the
host, the vast audience will dismiss, carry-
ing with them the palm leaves or
branches as charms against disease or ill.
But the real triumph was not in Christ'sentry into the city but rather, as Jesus saw
it and John recorded it, it was on the pre-
ceding evening in the magnificent act of
Mary in the house of Simon, the leper.

OFTEN MISUNDERSTOOD.
"Truest love and highest Insight into

truth are always doing things which are
misinterpreted and utterly beyond the
understanding of selfish and sordid souls.
'This ought to have been given to the poor,'
or it ought to have been used thus or thus.
Who says this? Judas. And who is Judas?
A much-maligne- d man, 1 fear. A carefulreading of the synopsis gives reason to
think that he had no purpose of murdering
his master and Lord. He was a mun ofgood business ability; clear head, practi-
cal turn of mind. and. withal, a man whom
Jesus and the rest could trußt. I do not
forget that in the last gospel, one of the
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latest New Testament writings, and which
has furnished more than one evidence ot
what we may call editorial comment or
note by some otlier than John, in this writ-
ing, Judas is called a thief, but there Is not
a particle of evidence of this or the least
intimation in the other and older records.
Read the records carefully and there is
evidence that the practical mind of Judas
really sought to precipitate the entrance of
his Lord into the kingdom He was soon to
establish. Certain it is that he was the
most bitterly and gallingly disappointed
person of all in the final outcome of nls
deed. He evidently thought that Jesus
would beat back His enemies in this hour
as He had done on every previous occasion;
but O the disappointment, intensified step
by step, as Jesus yields in the garden, at
the Judgment hall, on, on, until finally
Pilate delivers Him to be crucified; then,
with tne utter miscarriage of his purpose
and the awful ending of his deed, crushed
and heart-broke- n, he rushes to rid himself
of the money that has now taken on a new
meaning and govs out and hangs himself.
If he had been less human and good he
would probably have done otherwise. Had
he been the man he is often pictured as be-
ing he would not have hanged himself but
would have rejoiced at his shrewdness and
gain.

"The sad fact and tendency in the life of
Judas was this: His so-call- ed practical and
keen business mind so kept him to the
materialities of life that he failed to rise to
higher and truer conceptions of doinc and
being. The tragedy of Judas arose wholly
because he lived on too low a plane of life.
A man of hard, practical materialities; that
is Judas, and it is Judas who asks, 'Why
this waste?' Judas who cannot understand
the spontaneous liberalities of love. And
the Judas spirit is in every age challenging
every philanthropy and benevolence, every
self-sacrifici- ng and redemptive work, and
this he does usually under the plausible
caption, 'Practical Good.' 'Could not this
have been given to the poor.' It could
but it was better given now for what it
recorded of personal love and confidence."

LIFE OF JESUS CHRIST.

Rev. II. C. Meserve's IiitereAting Ser-

mon at Plymouth Church.
Preaching yesterday morning at the Pil-

grim Congregational Church in West In-
dianapolis, the Rev. H. C. Meserve, cf
Plymouth Church, told of the dramatic
events which ushered in the last week of
the life of Jesus Christ and presented a
beautiful and interesting character study
of the Savior.

"To-day- ," he said, " is Palm Sunday, and
as never before in its history the world Is
considering the. significance of the events
which occurred in the last days of our
Lord's life. It was a most dramatic scene.
Not a tragedy nor yet a comedy but a judi-
cious admixture of both which relieves the
situation and makes apparent the value
of the details which come together in the
perfect whole. There is more here than
at first seems. For the careful look re-

veals Jesus in a hitherto unknown light.
The sudden and startling affection of the
people for Him is also fortln to their
usual attitude toward the Master, but if
we go back a little we can see how easily
the triumphal entry came about.

"Proceeding by easy stages to Jerusalem,
he had taught the people 113 perhaps He
had never taught before. He had relieved
much distress and had come nearer than
ever before to the hearts of the people.
The Pharisees could not stem the tide that
had set in toward Him. And although His
eyes were wet with tears shed over the
city He so much loved, was borne through
wildly enthusiastic crowds to the very tem-
ple gate. But He will not hear the exultant
shouts of the pilgrims. He will not seize
this moment to forward any movement for
a temporary kingdom. Absorbed in His
own thoughts. He loks out on the world
as represented by the city before Him in
a bitter scul anguish which has rothing of
the surrounding rejocing in it. While the
people are saluting Him as the long-promis- ed

Messiah. He is seeing as in a vision
the fail of the city and the near appear-
ance of His own cross. Here then is the
dramatic situation."

Coming to the subject of the klngliness
of Christ's personality, Mr. Meserve said in
part: "The King himself was not moved.
The King and His honors somehow did not
fit. Here was consistent humility con-
fronted by pomp and ostentation." Con-
tinuing, Mr. Mesere gave the word picture
of Jeu3 that occurs in the de-
scription of Him made by Len-tulu- s,

a Roman ruler in Jinka to the Ro-
man Senate. To the Senate Lentulus said:"Conscript fathers, there appeared in these
our days a man of fcreat virtue named
Jesus Christ, who Is yt t living among us,
and of the gentiles is accepted for a
prophet of the truth, but His own disciples
call Him the Son of God. He raiseth the
dead and cureth all manner of diseases.
A man of stature somewh.it tall and come-
ly, and in proportions of the body well-shape- d,

and His hands and arms delectable
to behold, with a very revtrend counte-
nance, such as the beholder may both love
and fear. His hair is of the "color of a
filbert, fully ripe, to His ears. whence
downward it is mure Orient of color, some-
what curling or waving around the shoul-
ders.
