Ihrox Park I)lnter Itesnlts In '21

lieatliK and -- " Injurie.
GLASGOW. April 6. The casualty lists

of th Ibrox I'ark disaster, when a num-

ber of perrons were killed or injured by the
collapsing of a spectators' Ktand during the
international football match yesterday aft-
ernoon between England and Scotland,
have been completed to-da- y. They eclipee
all the report and estimates of the casual-
ty which were current last night.

The disaster has resulted in tne death of
twenty-on- e persons and the Injury' of 2.7).

Nearly two hundred of the latter were so
seriously hurt that they were taken to In-

firmaries for operations and treatment. One
hundred and fifty of them still remain in
the infirmaries. A large proportion of the
injured h?d limb? broken, bodies crushed
nr.d mangled and heads and faces gashed.
Several more deaths undoubtedly will re-

sult from the most critical cases of frac-
tured skulls.

To-da- y the Infirmaries were besieged by
friends and relatives of the victims of the
disaster, and heartrending scenes were wit-
nessed when the names of those who died
to-da- y were posted outside the buildings.

The action of the authorities at Ibrox
I'ark in averting a more general panic by
permitting the game to proceed, while they
encouraged the impression of the crowd
within the inclosure that the accident was
not so direful, is now generally commended.
The Incongruity of the yells of applause
mingling with the groans of the struggling
fcufferers will never be forgotten by those
who witnessed the scene at the rear of the
terrace.

EVANSVILLE. Ind., April 6James

Hamilton McNeely, editor of the Evans-vlll- e
Journal-New- s, died at 6:13 o'clock to-

night.

Mr. McNeely probably was the oldest
editor In Indiana In active service. He
was born at Lawrenceburg, Ind., seventy-thre- e

years ago, and there became a print-
er's apprentice. He then went to Cincin-

nati and learned the trade. Next he went
to Indianapolis, where he was employed on
the Journal In the capacity of foreman of
the composing room and later became city
editor of the paper. The telegraph was
then coming west and he learned to be an
operator, being one of the pioneers In that
line. Later he came to Evansville and,
with his brother, purchased the Journal.
Some years later John W. Foster, after-
wards secretary of state in the Cabinet of
President Harrison, became a partner.
Mr. McNeely then sold his interest in the
paper and went to Richmond, Ind., and
purchased the Palladium, which he pub-
lished for a while. After that he bought
into the Terre Haute Express, and later
came back and repurchased a half-intere- st

in the Evansville Journal. He remained
an owner up to the time of his death.

Mr. McNeely's active life was coincident
with the growth of Indiana. As long ago
as 1S52, when the constitutional conven-
tion was held, he was prominent In the
affairs of the State. He was one of the
official reporters of that body and printed
its proceedings each day. He had a
prodigious memory of men and affairs. His
recent papers on the constitutional con-
vention indicate this faculty particularly.

He held comparatively few public offices.
He was postmaster at Evansville during
the war period, was an assessor of internal
revenue and was a United States commis-
sioner of Indian affairs at the time of his
death. He superintended the construction
of the federal building in this city and
erected the structure within the original
appropriation and turnd something like
$30.00 back Into the national treasury. This
was so remarkable that it furnished the
newspaper paragraphers of the country
the opportunity to have considerable fun.
Mr. McNeely, however, never took kindly
to their Jokes.

In politics Mr. McNeely was a Repub-
lican, and he was rresent at the birth of
the party. He was in the convention that
named Lincoln and attended every Repub-
lican national convention since, being a
delegate to several. He was one of the
best known me In the State.

SteamithlpB, Shops and Hotel Not Get
tlntr the Iluninc Expected.

London Mail.
Something has gone wrong with the

transatlantic coronation tratllc. The steam-
ship companies, eager to recoup themselves
from the disastrous effects of last year's
"tlump" in American visitors, have long
looked forward to the rush which they con-
fidently expected would begin about the
middle of March, and to the continued
crowding and crushing of our American
cousins across the ocean until within a day
or two of the coronation.

But all calculations have been set at
naught by the disinclination of would-b- e

travelers to book their passages. Two
years ago, when the exhibition was on in
Paris, all the steamship lines were booked
up to the last berth at the beginning of the
spring. This year the booking is not bet-
ter than at any other normal season, and
the steamt-hi- p companies have endless rows
of cabins to spare.

"I think the cause of it Is." said a steam-
ship agent yesterday, "that Americana
have become frightened at the reports of
immense sums that were to be charged for
bedrooms and for windows from which to
view the procession. The statements of
huge sums having been asked and given
for accommodation have been cabled over
to America, and people rjf moderate means
have, therefore, made up their minds not
to come here. It is another case of too
much greediness killing trade. If people
had been content to keep prices at their
normal figures they would not now have to
look forward to a rather depressing pea-so- n

that Is, so far as the Americans are
concerned."

The agent had nothing to say, however,
on the question of steamship companies
raising their transatlantic rates, which no
doubt had contributed toward causing ab-
stentions.

West End tradesmen are not at all
pleased at the idea of spreading the news
that everything in London will be dearer
than uual during the summer. In Bond
street this policy of frightening people
away is condemne-- d with much emphasis.

"Things are bad enough as It Is," said a
proprietor of a large Jewelry house, "and
we do not care particularly to see more
custom driven away. I hear from my
agents, not only in the United States, but
In France and Germany as well, that many
people who would otherwise have come to
London to view the coronation processions
have made up their mind .4 to stay away
because of the Incessant reports that are
going about that prices in hotels, shops,
theaters, restaurants, and even railways
are to be raised, and In many cases doubled.
Every visitor thus frightened away means
a loss' of a good many pounds to llrlllsh
trade. And 1 do not think wc can afford
it at this juncture."
