The Shlp-Sulml.- ly Question.
To the Editor of the Indlar.apollj Journal:

Since the organization of the American
ehip combination by Grlscom and Morgan,
which Includes many of the foreign sub-
sidized lines, there would seem to be little
reason left to warrant the American Con-
gress in pacing a shir subsidy measure.

Grain Situation liiMfttliiiK Influence
Suit Anlnt .Northen Seeiirities

Company Also a Factor.

NEIV YORK, April 21. This was another
day of very active and varied speculation
in stocks to-da- y. but the campaign for the
advance received rather a severe check.
The day started off with indications of a
repetition of the successful tactics adopted
last week, of heavy buying at some new
points to offset realizing at others. It so
happened, however, that the stocks in
which realizing was attempted, namely the
Western and Pacirlc stocks, were acutely
depressed by the threat of harm to the
crops and by the leave granted to the State
of Washington to file a suit in the Su-

preme Court against the Northern Se-

curities Company. The leaders of the cam-
paign for the advance recovered their po-

sition to some extent late in the day by a
vigorous buying movement In Southern
Pacific up to ftU. and In Reading and Man-
hattan, which were lifted respectively l"a
and 3T over Saturday. This induced a gen-

eral Covering movement in the whole mar-
ket and in some substantial rallies which
materially reduced the losses, but still left
prices generally below Saturday. The set-

back came in the face of promising aus-
pices for the advance. The Louisville in-

cident seemed to have convinced some of
the large Eastern banking interests that
the time was ripe for an advance, although
they had been inclined to deprecate the
movement Inaugurated by Western capi-
talists as premature, on account of th un-
informed prospects for th crop. The
steamship merger was accepted as ad-
ditional indication of the conlidence of
lare capital la continued prosperous con-
ditions. The result of the day's operations
In the market showed the Importance of
the outcome of the crop situation. The re-
ports of hot winds In the winter wheat
belt did not seem to greatly affect the grain
market, perhaps owing to the large long
interest In that market, but the simple
recital of the temperntures touched atpoints in Nebraska, Missouri and Kansas
was sufficient to cause a reflection of
anxiety In the stocks of the roads running
through that region. The weekly statistics
of railroad trafite reporting a decline in the
merchandise movement to the Southwestwere regBrded as corroboration of the
threat of harm to the crops.
