These New York saloons
are to be established by Mias Wald, a set-
tlement worker on the East Side of Manhat-
tan, with the support and encouragement
of the Clty Club The idea 18 to dlvorce
social drinking and entertalnment from the
fiuences which center in too
many saloons under the present system.
Iin London these places of entertainment
are called soclal halls, and that name indi-
cates exactly the purpose they are designed
to serve in New York. The typlcal tene-
ment offers a man mere shelter, with
neither rest, comfort nor social spportunity,
The saloon offers him all these, with food
in addition, for the price of one glass of
beer. When he has pald this price he is
free to the soclel opportunities of his club.
But the sales must be large to insure a
80 the inducements o overdrinking
and to gambling and vice follow. Athmpts
have been made over and over to overcome
attractions of the saloons by resorts
only temperance drinks for sale.
the expeéeriment has been short-
lived because an air of patronage or char-
ity has enveloped the places and because
the workingman wants his beer as well as
his smoke and his glimpee into the doings
of his own world. A few have thriven, but
they are a drop In the bucket to the needs
of the city. If the new movement makes
social centers that are attractive without
being dangerous it will have robbed the

THE SUN—A SERVANT.

Curions Motor Invented by an In-

genions Californian,

There have been many attempts to har-
ness old Sol, to make him work at man's
bidding o0 that his rays, trapped and put
to new uses, shall take the place of coal or
waood as a producer of motive power, Ulever
minds in all ages bhave been At wWork 1o
the necessary trap. Seveéral more
or practical machires have resulted,
Dut none 50 rfect, 80 full of praomisa¢, as
the great sun motor now engaged in storing
up the sun’s heat at the well-known Puasa-
Gena ostrich farm, in California.

By the sun’s heat water is boiled, the
steam working a powerful engine, capable
of pumping some 1,40 gallons of waler in a
minute.

From a distance the Californla sun mo-
tor looks like a huge open umbrella, in-
verted, and with a plece sawed off its top.
1t I8 balanced on a high steel Iramework,
and is at such an angle that it will
catch the sunbeams on its 1,758 mirrors
Each of these mirrors measures two feel in
length and three inches across, and reflects
the sunshine to a long c¢ylinder, coarre-
sponding to handle of the umbrella,
which holds about a hundred gallons ol
water, The boller is made of steel, cov-
ered with a heat-absorbing malterial.

The hot persistent Californla sun
shines almost every day of the year
reflected from the mirrors on Lo the
causes such heat that it is possibie
tain 150 pounds of steam pressure In
hour from cold water. When the machine
is made ready for work—a task for a boy,
who has merely 10 turn & crank until an in-
dicator shows when the sun I8 truly fo-
cuszed on the mirrors—it will move around
50 that {ts face is kept turned to the sun
all day without further manipulation, un-
der the force of an automatic engine. The
boiler is automaticaly supplied with water,
a safety valve releasing the steam 1if the
pressure should become 100 greal

All dav, every day, from an hour after
sunrise to half an hour before =undown,
this tireless heat concentrator 3
shining face turned to the sun, storing up
an energy which may be put to aimost any
use. It works, under thée powerful Cali-
fornian sun, as well in winter as in sum-
mer,
