worth of medical supplies. The Dixie
passed out by Sandy Hook to sea at four
minutes past 11 o'clock.

Never, even during war time, did the
army subsistence department make such a
record in collecting a shipload of food sup-pile- s.

It was done In twenty-fou- r hours'
time, Co I. L. D. Bralnard bringing from
Philadelphia three carloads of supplies
neede.l to make up the shipment and pur-
chasing the rest here. The Dixie's cargo
contains 200.0m) pounds of bread, 5,0j0
pounds of flour, JX'O.OOO pounds of rice, 200,(MiO

pounds of codfish. 200 cases of chicken and
beef soups, lw cases of evaporated cream,
1'jO cases eoiJensed milk, 5,000 pairs of
trousers, 6.0") pairs of shoes, J0,0OO pairs of
khaki trousers.

ItGPOKTS FHO.U AMERICANS.

Dispatches to the .uvy, State and War
Department.

WASHINGTON, May ll.-T- he Navy De-

partment this morning received a number
of message s bearing on the Martinique
disaster. Lieut. . B. Ii. McCormiek, com-
manding the Potomac, sent the following
from Fort de France, dated yesterday:
"Inhabitants St. Pierre and sixteen vessels
destroyed. Surrounding villages uninhabit-
able. Island covered with destruction.
Ashes within five miles of Fort de France.
Provisions - needed ,. for Z),000 refugees for
ton days. Donated extra stores. Inform
commandant at San Juan."

Command r McLean, of the Cincinnati,
cabled from Fort, de France under to-da- y's

date as follows: "Arrived at St. Pierre this
morning. Came here for messages. Assist-
ing government of Martinique. New disas-
ter at St. Vincent. Have sent Potomac and
will follow If necessary."

Secretary Hay to-da- y received the fol-
lowing cablegram from Consul Ayme In
reply to the secretary's question as to
whether fresh water and food supplies were
needed, as follows: "Wat r not needed, but
food 'imperative for So.O.iO refugees. I have
cabled this to tho 'Governor of Porto Rico,
answering his query as to what was
wanted. I shall stay here to distribute sup
plies. The Cincinnati is here."

Secretary Moody to-a- ay received the fol-
lowing dispatch from Captain Yates, of the
Sterling, at San Juan, Porto Itico. dated
to-da- y: "Sterling left last night for rort
de France. Mentz in command. Capt
George W. Mentz is in charge of the light-
house establishment In Porto Rico.

Adjutant General Corbin also received a
cablegram from San Juan giving the fol
lowing list of stores on the Sterling, which
are in charge of Captain Crabb. quarter
master's department: "Subsistence stores
In pounds as follows: Twenty-on- e thousand
flour and hard bread. 3,000 beans. 3.0u0 rice.
E.0"0 bacon, 1.W milk, 2,000 coffee. 5.000
sugar. 2.20") codfish nnd salmon and 500 salt.
Quartermaster supplies: One hundred
blankets. 3.2M blouses and coats. 1,200 hats
11,000 shirts. 10.000 drawers, 2.UÜ0 shoes, 5,000
stockings, S.CKX) trousers."

The meeting yesterday called by the
American Chamber of Commerce of Paris
to raise funds was well attended and over
12.0u0 francs was subscribed in a few min-
utes.

Barnum & 'Bailey's circus, which Is to
givo performances at Toulouse. France,
next Saturday, will turn over the receipts
collected at the evening show to the Mar-
tinique fund.

At t'.e-reques- t of Joseph Chamberlain,
the B. tlsh colonial secretary, Sir Joseph
Dlnisdale. the lord mayor of London, has
opened a fund at the Mansion House for
the relief of the victims of the volcanic
eruption cn the Island of St. Vincent.

Former President Kruger, of the Trans-
vaal, has sent a message of condolence to
President Loubet. in which he says that,
although handicapped by circumstances, he
desires to emphasize his sympathy by con-
tributing S1 francs towards the Martinique
fund.

. Secretary of War Boot has accepted the
offer -- of Louis Klopsen, of the Christian
HerHld. to send l.oOo barrels of Hour to the
Martinique sufferers and directed that the
flour be carried on a government transport
t the stricken islanders. The offer to send
twenty trained nurses will not be acted on
until it is known whether they will be
needed.

The Jamaica Legislature has voted a
thousand pounds for the relief of the suf-
ferers of St. Vincent and Martinique. luri-ng the debate Secretary Olivier said it was
not certain the Imperial government even
now would see the desirability, in the in-
terests of tho Inhabitants, of evacuating
the Island of St. Vincent. He knew Great
Britain years ago considered a scheme fordistributing the Inhabitants among the
other Islands and thought the recent hur-
ricane and present calamity should decide
the course of the government.

