Three Member In Favor of a Meter
Ordinance Clerk Siriener'n Suc-cfM- or

Is amed.

A meeting of the Council committee on
contracts and franchises, before which the
ordinance requiring meters for the use of
natural as is pending; ls expected before
the meeting of the Council next Monday
nlsht. It wa3 hoped to have a meeting to-

night but the absence of some of the mem-

bers from the city stopped this arrange-
ment. It ls possible the committee will
meet llonday afternoon to consider the
ordinance.

Whatever action the committee may take,
cr whatever action the Council may take,
must now be taken with a full understand-
ing of the attitude of Mayor Dookwalter on
the question. The mayor announced last
night that he would veto any ordinance
passed by the Council requiring the use of
meters.

"When this subject was brought up some
months ago." said the mayor, "I ap-

proached the discussion of It with my own
mind made up. Hut I felt as the question
was one of the greatest Importance to the
people of the city, and as there exists a
large element that does not believe the
Introduction of meters menacing and that
this is the proper solution of the gas ques-

tion, I felt that there should be a full and
fair discussion of it. The people who want
meters had a right to be heard and they
have had that right fulfilled. So far they
have brought out nothing that will cause
me to change my mind on the meter ques-

tion and I will veto an ordinance If passed
by the Council. Furthermore, whatever in-

fluence I have will be used to defeat any
euch ordinance.

"So far as natural gas ls concerned the
city of Indianapolis (and elsewhere n the
Hoosler gas field, for that matter) reminds
me of a man who has suddenly received a
rich estate. lie discovers a rich deposit of
money in bank at his command and he
draws with a lavish hand. In the course
of time his checks are no longer honored,
the supply Is gone. So with the gas. A
kind providence gave to us a rich deposit
which we have drawn on prodigally, have
blown into the air, burned in wasteful1
manner, and used heedlessly. The time has
come when that source of supply is ex-
hausted and kind providence has not
blessed us wtth the power to supply again.
Looking at the gas situation In that way I
cannot bring myself to approve the llgisla-i- ti

:n now pending before the Council."
Members of the committee say that they

. ioubt much whether the committee will
tver agree on a report. The division in the
committee is now reported to be cloe.
Three members, Messrs. Cooper, Holliday
:nd McFarland. favor the ordinance pend-
ing. It is understood, with modifications.
Chairman Negley and the Democratic mem-
ber. Wahl and Meyer, are opposed to it.
Councilman Sourbier, the seventh member
of the committee, has not expressed his
opinion, but it is not believed he will sup-
port a meter ordinance. Mr. Sourbier made
a trip to Indiana gas cities, where meter
rates are established and satisfied himself
on several phases of the question as to
which he was uncertain. He has refused
to make known the result of his trip. It Is
possible, by maintaining his noncommital
position that he will be able to hold the
ordinance in the committee for some time
'without a report.

The Indianapolis Oas Company announced
when the meter ordinance was introduced
that, unless the city made provisions for
the compulsory use of meters, the company
would have to retire from the business.
Tht company has been disappointed at the
delay already occasioned by the interruption
of the ordinance in the committee. Some of
the advocates of meters thought that if the
company did suspend service it would bring
more support to the meter side. It has been
understood, however, that if the company
retires, it will be for all time. John It.
1'earson. assistant to President Hastings,
of the Indianapolis company, would not
talk of the situation last night. It is inti-
mated that the company hestitates at the
large expenditure for meters aggregating
probably JiUO.OnO with the gas field in its
present precarious condition.

With the mayor arrayed against the or-
dinance, and the committee divided upon
the question, the friends of the ordinance
do not feel hopeful. If-t- he mayor should
veto an ordinance passed by the Council
It would require a two-third- s' vote to
pass it over his veto and there is no hope of
such a vote.

