Institution Revolutionized Its Meth-

ods and Prospered Thereby.

Let me Illustrate how the changes have
been brought about by telling the story of
two or three great banks. One whose busi-
ness has now grown to national proportions
some years ago learned the lesson that as-
sets do not take the place of friends. Ev-
ery one knew that it was a strong bank, but
notwithstanding a yearly showing of large
profits it could not attract out-of-to- ac-
counts. Other banks with smaller resources
did ten times the out-of-to- business. The
problem was studied in a practical way. It
was found that the large bank with its
geat resources was a forbidding place,
where everybody received a chilling recep-
tion. It earned dividends, but it turned
away friends. When a country correspond-
ent paid it a visit he was looked on with
suspicion and questioned about his business
standing. No one called on hini at his ho-
tel or showed the slightestinterest in his
personal affairs.

The bank's staff was complete except for
the absence of a "specialist in the art of
making friends." Such a man was em-
ployed ard put In charge of the out-of-to-

department. He reorganized every-
thing, shattering rules and volatlng tradi-
tions. Then he turned his office into an in-

formation bureau for the accommodation
of visitors. He studied the r.eds of the
bank's correspondents, noted the subjects
they were Interested in and bad a plessant
word for every one who called. He acqitfred
the "convention habit" and went wherever
bankers congregated. That strengthened
his connections and made his institution
known throughout the United States. The
t ffect was magical. Business poured In from
nil sections until the volume of out-of-to-

accounts surpassed all previous rec-
ords.

That done, the bank organized Itself into
"a financial department store." It advised
correspondents that anything desired in
New York could be obtained by telegraph
without expense to the purchasers beyond
the actual outlay. One correspondent bank
reported a scarcity of female labor and
asked to have nine servant girls secured
and shipped West at once. They went the
next day. Another asked to have flowers
sent to a friend aboard a departing steamer.
That order was filled. A Western bank
wanted Its New York correspondent to in
terccde with the customs officials to cxpe
dite the arrival of a friend aboard an in-

coming steamer. It saved the traveler two
hours' delay. Another bank requested that
the New York Institution attend to the
comfort of a friend who was to undergo a
serious operation at a hospital. That was
done. Others sent dry goods to be ex
chanced, wanted, the bank to buy wedding
gifts and to see to the transportation of
friends from one railroad station to an
other. All these things involved the ex
pense of money, labor and energy. But they
were wortn wniie.

SXAKCS IX HAWAII.

Xoue There Sow, but There Is a Fear
Hint They May Come.

An interesting young man, tall as his

distinguished kinsman, the Governor of Ha-
waii, trod the mosaic at the St. James yes-
terday afternoon and inscribed himself as
J. D. Dole, of Honolulu. Although little
more than a boy. he represents some large
commercial Interests in the islands and has
been staying with his father at Jamaica
Plains. Mass.. for some months. He
started Washingtonward in company with
Governor Dole, but at New York branched
off toward Baltimore.

Yesterday he called to see the secretary
of agriculture, Mr. Wilson. His was an
unusual errand how to keep snakes out
of the islands of the Territory of the mid-Paclfi- c.

With the ben of good nature he
waited in the ante-roo- m till the secretary
could see him. and then the tall young
man made known his errand, after pre-
senting his letter of introduction.

"Are you trying to be a St. Patrick of
Hawaii?" inquired Secretary Wilson, as
he laid aside his spectacles and looked
searchlngly at the young man.

Mr. Dole explained why he had come to
talk about the exclusion of snakes. "There
are no snakes in Hawaii." said he, "but
we are fearing every day they will be in-
troduced there. The local oJhelals used to
assume the authority to forbid the land-
ing of snakes, but that day is gone by and
not long ago the treasury officials decided
that they did not have the authority to
exclude snakes from landing in the Terri-
tory."

"Well, I have considerable authority over
the movements of animals of various kinds
here in the States." remarked Secretary
Wilson, meditatively, "but I am afraid
I have not the authority to Issue a regula-
tion as to snakes in Hawaii. Perhaps I
shall be able to have the question taken
up at a Cabinet meeting soon." continued
the secretary, buoyantly, as though a new
idea had come to him.

This pleased young Dole, who is very
much in .earnest ' about the matter. "You
see." he added, "while we have kept the
snakes away in years gone by, we are
now In Considerable terror lest they be
introduced on our Islands by accident. We
have net allowed any snakes to come there
with circuses. But the soldiers returning
from the Philippines are bringing lots of
snakes with them. Out there the people
seem to keep them as pets, as well as to
catch rats, and the soldiers take the snakes
back home as mascots. As I have said,
we are very much afraid lest some of these
tnakes get loose from the transports. Once
on the islands the mongoose, as a pest,
would not be in it with them.

"That Is because the Islands would be a
perfect paradise for snakes," added Mr.
Dole. "There arc lots of underbrush where
they would thrive. They would soon cer-
tainly become a perfect nuisance."

"I shall try to persuade the Cabinet to
discuss the advisability of some precau-
tion against this pet." reiterated Secretary
Wilson.

Then other things touching th depart- -
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merit's policy toward Hawaii were dis-
cussed, for young Mr. Dole has other irons
in the fire than barring the reptilian king-
dom from these prolific islands of the seas.
He is chockful of business, talks business
like a veteran, and is concerned with vari-
ous commercial projects. He has been talk-
ing with business men in Baltimore, and
will sail soon for Honolulu.
