Baccalaureate Sermon Ity llr. Fisher
Address) by Dr. Howe.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
HANOVKi:. Ind., June 9. The baccalau-

reate sermon was delivered yesterday
morning by President D. W. Fisher before
the senior class and a large gathering of
residents and visitors. The text was the
familiar words from the Sermon on the
Mount: "Ye cannot serve Cod and mam-
mon." The speaker was occupied at first
with an exposition of the meaning of this
Scripture. Next, certain misapprehensions
popularly entertained as to wealth and
poverty and the possibility of a life of
service to God, and what that sort of life
involves, were considered. A caution against
Indiscriminate approbation or condemna-
tion of either rich or poor was given.

Then the sermon passed to its main sub-
ject, which was the timeliness ef the ad-
monition for this asc. and especially for
this country. It tvas acknowledged that u
strong current of Idealism Is running In the
direction opposite to the tumultuous rush
after wealth, and to this 1 due the great-
est events of our past. Nevertheless, the
danger f niammonism was held up as
very great. Its Influence Is apparent even
in higher education and In religion. It was
pulnted out that no Individual can serve
these two masters, and that no nation can
do so. The American people must not
yield to this spirit, either in the form of
military conquest or commercial suprem-
acy. Whatever of expansion comes to us
must be in harmony with our great watch-
words of civil and religious liberty, equal-
ity before the law and protection for all in
their rights and privileges. The sermon
concluded with a few words In the same
line of thought spoken to the graduating
class

the Christian Association was delivered by
the P.ev. Dr. Howe, of Norwich. Conn., a
Hanover graduate of the class of '51. Dr.

ROME. June Z. The Fope was present at
the consistory held this morning.

United States; Prince Archbishop Skcrben-sk- i,

of Prague, and Prince Bishop Von
Preczna, of Cracow. The Pontiff also ap-

pointed several bishops, including the Very
Rev. William J. Kenny, vicar general of
Jacksonville, Fla., as bishop of St. Augus-
tine, Fla., in succession to the late Bishop
Augustine Verot and Very Rev. Philip J.
Garrlgan, vice rector of the Catholic Uni-

versity at Washington, as bishop of Sioux
City, la.

Subsequently, at the secret consistory, the
Pontiff delivered a short allocution. After
thanking God for preserving his life to at- -

tain the pontifical jubilee the Pope ex-

pressed his gratification at the pilgTlmage
to Rome and deplored the acts cf the ene-
mies of the Catholic faith in seeking to

Italy, particularly Rome, by
spreading the Protestant protection heresy,
Protestantism and pornography by writ-
ings, speeches and theatrical reprerenta-tlon- s.

All the cardinals now in Rome, numerous
bishops, prelates, diplomatists, Roman
nobles, the pontifical court and a host of
privileged spectators attended the consis-
tory. The Pope, who was in excellent
health, was everywhere received with en-
thusiastic acclamations. Judge Taft, Gov-
ernor of the Philippine Islands, and the
Americans with him were Invited to wit-
ness the ceremony. The party occupied
seats in the diplomatic gallery in the Sala
Rega (entrance hall to the Sistine Chapel.)
As the Pontiff passed he recognized them
and smilingly bowed to the Americans.

Thanks for the President.
LONDON, June D.- -A dispatch to the Tall

Mail Gazette from Rome says the Fope was
highly delighted with President Roosevelt's
gift of a complete set of the latter'a works.
and confirms the report that the Pontiff
issued orders that mosaics of St. Peter's
and the Vatican be transmitted to the
President with his thanks. These mosaics
are magnificent specimens of this branch
of art, and are made at the Vatican work-
shops.

IVO SECRET COMPACT.

Terms of the Treaty with Doers Are
the Same as Made Public.

LONDON, June 9. The suggestion that
Lord Kitchener, with the connivance of the
government, entered into a secret compact
with the Boers to Induce them to surren-
der, was denied by the government leader,
A. J. Balfour, in the House of Commons
this afternoon. Mr. Balfour declared that
so far a3 the government was aware no
pledges and no assurances were given by
Lord Kitchener which had not been pub-
lished.

