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SPEECHES IN HOUSE

FURTHER EFFORTS BY DEMOCRATS
TO MAKE POLITICAL CAPITAL.

Policy of the Administration an to the
Philippines and Conduct of the

Army Criticised.

REMARKS OF VIRGINIA JONES

WHO WAS INTERRUPTED BY MESSRS.
CRU3IPACKEII AXD STEELE.

Xotahle Address by Mr. Hamilton.
Who Exposed the Hypocrisy of

the .Minority.

WASHINGTON, June 20-D- ebate on the
Philippine civil government bill continued
to-da- y in the House from 11 a. m. to 3
p. m. and at a session held to-nig- ht. The
speakers were given close attention, each
side enthusiastically applauding its respec-
tive orators. Mr. Jones, of Virginia, the
ranking minority member of the insular
affairs committee, concluded his speech be-

gun yesterday. The other speakers were
Messrs. Hamilton, of Michigan, and Kahn,
of California, for the bill, and Mr. Patter-
son, of Tennessee, against it. Mr. Kahn's
speech was largely an interesting personal
narrative of his experiences in the Philip-
pines last summer. The Isthmian canal
bill was sent to conference after the Sen-

ate amendment had been noncurred in.
The House reiterated the position it had
taken on the army appropriation bill by
Ignoring tho action of the Senate and send-
ing the bill back to the Senate after voting
to adhere to its disagreement to this ob-

jectionable army post amendment. A bill
was passed to recognize the military serv-
ice of the officers and enlisted men of the
First Regiment of Ohio Light Artillery.
This regiment served three months at the
opening of the civil war, but was never
formally mustered into the United States
service.

In his speech on the Philippine bill Mr.
Jones quoted Professor Schurman, presi-

dent of the first commission, to the effect
that the Filipino people desired independ-
ence, were entitled to it, were capable of
governing themselves and were entitled to
self-governme- nt.

"Does the gentleman think Buencamino
capable of self-governmen- t?" asked Mr.
Crumpacker, of Indiana.

"I think If Buencamino's moral character
was as strong as his Intellectual power he
would be a very great man," replied Mr.
Jones.

Mr. Jones referred to the statement is-

sued by Secretary Root yesterday giving
$170.0X,000 as the total cost to the United
States of our control of the Philippines.
He said that in making up the count he
had no doubt the secretary of war, "the
rankest partisan of them all," had ex-
cluded every possible item in order to re-
duce the amount to a minimum. But even
the astute secretary of war, he said, had
furnished no estimate of the blood our
possession of the islands had cost. He
thought fully 100,000 Filipinos had rerlshed
directly or Indirectly as a result of the war
waged against them and that 10,000 Ameri-
can lives had been lost or wrecked.

Mr. Jones took u4 the charges made
against General Smith and Major
Waller of cruelty in Samar. "Why is it."
he asked, addressing the other side of the
chamber, "that you criticise and court-marti- al

Schley, but you will not touch a
hair in the heads of those who have con-
fessed to participating in these diabolical
outrages? Why criticise an officer of thenavy, and refuse to listen to criticisms of
an officer of the army?"

"It is the indiscriminate criticism of thearmy that we protest against," interjected
Mr. Steele, of Indiana.

"There has been no such indiscriminate
criticism," answered Mr. Williams, of Il-
linois. "It has been a recital of specific
cases."

"It is not the soldiers who should be
held up to execration," declared Mr. Jones,
"but those who ordered such outrages and
those cowerds who seek to smother them."

Mr. Hamilton followed with a set speech
in support of the bin. After referring to
the Democratic denunciation of Mr. Mc-Kinle- y's

"imperialistic policy," Mr. Hamil-
ton said: "Now that he is dead I venture
the prediction that it will not be long be-
fore gentlemen o; the other side will have
appropriated his memory to their own uses
and will have his picture among their own
stage properties and will be quoting his ut-
terances as 'Apples of gold in pictures of
silver,' even as they are quoting the utter-
ances of Abraham Lincoln. Verily, the
successors and assigns of those who stoned
the prophets now burn incense to their
memory and garnish the sepulchres of the
righteous. We seldom do men Justice until
after they are dead, and then we make op
for the mean lies we tell of them while
th?y are living by the good ilea we tell of
them after they are dead.

