DR. C. K. ÄDAMS DEAD

FORMER PltEIDEXT OF WISCONSIN
UNIVERSITY HAS PASSKaj AAVAL

Rright's Dlseuse, the Culmination of n
Lone Decline, the CuiiseHis Serv-

ices to Public Education.

REDLANDS, Cal., July 2. Dr. Charles
Kendall Adams, aged sixty-seve- n, former-
ly president of the University of Wisconsin,
died here to-d- ay from Bright's disease.
after a long illness. Mrs. Adams, who was
exhausted by her months' care of her hus-

band, is prostrated by his death. Dr.
Adams had been in poor health for several
years. While president of the University
of Wisconsin he was granteel a long leave
of absence, going to Europe, where he
seemed to recuperate. Soon after returnirp
to his work at the University of Wisconsin,
less than a year ago, the ailment which
affected him soon told upon his system aud
he resigned and came to California.

The end came painlessly and was the re-

sult of a relapse similar to many which
had occurred during the past week, each
one of which took away a little more
strength than It was possible for the pain-racke- d

body to restore. For the greater
part of several day? before his death Dr.
Adams was in a semi-conscio- us condition.

Dr. Adams was b.orn in Derby, Vt., and
his early education was gained in the public
schools of his birthplace and Derby Acad-
emy. In 1S56 his parents removed to Iowa,
and his education was continued there un-

der the tutorship of the Rev. H. K. Edson,
of Denmark Academy. In the fall of the
following year he was admitted to the Uni-

versity of Michigan, and, working his way
through, was graduated in 1SC1. Four years
later, however, he returned to the univer-
sity to become instructor in Latin and his-
tory. In 1mT he was promoted to the posi-
tion of assistant professor, and when, two
years afterward. Professor White accepted
the presidency of Cornell University. Mr.
Adams was appointed his successor in the
chair of history. When President White,
of Cornell, retired from oflice in lS'vS Prof.
Adams was chosen to fill the vacancy, be-
coming the second president of the school.
A period of remarkable growth began the
Adams administration, and his term was
marked by a complete reorganization of the
departments. In 1S5 the university had a
staff of fifty-fo- ur instructors and an at-
tendance of 373 students; in ls:2, when
President Adams resigned the presidency of
Cornell to assume control of the University
of Wisconsin, the corps of instructors mi in-
hered 1.15 and the enrollment had grown to

He resigned the presidency of Wis-
consin University in October of last year.
Professor Adams published a number ofworks, the most prominent among them be-
ing "Democracy ami Monarchy in France"
anil "Manual of Historical Literature."

DEATH OF H. E. WELLS

OWXEn OF MUCH PROPERTY AT AXD

XEAR FREXC1I LICK.

One of the "Wealthiest and Most Prom-

inent Men In Southern Indlnna
Other Stute Necrology.

Special to th Indianapolis Journal.
PAOLI. Ind.. July 2b. --Col. H. E. Wells,

of French Lick, one of the wealthiest and
most influential men of southern Indiana,
died yesterday at the Windsor House, Chi-

cago. Mr. Wells was sixty-tw- o years of
age. He had been in poor health for two
years and was on his way to the northern
lakes when stricken with apoplexy. He
had suffered constantly from nervous and
heart trouble, finally culminating in the
ailment which caused his death. The
funeral will take place to-morr- at 2:30

at French Lick Springs from the Wells
Hotel, and, in keeping with his life, will be
quiet and unpretentious. He leaves four
children, two sons and two daughters.

The death of Colonel Wells removes from
southern Indiana one of its prominent and
most successful men. He was a self-mad- e

man in every sense of the word, and at the
age of sixty was one of the wealthiest men
in southern Indiana. He made it a habit to
buy almost everything that wag brought to
him, a nel in return the people for miles
around, and from all parts of the State,
when they wanted anything in the way of
merchandise or produce-- that could be pro-
duced In southern Indiana, expected Mr.
Wells to have it for sale. He started as a
poor boy and often related the story of his
first experience when, as a mere lad, he
left home disgusted with his two years on
the farm. He met a man with an old horse
on the road, as he was going to French
Lick to seek a position, and told him he
would like to trade a patch of corn for the
animal. Wells traded with him.' and then
sold the horse for $.10, which finally started
him In business. He was one of the first
men to see the future of French Lick
Springs, and before the war bought the
entire tract, including all the springs and
several hundred acres of land, for $12,000.
Many years after the springs were sold and
a small part of the land, with a net profit
of over $10. Goo. When the war broke out
Mr. Wells was one of the first who enlisted,
and in the Union army from his part
of the State. He served four years in the
Twenty-fift- h Indiana Infantry. Returning
from the war he again took up merchan-
dising, including the lumber business and
grain and stock buying. Later, he and Mr.
Andrews, of New Albany, became inter-
ested in banks in New Albany, Bedford and
Bloomington. establishing the Monroe
(bounty Bank at Bloomington in January
of is:3. In the past few years he has spent
much of his time in the management of the
Wells Hotel, which he owned, which is a
part of the French Li?k Springs property.
Colonel Wells was a Republican and was
the first man in Orange county to be suc-ressf- ul

