For the
week thus far the marketing of cattle has
been of fair volume, showing an increase
of about 130 over the same time last week,
but a decrease of around 7jo compared with
the corresponding time a year ago. The
receipts to-da- y were rather small for a Fri-
day market, showing a decrease of about
10 compared with a week ago and X) com-

pared with a year ago. As usual for some
time past there were rot a great many
strictly choice cattle in the arrivals and
Just a fair proportion of the receipts were
lip to the requirements of killers. The
market opened with a continued steady
demand from practically all sources for the
fat cattle of desirable weight and quality
and all that could enter that class found
a ready sale at fully steady prices as a rule
and in some cases possibly a little more
strength was Indicated. The market for
unfinished and urnler-weig- ht cattle was
about as dull as It has been at any time
recently and it was only after much dilli-cult- y

that salesmen could rind an outlet
for thfdr consignments. There was no
fixed value for this class and therefore an
accurate estimate of the market can hard-
ly be given. It is probably no doubt true,
however, that the tendency was toward
lower prices and, in fact, in not a few

it was claimed that sales were be-

low recent figures for such kinds. Of
course some of the offerings that made a
good appearance sold at about steady
prices.

YORK, Aug. 1. The distinguishing
of to-da- y's stock market was the
subsidence of activity, which has
progress all this week, but which
a condition almost of torpor to- -

daj'. The movement of prices was also
extremely sluggish, with the exception of
a few prominent stocks. The large specu-

lative interests that have most largely
made the recent activity of the market
were quiescent. It is probable that the
reception given to the formal announce-
ment of the Ilock Island plan of conversion
of its capital and reorganization on the
method of control had something to do
with the pause in the speculation. The
recent brilliant advance in Rock Island
has been an Important Influence on the
whole market.- - The details of the plan,
which do not go beyond a redistribution
of capital without alteration of the prop
erties controlled by other interests, arouse
the question as to what has given the stock
its Increased valuation in the market since
the plan was in course of formation. Rock
Island itself fell to a level 2 below last
night, during the morning. Another dis-

turbing influence was the renewed break
in Colorado Fuel, which went below W.

The public recriminations between the con-
tending parties to the control give warning
of a conflict which may involve speculative
followers of the one sldo or the other to
an uncomfortable extent. The fear of an
unfavorable showing by the banks in to-

morrow's statement was another restrain-
ing influence on speculation. After Rock
Island and Colorado Fuel quieted down and
made some recovery there was an improve-
ment in the general market and stocks
became strong and helped the general mar-
ket. St. Paul, New York Central, the local
tractions, Western Union and American
Smelting were among these. But the effect
on the general market was very slight at
any time. Cabled reports showed easier
money conditions abroad with the passing
of the month end requirements, and for-
eign exchange was easier. This gave rise
to the hopes that the gold export move-
ment would be checked next week, and
helped the hardening tendncy of the stock
market. The forecast of the bank state-rnt- nt

Indicates a decline in cash reserves
of over two millions, the loss by gold ex-
ports and subtreasury operations of $!,M6,0"0
having been partly offset by receipts from
the interior on balance. The market closed
dull and heavy.

There was a realizing? movement in Cen-
tral of Georgia income bonds, with a sub-
sequent recovery. The market was gen-
erally dull. Total sales, at par value, were
Jl.&w.OOu. United States bonds were un-
changed on the last call.
