Organized, labor of the Ea3tcrn and Cen-

tral States Is watching the progress of the
American Labor Union, an organization re-

cently formed out of the Western Labor
Union and the Western Federation of
Labor. It proposes to ask all labor organ-
izations to aLlliate with It and will also
enter the political Held. Its real purpose,
however, seems to be to fisht the Amer-
ican Federation cf Labor. The two West-
ern crganlzatlor.s that consolidated were
antagonistic to the American Federation of
Labor and were the outgrowth of alleged
oversight on the part of the Federation in
dealing with Western interests. The Amer-
ican Federation not only has this move-
ment to combat, but also a movement to
organize th building trade3 into a national
body and sevtr themselves from the Feder-
ation. The building trades always have
had grievances of varied importance
against the American Federation of Libnr,
but this latest move In the West is rnor- -

Inimical to the interests of the Federal b :i
and probably will be a greater antagonist.
The "pure and simple trades unionists""" ftU
encouraged over the announcement that
the American Labor Union will enter poli-
ties, as they consider that a sure sign of
failure. The activity of Eugene V. Debs in
this movement adds color to the statement
that politics will enter it, and trades papers
are commenting largely upon the new or-
ganization. The International Wood
Worker has this to say of the Western
movement:

"There Is another Richmond in the field.
No longer will the American Federation of
Labor b the great central organization
whofe sole object will be to ameliorate the
conditions of the working people. ThatIs, not if the American Labor Union, lateme western Labor Union, can help it. The
Western Labor Union was organized in
Denver. Col., ostensibly bvraux the Amer-
ican Federation of Labor failed to look
after the interests of the workers of the
West. This excuse for founding the or-
ganization was at the best a liimsy one.
The American Federation of Labor, prior
to its convention in Kansas City. Mo., De-
cember, 103. had but few organizers in the
field, and could do but little for the work-
ers for either the Fast, the West, the
North, or the South. At this convention
the per capita tax was raised and an In-
come secured whereby the executive of-iice- rs

were able to send organize r all ovtrthe country, and the West had its yhare uf
the organizers, and when Its proportion of
population is considered had ev-- more
than its share. The Western Labor Unionorganized on narrow sectional lines. "The
West for the Westerners was the cry.
The organization had the support of the
Western Federation of Miners, without
which It would probably never have hadany existence at all. Its per capita tax for
the year immediately preceding the recent
convention amounted KX). As each mem-l- r

contributed 10 cents per month, it
howed an average membership for theyear of four tnousand. Making a liberal

estimate for a large Increase of members
toward the later part of the year, the West-
ern Labor Union, now the American Labor
Union, in all probability does not havemore than eight thousand members to-da- y.

Its appeal to sectionalism has not been
successful. Now it no longer believes in
Factional lines, but has decided to 'invadethe enemy's country. Invade the Fast andorganize as many workers as it can underIts banner. That it will fall ignominlously
Is not only predicted by friends of the
trade union movement, but is sometimes
to be sincerely and devoutly hop d for.

"There is no room in America. biff though
It be. for two federations claiming the same
jurisdiction, and that the 'American Labor
Union' is an insincere organization is amplyproven by the fact that it was organized
to divide the workers of the West, and now
heralds its intentions of dividing labor'sforces everywhere else. In connection withIts change of policy It is Interesting to
know that Fugene V. Debs, for whom we
have always had the highest possible re-
gard, was most anxious to bring abouta change in the Western Labor Union's
folicy and name, and has closely alliedwith the Western labor elements.
We are afraid Mr. Debs's position will notonly destroy much of his usefulness, but
will turn some of his most ardent defenders
in the trade union arena into merciless
critics: and he has unquestionably laid
himself open to justly severe criticism andcondemnation. If the Western, now the
American Labor Union, really thought the
American Federation of Labor was too
Glow and too unprogressive an organization

and this Is its excuse for attempting to
oecome us rival a sensible line of actionfor it to follow out would have been todisband and allow its local unions to affi-
liate with the American Federation of La-
bor, and with the Western Federation ofMiners also affiliating they could have donemore to advance the trade union movementalong their lines than is possible by caus-ing division and contention, as they arerow doing, it is solidity, not division, thatis wanted In labor's ranks, and the unifica-tion of the Western Federation of Miners,and the organizations which compose theWestern Labor Union, with the AmericanFederation of Labor would have tendedtowards solidity." ,

Few Large Iltilldfngi, bat Many
llomm OoinK I'p in the City Last

Week's Dnslness.

