It
is only a man afraid of his shadow who
could discover an exchange editor tobe a
dangerous quantity. In the course of time
Russia will learn that xplosions cannot
be prevented by shutting off the escape
valves, but It will take explosions to teach
the lesson. A free press may at times mis-

use its liberty and trespass on individual
rights, but it is nevertheless an Institution
which goe3 far toward maintaining the so-

cial and political balance. Its faults are
of a minor character; its benefits not to be

measured. Through It the people know
what Is being done by their government
and their fellow-citizen- s in all parts of the
country. From them no secrets are kept,
and because of this peace and contentment
prevail.

CLIIAVS CLAIM irOX VS.

Senator Flatt, of Connecticut, who is

chairman of the committee on relations
with Cuba, author of the Piatt amendment,
which Congress required thu Cuban con-

stitutional convention to adopt, and which
contains guarantees which forever place
the new republic in a position of intimate
relation to the United States, has an
article in the North American Review en-

titled "Cuba's Claim Upon the United
States," which Is a timely contribution.
Senator Tlatt has given special attention to
our relations with Cuba, and is, therefore,
In a position to speak with authority be-

cause he Is familiar v.lth every phase of
the subject. He takes the ground that the
United States became responsible for Cuba
when we went to war to deliver its people
out of the power of Spain. When we set up
military authority In the Island the act
was based upon an acknowledgment of an
assumed responsibility. Senator Flatt says
that when Congress required the consti-
tutional convention of Cuba to Incorporate
Into the constitution guarantees which
would practically compel the new republic
to put itself In closer relations with U3

than with any other nation the representa-
tives of the convention visiting Washing-
ton were given to understand in the plain-
est terms that for such guarantees mutual
trade relations would be given which
would be of the greatest value to Cuba.
When the convention asked for a pledge it
was told that such a promise could not be
officially declared, and that the good faith
of the United States must be accepted.
It was accepted, and until the opening
of Congress there was no other eentiment
in the country. Consequently, in the con-

ditions under which the provision was put
Into Cuba's constitution, an obligation was
involved.

"All at once," says Senator Piatt, "and
without reason, the cry was raised that
any reduction of duty on sugar coming
from Cuba would injure, strike down and
destroy the beet and cane-sug- ar industry
In the United States." As time went on
"all facts were ignored, fears magnified,
prejudice invoked, until reason and cool
Judgment seemed to have entirely depart-
ed" from a small minority of senators and
representatives, mostly representing the
States having beet-sug- ar industries. Two
assertions, neither of which could be sus-

tained by proof, formed the controlling
basU of the opponents of reciprocity. These
two assertions, while stated many tlms
and as often refuted. Senator Piatt puts
clearly and briefly, as fo'lows:

First, the assertion that, to reduce the.
tariff on Cuban sugar by 25 or even 20
per cent., would take away the protection
enjoyed by beet and cane sugar pro-
ducers in the United States an assertion
which Is absolutely groundless, as is shown
by the fact that we take into our country,
free of duty. 5),V) tons of sugar from
Hawaii and Porto Rico, while maintaining
the duty against all other countries, with-
out in any way interfering with the pro-
tection of our own sugar producers. Sec-
ond, the assertion that the so-call- ed sugar
trust would derive all the benefit resulting
from any reduction of the duty on Cuban
sugar an ussertion which is equally
groundless, as is shown by the fact that
Hawaiian sugar and Porto Rlcan sugar,
though duty free, have brought the same
price in American markets as sugars from
Cuba or Germany.

The most effective of these two as-

sumptions was that the so-call- ed sugar
trust would be benefited, which leads the
senator to remark' that "while there is a
popular belief that combinations and trusts
control legislation in Congress, It is never-
theless true that the most effective means
of preventing legislation Is to assert that
a combination or trust desires it."

Senator Piatt ventures the prediction
that when Congress assembles we shall
do our "plain duty" to Cuba. The "friends
of Cuba have appealed from the mistaken
sentiment of a few legislators to the
American people." The action of Repub-
lican conventions shows that "the heart
of the people is right." He notes that
whenever our "true-hearte- d and courageous
President speaks for Justice to Cuba and
the performance of a national obligation,
the people respond as to no other senti-
ment which he utters."

NOT IIELIAI1LE AUTHORITIES.
Mr. Bryan and the Oxnard organs assert

that any attempt to revise the Dingley tariff
will result in the downfall of the protective
tariff system. Neither are good authorities,
but one is as good as the other. Tariff con
sideration does not necessarily Imply a re-

vision of all the schedules. On the other
hand, the changes necessitated by the
changed conditions may be few.

The President and Ills Family Haunt-
ed by mv York.

