Creston. The body, effects and the horses
of the notorious man were taken Jn charge
by Sheriff Gardner and taken direct to
Davenport, where they will be kept pending
the decision of the final disposition of
Tracy's body.

Reports come from Davenport that wild
excitement prevails. Stores are closed and
people are crowding around to get a sight
of the outlaw, it, is stated that a heavy
guard Is kept around the morgue where the
body is kept, as well as around the corpse
itself, to prevent relic hunters from tear-
ing the clothing to pieces and carrying
away souvenirs.

STORY TOLD II V A YOUTH.

Tracy's Downfall Due to Ills Own U-
nparalleled Nerve.

SPOKANE, Wash., Aug. 6. For two days
and as many nights Tracy held the family
of Farmer L. B. Eddy under subjection.
Here again he showed nerve and cool head-cdnes- s,

but those very qualities brought
about his downfall. Had he not allowed
G. E. Goldfinch, the eighteen-year-ol- d boy,
to leave the ranch when he did, the story
to-da- y might be different. But the outlaw
had too much faith in estimating the ter-

ror his words of warning would give to
the lad.

The story of the exploits of the famous
bandit at the Eddy ranch are given by
the boy who was his servant for ever a
day. It was Sunday afternoon that Gold-

finch was riding a horse across the prairie
not far from the Eddy farm. He noticed
a strange man camped not far from where
he passed. To all appearances the stranger
was just having his supper, but young
Goldfinch paid no attention to him, not
seeing anything unusual in his actions.
Just as the boy was going by, the camper
called out, asking him to have some supper.
With the. reply that he had just finished
his supper. Goldfinch did not even slacken
the pace of his horse, and passed the
stranger. It was then that an imperative
command, from the man brought Goldfinch
to a sudden stop. He was ordered to come
back. This order the boy obeyed. With
his usual ceremony Tracy soon made him-
self known. He inquired the way to the
nearest farm and was directed to the
Eddv ranch. Tracy at this time still had
two horse-s- . One he rode, the other, the
boy says, was ioaded with groceries and
bedding.

"You go ahead and tell them I am com-
ing." commanded the outlaw.

Goldfinch readily complied, and started
ahead to announce the coining of the guest.
Tracy, however, kept closv; on tne heels
of the Lid. evidently not intending to give
him a cnance tu git warning. On the way
to the huu.--e Tracy noticed a rope trailing
from his pack animal. "That's leaving a
bad mark." said the outlaw, and stopped
to gather In the trailing coils. He then
went on his way to the Eddy ranch. Arriv-
ing there. Goldfinch performed the e

allotted to him and soon told the family
who the visitor was. The night passed
without any special happenings. In the
morning Tracy first made his toilet. A
bath and a have were Included In his
morning make-u- p. the farmer and his men
having provided soap, towels and water.

When the men started for their work
Tracy discovered they were constructing an
overhead rack in the barn for the fall crop.
The outlaw decided to make himself useful,
and divesting himself of his rlfie and one
of his revolvers, labored with the other
men during most of the morning. He kept
one revolver, however, in the holater by his
side ready for Instant use. During the day
the outlaw wanted his other weapons,
which had been left with his bedding and
traveling outfit. He sent Goldfinch after
the weapons and proudly passed thm
around to the awe-strick- en workmen. They
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were allowed to handle the weapons and in-

spect them, but It is said they took care
not to have the muzzles of the guns point-
ing toward the outlaw. Tracy all this time
had a revolver himself and left no opening
for the farmers to get the drop on him.
That the outlaw stood in no fear of Eddy
and his men attempting to take advantage
of the opening was vouched for by himself,
he having remarked to the farmer: "I am
not afraid of you." During the day the
outlaw remarked that he needed a new
holster, one of his revolvers be-ln- g without
a holder. Young Goldfinch was instructed
to lind the leather, after which the outlaw
soon made o holster.

Monday evening Tracy told Goldfinch he
might go. He was, however, cautioned on
pain of death not to tell what had happened
until Wednesday. It was this very dis-
play of nerve, which heretofore had made
the outlaw safe, that this time caused his
ruin. Goldfinch, instead of being sufliclent-l- y

terrorized to keep peace, soon spread the
news and aroused a posse.

EXTITLED TO TIIK ItEWARD.

31 en Who Surrounded nnl Wounded
Trncy AVlll Get the Money.

SALEM, Ore., Aug. 6. Governor Gear,
when asked if he considered that the men
who surrounded and wounded outlaw Har-
ry Tracy are entitled to the reward, said:
"Yes, I do. The posse surrounding was
the cause of his committing suicide to save
hanging, and are as much to be credited
with his death and reward for it as though
they had killed him directly."

Governor Geer received a telegram from
Constable C. A. Straub, of Creston, Wash.,
telling of Tracy's suicide. He telegraphed
Sheriff Gardner. of Lincoln county,
Washington, suggesting that the body
be embalmed and forwarded to Se-
attle for identification by the Wash-
ington authorities for the purpose
of paying the reward and asking that the
body be forwarded from Seattle to Salem
to the Oregon authorities. Governor Ge-e- r

stands ready to pay the reward to the men
responsible for his death. No one has been
sent from here to identify the remains,
but Deputy Warden A. C. Dilly, of the
prison, who Is on a vacation, is believed to
have gone to Spokane with the Governor's
secretary. Walter Lyon, and he will iden-
tify the remains.

TRACY'S CAR HER OF CRIME.

Killed Two .Men In 1S07 and Seven
Since, Including Merrill, Ills Pal."
Harry Tracy escaped from th? Oregon

state penitentiary at Salem on June 9. In
company with David Merrill, after killing
four men, Frank W. Ferrell, G. R. T. Jones
and B. F. Tiffany, guards,- - and Frank In-graha- m,

a convict, who tried to prevent his
flight. On June 2S Tracy killed Merrill near
Xapavine, Wash., shooting him from be-

hind, and leaving his body in the forest,
where it was found on July 13. On July 3,
near Seattle, in a fight with a posse Tracy
hot and killed Charles Raymond, a deputy

sheriff; E. E. Breese, a policeman, and mor-
tally wounded Carl Nell llawley, who died
on the following elay, and wounded Carl
Anderson, a newspain-- r reporter.

Tracy committed many feats of daring
during his flight, in the course of which he
eluded various posses when apparently sur-
rounded and held up numerous farmers,
whom he forced to furnish food and cloth-
ing, and by threats of murdering their
families compelled them to cover up his
tracks. Perhaps his greatest show of dar-
ing was displayed on July 2, at South Bay.
near Olympia. Wash., when he held, up mx
men arid forced four, including Captain
Clark, of a large gasoline launch, to em-
bark with him en I'uget Found and pilrt
him up stream for ten hours.

In lv7 Tracy murdered Valentine Höge,
a Colorado cattleman, and William Strong!
a boy. in the same State.

A total reward of Jl.0 was offered for
Tracy's arrest. Governor McBrido. ,f
Washington, offering 52.".fnr his capture,
dead or alive. The state of Oregon off red
J l.I" and a brother of one of the guards
killed at the penitentiary offered Jli. The
reward for Merrill's capture amounted to
J1.ÖA which has been claim d by Mrs.
Waggoner, the berry picker, and her son,
who found the body near their home.
