As
the consent of the strikers already had
been secured, the strike and boycott un-

doubtedly prill be settled In a few days.
The committee will begin the sessions of

Investigation to-morr- ow morning and con-

tinue until the matter is thoroughly
probed, taking sworn evidence from both
sides. One condition Imposed by both com-
pany and trlkers If that the decision
to be binding shall Y e unanimous. . It is
thought that, as the merchants are very
desirous of ending the distasteful boycott,
there will be no difficulty In reaching a
unanimouj agreement.

The break in the clouds that have hov-
ered over the situation for some time is
very happily received throughout the city.

Superintendent C. D. Emmons was in
Indianapolis to-da- y trying to close a deal
to bring the employes of the P.ig Four Rail-
way here for their annual picnic next Sat-
urday. The railroad men say they will not
com here and ride in cars to Tecumseh
Txall unless the cars are manned by union
men. President Rupley. of Central Labor
Union, offered to provide eighteen union
men for the enrs Saturday In order that
the business interests of the city may not
suffer. The Uig Four picnic, if it is held
here, will fcrlng 5,000 persons here. Mr.
Emmons said he would consider the offer.

MICHIGAN CITY. Ind.. Aug. 25. Judge

Tuthill, of the Laporte Supreme Court, this
afternoon refused to grant the petition of
Benjamin Kimberley, a Monroe county con-
vict, for release from the State prison
through a writ of habeas corxus. which
was argued before him two weeks ago.

Kimberley was sentenced to serve an In-

determinate term of two to fourteen years
for petit larceny and the petition contended
that he should have been sentenced only
for a term of from one to three years and
fhould now b? released, the minimum time
having expired. Judge Tuthill held that
while the Monroe county .court had com-
mitted an error it came to him as a co-
llateral attack, and the law would not war-
rant that one court review the error ot
another court possessing co-ordin- ate pow-
ers.

had been dropped by a passing street car
at a transfer point. The bag was later
found Intact. General Nlles was placed In
Jail. It was found that he was demented.
Relatives at Goshen and Elkhart were no-
tified.

He la Tendered Tresldeney of Cincin-

nati University Law School.

BLOOM INGTON, Ind.. Aug. 25. Prof. Wm.

P. Rogers, of the law department of Indi-
ana University, has been offered the pres-
idency of the law school of Cincinnati Uni-
versity and probably will accept. The se-

lection was entirely unexpected to him, and
the first Intimation came while he was at
Fair Haven, Mich., about two weeks ago.
A week later he received official notice of
his selection. Prof. Rogers started for
Saratoga, N. Y to-da- y, and it is under-
stood that he will consider the offer until
his return. The salary there is $4,000, with
prospects of an increase. The salary here
Is $3,(XX) and the responsibility and work
are not more there than here.

Only two months ago Professor Rogers
declined an offer In the law school of
Northwestern University at a salary of
13,500 and hoped to remain with Indiana. If
he accepts his new duties will begin on Oct.
1, and he would be expected there by the
15th of September.

tween the Fort Wayne & Southwestern
Traction Company and the Big Four took
a new turn to-da- y, when the Big Four, in
three hours, put down 300 feet of track in
Water street," under a franchise granted
by the Council several weeks ago. The
Council to-nig- ht granted the Southwestern
a franchise along the same street, and the
Big Four, to force the Southwestern to
makfj the crossing, built the track. Both
lines will now occupy the street, practical-
ly filling it.

He hacked her back and then cut her about
the breast and abdomen.

Other inmates of the bulletin g hearing
her cries went to the rescue and Basset ran,
leaving the woman almost dead. She is
very weak from loss of blood and the
physicians who attended her say she "may
yet die. Bassett was last heard of in the
vicinity of Lagro. Hayes, husband of the j

woman, is a prisoner at the Michigan City
Penitentiary tor assault with intent to kill.

COLUMBUS. Ind.. Aug. 25. The Penn-
sylvania Railroad authorities and the resi-
dents of Wailsboro, a small town four,
miles south of here, are at swords' points
over a fence along the company's right of
way through that town. The fence was de-
stroyed by fire for the fourth time on Sat-
urday, and the company has a force of
men rebuilding it. The case has gone
through the Bartholomew county Circuit
Court once, and was decided In favor of
the railroad company. The residents claim
the company builds the fence on ground
which belongs to the public roadway, and
the company insists otherwise.

Heretofore the fence has been destroyed
by pulling up or cutting the posts and car-
rying the material away. The last time
the company replaced the fence the posts
were heavily ironed with barbed wire, but
fire accomplished Its destruction. The com-
pany maintains patrolmen to watch the
ftnee, but the moment their vigilance is
relaxed the denizens of the burg destroy it.
