CHICAGO. Aug. 25.-C- orn led all other
grains in point of activity and price ad-

vances to-da- y. Other markets were in-

clined toward dullness and at times almost
no one was in the pits. Congestion in Sep-

tember corn, with big decreases in local
stocks and fears of a natural corner, were
the bullish factors. After an idle hour,
the other grains advanced in sympathy,
and at the close September corn was lHc
up, wheat iöTc higher and oats He ad
vanced.
