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"Programme

Each succeeding year brings an increase
in the number of clubs for women in the
city. And each year the programmes for
these clubs become more practical and

more ¢laborate. The programmes of study
for the clubs of this year embrace a wide
range of subjects, political, soclal, literary,
art, music, etc,

It has not been long since a woman's
club was purely literary and the work of
the ¢lub consisted in the writing of essays
and the ransacking of encyclopedias for
information on the subject upon which
one wished to write. Now the work of
the clubs lles In a broader field and all
guestions of public Interest are studied
and discussed. A record of the work of
woman's clubs embraces free kindergariens,
curfew laws, free libraries, civil service re-
form, sociology, sychology, househoid
science, neighborhood settlements, In-
dustrial schools, city improvements, hos-
pital work, mothers’ meetings, homes for
children, social purity, temperance and
many other subjects of interest besides
those generally studled in clubs, such as
Jocal and general history, blography and

the arts,

It Is noticeable that club work, as it Is
now understood, Includes every varlety
formerly done by the much-discussed
woman reformer and the municipal and
State governments are apt {o feel the power
of such organizations as they increase in
force and membership.
