BIG ANTHRACITE COLLIERY ABOUT
TO RESUME OPERATIONS.

It Will Sarrender to the Miners It Is
Sald—No Sign of Break in the
Ranks of Strikers.

CHICAGO, Sept. 17.—Word was recelved
in Chicagoe to-night from Henry E. Weav-
er, of the Weaver Coal Company, who is in
Buffalo, that the anthracite coal strike will
soon come to an end; that one of the larg-
est mines in the heart of the disturbed dis-
trict in Pennsylvania is about to give in to
the strikers and that other mines will di-
rectly follow the example of the leader.

C. E. Ferguson, private secretary to Mr.
Weaver, received a long telegram from
Buft‘lo stating the case and the announce-
ment was authorized by Mr. Weaver
through Mr. Ferguson in Chicago. “The
big mine which Mr. Weaver refers to,” said
Mr. Ferguson, “will be in operation within
a week. The owners of the mine, which is
one of the largest in the affected district,
realize that the settlement, swhich is bound
to come, cannot be put off any longer, as
the blg strike has now come to a crisis and
affalrs have got to such a serious point and
the.effects are so widespread and dire that
the settleament must come promptly. Mr.
Weaver was assured that the mine would
be working again within a week. Of course,
the other mines will follow the example
promptly and the public can look forward
to a settlement of all of the difficulties

within a short time.”

WARNING TO POACHERS

“SEAL PIRATES” WILL BE SUNK BY
REVENUE GUNBOATS,

American and Japanese Poachera No-

tified They Muat Keep Away from
the Siberian Coast.

»>

LONDON, Sept. 18.—In a dispatch from
Odessa, the correspondent of the Standard
says the government has announced that it
will take effect measures to suppress the
poaching operations of Americang and
Japanese among the seals on the north-
east coast of Slberia. The measures will
be enforced by three fast gunboats.

Although anxious to comply with the re-
iterated representations of Russia, the
Washington and Tokio governments have
failed to put an end to this illicit fishing
in Russian waters. M., Yermoloff, continues
the correspondent, now gives formal notice
that American and Japanese poachers
captured within the limits of Russla’s mar-
itime jurisdiction on the Siberian coats will
be llable to three months’' imprisonment
and their ships and cargoes to confiscation,
This order will be enforced by gunboats,

No discrimination will be made; the com-
manders and crews of poaching vessels
will be bubjected to the same punishment.
In case of refusal to surrender or attempt
to escape, the commander of the Russlan
gungoats are empowered to fire upon and
sink the “sea pirates.”

HE IS NOT AN ANARCHIST,

Yet He Resigned from the President's
Reception Committee.

CHICAGO, Sept. 17.—Ephraim Phillip
Rosenthal, secretary of the committee ar-
ranging for the reception and entertainment
of President Roosevelt during his visit teo
Chicago next month, resigned his position
suddenly to-day. He took this step ime-
diately upon the publication of a rumor that

the Roosevelt committee cortained one
and possibly two members whose sympa-
thies leaned toward anarchy.

Mr. Rosenthal's name was coupled with
the announcement that a city detective
was investigating the report In such a way
that he could not but understand that the
inference was that he was the man con-
cerned. He decided to step aside, he an-
nounced later in the day, not because he
was concerned over the Insinuation very
deeply on his own account, but rather that
he desired the visit of the President to be
absolutely clear from the shadow of any
suspicion that anyone whose name had
even been coupled with the subject of an-
archy was to be assoclated with those hav-
ing him in thelr care during his stay here.

Max Rabinoff, a member of one of the en-
tertainment committees, also found himeelf
connected with the gossip going the rounds
because of his friendship for Mr. Rosen-
thal, but he vehemently denled having any
interest in Anarchists or their bellefs. He
did not tender his resignation.
