GOOD PROGRESS IS BEING MADE AND
THE ROAD WILL BE BUILT.

Great Demand for Section Men Com-
petent to Be Foremen—Augast
Earnings of the Panhandle,

9

Projectors of the Indianapolis Southern
Rallway talk very encouragingly of the en-
terprise. Much of the right of way has been
secured and the work has so far advanced
that there seems to be but littie doubt of
the road being buiit. The company Is ex-
pending now $200 per day to pay engineer-
ing corps and parties securing the right of
way. David Braden, one of the parties se-
curing the right of way, returned on Satur-
day. He completed the work through
Brown county. Other parties are at work
securing the right of way through Morgan
county. It has been well understood by the
projectors of the road that they have other
raliroad interests to fight, and this bas ne-
cessitated their moving with more caution
than would have been the case but for this
opposition. It is stated that there will be
no difficulty in raising money for building
the road, and it will not come from sources

which the opposition supposes. It should
be borne in mind that the Indianapolis
Southern will strike territory In waich it

will have to compete with the Big Four,
the Monon and the Pennsylvania. These

three combined make a strong opposition,

but with the fallure of natural gas and
the great demand that will arise for coal

it is believed that Indianapolis really needs

the road, and the projectors show a deter-
mination to bulld it despite all obstacles.

They say, with a good deal of positiveness,

that the Indianapolis Southern will be haul-
ing coal into Indianapolis in the fall of 1%03.

New Life in the Midland.

The greatest activity prevails about the
headquarters of the Chicago & Southeast-
ern Rallway offices in Anderson since the
reincarnation of the road. Supt. W. 8.
Moore is putting new life and hope into
the friends of the rallway, and the farmers
along the line in Madison county and the
towns as well are scarcely able to realize
what is happening. Last week for the
first time In months a pay car went over

the line, and the men’'s wages were pald
in full and hundreds of dollars of adjudi-
cated claims that have been standing for
years were pald. The new management
has purchased 500,000 ties which are being
distributed along the road. Superintendent
Moore has contracted with Chicago men to
have the roadway ballasted and im-
proved. A gang of 200 Italians, under the
charge of experienced graders, will arrive
this week and camp out along the road till
their work is complete. A large force of
bridge carpenters is at work repairing and
rebullding the bridges of the old Midland.
It is the intention to keep gravel and con-
struction trains at work as long as weather
conditions will permit, and it is hoped that
before winter sets in the road will be in
excellent condition. New steel rails, which
were purchased Immediately after the
change, have begun to arrive, and much
of the old track will be relaid along the
most important part of the territory. The
great manufacturing Industries of the gas
belt hall this activity with delight, as
it means direct communication with the
practically exhaustless fuel beds of south-
ern Indiana.

Demand for Section Men.

The chief engineeer of one of the In-
dianapolis roads says that there Is a great
demand for section men competent to fill
the position of section foreman, as it re-

quires an intelligent man for the position,
so0 great has been the change in the trans-

portation line. The use of locomotives of
double the weight of those of former yvears

and the hauling of cars carrying 80,000 1o
100,000 pounds of weight are very severe
on the tracks; the Iincreased speed at which
passenger trains are run i much harder on
the rails than formerly, notwithstanding
the fact that most of the roads on which
this heavy equipment is used have lald
75 to Si-pound per yard steel rail, and some
100 pounds per yvard. These heavy trains,
run at high speed, rapidly wear on the
track and get it out of line more or less,
and it requires the closest watching to
prevent acclidents occuring through some
slight imperfection of track; consequently,
it requires men of large experience or well
informed as to engineering tacties to fill
the position of section foreman. This gen-
tleman says that there is a great opening
for young men who want to rise in the
rallroad service. To begin as section fore-
man may seem near the bottom of the
ladder, but it is certainly an opening for
something better, and not by any means as
hard work as that of a fireman of a loco-
motive, who beging at the bottom. .

Robert Pitcalrn, resident assistant to
President A. J. Cassatt, of the Peunsyl-
vania, who has been abroad for some
months, returned to Pittshurg on Saturday,
and met with a warm reception on the part
of his associate.

W. J. Laffey, who for some years has
been special agent for the Illinoils Central
at Loulsville, has been promoted to travel-
ing special agent for the same road, with
headquarters at Memphis, and is succeed-
ed at Loulsville by W. P. Dinnan.

