IF HATCHET 1§ BURIED CLUB OWN-
ERS MIGHT MAKE MONEY,

+

Van Bruant Should Not Hesitate to
Arrange Peace—A “Romance” from
Detroit—Baseball Gossip.

_._

The most important thing in baseball as
far as Indianapolis is concerned is the com-
ing session of the board of arbitration of
the National Association of Minor Leagues
in Chicago, Nov. 15. The recent meeting

in New York was adjourned because it
was unable at that time to make a peace
settlement between the American Associa-
tion and the Western League. The matter
will be settled in Chicago at the meeting
two weeks hence. With over two weeks'
time In which to think the matter over it
is belleved that Mr. Van Brunt, owner of
the Kansas City Western League club and
financial backer of other eclubs in that or-
ganization, will g6 to Chicago and direct
M. H. Sexton to arrange peace with the
American Association.

Propositions were burled back and forth
at the recent New York meeting, and Presi-
dent Powers's suggestion that the war be
confined to Milwaukee and Kansas City
with the American Assgociation being ad-
mitted to the national assoclation seemed
to be a solution of the problem,. but Mr.
Van Brunt refused to accept it. - He also
refused to accept the proposition made by
Mr. Watkins and Mr. Bryce that he would
be given a half interest in the Kansas City
American Association club if the Western
would vacate Milwaukee and Kansas City.

Van Brunt made some rather ridiculous
propositions which were refused.

Mr. Van Brunt evidently refuses to con-
sider the equitable side of the matter. He
should realize that Kapsas City and Mil-
waukee are too large for a league com-
posed of cities such as are represented In

the Western, To maintain c¢lubs in those
two cities even without opposition would
almost be a losing venture, as Kansas City
and Milwaukee will not support baseball
when teams from small towns are brought

there, This was demonstrated in Indian-
apolis in 1%1. The same thing would hold
good in Kansas City and Milwaukee. Should
the Western vacate the two citlées named
and admit two other cities more in har-

mony with Peoria, Colorado Springs, St.
Joseph et al., it would be a better circuit.
With a half interest In the Kansas City
Americans, Mr. Van Bsunt would soon re-
cover what he lost by maintaining an op-

posing team in that city. It is a better
proposition for him than even the sugestion
that the two organizations fight it out in
Milwaukee and Kansas City, Think a few
times, Mr. Van Brunt, before you let such
a chance go by.

There are bright chances for peace, as
all sides concerned want to bury the hateh-
et. it has been a costly war, and small
fortunes will be lost if it is continued. If
peace I8 finally declared the minor league
will not have to earry the heavv load they
did last year. Players will not receive as
high salaries, but they will, no doubt, be
paid what they are worth. They shouldn't
grumble at a reduction, for they are the
only ones whe have profited. The men
who have furnished the ecapital to give
them employment have not reaped any har-
vest, It is surely time that there should
be conditions In baseball where men who
furnish the capital can make at least a
small per cent. on their investment. If
that time does not come soon they may balk
and get out of the game, What would the
players then do?

A Pittsburg dispateh says the American
League has been offered $10000 for a fran-
chise for Pittsburg, and is now considering
it. The offer has been made by a company
of capitalists and business men who have
secured a park at great cost. Johnson now
has the proposition under advisement. The
Pittsburg people asked for the franchise
intended for New York in case the Ameri-
can did not succeed in landing there, but
in case they did the Detroit franchise was
to go to Pittsburg. The dispatch further
says that New York will not see an Amer-
ican club.

There is also another romance going
about in baseball circles that Detroit may
bolt the American League. The Tigers, it
is =said, may not wait to be booted out like
Indlanapolis, Milwaukee and other cities
were, but reading the handwriting on the
wall, may refuse to play the role of *“fll in"
druing the seaton of 193 The story has
anothér chapter, saying that Detroit will
link with the American Association at once
rather than to wait and be ousted by Ban
Johpson from the American League. It
ig claimed that Johnson will not permit the
Detroit owners to strengthen their club
s0o as to be a factor in next season’'s race,
as the club is to be kept in the background
s0 that the franchise ean be shifted to
Pittsburg in 194 Manager Watkins, of
the Indianapolis club, is ineclined to dis-
credit the story, and says that no changes
are contemplated in the circuit of the
American Association next year. While this
change may not be brought about for
193 it is believed that it will come eventu-
ally.

as if President Garry Herrmann and his

and formed what was termed the Middie-
sex Bowling Green Club. Both organian-
tions played on the greens at Dunel!i-:
until 18, when the membership of t
Dunellen club had grown to such an extent
that it was deemed advisable to seek now
quarters in a location more convenient 0
the players, many of whom ecame frem
Jersey City, New York and Brooklyn. &

Accordingly, ground was leased at Come
munipaw, N. J., and six full &sixed grees
were bullt there, The club, with its chanke
of home, changed its name, and 2 ndw
known as the New Jersey Bowling Grep
Club. Meantime other clubs were formed in
various parts of the country, the mrst
notable being the Rostort Curling Ciub,
which turned from curling to bowling w.th
such good will that it holds the cha#e.
pionship of the United States. Other cit
and towns where strnng organizations -
alsn been effected are Brooklyn, Fall River,
Mass.; Kearney, N. J.; Buffale, Chicago
(the Wanderers’ Club), Louisville and &:ul
