SKSATIOAL DEVELOPMENTS IN

BOSTON'S "SLUGGER" CASK.

Watches That Belonged to Miss Clara
Morton and Mlaa Agnri McPhee

Recovered.

BOSTON, Nov. 6. To-da- y's developments
in the case of Alan G. Mason, who is under
arrest charged with the murder of Miss
Clara Morton, a laundress at the McLean
Asylum, in Waverly, last Saturday night,
have been of a stai'llng nature. It was
announced first that the watch of the
victim had been found In a Cambridge- - j

street pawn shop, where it had been
pawned for $4 by a colored man, and this I

discovery at once led to a fruitless search
of the city for this man by the entire i

police force. But later developments were I

far more sensational. When the pawn- - ;

broker's memory had been jogged and he
had had time to think over the matter,
he remembered that the watch had been
brought to his office on last Saturday night
between the hours of 11 and 11:30 by a
white man and offered in pawn. Owing
to the fact that it was after business
hours, he refused to receive it and after
expressing disappointment, the man de-
parted, taking the watch with him.

On Monday morning the same watch was
brought in by a colored man. from whom
the pawnbroker bought it. A burly colored
man, evidently a companion of the other,
had been waiting outside the shop while
the trade was being made, and. as soon
as it was completed, he entered and took
the money which the proprietor had passed
over. Both men then departed.

Continuing their investigation, the off-
icers made another startling discovery
which will have an important bearing on
the case, to the effect that the watch of

actly with that of the man who brought
tne Morton watcn tQ tho pa A'nbroker's
last Saturday night.

Through the nigh as the
board found little inaccuracies here and
there this net gain increased or decreased
slightly. At one time It had mounted as
high as 22, but subsequent Inaccuracies
brought it down again to 12. At no time,
however, have the figures claimed! by the
committee been lowered, and Mr. ."Snsley'i
plurality has at no time been lower than
124 over Mr. Kuhn.

AMALGAMATION' OF SPANISH WAR
VETERANS' SOCIETIES DELAYED.

Adjutant General Who Was Deposed
at Indianapolis Is Making; Fresh

Trouble Still Holding-- Records.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
WASHINGTON. Nov. 6. Official com-

munications just received by Adjutant Gen-

eral L. C. Dyer, of the National Army and
Navy Spanish War Veterans, and by him i

transmitted to Commander-in-chie- f M. Em- -

mett Urell, indicate serious complica-
tions in connection with the movement
looking to the amalgmation of the national
organizations, the Spanish War Veterans
and the Spanish-America- n War Veterans.
A meeting of the committees representing
the two bodies was to have been held In
New York city Nov. 10 to consummate the j

amalgamation, but owing to the compllca- - .

tions referred to the meeting has been post- -

poned until some time in January.
That members of both organizations fa-

vor consolidation was shown at the recent
national conventions of the orders, one held
at Detroit and the other at Indianapolis.
A resolution favoring prompt amalgama-
tion was unanimously adopted by each
meeting. It is stated, however, that W. C.
Liller, formerly adjutant general of the
Spanish-America- n War Veterans, is oppos-
ing consolidation, and until he can be side-
tracked the national officers of the Spanish
War Veterans have requested Commander
Urell to agree to postponement of the New
York meeting, and he has granted the re-
quest.

Just prior to the assembling of the In-
dianapolis convention Liller, It is said, was
deposed as adjutant general of the Spanish-America- n

War Veterans by the then comma-

nder-in-chief. Gen. James B. Coryell, of
Pennsylvania, who had originally appointed
him. Liller was subsequently allowed to
resign. The order deposing him being with-
drawn recently, Liller has issued a state-
ment declining to recognize the national
officers elected at Indianapolis and repu-
diating the action of the convention, which
he claims was an illegal body. This state-
ment has been sent to all the camps of the
organizatlon throughout the country. As
T.lller is in nossession of all the visible
property of the organization with which he j

affiliated, including the records, save those j

ot tne Indianapolis meeting, tne Daoges ana
seals and rosters, the committees on amal- -
gamation find they cannot proceed.

GLACIER TO BE HARNESSED.

Waters from the Paynllnp Ire Heap to
Be I'sed to Generate Power.

BOSTON. Nov. 6. Engineers are being
sent from this city to Tacoma and Seattle
to begin work on a project which has for
its chief aim the harnessing of the waters
of the Payallup glacier on Mount Tacoma,
Wash., for commercial purposes. It is as-
serted that if successful this will be the
first instance where glacial waters have
been used directly to provide power. Stone
ft Webster, of Boston, who have installed
a great many street railways In all parts
of the country, are undertaking the work
In order to provide the cities of Tacoma
and Seattle with electric light and power.
The plan Is to construct from the glacier
a flume fourteen miles long through which
a head of water will flow sufficient to gen-
erate 50,000 horse-powe- r. The water In
running through the flume will drop 600
feet and will be diverted into turbines con-
nected with electric generators. A three-phas- e

alternating current will be trans-
mitted at high voltage to Tacoma and
Seattle.

Cornish in his testimony swore he had
never tasted bromo-seltze- r, and Mrs. Rog-
ers said she had never bought any of the
stuff. The assistant district attorney, in
cross-examini- ng Jacobson, got the witness
to admit that he could not remember the
names of any others of his customers who
drank bromo-seltze- r.

The defense then called William J. Liell.
proprietor of a drug store near the house
where Mrs. Adams had died. Cornish testi-
fied that when Mrs. Adams became sick he
ran to Liell's store and Liell gave him
aromatic spirits of ammonia. Liell cor-
roborated that testimony. He said Cornish
seemed very much excited, but that he did
not look sick.

