There are a number
of ways of cooking smelts, but none better
than frying them and serving with tartar
sauce. Have the fish cleaned and dressed

in the market. When ready to cook them
rinse them in cold water and dry them well
on a plece of cheese cloth. Dip each one in
well-beaten yolk of an egg and roll them
In fine cracker dust well seasoned with salt
and pepper; then carefully drop the smelts
one at a time In =moking hot fat deep
enough to float them. Let them fry a
golden brown; then drain them on brown
paper a moment and serve on a platter on
which a napkin is folded. Decorate with
sprigs of parsley and quarters of lemon and
serve with a tartar sauce in a separate
dish.

SMALL PER CENT. OF FOREIGN IM-
MIGRATION TO INDIANA.

Foreigners That Reach This State Are
Mainly from Southeastern Eu-
rope—=Their Occupations.

Amos W. Butler, secretary of Board of
State Charities, has prepared a report,

showing the foreign immigration to In-
dlana. The report follows:

“Indiana Is sometimes called the typical
American State. Possibly by this is meant
that a comparatively small number of for-
eigners are coming to it to make it thelr
home. The last report of the commissioner
general of immigration shows Indiana in
striking contrast with some of our sur-
rounding States. Of the large number of
immigrants who arrived in this country
last year, the destination of 14,758 is given
as Michigan, 25,995 as Ohlo, 45,845 as Illinois
and Indiana but 3,031. This, however, is 50
per cent. more than the number that came
to our State two years ago. While the to-
tal of those admitted to the United States
has increased from 562,868 in 1901 to 730,798
in 1802, a gain of 167,930, the number of those
whose destination was Indiana has in-
creased from 2,050 in 190 and 2,278 in 1901,
to 3,021 for 1902, Classified by races of those
coming to this State, the largest number
from any country are Poles, of whom there
were 478. The Germans come next, 470, and
the Magyars follow with 413. The next larg-
est number are Slovaks, 287, and following
them are the Dutch and Flemish to the
number of 212. The Croatians and Sloven-
jans, Italians, Roumanians and Syrians
form «quite a considerable number of the
remainder.

“Thus it wili be seen that the bulk of the
immigrants that come into our State are
of those races from southeastern Europe
and the shores of the Mediterranean. This
is true also in a large degree of all who
come to this country. The largest number
of north Europeans who are destined to
Indiana are Germans, as above noted; next
are Dutch and Flemish. Of these there were
212: of English but 68, French 97, The Ger-
mans, as noted, stand third in the list, ‘Irish
79, Scandinavian 140, Scotch 17.

“The occupations of those who were
destined for Indiana is interesting—1,242
were reported as laborers, 337 as farm la-
borers, 176 as personal and domestic serv-
ants, 811 (including women and children)
are reported with no occupation, 310 are
given as skilled tradesmen, 23 of which
are not specified, 57 are reported as miners,
40 as carpenters and joiners, 129 black-
smiths, 13 bakers, 20 painters and glaziers,
16 shoemakers, 11 stone cutters, 10 tailors,
14 masons, 14 locksmiths.

Since the fire in the Park-avenue Hotel,
projectors of new buildings have had par-
ticularly in mind the lesson to be derived
from that accident, viz, that in a sup-
posedly fireproof hotel great loss of. life
may take place from fire. No matter how
noninflammable a buillding may be, there
is vet enough in the way of hangings and
furniture to cause smoke, panic and re-
sultant death. In the case of the Hotel
Astor all the elevators and stairways will
be inclosed with fireproof wired glass
screens and doors, either closed simul-
taneously on the sound of the first alarm
or closed automatically as soon as a cer-
tain temperature is reached, thus cutting
off each floor entirely from all the others

| and making the stairs and elevators genu-

ine fire escapes. The stairways are so ar-
ranged that in case of fire a guest needs
only to run away from the flame. Wher-
ever he runs he will meet a stairway.

The report of the treasurer submitted at

yesterday's meeting showed t‘..hg _the in-
come of the society has been $7,477.76. This
income has been raised from subscriptions,
sale of wood at the Friendly Inn and earn-
ings of the savings assoclation. The ex-
penditures for salaries of officers and work-
ers, postage, railroad fare, stationery,
office help and other minor expenses, with
the amounts expended for charity and as-
sistance rendered to needy persons, amount-
ed to $7,463.07. The balance remaining in
the treasurer's hands is $14.69. The report of
the superintendent of the Friendly Inn in-
cluded statistics on the help furnished to
vagrants and other applicants for assist-
ance there. The expenses of the year, in-
cluding the establishment of the free bath
system, have been more than the receipts
by about $45, but this shortage is fully
made up by the assets of the inn, which
have not been turned into cash.

Charles 8. Grout, secretary, read a lengthy
report of the work of the society during
the year and the progress it has made.
He said that the work is progressing well
and indications are that the fleld work
will be enlarged this winter and next sum-
mer. The charity work is becoming syste-
matized and .more effective. Money is
needed, but s assyred and he predicted that
next year the soclety would work great
good among the poorer classes in the city.
He recommended the aﬂpolmment of vis-
iting committees and other changes which
would help to raise the moral of the com-
munity In places where material help is
not needed.

