RAN OUT OF AMMUNITION

CAUSE OF THE RoUT OF VENEZUE-
LAN REVOLUTIONISTS.

Quarrel Between Generals Matos an-l
Rolando—FPresident Castro En

Route to Caracas.

¢

LA VICTORIA, Venezuela, Nov. 7.—Newn

has been received here concerning the re-
treat of the revolutionary forces. It is to
the effect that on the night of Nov, 1 tha
revolutionists withdrew from their posi-
tions near La Victoria and San Mateo be-

cause they were without ammunition. Tha
fact that the rebels lacked cartridges

caused a disagreement between Genersl
Matos and General Rolando, which waa
followed by hot words. General Rolandno
declared that the shortage of ammunitio:n
was the fault of General Matos, and that
if the success of the revolution was en-
dangered by this condition General Matos
alone was responsible. He said that a’l

was lost, and, with his followers, about

2,300 men, he withdrew from the main bodz
of the rebels in the direction of Alta Grz-
cla. It is reported that General Rolando
proclaimed “El Mocho” Hernandez as tha
leader of the revolution.

President Castro, since he discovered that
the revolutionists only retreated because of
their absolute lack of ammunition has
caused them to be pursued day and night
by government soldiers. The latest report
issued by the government says that Gens.
Matos, Mendoza and Rlera and their com-
mands are fleeing in disorder in an effort
to reach the mountainous distriets. Thess
generals are supposed to be near Barrers,
a int twelve miles from the lake ci
Vhlencia.

Guerillas in the service of the governmernt
have captured and brought to Presidert
Castro certaln records and documents be-
longing to members of General Mateo's
personal staff, as well as the general's per-
sonal correspondence. The contests of these
papers give evidence of the critical situa-
tion of the leaders of the revolution. It s
difMcult to understand the apparent sudden
and complete collapse of the rvolutionary
movement. But a few days ago the rebe's
seemed to be upon the eve of a wvictor>,
while to-day their cause seems absolutely
lost.

President Castro, having sent his men ia
all directions to cut off the retreat of the
enemy, lieft here to-day for Caracas. The
government soldlers who are following up
the rebels scored their frst success this
morning by the capture of Gen. Ramon
Luizi, who was making his way In the
direction of Alta Gracia with 300,000 rounds
of ammunition and 4,00 men to reinforce
the revolutionists.

From here President Castro goes to lL.os
Tequls, which point was abandoned by tle
rebels yesterday. From Los Tequis the
President will g0 by rall to Caracas, a:-
riving there Bunday morning, He will then
take his place at the head of the gov-
ernment.

Telepraphic communication between La
Victoria and Caracas has been restored,

STAR ROUTE CONTRACTOR.

C. R. Houchina, of Georgia, Has Had
Much Experience.

mines in Georgia that are controlled by
Indiana people.

The government, however, has
put a stop to this system and now lets the
contracts to people who live near the
routes. ““This was done,” sald Mr, Houch-
ins, “because the competition got to be so
strong after these routes that contractors
would take them for a very small sum.
They would then have to let them to ear-
riers at a correspondingly small amount.
On some of these star routes the pay of the
carriers would not amount to more than &
to 7 cents a day. The government found
that it could not get the right sort of serve
fce and adopted & new rule. The con-
tracts are now let directly to the people
who carry the mail. Under the present ar-
rangement Lhe people who carry the maill
get 200 per cent. more out of it than under
the old arrangement.”