The New York Chamber of Commerce
yesterday ratified the action taken by its
president, M. Iv. Jesup. for the Immediate
relief of the survivors of the Martinique
disaster by the purchase of the food sur- -
lies on the steamer Madiana and the send-n- g

F of additional supplies on the steamer
Fontabelle on Saturdav. and to take fur-
ther action for the relief of the sufferers.
The chamber alo indorsed the recommen-
dation of President Roosevelt to Congress
for a large appreciation of money and the
Erovision of ships and supplies for the

stricken people.
At a dinner of the West Inalan Club, held

In London last night, the Hon. Arthur Pon-son- by

declared that in view of the gener-
osity shown by President Roosevelt and
the American people toward the Martinique
sufferers, the peopl of Great Britain
should not be behind in emulating Presi-
dent Booetvelt's example and help their
own country on the Island of St. Vincent.
Sir Arthur said he feared, however, that
the fashion of donating funds for the suc- -
cor of the victims of the disaster on the
French island, set by King Edward, might
lead Englishmen to overlook their suffering
kinsmen at St. Vincent.

WhltelaTf Reld Banqueted hy the Nevr

York Union Leanne Clal.
NEW YORK, May ll.-T- he Hon. White- -

law Beid was the guest of honor at a
farewell banquet given at the Union
League Club to-nig- ht In anticipation of his
approaching departure for London as spe
cial ambassador of the United States at
the coronation of King Edward VII. The
banquet was attended by about one hun
dred gentlemen, including many prominent
figures in politics, linance and journalism
from all sections of the country. A full- -
length oil painting of Ambassador Reld,
draped with the American and British
colors, overhung the seat of the guest of
honor of the evening. Flowers and shaded
lights served as decorations for the table.
Selections of patriotic airs were rendered
during the dinner by an orchestra.

Among the invited guests were air Percy
Sanderson, the British consul general, and
Cornelius N. Dliss, who sat, respectively,
at the right and left of Mr. Reld; Senator
Chauncey M. Depew, Henry C. Payne, John
VV. CJrisss. X. '. Stranaha-n-, President
Nicholas Murray Butler of Columbia Uni-
versity. John A. McCall, and Charles Em-
ory Smith.

Cornelius N. Bliss, chairman, read a let-
ter of regret from Levi P. Morton, in which
Mr. Morton said he had expected to attend
the dinner, but was prevented by tempo-
rary indisposition.

Mr. Iii i S3 then read a letter from the sec-
retary of the late Archbishop Corrigan ex-

pressing the archbishop's appreciation of
Ambassador Rtld's public services and re-
gretting that his present indisposition
would prevent his attendance at the din-
ner. Mr. Bliss said that this was prob-
ably one of the last letters the lamented
archbishop had dictated, as it had been
dictated within a few hours of his death.

Mr. Bliss then offered the toast, "The
President of the United States," which
was drunk standing and with applause.
Addresses were made by Mr. Bliss, Mr.
Keid, Senator Depew, Charles Emory Smith
and others.

YVITII RHODES AT OXFORD.

College Friend of the Colossus Tolls
of IIIm Student Dnyiv nt Oriel.

Writer in Mainly About People (London.)
As an old college friend of the "great

man" of South Africa, I may, perhaps, be
allowed to add a few recollections of him
in the old days of our college friendship.
We entered our names together at Oriel
College, Oxford, In October, 1S73, and ad-
miration of that dear old house was always
the passion of Rhodes's life, second only to
that of carving out new empires for British
rule, or extending his railway from tho
Cape to Cairo. He once proposed to found
a new Oriel College in South Africa, and
without doubt would have carried out his
intention if the war had not intervened.

Cecil Rhodes was not a very industrious
student in those old college days. Ills
health was not very robust. Neither the
river, nor Cowley cricket grounds, nor the
old running path knew him as a competitor.
Nor was he over fond of study. Two years
ago, when the college entertained him as
the honored guest of the evening at the
Gaudy dinner he was sitting on the right
hand of the old dean the Fame dean who,
having fn older days a somewhat sharp and
sarcastic tongue, had said to Rhodes: "Mr.
Rhodes, don't you think that you could find
a more congenial sphere for the exercise of
your peculiar genius at New Inn Hall?"

Old Oxford men will recollect that New-In- n

Hall, now entirely destroyed, was then
a kind of refugium peccatorum where those
who could not pass their examinations
within the prescribed period and were
obliged for this or other reasons to leave
their college, could find a recognized shelter
and abode until the tyranny of examina-
tion was overpast. Rhodes was then being
reprimanded for neglecting to attend lec-
tures: his reply was decidedly ' characteris-
tic. He said in his deep, rather gruff voice:
"If you will let me alone, Mr. Dean, I'll
pull through."

At the end of his first year his health
broke down, and his place in college knew
him no more. He was ordered to go to
South Africa, where his cousins were al-
ready engaged in diamond mining. Rhodes
stayed out there exactly a year and re-

turned to Oriel, where we were all de-
lighted to welcome him back. He cared
not for multiplicity of friends, but was
very stanch and true to those of us who
knew him well. During that year of ab-sen- co

he made some money out of dia-
monds, and he used to carry some of the
precious stones about with him in a little
cardboard box, which he kept in his waist-
coat pocket.