Clerk Slriener'a Successor.
Mtrle E. Sidener, clerk of the Board of

Fublic Works, will retire to-morr- ow to re-

enter newspaper work. He was appointed
to the position last October and has dis-
charged the duties with full satisfaction

He Is a Warm Personal Friend of Sen-

"1 think Mark Hanna Is the greatest
American to-da- y, barring none," remarked
C. M. Spitzer, of Toledo, who was here
yesterday with Governor Nash and party.
Mr. Spitzer is quartermaster general of
Ohio and is a warm personal friend of Sen-

ator Hanna. He and his wife were also
ardent friends of the late President Mc-

Kinley and family. Mrs. Spitzer was raided
at Canton. Mr. Spitzer is greatly pleased
over a conversation he had with a travel-
ing man on the train coming to Indianapo-
lis. The traveler had been South and they
were discussing politics. As a result of
his talk with the traveler Mr. Spitzer
formed the idea that Mr. Hanna is a vastly
popular man In the South. "I believe that
as th2 head of the national ticket Hanna
could carry some of the Southern States
that would otherwise go Democratic," said
he.

Within a few weeks Mr. and Mrs. Spitzer
will leave for their summer tour of Kurope,
which they make every year.

While In Paris last summer the Spit-
zers became Intimately acquainted with the
family of Count Montebello, and a son of
the count visited them in their home at
Toledo. The home of the count ls about
two hours ride from Prrls.

Spitzer were on their way to the count's
home last summer when they read an ac-
count of the shooting of President Mc-

CEREMONIES' BRILLIANT FINALE

TORCHLIGHTS CARRIED BY TIIE
31 ANY MARCHING MEN.

Crowd In Monument Place and Ap-

proaches Estimated at Forty
Thousand Persons.

If the numerous demonstrations attend-
ant upon the dedication of the monument
needed a vigorous finale to properly bal-
ance the events of the day It was forth-
coming in the demonstration by the United
German Societies of the city last night.
The programme carried out gloriously by
the federation revealed this element of cos-

mopolitan population to the people as ef-

fectively, if not as largely, as it might
have been. It also revealed the people to
themselves, for it cannot be remembered
when such a vast assmblage was witnessed
here.

Those who stood on the monument steps
and looked about saw surrounding the
monument, occupying all the space on Its
spacious steps and pedestals and continu-
ing south In Meridian street across Wash-
ington and east and west In Market street
and perched In every available window,
more thousands than the Inexpert could
guess. An estimate of the crowd by men
who are usually conservative fixed the
number at not less than 40,000. Those who
were elevated on the monument Itself were
amazed at the solid mass about it. This
mass thronged streets and sidewalks. It
was remarkable for orderliness and dis-

tinctly attentive to what was being done
by the officers in charge. Being remote,
however, from the scene of the ceremonies
it could not with certainty join in the ap-

plause and cheers that were given.
TURPOSE OF DEMONSTRATION.

The purpose of the demonstration was
simple. The societies united to perform a
patriotic duty as American citizens by
placing at the foot of the shaft a simple
wreath of evergreen and laying another at
the feet of the statue of trie great war Gov-
ernor, Oliver Perry Morton. This was done
with simplicity and without verbal cere-
monies. When it was done three cheers
were given with lusty voices, and from
the segment of the pedestal there burst,
suddenly and with startling explosive force,
showers of Roman candles, interspersed
with aerial explosives that bur3t with great
beauty. The great shaft was illuminated
luridly; ths spectators cheered. When It
was done the societies left for their own
celebration at Germania Hall.

The societies assembled at New Jersey
and Washington streets. Their parade was
a departure. All the marchers, to the num-
ber of about 2,000, carried torches. When
Grand Marshal Reiler led it around the
monument these torches were extinguished
and cast into huge braziers and consumed,
the flames reaching high and making the
scene pictuersque. The parade marched
from New Jersey street to Senate avenue,
countermarching to Meridian street and
then passing about the monument. It was
composed of four divisions, including thirty--

four organizations. One of its features
was the grouping of all of its Hags as a
vanguard. There were twenty-si- x In thegroup, and this feature was cheered by the
astonishing crowd that almost blocked the
street the entire line of march.