The colonial secretary, Joseph Chamber-
lain, answering a question regarding the
agitation for the suspension of the con-
stitution of Cape Colony, said he had re-
ceived a petition from thirty-tw- o members
of the Parliament of Cape Colony in favor
of its suspension, and had awaited the ob-
servations of tho Cape Ministry on the
subject. An act of the imperial Parlia-
ment was required, he said, before the con-
stitution could be suspended.

Lord Kitchener, in a dispatch from Pre-
toria under to-day- '? date, announced the
surrender on Saturday and Sunda3' of 2,5X)
rifles, of which 44S were handed in by Cape
Colony rebels. The remainder were prin-
cipally from-Genera- l DeWet's.men. The
British commander adds that the cheer
given by the Boers for King Edward were
hearty.

BLOEMFONTEIN, Orange River Colony,

June 9. A strong contrast to the good feel-

ing between Boer and Britain is the bit-

terness existing between the burghers who
are surrendering under the peace terms
and those Boers who surrendered during
the campaign. When the Boer leaders
came to B'toemfonteln previous to the con-
clusion of peace they curtly refused to
shake hands with those who had previously
surrendered. The general belief Is that re-

lations between these two classes of Boers
will be embittered for a long time.

LONDON, June 9. During the debate on
the finance bill In the House of Commons
this afternoon the grain tax came in for
much criticism. Sir William Vernon Ilar-cour- t.

Liberal, demanded to know whether
the government Intended to tax as a war
revenue measure pure and simple, or
whether it was Intended as a lever to aid
in the negotiation of preferential trade
agreements with foreign countries.

The chancellor of the exchequer. Sir
Michael Hicks-Beac- h, repliedthat the
grain tax was impose for revenue only.
But without prejudice to the discussion
which would take place between the co-
lonial premiers in London, and which he
hoped would have good results In promot-
ing free trade between this country and
the colonies, he disclaimed completely the
Interpretation that the Canadian premier.
Sir Wilfred L arier, had put on the grain
tax. He did not see that free trade wl:h
the colonies should Involve increased du-
ties on the part of foreign nations, "but."
the speaker added, '"If we could have free
trade with colonies even some sacrifices in
that direction might be made."

The lord mayor read a letter from
the King saying that his Majesty consid-
ered assistance to the fund the most ap-
propriate gift- - the nation could bestow on
him The lord mayor later announced that

55,000 had already been subscribed.

VOTE OF 175 TO 3S.

Substitute for the Senate Meninre, nnd
It Contains Xo Provision for n

Body Guard for Presidents.

DEBATE ON THE CANAL BILL

XI CAR AGFA ROUTE ADVOCATED DY
SEXATOR HARRIS, OF KANSAS.

An Engineer Who Thinks It Is Feasi-
ble nnd Practicable, and to lie Pre-

ferred to the Pnnnmn Wny.

WASHINGTON. June 9. The House to-

day passed the bill to protect the President,
Vice President, members of the Cabinet and
foreign ministers and ambassadors and to
suppress the teaching of anarchy by a vote
of 175 to 35. A motion to recommit the
measure with instructions to strike out cer-

tain sections was defeated 71 to 123.

The bill is a substitute for the Senate
measure, which contained no anti-anarc- hy

provisions, but which did contain a pro-
vision omitted from the substitute for a
bodyguard for the President. The substi-
tute consists of thirteen sections. It pro-
vides that any person who shall unlawfully,
purposely and knowingly kill the President
or Vice President or any officer entitled by
law to succeed to the presidency, any for-
eign ambassador or minister accredited to
this country while engaged in the perform-
ance of his official duties or because of his
official character or because of any of his
acts or omissions shall suffer death. Any
person who attempts to commit any of the
above offenses Ehall be imprisoned not less
than ten years.

Any person whije engaged in an unlawful
attempt to Inflict grievous bodily harm
upon the President or any person entitled to
succeed him if he inflicts injuries which
cause death shall be . imprisoned for life;
if such injuries do not cause death such
offender shall be imprisoned not less than
five years.

Any person who aids, abets or conspires
with another to commit any of the above
offenses shall be deemed a principal. Any
person who knowingly harbors, conceals or
aids with Intent that he may avoid arrestor punishment any person who has com-
mitted one of the above offenses shall be
imprisoned from one to twenty-fiv- e years.