"At the end of the campaign of 1900 the
old ropulistic banner, marked imperialism
and 16 to 1, partly obliterated, which had
been carried by a procession of discontent,
with outriders or necromancers, soothsay-
ers, sword-swallower- s, serpentine dancers
and experts In curbstone discussion, was
dumped in the scrap heap of ineffectual
political experiment, but is being fished out
and refurbished now for further political
use. minus 16 to 1."

He concluded as follows: "We are trying
to do what no other nation ever tried to do
before. We are trying Jo give to a de-
tached and undeveloped people local self-governm- ent

under the tutelage and protec-
tion of a great world power. We are giv-
ing them more than a formal protectorate.
We arc trying to protect them from them-
selves within and from Invasion without
that they may grow in peace and prosper-
ity."

At the conclusion of Mr. Hamilton's re-
marks Mr. Cannon, chairman of the ap-
propriations committee, asked unanimous
consent for consideration of the conference
report on the sundry civil appropriation
bill. In urging the necessity for Immediate
action Mr. Cannon expressed the hope that
Congress would be able to reach a final ad-
journment by July 4.

Mr. Patterson, of Tennessee, objected.
Mr. Hull, of Iowa, called up the army

appropriation bill. He offered a resolution
to disagree to all the Senate amendments,
except 13. 14 and 15 (relating to army posts).
As to 13 and 14 the resolution provided that
the House adhere to Its disagreement, and
as to 15 it recede and agree with the
amendment. It was the action of the
House on this bill (In Instructing Its con-
ferees) which caused the controversy with
the Senate regarding the right to take such
action. After debate the resolution was
adonted.

Mr. Patterson then opposed the Philip-
pine bill and supported the minority sub-
stitute. "Well may the American people
pause," said he, "before the step is taken
which reverses all our theories of govern-
ment and brings us to the old-wor- ld meth-
ods of colonization and empire. Our duty
as a free republic, standing for human
liberty everywhere in the past, is to stand
for it now In the Philippines."

Mr. Kahn concluded the debate for the
afternoon in a speech which was listened
to with close attention by members on
both si les of the House. It was largely a
personal narrative of his trip to the Phil-
ippines last year. He told of a personal
interview with Aguinaldo, at which the lat-
ter admitted that no promises of independ-
ence had been made to him by Dewey and
Wild man.

At the evening session Mr. K'm, of Illi-
nois, denied the right of the United States
to frame laws for the Philippines because,
in . his opinion, the Filipinos are an alien
people. He charged President Roosevelt
with acting in the Filipino matter without
the authority of Congress except such as
was conferred on him by a meager resolu-
tion.

There is only one n.an. he declared with
emphasis, In all the world, who can stop
the war and that man is Theodore Roose-
velt. "I say to you. Theodore Roosevelt."
he exclaimed with vehemence, "that if you
are earnest in your loud declarations and
want these people to have their liberty and
their independence, then say the word and
the Congress and the people will back you
up. and hostilities will cease."

ilr. tAdam called attention to the fact

that only yesterday orders had gone for-
ward redu-in- g to 19,000 men. the army in the
Philippines, which, he said, was an evi-
dence of the pacific Intentions of the gov-
ernment. He then, under the latitude of
debate, entered into a defense of the Pana-
ma canal.

Mr. Robinson, of Nebraska, and Mr.
Small, of North Carolina, both opposed the
Philippine bill. At 9:53 the House adjourned
until 11 o'clock w.

Sennte Did Little Work.
WASHINGTON, June 20. No business of

Importance was transacted by the Senate
to-da- y in open session except to agree to
a conference report finally disposing of the
Military Academy appropriation bill. Soon
after the disposition of routine business
the Senate went Into executive session, and
at 3:10 p. m. adjourned until Monday.

A bill appropriating 125.000 for a monu-
ment at Fredericksburg. Va., to Gen. Hugh
Mercer, a proposition which was authorized
by Congress in April, 1877. was discussed.
Mr. Gallinger, of New Hampshire, and Mr.
Piatt, of Connecticut, urged there were
other revolutionary heroes who ought to be
honored with monuments, and Mr. Cock-rel- l,

of Missouri, registered his opposition
to the bill and similar measures. The bill
went over on the objection of Mr. Warren,
of Wyoming.