on the Republican ticket, being
elected treasurer bv about 300 majority.
The Monroe County Bank, of which he was
president and owned a majority of the
stock, will be represented at the funeral by
Cashier S. C. Dodds. Assistant Cashier Ar-
thur Cravens and Directors Senator Edwin
Corr, S. K. Rhorer and W. A. Fulwider.

Dr. Xelson D. Clonser.

HARTFORD CITY, Ind.. July 26.-- Dr.

Nelson D. Clouser, the oldest practicing
physician in northeastern Indiana and one
of the most prominent of the early pioneers
died last midnight at the age of eighty-fou- r.

He began the practice of medicine
in this city in IS 10 and continued to prac-
tice until less than a year ago. He was
born Aug. 13.

"Tens of thousands of people die because
their physicians have not the moral mur-ag- "

to say to them: 'This is tuberculosis
and now is the time to take precaution.' "

This was the statement of Med! cal 'Officer
Biggs cf the health department in an ad-
dress before the summer school in philan

thropic work, conducted by the Charity
Organizations Society.

"In autopsies in New York hopltals
which have come to my knowledge." he
continued, "fully GO per cent, of the sub-
jects had tuberculosis some time In their
lives. Of these a little more than half had
died of that disease. The remainder had
recovered and in many instances had not
known of its existence in their systems.
A third of those who die in our hospitals
die of consumption. In seme of the older
cities of Europe the proportion Is much

i 1 iet .
"The tubercular bacilli do not multiply

outilde the system. They tend to die. In-
fection is by the original bacillus, if at all.
Large numbers are quickly destroyed. Di-
rect sunlight destroys them eiuickly and
daylight in time. The danger is in a damp, i

dark room.
"Tuberculosis is an absolutely prevent-

able disease. It is not only preventable.
but curable. It is eimply a question of how-earl- y

a diagnosis is made. If it can be
made at the beginning. SO per cent, at least
of the cases are curable if placed in a pure
atmosphere."

THE PRINCE'S IIEAHD.

Soldiers from India and the Sights
They Sec lu London.

London Mail.
There is one sight in London for which

the Indian soldiers at Hampton Court
would barter every other sight they have
seen and that is the sight of their Em-
peror, the King.

"Life will be as nothing if we do not see
the King," said an Indian soldier on Sat-
urday. But there is now hope that the de-
sire will be gratified. Orders have been
issued for the coronation contingent at
Hampton Court to prolong their stay in
England until after July 15, the date pre-
viously fixed for their departure.

So taken up are they with this one ab-
sorbing question that it is difficult to get
them to talk of anything else.

"Yes, we like England very much; it is
very nice, but life is as nothing if we do
not see the King." So a great Sikh said,
shaking his head sadly; and whether you
talk to Gurkha or Burman or Afridl the
tale is the same. They came to see not
England, but the King-Empero- r.

Next to the King the Prince of Wales is
their chief object of devotion, and since
they saw the prince on the Horse Guards
parade his royal highness has greatly risen
in their estimation. When the prince's
name is spoken your Sikh smiles expan-
sively, showing his gleaming teeth, and ex-
citedly says something which, being trans-
lated, is that the prince is a very fine man

because he wears a beautiful beard.
"The prince with the beard" has won

every Sikh's heart, for the Sikh never
cuts his own beard, but curls It with care.

But if the prince's beard is excellent,great also is the glory of the London po-
liceman. Nothing that the Indians have
teen in London has Impressed them with so
much wonder as the power of the man in
blue.

"He holds up one finger and London
stands still," is how a turbaned giant puts
it. That a policeman should possess suclipower over multitudes is a thing which no
Indian can contemplate without amaze-
ment. The kindness of the policeman has
charmed. When, out bevond Hamnton
Court. Indians have lost themselves in the
roads, policemen have passed them on from
beat to beat until they got back to camp.
Never will the great. and good constable of
the metropolis be forgotten.