The plan to build a boulevard along Fall
creek Is causing speculative movements In
real estate on the proposed route. Dealers
are of opinion that the boulevard will be
built, and some of them are showing their
faith in the project by making extensive
purchases. The talk has resulted in real
estate along the route increasing in value,
and If the project Is carried through, more
than one man will find that he has made a
good Investment. In the last three months
several tracts have been purchased north of
Fall creek and east of Central avenue. The
speculative property is between Fall creek.
Central avenue and the fair grounds, and

Influence of Electricity on Lacteal
Fluid.

During serious electrical disturbances In

the atmosphere it is well known that beer
may become "hard." milk may go sour, and
meat may frequently "turn." Considerable
speculation has arisen as to the cause of
this change. It has been suggested that
an oxonized state of the air due to electric
discharge has something to do with It, or
that the formation of nitrous acid in the
air is responsible for the change. It is,
however, not probable that the atmosphere
undergoes any chemical change sufficient
to account for the extent to which certain
foods "turn." Moreover, any important
quantity of ozone or nitrous acid would be
calculated to exert a preservative effect, as
both are powerful antiseptics.

lt may be urged again that the phe-
nomenon is due to oxidation by means of
ozone, but this can hardly be the case in
view of the large .quantities of beer and
milk that are soured in relation to the very
small quantity of ozone which a thunder-
storm produces. In the case of meat, at
anv rate, the "turning'' can scarcely be at-
tributed to the action of ozone or of oxygen.
The change is probably due, not directly to
chemical agencies, but purely to a disturb-
ance of the electric equilibrium.

It is well known that an opposite elec-
trical state is set up by induction, so that
an electrical condition of the atmosphere
Induces a similar condition, though opposite
in character, in th objects on the earth.
1'ersons near whom a flash of lightning
passes frequently experience a severe shock
by induct! jn, though no lightning touches
them; and in the celebrated experiment of

Galvanl he showed that a skinned frog in
the neighborhood of an electrical machine,
although de?d. exhibited convulsive move-
ments every time that a spark was drawn
from the conductor. In the case of milk
"turning." or of beer "hardening." or" of
meat becoming tainted, it U probably there-
fore an instance of chemical convulsion,
or. it may be, of a stimulus given to bac-
teriological agencies set up by an opposite
electric condition Induced by the disturbed
electrical state of the atmopshere. Al-
though these changes are most marked dur-
ing a thunderstorm, yet undoubtedly they
occur at other times, though not to the
same degree, when there is no apparent
electric disturbance.

But even when the sky Is clear the at-
mosphere may exhibit considerable electri-
cal tension. The electroscope constantly
shows that a conducting point elevated in
the air is taking up a positive charge (as a
rule) of electricity, the tension rising with
the height of the point. This effect in-

creases toward daybreak, until it reaches
a maximum, some hours after sunrise. It
then diminishes until it is weakest, a few
hours before sunset, when again it rises and
attains a second maximum value some
hours after sunset, the second minimum oc-
curring before daybreak. There are, ac-
cordingly, constant changes of electrical
tension going on. changes, however, which
are more rapid and much more marked dur-
ing a thunderstorm and wnich arc quite
powerful enough to exert an evil influence
on certain articles of food or drink suscepti-
ble to change, notably meat, milk and beer
or cuicr.

There is no doubt that the unfavorable
effects On the feeling of well-bein- g ex-
perienced by many individuals, such as
headache and oppression and nervous dis-
tress, on the advent of a thunderstorm,
have a similar foundation and are due to
the same electrical differences of potential,
the effects passing away as the disturbed
condition of the atmosphere, or the storm,
subsides.