During the past week President Roose-

velt metaphorically has spanked some of
the New York newspaper correspondents
for the manner in which they have chroni-
cled alleged incidents and happenings at
Sagamore Hill. It is sad. but true, that
everything published in the New York pa-

pers under Oyster Bay date lines is not ac-

curate. As rainbow chasers, some of the
gentlemen who come to this little village to
report the doings of the President are ln a
high class, for they never permit them
selves to be embarrassed by facts. Thcy
haunt Sagamore Hill, and when any mem-
ber of the Roosevelt family appears in a
public place the clicking of a score of cam-
eras may be heard. Field glasses are em-
ployed with which to watch every move-
ment of the President should he seek diver-
sion on the tennis court with his sons;
efforts are made to ascertain whether he
eats oatmeal or cracked wheat for his
breakfast; whether his favorite riding hore
really did throw a shoe, and whether It was
a fact that Archie did throw the Presi-
dent at the Japanese style of wrestling.
Stories of the most extraordinary nature
are flashed to New l'ork, and there pub-
lished in red letters, and doubtless are
given credence by many readers.

All this is extremely distasteful to both
the President and Mrs. Roosevelt, but that
Mr. Roosevelt sees the humorous side of
the situation is evidenced by a remark he
made to one of the correspondents to whom
ho was administering the spanking.

"I want you to know all the facts," said
he, "so I shall give them to you at lirst
hand: Teddy is now fishing for tadpoles,
but really expects to land a whale; Archie
shot three elephants this morning; Ethel
at this moment is sotting fire to the rear
of the house. Kermit and Calico pony are
having a wrestling match ln the garret, and
Quentin, four years old, is pulling down
the windmill."

Quite as ridiculous stories as the Presi-
dent suggested are published every day
in New York.

Here is another: "See game warden and
have Archie Roosevelt arrested for violat-
ing the game laws. Rush story with pic-
tures."

These are mild samples, but thev will
serve as an illustration of the curiosity,
not to put it more harshly, which prompts
a deal of the work done here.

THE COAL STRIKE.

Indlcntions thnt the Operators Are
3ot Anxious to Resume.

New Y'ork Evening Tost.
Violence seems to be on the Increase ln

those mining towns where any attempt has
been made to resume operations, even on a
small scale. This Is not to be wondered at.
The strikers must be losing hope of success,
and so will feel a greater bitterness against
the old men who have remained at the
pumps and the new ones who offer to take
places in small collieries that are ready to
start up. It is hard to resist the conviction
that the halting attitude of the chief opera-
tors has fostered that frame of mind among
the strikers and their sympathizers which
prompts to violence. The great companies
have so acted as to make most men think
that they do not want to resume work, and
that they are not sorry to see the few
men who are employed in isolated places
suffering attacks which may be pleaded as
an excuse for not opening the mines gener-
ally. There are complaints that the local
authorities in some districts do not afford
proper protection, but the operators show-n-

signs of the indignation which would
be manifested by men who were in earnest
about seeing that those who wanted to
work were enabled to do so in safety. In
short, if the little group who control the
great companies concerned in mining coal
had been bent on avoiding the discharge of
their obligation to the public in this mat-
ter, they could not have pursued a course
better calculated for this purpose than that
which they have adopted.

The issue is perfectly simple. It is the
duty of the operators to furnish coal to the
public. If they cannot resume work with
their old employes they are bound to seek
others, and to protect the newcomers. If
the Pensylvania law requiring miners to
pass an examination and recure certificates
prevents the operators from fully manning
the mines at first, let them begin writh
whatever force they can obtain. The es-
sential thing is to begin to serve notice
that any man legally qualified to mine coal
who is ready to work upon the terms of-
fered can have both employment and assur-
ance of safety. This is what the great com-
panies have refused to do. and still refrain
from doing. Their attitude is that of ob-
structionists; they will not make terms
with their old employes and they will not
hire new ones and the public must pay
the penalty. There has never been such a
situation in any great labor controversy
in this country, and the few men who con-
trol the great companies are greatly mis-
taken if they suppose that they can long
maintain so indefensible a position.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 4. The State De-

partment has received the following cable-
gram from Minister Squires, dated Havana,
Aug. 4: "The House has passed a bill au-

thorizing a loan of thirty-fiv- e millions.
Minimum rate of issue 10 per cent., maxi-
mum Interest 5 per cent., redeemable in
forty years."

Under the Piatt amendment the United
States Is bound to take cognizance of every
action of the Cuban government relating
to loans. Article 2 of that amendment pro-
vides "that said government shall not as-

sume or contract any public debt to pay
the interest on which and to make reason-
able sinking fund provision for the ultimate
discharge of which the ordinary revenues
of the Island of Cuba, after defraying the
current expenses of the government, shall
be inadequate."