E. D. Conklin, claim agent of the South-
ern Pacific at Portland, Ore., accompanied
by his wife, Is visiting his parents in this
city. Mr. Conklin was chief clerk of Wilbur
Lee when the latter was general passenger
agent of the Lake Erle & Western road.

G. A. Deane, who represents the Missouri
Pacific and Iron Mountain, has received an
account of a fast run made on Saturday
by a special train, which for 189 miles aver-
aged 52 miles an hour. Four miles of the
distance was covered at seventy-five miles
an hour.

Frank Wilson, chief clerk of J. Q. Van
Winkle, general superintendent of the Big
Four, has been appointed trainmaster of
the Peoria & Eastern, and E. R. Bonnell,
assistant car service superintendent of
the Big Four, succeeds Mr. Wilson in Mr.
Van Winkle's office,

Since June 1 there have been fifty-nine
days in whish reduced rates have been
given to this city for some convention or
meeting. Had the roads carried peonle at
2 cents per mile they would have doubtless
realized as much money as under the con-
ditions which prevailed during that period.

President Jackman, of the ’'Frisco line,
the company that recently purchased the
C. & E. 1., and President Lyford, of the
C. & E. 1., and several other officials of
both lines are making an inspection tour
of the road. The officers at Brazll inti-
mated that some extensive improvements
‘?ull? be made soon at the Brazil end of
the line.

It i=s stated that the Pennsylvania, not
being able to lay more tracks between
Harrisburg and Pittsburg, is planning to
finish the partly built South Pennsylvania
from the Cumberland valley across the
southern tier of counties to Pittsburg.
This is the road abandoned by the Vander-
bilts twenty years ago after expending

m.m.tm.

Te Illinols Central has hit upon a novel
and effective plan to get around a bad
situation. Owing to its phenomenal traffic,
the company found itself in need of equip-
ment for freight, and orders have been is-
sued to assemble every discarded box car
and patch It up for the emergency business
now facing the traffic men. All discarded
flat cars are being reconstructed.

The Pennsylvania has issued an attrac-
tive pamphlet, the itinerary of President
Roosevelt's trip, which was arranged and
conducted by the representatives of the
passenger department of that company.
This booklet contains a map of the Lnited
States showing the route the President
will follow, with a complete list of the
places to be visited and the hours of ar-
rival and departure.

Rallroad freight men are loud In their
praise of the per diem system. ITor the
firet time In years the roads have found
that there can be a great saving of time
in the movement of cars, and the wvard
men are equally profuse in their prai=ze, as
when notitied that certain cars will be in
the yards on certain days, they are usually
on hand, and can be transferred to
the freight house or a connecting road
promptly.

The Lake Erie & Western is making an
interesting test of a window wventilator.
On Saturday a car was fastened tight and
steam turned on. A few men who did not
care how warm they got went inside and
began to smoke, and when the car was
s0 completely filled with smoke as to look
blue the ventilator was opened. The train
was put in motion and in two minutes the
car was clear of smoke and the air seem-
ingly pure.

The fifty-second annual report of the
Illinols Central Rallroad shows increases
in gross earnings amounting to $3,920,569,
increase in net earnings of $2,5822802. The
financial statement displays gross earnings
of nearly $41,000,000 on 4,283 miles of rail-
road, which is an earning capacity of $9,-
546 per mile. The Yazoo & Mississippi Val-
ley, which belongs to the Illinois Central,
earned over $6.500,000, making the total
earnings of the system over $47,000,000.

President Patrick, Secretary-treasurer
Parrish, and others, also a corps of survey-
ors, connected with the Dayton, Union &
Huntington Raliroad, arrived in Portland
vesterday and opened general offices, The
surveying corps immediately prepared to
begin active work. All the employes will
be hired from that point, and all of the
supplies needed are to be distributed from
there, this meaning from $0,000 to $40,000
which is to be expended in Portland.

D. G. Edwards, passenger traffic man-
ager of the Cincinnati, Hamilton & Day-
ton and its acquired line, is planning to
improve the service with the opening of
the Indiana, Decatur & Western, now the
Cincinnati, Indianapolis & Western, to
Springfield, Ill., on Sept. 30, as it will en-
able the road to establish new connections.
However, the freight department will be
more benefited by the road getting into
Springfield than will the passenger service.