Emma Miller testified she sold the bottle-hold- er

in which the poison was sent after
the store lamps were lighted, and B. Huff,
a traveling salesman, said he was in Hart-degen- 's

store at the time. He says a man
brushed by him and asked to see a silver
bottle-holde- r, but witness did not see him
buy it. He described the man. his descrip-
tion tallying with that of Miss Miller.

MRS. STEPHENSON'S STORY.
Mrs. Anna C. Stephenson, of Brooklyn,

the eagerly awaited witness who says she
saw the poison package mailed by a man
not Molineux, was called late In the after-
noon. Men and women stood on their seats
to see her, but order was quickly restored
in the courtroom. Replying to a question
as to what she did Friday. Dec. 23, 1898,

Mrs. Stephenson said she went to the main
postoffice in New York to mail a package
and got in line with other persons. A man
in front of her with a package aroused her
curiosity because he seemed very nervous,
and she saw the name "Cornish" and the
words "Knickerbocker Club" on the pack-
age. She said the man left the postoffice
and she did not know where he went after
that. The poison package wrapper was
shown to the witness and she said the ad-
dress looked like the one she saw In the
postoffice. Mrs. Stephenson said she at-
tended the coroner's inquest and saw Moll-
neux. She was sure he was not the man
and told her husband she ought to make
known her knowledge. He persuaded her
that there was no occasion for her to mix
up in the matter. When the trial was on
she went to offer her testimony, but was
shut off by the decision of the lawyers to
offer no defense. Then after Molineux's
conviction she sent word of the evidence
she had to give to General Molineux.

"Is that the man you saw with the pack-
age in the postoffice?" asked Governor
Black as Molineux stood up.

"It is not." said Mrs. Stephenson with
added emphasis.

"Do you think you could recognize the
man who mailed the package?" asked Mr.
Osborne in opening his cross-examinatio- n.

"I think I can."
"Do you say Cornish is that man?"
"I say he looks like him."
Cornish stood up at the invitation of the

assistant district attorney and he and the
witness regarded each other steadily.

"Is that the man?" Mr. Osborne said.
"It looks very much like him," Mrs.

Stephenson replied.
"But is It?"
"To the best of my recollection It is."
Mrs. Stephenson said it was at the first

trial that she first recognized Cornish as
the man who mailed the package. She
testified that there were three stamps on
the package, and tne wrapper was put be-
fore her. It had five stamps on It, and
witness said she probably had noticed three
of them which were in a straight line at the
top and had overlooked the lower ones.

Replying to questions by the assistant
district attorney witness said she had been
ill with nervous prostration and that she
had read all the newspaper stories of the
death of Mrs. Adams. Witness was asked
to read the wrapper, but said she could not,
having left her reading glasses at home.

--She denied that her vanity ever was ques-
tioned. She said she had asked for divine
instruction as to what to do in this casfc
and had prayed. On redirect examination
she said she prayed every day for divine
direction. Court adjourned at this point till

w.

STATEMENT OF THE CHAIRMAN

ODELL'S PLURALITY PIT AT 0,122 BY

FRANK CAMPBELL.

Latest Returns from Other States--Mr.

Overstreet's Estimate on the
Next Congress.

NEW YORK. Nov. 6. Chairman Frank
Campbell, of the Democratic state com-
mittee, Secretary John A. Mason and El-

liott Danforth were in conference this ev-

ening. Mr. Campbell afterward issued the
following statement of the position of the
state committee on the results of the elec-
tion:

"After having carefully examined the re-

turns gathered by John A. Mason, sec-
retary of the Democratic state committee,
as filed in the offices of the county clerks
throughout the State, It appears on the
face of the returns that Mr. Odell has a
plurality of 9.122. These figures do not in-

clude In some of the counties the vote
cast by the greater New York Democracy
ticket, which has on it the name of Bird
S. Coler for Governor. This will mater-
ially reduce this apparent plurality.

"We claim the election by a safe ma-

jority of John Cunneen as attorney gen-
eral and the return of John Clinton Gray
of the Court of Appeals.

"We have reliable Information of thou-
sands of defective ballots having been cast
and in certain districts where the returns
were strongly Republican the ballots were
burned by the inspectors Immediately after
they were counted, which is a direct viola-
tion of law, as they should be kept six
months by the proper officials before they
should be destroyed. These facts and all
others will be thoroughly investigated by
representatives of the party, who will ap-
pear before the canvassing boards in all
the counties of the State on next Tuesday
to see that an honest count Is had. and
until that time the actual result cannot
be stated."

Mr. Campbell would add nothing to the
above statement. The dismantling of the
state headquarters followed soon after the
Issuance of the statement.

John A. Mason, secretary of the Demo-
cratic state committee, said earlier in the
day: "There is nothing new to add to our
position. We neither concede nor claim
anything. We are receiving the official re-

turns gradually. Cntll we know something
of the officials we cannot say a word. There
are circumstances connected with the elec-
tion that we are now looking into that we
mav not be through with when we have the
full returns In."

"What are the circumstances?" Mr. Ma-to- n

was asked.
"Well, the matter of defective ballots and

protests and some others that I am not
ready to mention. If the official returns
justified our suspicions." said Mr. Mason,
"we would go before the county canvassers
in counties up the State when they meet
on Tuesday next; the next step would be
to appeal to the State board of canvassers
if we considered that justice was not being
done us. and after that we would have to
fto to the courts. Of course. I am not say
ing that we will nave to do this. That
is only the modus operandi if we are justi-
fied in making a contest."