Street beggars and mendicants were dis-
cussed by Judge Stubbs and others. Con-
cerning this Secretary Grout sald in his
report: -

“One of the forward steps of the soclety
has been that of clearing our streets of
many beggars. This could not have been
done without the aid and support of the
police and police judge, whose assistance is
most highly appreciated by the society.
Occaslonally now a blind or crippled beggar
or musician is seen on our streets, but not
often, and when seen if reported to the po-
lice or to the Charity Organization Society
he is ordered from the streets or arrested.
All of them are first offered an opportunity
to work or to learn a trade whereby they
can earn a living or free support without
work, but so far not one has accepted the
proffered ald. They nearly all drink and
live in the foulest homes. A very great ob-
stacle in the way of a complete reform in
this line of making a llvlng is the pro-
miscuous giving, not only to the beggar, but
to the mission and lodging house that en-
tertains the tramp without a good equiva-
lent in work. Where any mission or society
advertises to feed, lodge and clothe men
who beg for a living it should be declared
a public nuisance and its business
closed up."”

APPLICANTS FOR HELP.

The number of applicants for help at the
offices of the society was 783. Of this num-
ber 359 were new and 424 recurrent. The
number of colored applicants was 118, and
in the applications received 2,808 individuals
were represented.

During the year the Dime Savings and

Loan Association collected $45,007.60. The
loans of the association were attended to by
John H. Holliday and the other officers.
The interest from them is applied to the
support of the association and the expense
of clerical hire, etc. The collecting is id
for by the Charity Organization Bocf:-:y.
which receives all of the profits of the as-
sociation,

Mr. Grout called attention to the im-
portance of the Monday council of charity
workers and the good that results in the
regular meeting of charitable persons.
Other subjects discussed included the
juvenile court, the visitations at the City
Hospital, Dispensary, workhouse and other
places, and the need of an effort to rid the
city of slums and overcrowded houses and
buildings. Mr. Grout also recommended
that the city be divided into districts for
charity work. This will probably be done
this winter in order that help may be fur-
nished the poorer classes in various parts
of the city and assistance furnished to
those persons in need of fuel, shelter and
other necessities.

Mrs. Louisa Spears Said to Have Been

TECHNICAL SCHOOL SURE

FUND OF $130,000 IS READY TO BUY
ARSENAL SITE.,

g

Men on Endowment List Guarantee
Remaining $22,000-School Will Not
Open Refore Next September,

*

“We are ready to bid to-day for the ar-

senal site,” sald the Rev, 8, C. Dickey last
night. “We have provided the necessary
$150,000 to make the bid, and in so doing

have made it possible to bring the National
Technical Institute here and to settle the

question of the establishment of an army

post in favor of Indianapolis.”
The local executive committee met ves-

terday and was greeted with the informa-
tion that men of wealth who had assisted
in the endowment of the institute had be-

come guarantors to the amount of $22,000,
which was the portion of $150.00 yet to be
ralsed. The committee has already raised
$125,000 by subscription. The pguarantors
act merely in the capacity of indorsers and

the canvass for subscriptions will not abate,
but will be pushed with more vigor.

“There were several reasons for announc-
ing this guarantee,”” sald Dr. Dickey, “the
chief of which was the desire to 'nform the
people of the success of the enterprise,
which will undoubtedly increase the good
will for it, and the undesirability of seek-
ing another extension in the time for re-
ceiving bids by the War Department. While
we had no intimation from Washington
that another extension would be refused
we felt that we might be expecting too
much to expect another extension. We felt

that a crisis had been reached and that we
should put ourselves in position at once to
bid for the arsenal site without further
delay.

“We have no doubt but that the additional
$22,000 will be subscribed by citizens of In-
dianapolis. Those who have been walting to
judge of the stability and success of the
project may now be assured that both have
been proved and that their subscriptions
will be just as great an ald as if they had
heen made first. The guarantors are not
giving this money. They are llke men who
indorse a note; they do not expe«ct to pay
it. They merely stand responsible for an
amount that they have faith will yet be
subscribed.”

Dr. Dickey said he could not, at this time,
make public the names of the ghuarantors,
but they are men who have already con-
tributed to the endowment of the school.
He said he was not ready to admi: that this
guarantee would diminish the endowment

fund.

: READY TO BID.

As sohon as the government appraisers’
report is made known and the date for the
sale of the arsenal site is fixed the technical
school promoters will offer a bid not less

than the amount of the appraisement. It is
expected that the site will pass to them,
The government will then reinvest the price

in a site near the city for an army post
and thus the city will gain twc large in-
stitutions,

After the site is purchased the faculty
will be selected and the arsena’ bulldings
rebuilt to suit the purposes of the institute,
The preparations for the opening of the
school will be such that it cannot be opened
before September of next year. Dr. Dickey
estimates that, with the drift toward
technical education that Is now admitted,
it would be only a few years until the
school would have several thousznd pupils.

SHE SAVED THE PABERS

MRS. VANCE MEYERS BADLY BURNED
IN HER HOME.

Her Home at Senate Avenue and Ohlo

Street Badly Damaged by Fire—

Mrs, Vance Mevyers, proprietress of &
rooming house at the southwest co ner of
Senate avenue and Ohlo street, was se-
verely burned about the face and head last
night at midnight in trying to save her in-
surance papers and valuables wh.le her
home was burning.