On more than one occasion this box was
produced at lecture time for the inspection
of Rhodes's friends when the lecture was
more than usually dull. Presently it would
be upset and the stones scattered on the
floor; and then there would be a mighty
hunt and much confusion, and the lec-
turer would look up from his well-wor- n

MS. and exclaim: "What is the matter,
gentlemen?" - And the usual reply was
given: "Oh, sir, it is only Rhodes and his
diamonds!" and the lecturer himself would
Join in the hunt.

The Oriel "Gaudy," June, 1S0O, was a
memorable occasion. The University of
Oxford had just conferred the honorary de-
gree of 1). C. L. on the Hon. Cecil Rhodes.
In spite of much opposition on the part of
those who considered that he was an "un-
scrupulous adventurer." and was disquali-
fied for any such distinction on account of
the part which he had taken In the Jame
son raid. The lord chancellor was present,
representing Queen Victoria, the royal vis-
itor of the college, founded by her prede-
cessor. King Edward II. No reporters were
there to record the speech which Rhodes
delivered on the occasion, in which he bold-
ly defended himself against his traducers.
His eloquent words live only in the recol-
lection of us who heard him:

"You have compared me," he said, "with
Lord Cllve and Warren Hastings and oth-
ers who have made It their business in life
to act as pioneers and found empires for
the extension of English sovereignty. Even
some of these men, greater men than I,
have not escaped calumny and have been
tried before their peers for alleged miscon-
duct. But they were acquitted, as I have
been acquitted, though I do not deny that I
have made mistakes, and there are certain
events in my life which, if they occurred
again, would have been arranged differ-
ently."

Cecil Rhodes made many friends during
hl3 strange and brilliant career, but none
more true than those men who knew him
in his old Oriel days, ere the cares of empire-

-making and the magnitude of wealth
had left their mark upon him and dulled
some of those attractive qualities which en-
deared him to us in the days of early man-
hood.

Dr. AYIthrow' Charge.

As. was to have been expected, the charge
made by the Rev. J. L. Withrow, of Boston,
that society women swear like troopers,
has resounded like a call to arms through-
out the country. Singularly enough, the
women of cities other than Boston seem to
be the most indignant. In Chicago, where,
by the way, the Rev. Mr. Withrow came
from, his recent utterance Is regarded as
the result of temporary insanity. The so-
ciety leaders of Chicago say that never in
their lives have they heard a society wom-
an swear, unless, indeed, saying "Oh.
fudge!" may be called swearing, which, of
course, it may not. In Philadelphia there is
a cold and icy stare awaiting the Uoston
preacher whenever he chooses to go and
get it. "The women who make up society in
Philadelphia know nothing of swearing."
said one of the leaders. "There are some
women, of course, not in the best circles,
who think it a fad to swear, though in re-
ality It Is only a species of outrageous
vulgarity." This, s you will observe. Is a
hard one for the Rev. Withrow. According
to the Philadelphia view, he thought he
knew about society women, but In fact he
knew only about women who, "of
course," did not belong to the best circles.
They know how to deliver facers like this
In Philadelphia. Other cities are yet to be
heard from, but the prospect is that in
lookljg back upon the spring of tho
Rev. J. L. Withrow. of Boston, will ever
remember it as a chill and uninviting sea-
son.

W01TT BUILD NEW COURSE.

Nine Holes Will lie Added to the Pres-
ent Public Links.

Frank V. Lennon, the golf expert who
arrived last Saturday from Boston, to take
charge of the Indianapolis public links,-- !
to-da- y will stake out nine new holes which
are to be added to the present nine-hol- e

course, making eighteen-hol- o links.
The golf course that was laid out over

the ISO acres of plateau land Just west of
White river, and between Eighteenth and
Thirtieth streets, and which the Park
Board had intended for the new public
links, will not be used this season. The
entire matter was left for Mr. Lennon to
decide. "Undoubtedly this land could be
made into an ideal golf course," he said,
"but the expense would be ,000 or $6,003,
and then the links would not be in a proper
playing condition this year. What is want-
ed now Is a course large enough to ac-
commodate the Increasing number of golf-
ers. The present links are too small, and
an addition of nine holes is all that is
needed. Fortunately, the land over which
thp new nine holes are to be made was
sodded and rolled last year. All that is
to be done now is to cut the grass with
a large mowing machine, roll them all over
once more, then mow them with horse
lawn mowers. The soil Is splendid for
golf purposes. By Monday I expect to have
ten men working on the new links, and In
a few months the new nine will be in as
good condition as the old ones."

The new links will be Just north of thepresent course. The Big Four Railway
separates the two nines. The entire lencth
of the eighteen holes will be about 5.0XJ
yards. The new links will measure 3,000
yards, while the old ones are 2.000 yards.

AVhen asked about the condition of thepresent course Mr. Lennon answered that
it was In good shape, excepting the putting
greens, which are rough. He said these
would be royed and watered every day,
and will soon be in a perfect condition.
Mr. Lennon further stated he thinks theIndianapolis public links are superior to
the public courses or the East. The rea
son of this is. the Eastern links are
cramped for room, while here there Is
ample ground, and the turf here is much
better than that of the courses of the Fast

After the new nine holes are made, three
or four men will work daily on the entire
course, so that these links might be kept
up to tne nignesi sianaaru.