The first division, containing ten so-
cieties and the guard of honor for the flags,
was in charge of Jacob W. Loeper; the
second, containing six. Included religious
and benevolent societies, under George
Wolf; the third, containing eight. Included
the industrial, political and national so-
cieties, under Carl Freund. The fourth di-

vision, under Louis Mueller, was composed
of industrial and benevolent societies, in
number ten. The representation from each
was large, considering that many of those
who turned out are members of several or-
ganizations. Although late in starting, tne
parade reached the monument about the
expected time and followed its programme
with precision and alacrity.

THE TURNER SOCIETIES.
The turner societies, clad In their gym-

nasium suits, marched to the entrance to
the monument and climbed to positions
along its base. The great throng became
attentive as Trumpeter Alvin Schellschmidt,
of Battery A, sounded the call of "Atten-
tion." President Fred Francke, of the
United Societies, then deposited the wreath
at the foot of the shaft. It bore the sim-
ple words. "To Indiana's Silent Victors."
and the ribbon bearing the name. "United
German Societies." The other wreath was
with equal ceremony placed on the Mor-
ton pedestal. Mr. Francke made no speech.
He simply called for three cheers and they
came forth with a right good will.

There was a pause and Trumpeter
Schellschmidt sounded another call. There
was a moment of expectancy and then
from the four grass-covere- d segments of
the pedestal there burst a stream of red,
white and blue flame. Hundreds of Ro-
man candles shot to a height of nearly a
hundred feet, illuminating the shaft and
its stone and bronze groups with effective
coloring. The colored lights floated about
and were extinguished against the great
shaft. Great whirling bombs shot higher
than the lights and exploded like can-
nons. On all sides of the monument there
was a rain of sparks. While all this was
going on the four bands that had partici-
pated in the parade played alternately.
When the last sparks had fallen and the
shaft regained its usual appearance, the so-

cieties descended and marched to Germania
Hall, where they spent the remainder of
the evening.

There was no extra Illumination of the
monument except the electric lights that
surrounded the base of the balcony, 228 feet
high, and those that illuminated the let-
ters, "lSßl-C3.- " The shooting of the bombs
and the resultant shower of red. white and
blue sparks was Captain Beiler's method of
strewing flowers over the great shaft.

MeetliiK at (iermniiin Hall.
The German societies that participated In

the parade held a jollification meeting last
ni.-rh-t at Germania Hall. Capt. J. L. Bieler
made a few remarks In which he thanked
the societies for turning out in such large
numbets. The hali was crowded. A band
furnished music for the evening.

silent, thoughtful crowds rather than
cheering, vociferous ones. To most peo-
ple the sieht of the gray-haire- d veteran
marching with wet eyes under his beloved
flags was something to be witnessed rather
In reverent silence than with meaningless
huzzas. Both morning and afternoon when
the thin blue lines swept by people looked
on with a feeling akin to awe, and if the
cheers were suppressed and the shouts
checked it was because of that same feel-
ing that reverent silence is the best ex-
pression of admiration for things that ap-
proach the divine.

On the other streets along the line of
march, particularly on Meridian street and
on the Circle, the throngs were gathered
even more densely. From the monument to
New York street, the street ran in a white
line between walls of human figures. On
New York street, from E:-s- t street to Meri-
dian street, under the trees, more thous-
ands were waiting for the head of the
procession to appear. On East street to
Washington the sight was the same, peo-
ple, people everywhere waiting for the great
parade.

The crowd was full of brightness and
color. There were many women in it, and
the light dresses and brilliant ribbons added
the necessary touch. In the windows of the
hotels and the prominent buildings along
the line of march hundreds were seated.
The windows and balconies of the Columbia
Club, of English's Opera House, of the busi-
ness houses along ashlngton street, of the
buildings on Monument place held little
parties of men and women, women for the
most part, who waved handkerchiefs and
tiny flags in salute as the veterans marched
by.