Any person who advocates the unlawfulkilling of an officer of the government or
of the government of any civilized nation
because of his official character, or whoopenly justifies such killing with intent tosecure the commission of the above offensesshall be fined from $5X to $5,000 and im-
prisonment from one to twenty years.

Any person who conspires or advises anyperson to assault or kill, within or without
the United States, the chief magistrate ofa foreign country because of his officialcharacter, shall be punished as follows: ifthe attempt Is made and death results such
offender shall suffer death. If such at-
tempt does not result In death the punish-
ment shall be a fine of $500 to $5,000 and im-
prisonment from five to twenty-fiv- e years.
If such attempt is not made the punish-
ment shall be a similar fine and imprison-
ment from one to five years.

Section 11 provides that no person who is
opposed to all organized government or is
a member of any organization entertaining
or leacning sucn opposition, shall be ad-
mitted into the United States, and that any
person who aids such person to enter shallbe fined from $C00 to $5,000 and Imprisoned
from one to five years.

Section 12 prohibits the naturalization ofAnarchists and empowers the courts to in-
vestigate, and, before issuing final papers,
to require the affidavit of the applicant
affirming the truth of every material factnecessary for naturalization.

The last section of the bill provides that
in all prosecutions under the first seven
sections of the act it should be presumed,
until the contrary Is proved, that the Pres-
ident or other officer was engaged in his
official duties at the time of the offense.

The thirty-eig- ht votes against the adop-

The remainder of the day was devoted to
the bill to transfer certain forest reserves
from the interior Department to the Asri
cultural Department and to authorize the
creation in such reserves of game and fishpreserves. President Roosevelt, in his an
nual message, recommended such a meas
ure. The minority of the public lands com
mlttee offered as a substitute for the bill a
measure which eliminated that portion of
the Din wnicn transrers the reserves to the
Agricultural Department. Messrs. Lacev
of Iowa, Kleberg of Texas, Perkins of New
York and Williams of Mississippi spoke in
favor of the bill. Messrs. Mondell of Wyo-
ming and Shafroth of Colorado supported
the minority substitute. Mr. Bell, of Colo-
rado, opposed the bill in toto. No vote was
reached.

Mr. Hltt, from tho committee on foreign
affairs, presented a resolution which, afterreciting the fact that peace has been estab-
lished in South Africa, calls on the secretary of state for a complete list of Amerl
cans now detained as prisoners of war in
South Africa and as to what steps are be
Ing taken to secure their release. The reso
lutlon was adopted.

SPEECH nV SEXATOIl HARRIS.

Kansas Engineer Gives Reasons for
Favorlnjr the Xicnrngnan Canal.

WASHINGTON, June 9. An interesting
contribution to the discussion of the isth
mlan canal project was made in the Sen
ate to-da- y by Mr. Harris, of Kansas, a
member of the committee on Interoceanlc
canals, who is also an engineer of recog
nlzed ability. His discussion of the tech
nical details of canal construction was lis-

tened to with profound attention. He
strongly advocated the selection of the
Nicaragua canal. He maintained that it
was entirely feasible and practicable from
an engineering standpoint, and said that
some of the difficulties presented by the
Panama route were insuperable notably
the construction of the Bahlo dam. One
fact, he said, was prominent and consnim
ous. No exploration or survey made of a
canal route there had ever placed on rec
ord a report adverse In opinion to the
feasibility and practicability of construct- -
inir a canal by the Nicaragua route. In an
swer to Mr. Hanna he quoted M. De Les- -
seps. the famous rrench engineer, as say
ing to a irunuiuu.ee ui uusrt'ss mat u a
canal with locks was to be constructed the
Nicaragua route was the best. Mr. Harris
said in making its supplemental report In
favor of 1'anama ine istnmian canal com
mission had allowed the idea of eettlnir a
barjrain unduly to influence its judgment
ana obscure its business vision.

Mr. Harris went into minute details of
the Panama proposition, his point being to
show mat ine vaiuauon or the pronertv
of the Panama company, both as to the
canal and the railroad property. wa nnt
only excessive, but that, much of it being
useless ror our purposes, would have to be
replaced. He referred to "the legal anddiplomatic difficulties which surround the
Panama Canal Company on all sidei" and
declared that they were absolutely Insuper
able.