HE IS NOT YET APPEASED

ITALY'S AMBASSADOR INCLINED TO
MAKE FURTHER TROUBLE.

Talked rrlth Secretary Moody Agrnln
Concerning CroTrnlnshield'a Re-

port on the Venice Affair.

WASHINGTON, June 20.-SI- gnor Mayer
Des Planiches, the Italian ambassador, was
again at the State and Navy Departments
to-da- y to. consult the officials in regard to
the publication of the findings of the court
of inquiry which investigated the affair
in which officers from the cruiser Chicago
were involved at Venice. None of the
principals in the conference cared to make
any statement as to the nature of them.
Secretary Moody expressed his earnest re-
gret to the ambassador that the findings
had been made public, and assured him
that the officials at Washington were in
no way responsible for and did not ap-
prove of It. The ambassador inclines to
the view that both governments should
make public the records of proceedings in
the case. Secretary Moody, however, al-

ready has expressed his desire not to make
the American court records public and here
the matter hangs In the balance. The
ambassador will call at the State Depart-
ment to-morr- to confer with Secretary
Hay, who was absent when he called to-

day. Until then Slgnor Mayer does not
care to make any formal statement as to
what course he intends to pursue.

In view of the attitude of the American
press in regard to the imprisonment of the
officers at Venice, Slgnor Mayer some days
ago cabled his government for all the off-
icial reports possible concerning the arrest,
imprisonment and the treatment of the off-
icers. These are now at hand, but the
ambassador declines to make them public
at present. However, it is understood
that from the Italian standpoint the pa-
pers do not disclose the fact that the
Americans were treated harshly at any
time after their arrest, but, on the con-
trary, special privileges were accorded
them during their imprisonment. The am-
bassador cabled yesterday to Rome, In-

forming his government of the character
of Admiral Crownlnshield's review of the
naval court's proceedings.

Respecting the propriety of the publica-
tion of the report of the court of Inquiry
by Admiral Crowninshield, if indeed he
did give it publicity, it is said at the Navy
Department that unless specially enjoined
as to the disposition of such report, the
commander-in-chie- f of a naval station al-
ways has been allowed to exercise his own
discretion in such matters. So that as far
as Admiral Crowninshield is concerned
much depends on whether he was specially
instructed to keep this report from pub-
licity. The Navy Department itself nas
no hard and fast rule on the subject.

The Venice incident was discussed by the
Cabinet to-da- y, and it was the general
feeling that Admiral Crownlnshield's com-
ment on the course of Captain Dayton In
not attending personally to the defense of
his officers called for serious consideration
and that some action should be taken to
secure from him either a report on this
phase of the affair or an explanation of a
torrral character. Just what action under
the circumstances hould be taken was not
determined.

NO TRACE OF TEACHERS

WHO DISAPPEARED JtXE lo WHILE
riCMCKIMG IX CEBU ISLAND.

Civil Government in Samar Cholera

MANILA, June 20. No trace has been
found of the four American school teach-
ers of Cebu, Island of Cebu, who started
on a day's outing June 10, and have not
been heard of since. Additional scouting
parties have been sent out to look for
tbem and the search will be continued
until definite-- informations is obtained.

turned here from the Island of Samar, hav-
ing completed the establishment of civil
government there.

The totals to date are: Manila,
1,490 cases and 1,197 deaths; provinces, 6,953

cases and 5,098 deaths.
Pedro Feliz, the leader of the Ladrones

Rlzal province. May 30, has been
captured. He is still suffering from a
wound inflicted by the soldiers.

QUIET DAY AT WILKESBARRE

XEWS FROM THE WEST EAGERLY
AWAITED IX AXTIIRACITE REGIOX.