Another source of wonder and delight has
been the Koh-i-no- or at the Tower. When a
party of Indians were told the Other day
that that was the great jewel of India they
shouted for Joy. "We almost had to push
them out of the room." said an officer who
went round with them, "or they would
have stayed there all day talking about it."

The apparent wealth of every one in
London has also been matter for astonish-
ment. The Indians declare that although
they have driven all about town they haveas yet seen no poor people. Every one. they
pay, looks rich, and they ask where all themoney comes from.

The horses and cows In England have
won a warm rlace in the Indian heart.
This is because of their sleeky fatness.
"They are so much thinner in India," the
native explains.

Most of the native colonial soldiers at
Alexandra Park have little interest in Lon-
don and its ways. "Very big." sums up
the impressions which the Central African
has formed of the metropolis. To him the
village of Wood Green is a great citj' of
marvelous delight, but Dondon beyond,
with It? millions, is too big for his com-
prehension.

The West India regiment, although ofnegro blood, are of another breeding. They
talk English fluently, and are rather con-
temptuous of some of the folk who go up to
them "as if we were a menagerie." "I
asked one Englishman the other day where
he was born, for he spoke such bad Eng-
lish," said one of the contingent.

Even Saturday's race meeting was not
beyond the scope of the West Indian's in-
tellect. "What will be the best horse?"
one asked with an insinuating smile; and
then, with a broad grin, he added: "1
should very much like to know all the
'bes'es. "

FROM TEACHER'S DESK. TO FARM.

Forty Acres of Indiana Land Tilled ly
r AVomnn.

Letter in Chicago Inter Ocean.
Miss Abbio Pfeffer bears the distinction

of being the only woman in Indiana who
conducts a farm without any assistance.
With her aged mother Miss Pfeffer lives in
a quaint little house three miles southeast
of Mishawaka. She takes care of forty
acres of land, ploughing it, attending to
the harvesting, and doing all of the neces-
sary chores.

Miss Pfeffer is a niece of former Senator
Tfeffer, of Kansas. When her father died
ten years ago she began teaching school.
She had then Just finished her studies at the
University of Indiana. But at this time
Miss Pfeffer's mother became an invalid.
She had been managing the farm after the
death of her husband, and when she was
stricken with an ailment that prevented her
from leaving the house she appealed to her
daughter to manage their land.

When the young woman took charge of
the farm several men were working on it.
Miss Pfeffer was a most exacting employer.
Furthermore, she did not think the men
got as much out of the land as it was able
to produce. So she discharged them. Since
then no man has performed a day's work
on the Pfeffer property.

The former school teacher has "run" the
farm during summer and winter; the girl
who was graduated from one of Indiana's
leading universities guides the plough
through the soil; she who at one time saw a
brilliant future before her harvests the
grain. Her hands, which were once white
and soft, have become callous and brown in
the performance of that work which calls
her to the fields at sunrise and finds her in
the garden at sunfet. But in spite of all
this she says that if she were asked to
choose between farming and teaching
school she would keep right on working in
the fields.

The hardest work performed by Miss
Pfeffer is raising strawberries. She is the
recognized owntr of the finest tract of
strawberries in the State, and the name of
the "Pfeffer berries" is a widely known
one. The greater part of them are shipped
to Chicago, where they find a ready mark-
et, and it is from this product that Miss
Pfeffer derives most of her income.

In addition to cultivating the forty-acr- e

tract. Miss Pfeffer also does all the market-
ing, churns butter and maintains an invit-
ing lawn, with fioral beds, in front of the
house, around which she b Jilt herself a
well-mad- e picket fence.

We Shonld Fear the Fenr of Death,
Not Death Itself.

We should be afraid of the fear of death
not of death itself. If we follow this rule

Flnot. This author begins an article on
the limitations of life by mentioning some
traditional long lives. Arr.or.jr these cases
are those of a resident of Go, who Is said
to have reached his I'X'th year In the en-
joyment of all his Intellectual faculties; a
Scotchman who lives to be over K) years
old. and various monks of Mont Athos
who have reached 150 years. He asserts
that Servian statistics for 1W show three
persons between 135 and V) years old.
eighteen from 126 to 135, 123 from 115 to 125
and 2M from 105 to 115. In 1S50 thre were,
he says, in the United States. 3.fl person?
over 1"') years old, and twenty-on- e in
London. M Fir.ot cites a mathematical
formula, wnich h credits to Dr. Richards-
ein, by which any one may get an ide
of his probable length of life. It Is only
necessary to add the aes of one's father
and mother to those of one's two grand-
fathers and two grandmothers, and the
total divided by six: indicates the exact
number of years one should live. M.
Flnot does not believo that the average
length of human life hat? been reduced.
On the contrary, he believes that it is con-
stantly increasing, owing to the progress of
hygiene. Why do we grow old at all? The
writer answers:

"For three reasons: (1) Want of physical
exerclfe In the open air; (2) poisoning by
microbes, which the phagocytes have not
succeeded in destroying; uj fear of death

It is hird to imagine the importance of this
last element. If a man fears death, it will
carry him away. And yet it is quite pleas-
ant to die; no sensation could be com-
pared to it."