No computation has been made to ascer-
tain whether or not the loan provided for
in the bill which Minister Squires refers to
trespasses on the provision of the Piatt
amendment, but it is presumed the Cuban
revenues can pay the interest and provide
r sinking fund beside defraying the oral
nary expenses of the government as pro
vided in the amendment. At the same time
it will no doubt be found very difficult to
interpret this particular provision, as the
question of revenues may fluctuate accord
ing to the conditions in the Island, it is
known that the intention of Article 2 was to
prevent any extraordinary issue of bonds
for the purpose of redeeming the bonds of
the so-call- ed republic previous to the bpan
l3h-Americ- an war and the payment of large
bounties to those who had taken part in
the insurrection against Spain. It was In
tended as a check upon the Cuban govern
ment in the matter of incurring indebted
ness. although it carries no provision indl
eating what would be the action of the
United States should the Cuban govern
ment exceed the indebtedness prohibited
by the amendment. Neither Is there any
thing ln the amendment indicating what
steps the United States would take to deter
mine whether the Indebtedness was beyond
the proscription or how it would prevent
the incurring of such indebtedness.

HAVANA, Aug. 4. The Senate has dis
cussed and approved In part a bill to em
power the executive to raise a loan of 4,oo".
inn) at the minimum price of 10 ami the
maximum rate of interest of 5 per cent..
payable ln thirty years, to be. used to as
sist th sugar-can- e growers of the island.
who will be paid at the rate of 50 cents
per 100 arobas of sugar cane ground rrom
the last crop. This money is to be repaid
by the cane growers in February, March
and April, K3, at 6 per cent, interest. The
bill provides that the executive be au
thorized to pledge the customs receipts of
the republic as a guarantee fcr the prin
cipal and interest of this loan and to
guarantee increased expenditures on ac-
count- of the loan. The executive is also
to be authorized to pledge the customs
receipts upon certain articles, tariffs be-
ing raised proportionately. Six months
after date another loan of $35.mVm) is to
be raised on the same conditions as to
time, price of issue and interest as the
above-mention- ed loan. Four million dol-

lars' worth of the bonds of the second loan
are to be devoted to taking up the first
loan. The rest of the SSSrfA','") loan is to
be used In paying the debts of the revolu-
tion, referred to in the constitution, and
to pay the Cuban revolutionary army. This
latter obligation amounts to $23.OO0,0öt). It
Is provided, also, that Congress, before
the closing of the present session, is to
vote a certain portion of the income of
the island to pay interest on and provide
a sinking fund for the second loan.

It Is claimed that this bill will substan-
tially pass the House. The Senate is said
to be really opposed to a large loan, but to
agreed to this measure. A majority of the
former Cuban revolutionary element is in
favor of paying the army. It Is said in
other quarters that the plan has been di-

vided into two sections, in order to allow
the first loan to be raised and that tha
second or big loan will be shelved. That
part of the bill referring to guaranteeing
the 54,"O0,OiX) loan by receipts from Increased
duties on certain articles, was not approved
by the Senate. No project has yet passed
the House.

bourg Sept. 24 and also has furnished the
Itinerary of the distinguished guest while
in the United States. The party will con-

sist of his Royal Highness the crown
prince. Col. Thyia Rajovallo, Capt. Luang
Saraseddhl, second aid, Mom R. Convatra.
private secretary, and his Royal Highness
Prince Chakrabongsee, brother of the
crown prince, with an aid. It is expected
that the party will arrive on the German
steamer Wilhelm der Grosse on Sept. CD or
Oct. 1. They probably will ppend three days
In New York, Including a visit to West
Point. The party will go to Newport Oct.
4 and be ln Boston Oct. 5 and 6. making a
visit to Harvard College and also an inspec-
tion of the factories in the vicinity of Bos-
ton. They will arrive in Washington on the
morning of Oct. 7, and on that day and the
Hh will make the official calls on the Presi-
dent and be at the disposal of the President
for any programme he may suggest. They
will go to Philadelphia on the Snh, remain-
ing six days, making a personal visit to
William Potter.

On Oct. 16 the prince and his party will
start on the main tour of the United States
in a special train, going to Buffalo. Niagara
Falls, Pittsburg. Indianapolis, St. Louis,
Chicago. St. Paul. Yellowstone Park, Butte
copper mines. Salt Lake City, Glenwood
Snrints. Colorado Springs, Pike's Peak.
Cripple Creek gold mines, Santa Fe. the
Indian Pueblos of New Mexico, Grand
canyon of the Colorado. Los Angeles, Pasa-
dena wineries. San Diego. Coronado Beach.
Santa Barbara. Delmonte. San Jose. Lick
observatory. San Francisco and the Yo-semi- te.

It is probable that the party will
sail from San Francisco for the Orient.