Engineers of the Atlantic type of locomo-
tives are not so well pleased with them
as a rule as with the ordinary eight-wheel
passenger engines, which will haul six cars
seventy miles an hour over a smooth road-
bed. They express the opinion that a real
practical limit has been more than passed.
They say that a 78-inch driving wheel on
an eight-wheel locomotive is the embodi-
ment of grace and beauty, and meets all
the requirements of a first-class passenger
engine.

The allegation that the rallroads of the
anthracite coal region charge an unduly
high rate for carrying the fuel is to be
investigated by the Interstate-commerce
Commission. Martin B, Knapp, chairman
of the committee, who was in Chicago
yvesterday, said: *"‘The subject of the East-
ern coal roads and their coal tariffs has
been brought to the cttention of the com-
mission, but not officially. The commis-
slon expects to take officlal cognizance of
the subject at no distant date. Until then

it would be improper for us to go into |

any extended discussion.”

The clearing house and interchangeable
mileage ticket system in vogue on West-
ern rallroads, now being considered by the
trunk line passenger committee, is not like-
ly to be adopted without strenuous opposi-
tion on the part of some of the lines in
the association. Major Weeks, general pas-
senger agent of the Philadelphia & Read-

ing, denounces the system as unwieldy and |

annoying. Major Weeks is a firm bellever
in the liberality of the Reading Rallway.
He says, ““We sell our mileage books, and
we don't care who uses them. When they
are used up we sell another, and our pas-
senger traffic has steadily increased."

There is a little soreness on the part of
the Indianapolis and Chicago lines over
the great success of the Lake Erle &
Western excursion on Saturday night. The
road carried 1,226 more peo,le than one
year ago when it ran a simi!ss excursion.
The total number carried exceeded 3,700
General Passenger Agent Rheln says that
they run these excursions but once a year,
and as the Lake Erie & Western, in con-
nection with the Lake Shore, has a very
good Chicago line, there i= no occasion for
criticiam on the part of the other roads, as
it is only a drop in the bucket of the busi-
ness carried between the two cities. More-
over, at least 70 per cent. of the business
were people who would not go except on
Sunday and on the very low rate at which
they were carried.

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PIECE OF FENCE INVOLVED

A CASE THAT WILL SOON GO TO THE
HIGHEST COURT.

Henry L. Harding and Frank Tom-
linson Partiex to the Suit=Other
Cases in the Courts.

@ ——

The bullding of a few rods of fence be-
tween the farms of Henry L. Harding and
Frank Tomlinson, in Wayne township, has
resulted in a costly lawsuit in the Superior
Court, which will now be carried to the
Supreme Court. The amount involved is
$28, but many times that sum has been
expended, to say nothing of the incon-
venience and trouble incident to the suit.

Nine years ago Henry Harding, former
county commissioner, purchased a farm in
Wayne township adjoining that of Frank
Tomlinson. Harding had in a crop of
wheat and after it was harvested wanted
to pasture his cattle in the field. The di-
viding fence was dilapidated, and Harding

wanted to build a new partition fence.
Tomlinson said the fence was good enough
for him and he did not want a new fence.
Harding, after trying to pursuade Tomlin-
son to build his part of the fence, con-
sulted his attorney. The attorney resur-
rected an old law providing for the build-
ing of partition fences. It is a cumber-
some affair and sets out at length a process
whereby partition fences may be construct-
ed. The law provides that the trustee shall
view the premises when he is appealed to,
and after due notice and a certain length
of time advertise that he is going to build
the fence. Then there is another delay
while he advertises for bids.

Harding and his attorney decided that
this was the only hope of getting a fence,
and the matter was lalid before the town-
ship trustee. The trustee happened to be
related to Tomlinson and refused to take
up the fence question because of his re-
lationiship. Another trustee was appealed
to, but he sald the matter belonged to a
trustee nearer the affected farms. Nobody
secemed to want to handle the question.
The matter was carried about until finally
Justice Makepeace took it up and bulilt
the fence. The contract for bullding the
fence was awarded to George W. Bainaka.
When the work was completed Makepeace
gave Bainaka a certificate which Is consid-
ered a lien on the property in the partition
fence law. Harding paild his part upon the
presentation of the certificate, but Tomlin-
son refused. Balnaka then brought suit,
and it has been pending in Judge Leath-
ers’'s court for about two years.