Despite the size of the crowd and itseagerness to see perfect order was main-
tained. Not an incident occurred during
the parade to mar the success of the event.
Ropes had been stretched on the streets
where the parade was to pass, and the
flower of the police force had been chosen
to keep the public bck of the ropes. Ser-
geants of police with small details of men
were in position all along Washington
street, on New York street, on Meridian
street and at the Meridian-stree- t entrance
to the Circle. Another thing which was
favorably commented on was the cleanness
of the streets. Monument and Meridian
street glistened and shone as if they had
been scrubbed, and the other streets were
in nearly as good condition.

ON TIIE REVIEWING STAND.
While the vast crowds had been gather-

ing on the line of march, alive with impa-
tience and eagerness, the reviewing stand
on the monument was being filled with
prominent personages and invited guest3.
On the part of the stand directly in front
of the Meridian-stre- et entrance sat Sena-
tor Charles W. Fairbanks, bowing and
smiling in response to the frequent cheers
that reached his ears from veterans and
others who, in passing, recognized him.
With him was Gen. Ell Torrance, com-mander-ln-c-

of the Grand Army of the
Republic, a figure of great interest for the
Indiana soldiers, handsome, erect and
splendidly preserved. Gen. Alexander Mc-
Dowell McCook, of the famous fighting
McCooks. great leader in the civil war,
distinguished officer of the United States
regular army, special ambassador to the
coronation of the Czar and hale and vigor-
ous at seventy, sat with a smile of pleasure
on his clean-cu- t face. Gen. Lew Wallace
sat between Senator Fairbanks and Gen-
eral McCook and remained throughout the
review, occasionally lifting his hat at the
Cheers. Governor Nash, of Ohio, the center
of a brilliantly uniformed staff, occupied a
prominent place on the platform. Others
there were Maj. G. V. Menzies. Col. Ivan
N. Walker, Harry C. Adams and others
prominent in the dedication exercises. The
monument and the Circle presented a beau-
tiful picture.

During all this time the rattling music
of life and drum had been sounding from
side streets In the neighborhood of the
Statehouse. Veterans were coming from
all parts of the city to take their place in
the procession. In the corridors of the
Statehouse and on the green lawns the
remnants of old regiments were falling in
line. Along Washington street, between
Capitol avenue and Illinois street, were
other detachments. The head of the col-
umn was forming at Capitol avenue and
Washington street. Mounted on a restless
sorrel, Jeneral Carnahan was issuing or-
ders to his staff and sending out hurried
instructions by his handsomely uniformed
aids. On other streets uniformed organi-
zations not connected with the military
service wore waiting for the order to move.

At exactly 2:30 o'clock General Carnahan,
riding to the head of the column the
order "Forward, march!" and old soldiers
and young started with a single move-
ment. First came Police Captain Kruger,
driving ahead to keep the streets free from
any obstruction. Just bt-hin- d him a detail
of bicycle patrolmen skirted the edges of
the sidewalk and pressed backward am-
bitious toes. Chief of Police Taffe driving
and a platoon of big patrolmen under tho
command of Captain Hyland preceded the
grand marshal and his staff.

THE HEAD OF THE COLUMN.
General Carnahan and his officers pre-

sented a brilliant and Imposing appearance.
All In uniform, all riling fine-looki- ng

horses and all sitting their mounts
firmness and grace, they drew applause
along the lines of march. With General
Carnahan were Adjutant General A. II.
McDougall. D. N. Foster, R. W. McBride,
Irvin Robbins. W. E. Hayward. J. M.
raver. Dr. C. L. Wilson, H. It. Root. W.
E. Schilling. Charles Kahlo. Jacob L.

anil appeared as trim and soldierly as the
body of officers that followed.