Mr. Tillman Inquired how the lands nee
essary for the Nicaragua route were to be
obtained if they were owned by private In-

dividuals. "Is the government to be sub-
jected to such private claims" he asked.
"In other words, have Americans gone
down there and fixed up things so that we
will have to pay millions and millions of
dollars for the right of way?"

"The treaty with Nicaragua," Mr. Harris
replied", "provide for a condemnation of
the lands where private rights are in-
volved.
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have to be paid by the United States for
private rights along the canal. ,

Mr. Harris replied that, so far as he
knew, no data on the subject had been pre-
pared and no estimate had been made. Mr.
Morgan said that by an arrangement wltn
the Nicaraguan government all acquisi
tions of land bv the United States would
date back to the conditions which prevailed
in December, 1900. That would preclude ab
solutely speculation In the land along ine
route. Continuing. Mr. Harris Insisted that
strictly commercial reasons wouia war
rant the United States in building --the Nica
ragua canal, even though the I'anama
route were presented to this country.

Again Mr. Tillman Interrupted to express
his apprehension that speculators had ob-

tained or would obtain title to lands that
would be necessary to the United States if
the Nicaragua route were selected. He
was afraid these claims would spring up in
the pathway of the United States, "with
hands outstretched toward the treasuiy
with the demand to stand and deliver."

Mr. Harris replied that, in view of the
diplomatic arrangements between the
United States and Nicaragua, no such ap-
prehension as that suggested was war-
ranted, although in a project of this kind
and this magnitude, it was impossible, per-
haps, to guard absolutely against frauds of
the kind suggested.

In conclusion Mr. Harris expressed the
hope that when the canal was built it would
be made free to the coastwise trading ves-
sels of the United States. In this connec-
tion he urged that if the Panama route
were adopted the canal would be useless
for sailing vessels, upon which, he said, the
people of the United States had to rely for
protection against the shipping trusts. The
adoption of the Panama route would be an
absolute prohibition of sailing vessels.

Mr. Morgan discussed briefly the diplo-
matic negotiations between thö United
States and the governments of Nicaragua
and Costa Rica to show that neither Nica-
ragua nor Costa Rica could have claims
against this government through the old
Maritime Cänal Company. He pointed out
that it was through the wisdom and fore-
sight of William McKinley that the United
States had acquired the exclusive right to
construct a canal through Nicaragua and
Costa Rica, and he declared that this
"would be one of the most magnificent acts
ever performed by a President of the
United States." It had cleared the way for
the construction of the canal, and those
two southern nations were bound by the
agreement until this Congress should take
action on the canal question.

The Senate then, at 5:30 p. m., went into
executive session and soon afterward ad-
journed.
. During the early part of the session, the
naval appropriation bill was considered.
All of the committee amendments were dis-
posed of, except that relating to the con-
struction of two additional battleships, two
cruisers and two gunboats.

Soon after the Senate convened to-d- ay a
report was made by the committee on
Indian affairs on an investigation by the
committee on the conduct of V. A. Jones,
commissioner of Indian affairs, with re-
spect to the leasing of certain Indian lands
of the Standing Rock reservation. South
Dakota. The committee charged that there
was no foundation for the charges made
and that the conduct of Commissioner
Jones was entirely unselfish. The report
was agreed to.

Orplinii Forced to Sirnllovr Acid.
DETROIT, Mich., June 9. Willie Hardy,

an undersized orphan lad of seventeen
years, is dying1 to-da- y at his sister's home
on Regular avenue from the effect of an
acid, supposed to be chloral hydrate, that
was forced down his throat by four men
last night as the boy was about to enter
the front gate at his home. The four men
followed Willie for some distance, and as
he started through the gatf one of thfmgrabbed him. He was carried across the
road to a vacant lot. where a bottle was
forced between his teeth, and. while "one
man held his nose, the lad was forced to
swallow the acid to keep him from strang-
ling. Then he lost consciousness. His pock-
ets had been turned Inside out and a dollar
in change taken, when h recovered and
staggered home. His condition Is very pre-
carious.