Home of a Xonunlon Digger Rnrned
Welsh Coal to lie Imported by

CLARKSBURG, W. Va., June 20.-Ma- r-shal

C. D. Elliott and deputies left for
Parkersburg to-nig- ht with twelve mine
organizers and strikers. Among those ta-
ken were Thomas Haggerty, Bernard Rice,
William Morgan, Joe Rososkl, George Ro-sos-ki

and Steve Tonlki. They are charged
with violating the Injunction issued by
Federal Judge J. J. Jackson at Parkers-
burg on petition of the Clarksburg Fuel
Company. The injunction is more sweeping
than the one issued a few days ago, and
restrains the strikers from in any way
interfering with the mine property or em-

ployes, and prohibits them from camping
or holding meetings within such distance
of the mines or property of the coal com-
pany as might in any way interfere with
the working of the miners through intimi-
dation or otherwise. The operators claim
all the mines are in operation and no ac-

cessions are being made by the strikers.
CHARLESTON, W. Va., June 20. Two

additional mines were idle to-da- y, that
at Marmet and the one at Plymouth. To-
day a committee from Winifred visited
Marmet and had a talk with the men. A
vote was taken and the majority voted
for going out, thereupon all declined to go
In tgaln. The best of feeling prevails. At
Mammoth, where the deputies are enforc-
ing the state court Injunction, there Is no
trouble.

IX THE AXTIIRACITE RCGIOX.

Strikers Anxious to Learn Attitude of
Western Coal Miners,

WILKESBARRE, Pa., June 20. This
was one of the quietest days around strike
headquarters since the anthracite mine
workers suspended operations six weeks
ago. Nothing developed and neither Pres-
ident Mitchell nor the coal company of-

ficials had anything to say regarding the
situation. Reports from the entire region
were to the effect that all the mining towns'
were very quiet and that the 150,000 idle
men and boys are keeping away from the
collieries. The local unions continue to
hold meetings for the purpose of transact-
ing business in connection with carrying
on the strike in their localities and to give
relief where it is needed.

The flurry occasioned by the call for a
special national convention at Indianapolis
has subsided. No information on what
the probable action of the convention will
be could be had here to-da- y. News from
the West Is eagerly awaited by the great
body of strikers.

President Mitchell's attention was called
to-da- y to the account of the explosion in"
the Williamson, W. Va., mine, in which
five men were reported to have been killed
by some one throwing dynamite down the
shaft. The national leader said he knew
no more about th affair than what he
saw in the newspapers, and therefore had
nothing to say. He was noncommittal
when asked whether he had started an in-
vestigation as to the cause of the explo-
sion.

District President John N. Fahey, of theSchuylkill district, arrived here to-nig- ht.

He said he knew nothing about the report
that the Reading Company would shortlyattempt to start a colliery. He said if thecompany intended to take such a step it
would have an extremely difficult time in
securing men to go into the mine to cut
coal.

The wife of John Snyder, a fireman em-
ployed In the Dorrance colliery of the Le-
high Valley Coal Company, at North
Wllkesbarre, reported to-d- ay to the off-
icials of the company that her home an3 itscontents were destroyed by fire early to-
day. Her husband, on account of the an-
noyance he has undergone, lives in the
colliery. The wife said she has been so
annoyed by her neighbors that she de-
cided to move from North Wllkesbarre to
Stanton Hill, some distance away. While
her goods were being removed to the new-hous-

e

a number of mn upset the wagon
and damaged the furniture. The goods
finally were landed in the house, but,
fearing that she would be harmed if she
and her three children remained there
alone over night, the woman went to
friends in North Wllkesbarre, where she
stayed until to-da- y. When she went to the
house, this afternoon, she says she found
the house burned. The company is inves-
tigating her story.

The officials of the Wllkesbarre district
of the Mine Workers' Union to-d- ay Issued
an appeal to the public asking all persons
not to accept employment with the coal
companies and to remain away from the
anthracite fields while the strike is in
progress.

Eleven . coal and iron policemen em-
ployed by the Susquehanna Coal Com-
pany at their No. 5 colliery, at NanUeoke,
were arrested by the chief of police of the
borough to-da- y on the charge of firing re-
volvers and rifles Wednesday morning in
the built-u- p portion of the borough, with-
out provocation. Three of them were dis-
charged and the other eight were fined
$3.50 each.

IMPORTATION OF. COAL.