To prove this assertion M. Flnot quotes
Helm, who related the sensations he ex-
perienced while falling with his compan-
ions from the summit of one of the Alps
to a death which he miraculously escaped:

"At first a sense of beatitude, then com-
plete Insensibility to touch and pain; finally
an extreme rapidity of thought and of im-
agination, which in a few seconds enabled
him to recollect the events of his whole
life. Therefore. It is not death we should
fear, but the fear it Inspires in us. We ate
wrong, says Socrates, to fear death, as it
Is our great possession on earth, and
Seneca adds that it is the best of the in-

ventions of life, while Montesquieu con-
cludes that we should shed tears for men
when they are born and not when they
die."

M. Henry do Varigny examines the ques-
tion of longevity in L'lllustratlon from an-
other point of view, lie asks: "Has the
man of today a chance to live longer than
the man of 2, years ago?" He bases his
conclusion upon charts and statistics pub-
lished by Prof. Karl Pearson in Biomet rlka
and upon the researches made by W. Spie-gelber- g.

of Strafsburg, on the age of Egyp-
tian mummies. These conclusions are that
an Egyptian who 2.0öf years ago lived to be
sixty-eig- ht years old was likely to live long-
er than a modern Englishman of the same
age. M. de Varigny gives the following ex-

planation:
"Evidently there was among the Eg3'P-tian- s

a natural selection, resulting from en-

vironment, that does not take place to-

day, at least to the same degree,
among civilized people. The Egyptians
who reached the age of sixty-eig- ht

years had robust constitutions and
therefore their chances of longevity were
exceptional. Mortality was higher among
the children and the adults, and there was
a kind of selection by death. The man of
to-da- y is not stronger; he is possibly weak-
er. But the majority of the people ll'e un-
der conditions more favorable to longevity,
because we know what conditions to pro-
mote. In other words, the greater expecta-
tion of average life Is the result of the
progress of sanitary science in the fullest
sense and not the result of an Increase of
vitality. It Is the conseciuence of the evo-
lution of man's Intellect rather than of the
evolution of his body."

For these reasons M. De Varismy asserts
that although the chances of life have in-

creased for infancy, youth and the prime of
life, they have not increased for old age.

"Men who are inclined to doubt the story
which the farmer is in the habit of telling
on the lamb." said an old river man. "ought
to take a few trips on the Mississippi some
time, and watch the antics of blue-hen- s,

for they really display more foolishness
than the lamb ever displayed. It is said of
the lamb that if it happ ns to get its
throat jammed up In the prong of a limb,
or in the fork of a dry ravine, it will not
have sense enough to back out and tree
itself from jeopardy. This would seem to
be the very essence of foolishness. But the
blue-he- n, a species of crane, displays a
low order of intelligence which leaves the
lamb out of the contest. I have actually
seen these blue-hen- s fly twelve or fifteen
miles up the river simply because a steam-
boat slipped up Vie hind them. Why they do
it of course there is no way of telling. It
may be that they are simply playing with
the boat. They may do it in a spirit of
fun. But this is not likely. The chances
are that they do it simply because they arc
foolish at the time. Ordinarily they are
rather sharp members. They generally
manage to keep out of the range of the
man with the gun. But when a steamboat
slips ui behind them they seem to become
panic-stricke- n. They lose their heads com-plete- l,

and begin to fly from one floating
fragment In the river to another. They do
not seem to have. ser?e enough to make for
the bank, or mldstn am. or to dodge around
the side of the boat. The only way open to
them, from the way they act, is to ily di-
rectly In front of the boat, and they keep
this up generally until their wings give out.
I have seen them fall over from sheer ex-
haustion on the river of the levee, and.
as I said before, in some instances I have
seen them fly twelve or fifteen miles, simply
flitting from one chunk, or one jr.g jn the
river, to another. They are curious cre;i-ture- r,

these blue-hen- s, and sometimes I arn
inclined to believe that they are the vtry
lowest possible order of Intelligence."