Untre Floating Dock Wanted.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 4-- The Navy De-

partment will soon call for bids for a huge
floating drydock to accommodate a 16,000-to- n

battleship to be built in the United
States and floated over to the Philippines.
This will be one of the largest floating
drydocks ever constructed. The amount
available is $1,250,000, and Admiral Endi- -
cott, of the bureau of yards and docks,
has about completed the specifications un-

der which the huge structure will be built.
Whether it will be towed across the Pacific
or across the Atlantic through the Suez
canal will depend upon the place of Its
construction, but in any event the towing
of this gisantlc steel structure such a
distance will be a formidable undertaking.

COLOMBIAN WAR RUMOR

REBELS REPORTED TO HAVE IIEEX
DEFEATED AT AGFA Dl'LCE.

Government Gunboat lvlth ClOO Mei

Aboard Missing nnd Posslhly-Wreckc- d

or Copjtured.

PANAMA, Colombia, Aug. 4. Telegraph-
ic communication with San Carles was re-

established this afternoon, and at S p. m.
General Salazar received a telegram from
San Carlos saying that some revolutionary
officers belonging to the forces under Gen-

eral Herrera had passed that town in
flight. They reported the defeat of the
revolutionists at Agua Dulce. This news
has not been confirmed, and details and
further information are awaited.

The United States cruiser Ranger is re-

ported to have gone to Agua Dulce to bring
the wounded back to Panama. Definite
news of the engagement is expected when
she returns.

The government gunboat Royacao. which
is missing, left here last Tuesday with re-

inforcements for General Morales Berti,
who is located near the port of Agua
Dulce. She was attacked by the revolu-
tionary fleet and obliged to retreat. Sine
that time nothing has been heurd of the
Boyacao, but being faster than the revo-
lutionary gunboat Padilla, she is believed
to have escaped. The Boyacao's rudder
was recently found to be in very bad order
and the repairs made to it were conducted
rapidly and not very thoroughly. General
Salazar, Governor of Panama, is of opin-
ion that some accident has happened to
the gunboat, which has left her helpless at
sea or stranded on the coast of some
island. More than 2 men are on board the
gunboat.

The government gunboat Chuchuito,
which was sent from here with ammuni-
tion for General Morales Berti, could not
deliver her cargo because the port of Agua
Dulce had been captured by the revolution-
ists. Water communication between the
government troops at Agua Dulce and Pan-
ama is consequently Interrupted.

A government officer who was captured
by the revolutionists in January of this
year during a previous battle at Agua
Dulce, has made his escape from General
Herrera's camp and has reached Panama.
He reports that many revolutionists ar
deserting, partly because they are forced
to fight against members of their own po-
litical party, as well as on account of th
heavy losses the revolutionists are said
to have sustained every day since the be-
ginning of this battle.

General Salazar, military governor of
Panama, said to-da- y that if General
Herrera's forces were not defeated within
five days he would march with all the
forces he has in Panama to attack th
revolutionary leaders' rearguard. General
Salazar has received a telegram from the
Colombian minister of war asking If re-
inforcements are needed and saying that ifso he will eiid them immediately.

The Itnnuer Searching: for a Ship.
WASHINGTON. Aug. 4. Captain potter,

of the Ranger, has cabled the Navy De-
partment from Panama that the Governor
of Panama requests that the Ranger go
to ea and endeavor to locate the gunboat
Boyacao. which. It is feared, has been lost,
and aboard which were a large number of
people. The department has authorized theRanger to pre.e-ee- on this mission. The
Boyacao on July 28 returned to Panama
from Agua Dulce. where tdie carried re-
inforcements for the government army. Itwas at Agua Dulce that a severe battle
with the revolutionists was begun on July
30. and it may be that the Boyacao was
again sent with reinforcements to A"ua
Dulce.

SITUATION IN HAITI.

An Attack on Gonalves Expected by
the Government Troops.

rORT-AU-PRINC- E. Haiti. Aug. 4 Gen-
eral Jumeau, th Flrmlnlst command, r. has
started for Gonalves, In order to defend
that city, which probably will b attacked
by the government troops unoer General
Nord. The forces sent to subject the town
of Petit Goave have revolted In faor of
Firmln. E. Jerrmlo. minister t foreisa
affairs in provincial government, has re-

signed because he disapproved of Firrnir.'s
acts during hi candidature fer the presi-
dency. General Firmln stems to be eiy
much compromised.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 4-- Cptaln Mc-Cr- ea,

of the gunboat Machlas. to-da- y ca-
bled the Navy Department that the out-
break In Haiti is practically over. The
cablegram, which is dated Cape Haltten.
Auk. 4. is as follows: "After interviewing
authorities, aspect of affairs appear mot
satisfactory. Nationals are well armed.
Rebels have been driven from critical posi-
tions. Little enthusiasm. No further dan-
ger of serious disturbances."

Captain MeCrea requested permission to
go to San Juan. Porto Rico, for coal. This
was granted him and the Machlas proba-
bly will come North unless there Is another
outbreak iu Haiti.