Pleadings and briefs were plled up before
the court causing many delays. Finally
the case was brought to issue and Judge
Leathers declded it yesterday. He ren-
dered judgment against Tomlinson for $28,
and the latter gave notice of appeal to the
Supreme Court on the ground that the law
is unconstitutional. The decision is prob-
ably the first that has been made on this
law in Marion county since it was enacted.

Two Divorece Complaints,

Vera Startz yesterday filed suit against
her husband, Andrew Startz, for divorce.

RECENT LEGAL OPINIONS,

—Criminal Law—Confessions.—

Where an officer having a prisoner in
custody said to him, *““You have been tell-
ing me a pack of lies; now you had better
tell the truth,” whereupon the prisoner
made a confession, it was held that the con-
fession was Involuntary and it was error to
admit it in eyidence and to submit to the
Jury the question whether or not it was
voluntary. Under the law as properly ad-
ministered a confession, If forced, cannot
be used against a person charged with the
commission of crime. The sweat-box meth-
od of obtaining confessions to be used
against the parties making them is not
sanctioned by the court. The court said
that words of exhortation to a confession
seemed often to be Innocent enough, and
cited the following, all of which had been
held sufficlent to vitiate the confessions:
““Yau are under suspicion, and you had bet-
ter tell all you know;"” “It would be better
for you to speak out;"” “You had better
tell the truth;” *“You might as well
tell all about it.”"—[West vs. United States,
Court of Appeals, Dist. of Columbia.]

—Husband and Wife—As Viewed by Dif-
ferent Courts.—

A husband is not gullty of desertion when
his wife rents his room to a boarder and
crowds him out of the house.—[153 Pa. St.,

However desirable it may be that holy
affection should control every thought and
act of parties bound in wedlock, the courts
do not undertake to definte the depth or
wealth of that affection or to prescribe the
manifestations of it at all.—[Judge Bird, in
11 Atlantic Rep.

—Attorney and Client—Agreement to Carry
on Litigation.—

An attorney entered into a written agree-
ment with a number of merchants and
mercantile firms and corporations to take
all needful proceedings to recover certain
dutles on importations levied by the T"nited
States. The agreement was not only to
advance money, but to carry on the suits
or actions at the expense of the attorney
himself, for which he was to receive a cer-
tain compensation., He was thus promot-
ing the =uit and defraying the expenses in-
curred by his clients therefor. Held, that
the agreement between the attorney and
his clients was unenforceable.—[Stedwell
vs. Hartman, N. Y. Supreme Court, Appel-
late Division, First Department.]

—Societies—Expulsion of Member.—

Under the constitution of a soclety pro-
viding, on preference of charges against a
member, for trial by a committee, report of
Its verdict, and the pronouncing of judg-
ment on the verdict, and fixing a penalty
by the =society, two-thirds of the ballots
cast being necessary for expulsion, a de-
cree of a court adjudging a judgment of
expulsion wvoid, because it merely showed
that a majority voted for expulsion, does
not affect the verdict of the committee or
prevent the soclety thereafter voting for
expulsion.—[69 Pacific Rep. (California,
Judge Gray), 9%08.]

—Shipping—Control by Majority.—

The right of a majority in Interest of the
owners of a vessel to control its manage-
ment is charged with the duty to retain
and exercise it not only for the benefit of

all the owners, but others whose property
and lives may be involved; and an agree-

ment to surrender such control permanent-

ly or indefinitely is inconsistent with the
trust which the law Implies and imposes.

Such a contract is void as against public

policy.—[52 Atlantic Rep.

The meeting of Central Labor Union last
night gave an opportunity to many of the
delegates so inclined to exhibit their ability
as orators. The question of seating dele-
gates from the Photo-Engravers' Union
was the signal for a heated discussion. The
union withdrew from the typographical
union and has an independent charter. Not
being recognized by the American Federa-
tion of Labor, and as the Central Labor
Union is affiliated with the federation, the
delegates from the typographical union as-
serted the photo-engravers had no right to
representation in the central body. The

question was discussed in all its phases
and various recommendations were made, I
with the result that the whole matter was |
laid on the table, which as effectually bars |
oit the photo-engravers as though repre-
sentation had been denied.