Riding in the van of thes. the soldiers
of tb Sn;mh-m-1r:- Mi and Philippine
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wars, was Major Harold C. Megrew, with
Capt. George W. Powell, chief of staff.
Maj. W. S. Rich. Capt. F. F. McCrea,
Capt. Eugene Buehler, Surgeon C. E.
Wright. Capt. W. 13. Poland. Capt. T. A.
Winterrowd, Capt. R. AN. Garstang, Maj.
D. A. Thompson, Maj. 11. L. Huston, Capt.
J. A. Little, A. A. Womack, Robert A.
Brown and the trumpeters Harry Huston,
Thomas Sherfey and Harry Nicoll. Their
uniforms and accouterments, their saddles
and blankets bore the marks of camp and
tield and recalled to the spectators the
days when the Indianapolis volunteers re-
sponded to the call of President McKinley.

Separated from these by a space of half a
block came a small man riding a beau-
tiful gray horse, which caracoled and
pranced to the music of the bands. It was
Governor Winfteld T. Durbln riding at the
head of his brilliantly uniformed staff. The
Governor wore a silk hat, a black frock
coat and gray trousers. Amid the gold lace
and shining epaulets his simple citizen's
dress made him an even more conspicuous
figure than he would have been otherwise.
All along the line of march the Governor
was cheered. Women and men shouted his
name and flags and handkerchiefs waved
salute. His silk hat was in his hand the
greater part of the time as he bowed over
his horse to the right and left. When he
turned into Monument place from Meridian
street the waiting crowds around the mon-
ument gave the Governor what amounted
to an ovation. Senator Fairbanks leaned
forward and bowed and there were cheers
for both the senator and the Governor.

With the Governor rode Capt. William
E. English. Col. Ernest II. Tripp, Maj.

THE VETERANS' SUCCESSORS.
Then came the Indiana National Guard,

1.SO0 strong, company' after company, rank
after rank, marching In serried files. Brig.
Gen. Will J. McKee, commanding, rode at
the head. With General McKee as his staff
were Lieut. Col. F. W. Frank Lieut. Col.
William M. Wright, Lieut. Col. John T.
Earnett, Capt. Carroll B. Carr, Lieut. Har-
ry K. Scott, Lieut. W. A. Kreber and Lieut.
Guy A. Boyle. Mounted on line-looki- ng

horses and riding like centaurs, the staff
showed up soldierly and well.

Next came the staff of the First Regi-
ment, Col. George AV. McCoy, of Vlncennes,
at th3 head. With Colonel McCoy were
Lieut. Col. James F. Fee, Major Hawkins.
Captain Guthrie, Captain Gebhart and
others. The first battalion was led by
Major Theodore Louden, with his brother.
Captain William Louden, as personal aid.

Bain rode with the bat-
talion orliccrs. In the battalion was Com-
pany K. of Martinsville, under the com-
mand of Captain Emmet F. Branch, and
Company H, of Bloomlngton, commanded
by Captain William Hutchlngs; Lieutenants
Rutledge and Foster marched with Com-
pany K and Lieutenants Webb and Sutphin
with Company H. The second battalion
was led by Major William J. Coleman, of
New Albany. His staff was ma le up of
Lieutenant Gebhert and Lieutenant Sher-
wood, of Company E, of Evansvllle. The
battalion was under the command of Capt.
Julius Bloom. Company F, of Madison, was
led by Lieutenant Armand Rouse, and
Company C, of New Albany, by Captain
Otis Gandy. The third battalion staff con-
sisted of Major Coulter, Lieutenant McCoy
and Lieutenant Catlin. Company B, of
Terre Haute, was under the command of
Captain Thomas, Company I of Captain
Donohue and Company A of Captain Hop-
kins.

When the Second Regiment came in sight
the tigure of Col. Harry B. Smith riding
at the head was recognized by the thou-
sands of spectators. Colonel Smith on ac-
count of his soldierly bearing received
many cheers. Ills regiment presented a
fine appearance and its evolutions in the
parade indicated splendid drilling and hard
work on the part of officers and men. With
Colonel Smith were Lieutenant Colonel
Thayer. Maj. Frederick R. Charlton. Capt.
Hopkins, Captain Mahan, Lieutenant Par-
ous and Captain Jones. The first battalion
was led by Maj. Henry T. Conde. with
Lieutenant Moerhead and Lieutenant
Bridges on his staff. Company A was In
command of Capt. Charles A. Garrard.
Company C of Capt. Taylor C. Power, Com-
pany D of Capt. Hoyt N. McClain and
Company II of Capt. Harry M. Franklin.
The second battalion was led by Captain
Jericho. Company I was under the com-
mand of Capt. J. Russell Griffis, Company
F of Lieut. IT. O. Daly and Company CI of
Captain Wrightman. The third battalion
was led by Major Tarlton, of Franklin. His
staff consisted of Lieutenant Unversaw and
Lieutenant Sears. Company L was In com-
mand of Captain Loughrun, Company K of
Captain Kinter, Company M of Captain
Bragg and Company 1Z of Captain Middle-to- n.