Xew Yorkers Will Rnrn Welsh An-

thracite and Ilituminous.
NEW YORK, June 20. A cargo of bitu-

minous coal is on its way from Wales to
this city. It Is being brought here as an
experiment. The cargo, which consists of
4,000 tons, will be put on the market, it
is said, at $5 or $5.50 a ton. The coal strike
In the anthracite region is compelling many
of the large local dealers to look abroad
for relief. Manager Herbert, of the firm
of Herbert & Co.. said to-da- y that he had
communication with some of the anthra-
cite mine owners in Cardiff, Wales, for the
Importation of a supply of anthracite coal
and that he looked for a reply to his in-

quiry w. The class of coal he de-
sires, he said. Is the broken anthracite,
suitable for locomotives and furnace. This
class of coal, he said, previous to the
strike, sold for about $4.50 a ton. He ex-
pected, if he made a deal with the Welch
mine owners, it would cost 58 a ton in New
York.

WHERE DANGER EVER LURKS.

Three More Accidents In the Xm York
Rapid Transit Tunnel.

NEW YORK, June 20. There were three
accidents in the rapid transit tunnel to-

day. In which a number of persons were
injured, though none of them, it Is thought,
is seriously hurt. Two of the accidents
occurred almost simultaneously In that

NO SERIOUS RACE WAR.

Official Report on the Alleged Ou-
trages on Negroes In Illinois.

SPRINGFIELD, 111.. June 20.-- Col. Theo-
dore Ewart, assistant adjutant general of
Illinois, returned to-d- ay from Eldorado,
Saline county, where he investigated the
alleged outrages on negroes. In accordance
with instructions of Governor Yates. He
submitted to the Governor a report of ex-

isting conditions in Saline county, in which
he says the reports have been greatly ex-

aggerated. A summary of his report fol-

lows:
"That the law in Eldorado and Saline

county was violated, by persons unknown.
"That no one in Saline county can desig-

nate any person connected with these vio-
lations of law.

"That two families received warning to
leave; that others moved away of their
own accord, being frightened, and that in-

mates of colored industrial school left on
advice of the sheriff of Saline county.

"That the disturbances did not constitute
a race war nor any organized movement by
citizens against colored residents.

"That in his opinion the trouble orig-
inated from a spirit of fun, deviltry or
bravado on the part of young and irrespon-
sible persons and was kept up because
some of the colored residents became
frightened.

"That the citizens of Eldorado and Saline
county generally deplore the acts of these
unknown persons.

"That the citizens will endeavor to stop
all further lawless acts."

Colonel Ewart does not believe that any
colored residents of Saline county are en-
dangered in respect to life or property.

WILHELM ON RELIGION

GERMANY'S VERSATILE KAISER
SPEAKS AT LE.

He Says Catholicism and Protestantism
Must Live Together and Strength-

en the Fear of God.

Prussia, June
20. A striking speech on religion was de-

livered by Emperor William at the City
Hall yesterday after his arrival from Bonn,
accompanied by the Empress and the
Crown Prince Frederick William. After
observing that the city was the cradle of
the German empire, Charlemagne, on
whom Rome conferred the dignity of a Ro-

man Caesar, having fixed the seat of gov-

ernment here, the Emperor said:
"What, however, his powerful personality

was able to effect, namely, combining the
office of a Roman emporer with a Germanic
king, was denied his successors, who, striv-
ing to uphold the world-wid- e Imperium,
forgot the cause of Germania, so that little
by little the German people decayed and
the Roman empire of the German nation-
ality fell to pieces. Now, however, another
empire has come to life and Its tasks are
different from those of ancient days. Con-
fined in their outward limits to the borders
of their country, the Germans have settled
down to the work which has fallen upon
them. In this way this youns empire is
strengthening itself and confidence in it is
ever increasing. The mighty German army
constitutes the support of the peace of Eu-
rope. In conformity with the character of
their day the Germans have kept them-
selves within bounds, so far as
the outside world is concerned, in
order to be wholly unfettered at
home. Our tongue is passing beyond the
seas. Every thought of science is first
turned to account by us. to be afterwards
adopted by other nations. This is the
world-wid- e Imperium after which Germanic
genius strives.

"But it must not be forgotten that the
empire was rooted in simplicity and fear of
God. I look to all, priests and laymen, to
help me uphold religion among the people
in order that the German name may pre-
serve its health and strength. This applies
equallj' to the two creeds. Catholic and
Protestant.