At the head of the Third Regiment rode
Col. George M. Studebakt r. of South Bend.
His staff was Colonel Bowman, Major Bur-
nett. Captain Rennoe. Lieutenant Hill.
Captain Bex. Captain Dennis and Captain
Hunker. The first battalion was directed
by Major Feaser, who was assisted by
Lieutenant Horst. Company F was in
command of Captain Freyermuth. Company
E of Captain Graves and Company H of
Captain Hafert. The second battalion was
led by its major, A. L. Kuhlman, of Auburn.
With htm were Lieutenant Hlne and Lieut.
Brubaker. Company K was led by Captain
Lahnum. Company G by Captain Clapham.
Company D by Captain Meyer and Company
C by Captain Boyer. The third battalion
was under the command of Major Harri-
son, of Columbia. City. Company A was in
command of Captain Anheir. Company M
of Captain Harney and Company L of Capt.
Baum.

NEVER-ENDIN- G STREAM.
The long lines of militia poured through

the streets in what seemed to be a never-endin- g

stream. The youthful faces of the
national guardsmen and their swinging
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stride made the contrast between their
forces and those of the old veterans all the
more pronounced and significant.

Then a touch of red was injected Into
the blues and grays and golds of the pa-
rade. With a rumble of big, heavy wheels
On asphalt pavements, the artillery bat-
talion came on. The red stripes of the
men's trousers legs, the red insignia on
their arms and collars and the red hand-
kerchiefs that many of them wore knotted
around their necks gave them a distinctive
appearance which was added to by their
sure and certain movements. They were
a businesslike looking body of men, all of
them well built, muscular and vigorous.
The big, awkward-lookin- g horses drew
guns that were not pretty, but they were
grim and significant of real campaigning.
The Indianapolis battery A received many
cheers along the line, and the officers sat
a little strighter in their saddles and the
men held themselves more erect on the
gun calsscns because of it.

The battalion was commanded by Maj.
Frank E. Stevenson, of Rockville. Capt.
Reginald Garstang, Capt. Raymond P. Van
Camp, Capt. Garrard Comly and Capt.
Ernest H. Burford rode with him as his
staff. Battery A was under the command
of Capt. Harry A. Callon, First Lieutenant
Walter A. Heiskell, First Lieutenant Fred-
erick A. Swan and Second Lieutenant
Charles H. Dunlop. Battery B. of Fort
Wayne, was commanded by First Lieuten-
ant Cleary and Lieutenant O. S. Jones.

The brightest bit of color in the parade
was the tniforms of the William E. Eng-
lish Zouaves. The corps was preceded by
its drum corps. The Father Mathew
Boys' Bri-ade- , the Boys' Brigade of the
First Christian Church and other organiza-
tions came next in the line.

THEN THE GRAND ARMY.
Then came that part of the parade for

which all were waiting the most anxiously.
A block behind the organizations that pre-

ceded it came the van of the Grand Army.
Two great banners that of the Depart-
ment of Indiana and the United States flag

were carried at the head. Behind the
gray-haire- d color bearers, erect and youth-
ful in appearance, came the new com-

mander of the department, Benjamin
Starr, of Richmond. At his side was As-

sistant Adjutant General Smock. and
Mayor Charles A. Bookwalter marched
just behind them.