"It is with pride and Joy that I am able
to tell you that the Pope said to my spe-
cial ambassador, who went to Rome on the
occasion of the Holy Father's Jubilee, that
he had always kept a high opinion of the
piety of the Germans, and especially of
that of the German army. The Pope asked
my ambassador to tell his sovereign that
the country in Europe where control, order
and discipline still prevailed, with respect
for authority and regard for the church,
and where the church could llye, was the
German empire, and for that the Papal see
was indebted to the German Emperor.

"This justifies me," continued Emperor
William, "in saying that our two great
creeds must, while living side by side, keep
in view their one great aim to uphold and
strengthen the fear of God and reverence
for religion. Whether we are moderns or
whether we labor in this or that field does
not matter at all. He who does not found
his life on religion is a lost man. I rejoice
that I have placed my whole empire, my
people and my armj'. as well as myself and
my house, beneath the cross and under the
protection of Him who said, 'Heaven and
earth shall pass away, but my word shall
not pass.' "

Emperor William concluded with calling
for three cheers for Aix-la-Chappe-

Another Speech by His Majesty.
CREFELD, Prussia, June 20. Emperor

William came to this city, to-da- y, from
Aix-la-Chapel- le. He was welcomed by
the chief burgomaster of Crefeld, and in
his reply to an address delivered by this
otlicial his Majesty said: "With the crea-
tion of the German Empire a power was
created which enables Europe to follow
her pursuits in peace and quiet. The army
protects the country, but the people must
understand that a powerful navy is neces-
sary to protect our commercial flag."

SAVED THREE LIVES.

Peter Bowling, a Baseball Player, In
the Role of a Hero.

SACRAMENTO. Cal., June 20.-r- eter

Dowiing. the baseball player, has saved the
lives of three men. Patrolman Dupage,
Alex. Stevens and James McGrath were
bathing in the river. Stevens got into
trouble and Dupage went to his aid. They
both went down, and McGrath, in trying to
get them out became exhausted and help-
less. Dowiing dashed into the deep water
and succeeded in dragging the three men
to a sandbar.

PANAMA CANAL ROUTE

it rnonARLY will m: accepted
BY THE HOUSE COM-'EIIEES- .

Congress So Xear A rit nt
Members Mar Xot Resist the Ac-

tion of the Senate.

WASHINGTON, June 20. Soon after tha
House had sent the canal bill to confer-
ence to-d- ay reports gained circulation
among members that there was not likely
to be a protracted struggle in conference
and that the Senate amendment probably
would be the basis of the ultimate agree-
ment. One of the House conferees, Mr.
Fletcher, of Minnesota, frankly stated to
his associates that he thought an agree-
ment would be reached on the Panama
amendment. Chairman Hepburn was not
prepared, however, to concede that the
flght was over, lie cited the fact that th
vote in the House had been practically
unanimous in favor of the Nicaragua Mil,
only two adverse votes being cast. Tha
Democratic conferee, Ju3ge Davey, of
Louisiana, also was counted on as strong-
ly favorable to the Nicaragua route. At
the same time the shortness of the session
and the preavillng desire to avoid further
complications In the Senate led to a rather
general feeling among the members of the
House that the Senate amendment had
something of an advantage In the confer
ence. After the bill had been sent to con-
ference Mr. Hepburn went to the Senat
to arrange for a meeting, but as this vai
Senator Morgan's birthday, the arrange-
ment of a meeting was deferred.

There was a very sanguine feeling ex-
pressed at the Cabinet meeting to-da- y 'a
to the success of the canal proposition.
Secretary Hay had a long conference be-
fore the meeting with Senator Morgan and
other senators and all the advices that
had come to the White House before the
Cabinet meeting went to assure the Pres-
ident that some canal legislation at the '

pending session is a certainty and almost
as strong was the evidence that that legis-
lation would be in favor of the Panama
project. So well assured is the administra-
tion of the outcome that discussion already
has taken place of the steps to be taken
to carry out the purposes of the act, and
It is understood that the State Department
will deal with the diplomatic features of
the canal project involving, of course, the
consummation of the Colombian treaty,
while the attorney general will pass ipori
the question of euftickncy of title to tbe
Panama canal.