The scene as the veterans swung into
Monument place from Meridian made men's
blood run a little faster and hearts to beat
with patriotic exaltation. The distin-
guished men who were seated on the front
of the reviewing stand removed their hats
and rose to their feet to pay greater honor
to the old soldiers. File by file they came
on stepping briskly to the stirring music of
fife anu drum. As the column wheeled
past the reviewing stand the first veterans
to appear caught sight of Senator Fair-
banks. Out of the ranks came a cheer
and the repeated cry of "Fairbanks!"
"Fairbanks!" "Fairbanks!" Across the
distance of the street bronzed hands were
extended toward the senator, and old men
paused a moment in their stride to bow to
him. The scene approached the extraordi-
nary. As the senator's name was on the
lips of the veterans women waved their
handkerchiefs and rhrered. General Mc-
Cook and General "Wallace leaned forward
that they might not miss a glimpse of the
scene. The senator was deeply affected
by the ovation which he received from the
veterans and he disguised his emotion un-
der smiles. Th"re were calls for General
Wallace and General McCook, both of
whom had led at one time or another some
of the old men who were passing in review
before them. Both, too, were somewhat
overcome by their emotions as they looked
down on the splendid remnants of Indiana's
war volunteers.

One of the first posts that appeared was
the John A. Logan Post, of Lafayette. At
it3 head with set f;ces and the old, war spir-
it shining out of their flashing eyes marched
the old lifer and drummer. The flrst wiih
Hps pursed out filled the air with the
strains of "John Brown's Body Lies Mold-erin- g

in the Grave," and to his quickening
music responded the drum beats of his
comrade. In the Auten Post marched Major
Foote, of Crawfordsviile, a hero of two
wars, his long gray hair falling to h!s
shoulders and his white beard and mus-
tache military In cut. Then came a few sur-
vivors of the old

Indiana, marching beneath their tat-
tered battle flag. A color bearer grasped
it lovingly to his breast and wived it
proudly toward the reviewing stand.

INDIANAPOLIS VETERANS.
'The next to appear was the George II.

Thomas Post of Indianapolis. Prominent
in its ranks were Judge Vinson Carter,
Judge Henry Clay Allen, Judge John I
McMaster, Judge Stubbs. Gen. George l
McGinnis, Col. Z. A. Smith. Col. McClain.
Gen. Irvin Bobbins and Admiral Brown.
As it passed the reviewing stand there
arose a storm of cheers which went straight
to the hearts of the veterans. They smiled
like children and passed with face gleam-
ing. The Sol Meredith Post, of Richmond,
and the Martin Delaney Colored Post, of
Indianapolis, were next In line. As the
colored men appeared renewed cheers broke
forth. From the windows and the balconies
around Monument place flags and banners
wtre waved. The colored post h id a large
number of men in line and made a fine
showing. "They are the boys who went
Into battle shouting, 'Remember Fort Pil-
low, " called out a veteran, and again
there were cheers and a waving of flags.

The Williams Post, of Muncie, the John
F. Ruckle Post, the George H. Chapman
Post and the John R. Gordon Post followed.
The color bearer of the Gordon Post was
George W. Owlrgs, who retired from the
regular army after forty years of service.
He was recognized by many on the review-
ing stand and heartily vheered. The Major
Anderson l'opt. commanded by Dr. Sullivan,
formed th rear guard of the long line.
There were other posts that marched Just
as proudly and were as enthusiastically re.
eeived. Some contained only a b.ire- - hand-
ful of men. but all were animated by the
same spirit. At the rear eif the veterans
marched a line of soldiers of the Philippine
and Spanish-America- n wars. A detachment
of the Sons of Veterans brought up tha
extreme rear of the parade.

Marching westward around Monument
pluce tho veterans masked themselves
around the great shaft, while the mllitlfi
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and the other orKanlzations continued we.t
to Illinois street and then north to New
York street, where thy iMyhandcd. (Jm.
Carnahan afttr reviewing the veterans
thanked the members of his ptaff for thlr
Fcrvices and nedved thf conKratuI.itlop.
